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Imperial Expedition, to Leave in
June, Will Seek Scien-
tific Data.

The secientific exploration and com-
mercial  development of the regions
traversed will be the main object of
the Dritish imperial antarctic expedi-
tion, which will leave England in
June for five years' exploration in the
antaretie, during which an attempt
will be made to reach the South
pole by airplane. Dr, John L. Cope,
the surgeon and biologist in the Ross
sea party of the Shackleton expedi-
tion, who will command the new expe-
dition, has given the purposes of the
Journey as follows:

1. To ascertain the position and ex-
tent of the mineral and other deposits
of economie value already known to
exist In Antartica (through the scien-
tific reports of Bruce, Mawson, Scott
and Shackleton) and to obtain data
for their practical development as
to a further source of imperial wealth,

2. To obtain further evidence of
the localities and migration of whales
of economie value, and to create Brit-
ish industries in this trade.

3. To investigate the meteorological
and magnetic conditions in the Ross
sea area and at Cape Ann (Enderby
land) in connection with their influ-

ence In simiiar conditions in Austral-

asia and South Africa, respectively,
That such results are of great econom-
ic value has been proven by the station

established by the Argentine govern- |

4. To circumnavigate the antarctic

continent.

5. Generally to extend the knowl-

edge of Antarctica, especlally with a
view to obtaining further sclentific
data of economic importance.

The cost of the expedition is esti-
mated at £150,000.

Capt. C. H. Wilkins, chifef of the
scientific staff to the Stefansson expe-
dition, will accompany Doctor Cope
as chief of the scientific staff for the
new venture.

'Dry Leader in West Virginia

Mountain Districts Has
His Hands Full. w

The manufacture and sale of moon- |
shine whisky in the mountains of |
southern West Virginia is claiming the
close attention of W. S. Hallahan, pro-
hibition commissioner, who, with a
large force of deputies, continues to
raid and make arrests almost weekly.

There have been times in the last
few weeks when the officers have met

two men, Preston Mullens, an alleged |
moounshiner, and John D. Kennedy, a |
deputy sheriff, have lost their lives in

; the campaign, .

This fight, the most serious in recent |
years, occurrred in the Panther creek
section of McDowell county, on the
Virginia border. Panther creek, the |
prohibition authorities say, is one of |
the most active moonshining districts
In the state. There, according to Mr.

' Hallahan, have been gathered some of |

the most famous manufacturers of |
moonshine from Buchanan county,
Virginia. They know all that is to be |
known about the industry, and some
of them are famed for the gualities of
their *“corn liquor.” Usually their
stills are extremely difficult to locate, !
but gradually the prohibition officers |
are hunting them out and destroying |
them,

There 18 another kind of moonshiner
in that section who is giving the offi-
cers much trouble. He makes his
moonshine as quickly as possible, mar-
kets it with the least delay and then
moves his still to some other pluce.

The country is mountainous and
rough, with many fertile valleys.
These valleys, the commissioner has
discovered, were this year used to a
large extent for the growing of sugar
cane, the high price of sugar having
driven some of the oldtime moonshin-
ers to producing what they needed for
domestic and moonshine purposes.

The United States made the third
largest contribution in fighting forces
of the allies during the war--uaiely,
approximately 2,000,000 men, aword-
Ing to figures compiled by Britiah stat-
isticlans. France headed the list
and Great Britain came second, with a
grand total of 8,654,407,

The ration strength of the American
army in France on armistice day, that
s, the toal number of men who were
being fed from wrmy stocks, is placed
at 1,924,000, Great Britain’s ration
strength In this thmtvr on the same
date was 1,731,578. This does not take
into account prisoners of war or the
negro labor employed by England.

Near 1,200,000 U. S. Fighters,

America's wmlnmnt strenzth  in
France on armistice day Is set down
at 1,160,000, and Great Britain's at
1,164,790, The ecombatant strength
Includes all troops whose functions
are, in the first place, fighting.

(Major General Mareh, American
chief of staff, announced on January
26, 1019, that Ameriea had the second
largest of the allies’ armies on the
western front in ration strength when
the armistice was signed. The French,
he suid, had 2,550,000 men, the United
States, 1,950,000, and the British, in-
cluding the Portuguese, who were
serving with them, 1,718,000, General
March did not give the comparative
figures of the national armies show-
Ing their combatant strength on arwm-
istice day.)

The captures of prisoners and guns
In France during the victorious offen-
sive against the German army be-
tween July 18 and November 11, 1018,
are given as follows:

British armies, 200,000 and 2,500, re-
spectively ; French armies, 135,720 and
1,880; American armies, 43,300 and
1,421 ; Belgian armies, 14,500 and 474
It Is pointed out that there were also
80,000 British combatant troops in
Italy who co-operated in the final de-
feat of the Austrian army at Viltorio-
Veneto, ecapturing 30,000 prisoners,
and that Iin the eastern theaters of
war—DPalestine and Mesopotamia—
where on an average about 100,000
British troops were fighting through-
out 1018, the complete defeat and de-
struction of the Turkish army was ef-
fected by the British alone, and a to-
tal of 85,000 prisoners taken.

British Empire’s Contribution.

The following figures show the num-
ber of troops contributed by the va-
rious parts of the British empire dur-
fng the war: British isles, 5,704,410;
Canada, 0640,386; Australia, 416,809;
New Zealand, 220,000; South Africa,
186,070; Spain, 1,401,850; other colo
nies 134,837, The grand total was
8,654,467.

Casualties of the troops of the Brit-
fsh empire are stated as follows: Brit-

A city where almost everybody
works—and likes it—is pictured by
Mayor W. W. Chamberlain of Johns-
town, N. Y.

The labor department in Washing-
ton, after a survey of the cities of the
country, found that 76 per cent of the
women of Johnstown are contributors
to the family income.

More working peo-
ple own homes in Johnstown than in

“The wages of men in this city vary
from $25 to $60 a week. Chore wmen,
without any experience, are being paid
$4 a day, and boys leaving school get
$3.50 per day.

“Living conditions in Johnstown are
such that you ecannot tell the work-
ingman’s wife from a business man's
wife. Women take an interest in all
civic enterprises.” !
