FARMER’S'lNCOME 
SUBJECT TO TAX

Gains for 1919 Must Be Figured 
Under U. S. Law— Returns 

Due March 15.

LAND SALE PROFITS TAXABLE.

Necessary Farm Expenses May B» 
Deducted—Special Form for Farm 

Income—Cash or Accrual 
Basis for Computing.

A farmer, shopkeeper, or tradesman 
must flguro up his not Income for Iftlt); 
and if the farm or business income 
plus his otlier income was suflldcnt te 
require an income tax return a com­
plete return must be lUed wltli the col­
lector of Internal revenue by March 15. 

i A farmer should ascertain the gross 
I Income of his farm by computing all 

gains derived from tlie sale or ex- 
. change of his itroducts, whether pro- 
I duced on the farm or purchased aud 
I resold.
j Farm Expenses.

From hts gross Income a farmer ts 
allowed to charge off all of his neces­
sary expenses in the conduct of the 
farm during the year. These Include 
costs of planting, cultivating, harvest­
ing and marketing. In addition to 
these costs he nin.v deduct money spent 
for ordinary farn> tools of short life 
bought during the year, such as shov­
els, rakes, etc. Also, the cost of feed 
purchased for Ills live stock may be 
treated as an expense In so far as this 
cost represents actual outlay, but the 
value of his own products fed to ani­
mals Is not a deductible item.

Other farm expenses allownhie are 
the cost of minor repairs on buildings 
(but not the dwelling house), on fences, 
wagons and farm machinery; also bills 
paid for horseshoeing, stock powders, 
rock salt, services of veterinary, insur­
ance (except on dwelling house), gaso­

line for operating power and sundry 
other expenses wlilch were paid for in 
cash.

As to lilred help, ull the [iroductlve 
laliur is a deduclilile expense; but tlie 
wages of liou.seliold serviints, or lielp 
hired to Improve tlie farm, as in tree 
planting, ditclilng, etc., cannot be 
claimed against earnings. A fanner is 
not allowed to claim a salary for him­
self or members of Ids family who 
work on the fanr

Wear and Tear.
Purclinse of farm miiclilnery, wag­

ons, work nniiimis, etc., also the cost 
of construction or extension of bulld- 
Ing.s, silos, fencing, etc., should be con­
sidered additional Investments in the 
farm ami are not dciluctloiis
against Income.

A rciisonable allowance may be 
claimed for wear and tear on farm 
btiiblings (except the farmliouse), 
fences, nmcblnery, work iininial.s, wag­
ons, tanks, windmills and other fartu 
equipmetit which ts used in the oon- 
dttef of the fitrtn.

■4s to antos and tractors, the cost of 
these Is ttot att exiienso, iilllioitgh the 
cost of their upkeep Is an allowniile 
dedttctlon. If the machines are used ex­
clusively for fitrtn purposes and not 
for pleastire. Also, in sitch cases, a de­
duction for wear and tear Is allowed.

Farm Losses.
The loss of a growing crop Is not a 

proper deduction from Inootnc, iitas- 
mnch as tlie value of the crop liad not 
been taken Into gross Income. The 
loss of a hiiilding or of maeldncry 
tlirotigii storm, liglitning. Hood, etc., is 
an allowaldc deduction, Init care sliould 
he useil to ascertain the correct loss 
stistalncd, as restricted by incotne tux 
regiilutlons.

No ilcdiictlon Is allowed in the case 
of loss of anininis raised on tlic farm, 
but a loss is dcductlltic from gross In­
come If the nniiiials had been pnr- 
chased for draft or breeding purposes.

Shrinkage In weight or viiitteof farm 
products held for favornlile market 
prices cannot he deducted as a loss, for 
tito reason Hint wlicn sttcli products 
arc .sold the sltrlnkagc will he retlected 
in tlie selling price.

Sale of Farms and Land.
The value of ngriciiltiirnl liinds has 

been Jumping during ilie imst few 
years, iitul during lOtO mai'; owners 
sold out part or all of il'.i'ii lands at 
l)Ig profits. Ail siicli gains eunstitute 
Inroine iind must lie taken into tlie net 
income for the .venr.

Any person wlio sold part of a farm 
or ranch, or part of a parcel of land, 
must also show any gains realized by 
tho sale.

The method of tiguring gains and 
losses on sueli iransnctlons is pre- 
scrlttod In the Income Tax regulations, 
copies of wlileh may he secured from 
Intern.nl l{|•vemte Colleclors.

Forms for Returns.
The Internal Keveiute Bureau has 

Issued an Improved Form llMtiF for 
the use of farmers. This form, to- 
get her with rorin 1040.\ or lOiO, will 
give tlie fanner explicit information 
ns to how to properly figure his net 
income for.líMO.

There are two metliods of figuring a 
faraor's income lax return tills .vear. 
He may make his return on tlie basis 
of the difference between the money 
and goods received for his products 
and the cash paid out for actual allow­
able farm expenses within the year. 
Or he may make liis return on the ac­
crual basis, which means computing 
the receipts and expenses that pertain 
to the taxable year, excluding iocome 
earned and expenses incurred in pre­
vious or succeeding years.

The North Platte valley tiact, part

Plante Have Kyee.
Most people are aware that potatoes 

have eyes, but how many know that 
certain common garden and wild flow­
ers are similarly equlppeitl

The nasturtium, begcnla, clover, 
woodsorrel and bluebell, c mong others, 
have eyes placed on their leaves. They 
are tiny protuberances, filled with a 
transparent, gummy mixture, which 
focuses the rays of light upon a sensi­
tive pstch of tissue behind them.

A nasturtium plant hat thousands of 
such “ eyes” on Its leaves, but It Is not 
yet known If the plant can actually see. 
Are the sense Impressions telegraphed 
to some central nerve corresponding 
with the brain of the animal kingdom?

In addition to ihls visual organ, 
many plants show a sensitiveness that 
points to further resemblance to ani­
mals; while certain seaweeds and 
mosses In an early stage of their ex­
istence are able actually to swim 
through the water.

A Spinning Top.
A spinning top Is kept from falling 

because of the speed with which It 
revolves. The aiinicllon of gravita­
tion Is temporarily overcome by the 
centrifugal force produced by the ro­
tation of the top when It Is spun. Each 
part of the top Is subject to the 
same centrifugal force os each other 
part at the same distance from the 
axis of rotation and to no greater 
force, so that H ere Is no cause for 
the top being pulled In any particu­
lar direction by the force of gravity. I 
As soon as the centrifugal force | 
begins to les-sen because of lessening j 
speed of rotation the attraction of 
gravity begins to be exerted again and 
the top begins to wabble. When the 
spinning motion dtinlnlshea to such an 
extent that the attraction of gravity 
becomes greater than the centrifugal 
force the top falls to one side.

All returns for 10114 ninst be filed on 
or hefore March 15.

Must Show True Figures.
In tiguriiig tip Ids earnings for In­

come tax purposes a person must take 
Into eonsiileration nil items of taxable 
Income, nnd eaeh Item Itself must be 
neeiirate In amount, (¡ues.si-s and es­
timates must he iivolded, for the re­
turn Is made tinder oath.

Ever.vhiiil.v who had an Income diir- 
liig litlO tnnst now determine whether 
his or her net Ini'ome was suflieient In 
amount to reipilre an Income Tax re­
turn. The best way to find out Is to 
get a Form 1040.A nnd follow the In­
structions iirliiled on It. That form 
will serve ns a reminder of every Item 
of Income ; and If a return Is due, it 
tells how to prepare nnd llle It.

One of the luitiortniit point.s to keep 
In mindls that a (lerson's net Income 
Is found by n computation prescribed 
In the law, nnd that each Item of In­
come from every source must he con­
sidered. unless siMieitlcally exempted.

Another thing to remember is that 
tnt personal exemption allowed tax­
payers by law has no relation whatever 
to the requirement to file return. This 
exeiuitllun is not to be considered until 
a person has figured out his net In­
come nnd determined whether it was 
snfllclent to require him to tile a re­
turn. Then, If a return mu.sf be tiled, 
he should reaii carefully the Instruc­
tions for claiming exemption, nud com­
plete his return.

If In doubt on any p«’ *ut as to ,ncon., 
or deductions, a person may secure 
ft re advice nnd aid from the nearest 
Interual Uevenue ofiice. Miiny hanks 
and trust companies arc also furnish­
ing similur service during banking 
hours.

Heavy Penalties In Law.
For falling to make a return on time 

(he penalty Is n flue of not more than 
11,000 nnd an ndilitinn of 2.5 per cent 
to the tax. If any. For moking a false 
or fraudulent return the penalty Is a 
line of not more than $10,000 or Im­
prisonment not exceeding one year, oi 
both ; and. In addition, SO per cent of 
the tax. There are other penalties for 
failing to pay tax when due and for 
understatement of the tax through 
negligence.

Many Sourcea of Income.
Aside from what one may earn by 

his services, there are many other 
sources of Income. If he sold any 
property during 1019 he must flDre 
out the gain realized. If he rented 
buildings, land, apartments or rooms 
such rents must he considered taxa- 
able, and he may claim deductions foi 
necessary expenses incidentol to rents.

Bank interest Is a common sourcs 
of Income and Is taxable whether with­
drawn or not. Any amount of interest 
credited to a depositor Is Income to 
the depositor.

Interest on mortgages nnd notes Is 
taxable; also bond interest received 
from corporations.

A taxpayer who cashed his Insur­
ance during 1910 must report as in­
come any excess received over the to­
tal of premiums paid.

Members of partnerships or personal 
service corporations or beneficiaries of 
an estate or trust must report theli 
shares of Income distributable to them 
whether or not actually withdrawn.

Dividends of domestic corporations 
roust be reported. Many other forma 
of Income are taxable, unless spsclflc- 
ally exempted.

The spirit of unrest that has been 

sweeping the country Indicates that 
the foreign horn, who have Hocked to 
the I’niteil States from every corner of 
the globe have not been given the 
proper liolj) and encourugemeut. In the 
opinion of the 4,000 librarians who 
make up the American Library Associ­
ation and who are now enlisted In a 
"Books for Everybody" movement. 
The effort Is a concerted movement 
to carry out the Enlarged Program 
which the association has adopted.

There are approximately fifteen mil­
lions of foreign bom In the United 
States and of this number six mllllona 
do not read or speak the English lan­
guage. One phase of the Enlarged 
Program will be to bring the publisher 
and translator together with the view 
of furnishing the proper books In euf- 
flclent numbers to carry the message

of Ainerlcaii hleaU and •raflltions lo 
this vast army of uiitiiroruicil p.-o- 
|ilc. They have lieui largely dependent 
upon the foreign press for their writ­
ten messages. Many men who live 
with their lingers on the pulse of eur- 
roiit events are firmly convlaeed that 
a sound foun lallon tn Aiiierleunlsm 
can lie easily huilt among the foreign 
liorn if the pr >! er llteniluro is placed 
witliln tie ir n-m h in a ianguagu they 
can umlerstaiiil.

No Drive to Be Held.
In order lo carry out the Enlarged 

Program two million didlars will he 
required. This money will not bo 
sfiught through (he medium of a enm- 
palgii or an Intensive drive, hut will 
Ite ohtalaed through the Individual ef- 
fort.s of the lihrniiaiis, library trustees 
nnil fiiernhs of libraries. The Amer­
ican Library Association will head 
every effort to bring about the na­
tion-wide adoption of each of the 
cardinal points In the Program, wlilch 
includes the extension of the county li­
brary sytem and the e.stahllshment of 
more Industrial and haslness libraries. 
It now has in operation hook service 
to the Unitcil State.s Merchant Marine, 
Coast Guard. Lightlioiise Service and 
hospitals of the United States Public 
Health Service. The needs of the 
75.000 tdlad persons In the United 
States will be eared for. At present 
the iiamher of beoks available Is woe­
fully Inadequate. This will he reme­
died and the Joys of good literature 
will he brought into lives that nre 
dnrkpne<l tiy a veil which will never 
be raised by any other method.

Not all the work of Anierloanlx.-itlon 
llei^ln the great renters of population. 
Great sections of the country where In­
dustry is carried on hy foreign work­
ers do not know public library service. 
There are Important mining states 
where less than a score of libraries 
exist. One mining state has but two 
public libraries.

IDEA PROVES SUCCESSFUL

California, the Pioneer— Other 
States Adopting the _  

Plan.
The American Library Association, 

la annoiiucing Ita "Books for Every­
body" movement, which is to be nation 
wMe in Its scope, advises anil urges the 
extension of the county library system 
as a solution of the problem of supply­
ing good literature to the rural dis­
tricts. Ita Intention Is to persist in 
ndTocattng the nation-wide adoption 
of the idea as snccessfnlly applied lb 
California, Ohio and Maryland until 
every one of the 2,964 counties In the 
nation have adopted the system and 
mgular ahipments of good books aro 
being made from the central point In 
the county to the designated outposts 
California stands out as the bighpoint 
In the successful application of thn 
Idea. Of the 68 counties In the state 
«2 have adopted and are supporting tho 
system st a trifling cost. This it urges 
as n part of Its enisrged program which 
alms to promote a better citizenship 
and to combst the social and Industrial 
unreat through the teaching of Ameri­
can Ideals and traditions to the foreign 
bam.

The book needs of the sixty million 
or more Americans who live outside of 
the big cities a’lll be called to the at­
tention of those In n position to serve 
them.

County Librarlsa Urged.
The county library system provides 

for establishing one central library at 
tho county seat or In the largest town 
In every county. This does not mean 
geceasarlly the erecting of a Ilbrarg 
bnlldlng and tho stocking of Its shelvss. 
<n many cases the tools already axist 
iYera this central station books will

El loaned to designated ontpost sU- 
ons. The books will be delivered by 

tmeka, parcel poet or whatever method 
may be adopted In any given county to 
.tho country itorea, tollgates, post of- 
flees, schoolhonses and private hornet. 
.When one ahlpment baa been circulat­
ed and returned another will be sent 
WBt Also, in communltlea of any slse 

JUi tho coonty, branch libraries will he 
'^asInUlned.

The American Library Association, 
with its 4,000 active librarian mem- 
W u  and Its 40 years of practical func­
tioning, is In n poattlon to know tho 
ikends of tha country and In tha flght 
tor wider knowledge Is n force to bo 
reckoned with.

The Enlarged Program calls for an 
expenditure of 12,000,000. There will 
be no drive or Intensive campaign. 
Thn money will be raised by tho libra­
rians, library trustees and friends of 
libraries. lAe movement for better 
dtlsens and a wall read population la 
on and the alogan la "^ooks for Bvery- 
bedy." -

PERMANENT PROPOSITIOH
Director Declares That Incorrect 

and Misleading Statements 
Are Being Circulated.

Director U. O. Cholmeley-Joncs of 
the bureau of war risk Insurance an­
nounces that misleading and incorrect 
statemeats relative to the permanency 
of goverument insurunce are being ci^ 
culated by Individuals apparently en­
gaged Id attempted "twisting” of In­
surance. A specific and typical report 
received by the director was to the 
elToct that some of these Individuals 
had boarded a naval vessel at Phila­
delphia and had told the sailors that 
government Insurance would not be 
good after five years.

“Government life Insurance for vet­
erans of the great war Is a perma­
nent proposition," said Director Chol- 
meley-Jones. “Misleading statements 
have been made to the effect that 
government Insurance will cease at 
the end of five years after the war, 
or that It will be turned over to pri- j 
vate compauies. Such statemeots are I 
absolutely false and without founda- , 
tlon. Tliere Is, however, a require­
ment that the temporary term Insur­
ance held during the war which In­
creased In cost from year to year, J 
be changed or converted Into one of { 
the six permanent forms of govern- ' 
ment life Insurance (ordinary life, 20- ! 
payment life, 30-payment life, 20-year ; 
endowment. 30-year endowment, or 
endowment at age of 62), within five 
years after the formal declaration of 
peace by proclamation of the presi­
dent, If the insured desires to con- 
tlmie to he protected. This perma­
nent Insurance does not Increase In 
premium cost ns the Insured grows 
older.

“ Improper conduct by the Individu­
als 1 have referred to Is In direct op- j 
position to the attitude of the great 
life Insurance companies, which Is 
embraced In a statement by the sec­
retary of one of the large companies, 
who recently said:

" ‘Of course, a life Insurance com­
pany can not grant Insurance nt less 
than cost, hut the government offers 
Insurance to soldiers and sailors at 
less than it would cost the govern­
ment to grant that insurance (that 
Is because the government henrs all 
expenses of nmniigeiuent, etc.). The 
governinent Is Justified In this liberal­
ity In consideration of the fact that 
these soldiers and sailors have risked 
their lives, or have been willing to 
risk their lives, for the benefit of the 
nation. All this being so. It Is ob­
viously expedient for soldiers and sail­
ors to take all the Insurance offered 
by the governinent nt the low rate 
charged.' “

War Department Reported Husband 
Dead; Married Second Time.

A imthetlc aftermath of the world 
war was onaeted nt the Union railroad 
station at Baltimore, Md„ a few 
day.s ago. when Kslher M. Weaver, a 
young woninu of twenty-four years, 
wns taken In charge by an officer in 
the rest room, ns she wns abandoning 
her buhy there. She was taken to 
the central police court, where coun­
sel assigned her. after investigation 
informed the Judge tlint the young 
woman’s first liiishund had gone to the 
world war, and the war department 
had reported him killed In action. Sub- 
seipiently he returned, to find her mar­
ried to another man. The second hus­
band resigned her to her rightful hiis- 
hnnd, and the couple went to Stedman, 
Pa., to reside. I.nter Mrs. Weaver went 
to Baltimore, Md., where she found 
she wns about to become a mother, ' 
and the child, by her second husband, j 
wns there bom. Mr. Weaver not being 
Informed of the fact of birth. ‘

The court discharged the young ' 
mother and she went away with her * 
child.

LIVE FROG FOSbi'L MYTHS

California Expert Explains How Thes« 
Stories Aroso.

Reports printed in California and 
Nevada newspapers recently of the , 
discovery of live frogs embedded In 
the solid rock which was supposed to 
have held them for 1,000 years or 
more were characterized by Dr. John 
Van Denburgh of San Francisco, mem­
ber of the California Academy of Sci­
ences and an authority on frog life, 
as “variations of an old myth.”  i

Such stories. Dr. Van Denburgh 
said, probably have their origin In the 
fact that toads sometimes found at the 
end of a fissure in rock or of a bur­
row dug Into hard packed earth ap­
pear to be embedded In the rock or 
rocklike formation, the finder failing 
to observe the channel of entry.

WOMEN TO CLEAN UP TOWN
Fair Sex Will Form Street Gang In

Pennaylvania, Men Being Scarce.
With the streets of the borough bad­

ly In need of repairs and no men to 
do the work. Thomas Rouse, president 
of Gilbertson borough. Pa., has ap­
pointed Mrs. Mary Ross assistant su­
pervisor and appealed to the women 
of the town to apply for places on 
a gang being organised to work on the 
itreets.

The women are to receive |3 for 
an eight-hour day. Women were em­
ployed on the streets of Gilberton dur­
ing the war and the plan worked out 
BO successfully that It was decided te 
employ the women again.

AIRGRAMS BEAT WIRELESS
Messages Carried by Planes Make 

Greatest Paris-London Speed.
“Alrgrums" are Supplanting tele­

graphic and wireless messages be­
tween London and Paris.

Lord Montague of Beaulieu, flight 
expert, says that alrgrains, or mes­
sages carried by airplane, between Eu­
ropean points separated by dlslaucea 
up to 500 miles, travel both more quick­
ly and more cheaply than by telegraph 
and wireless.

I.ondon newspapers are receiving 
dally air news and "feature” articles 
from their Paris correspondents. 
Handed to the pilot nt 11:30 In the 
morning, the dispatches are delivered 
In the newspaper offices at three In 
the afternoon, whereas transmission by 
telegraph between the two capitals re­
quires about five hours.

About this group of nctunl workers 
Is gathered us timny tnoro of tlieir 
kind, dependent upon thetn, ntid thus 
there has developed at Akron tlie larg- 
ast colony of “clients” in tlie industrial 
life of the nation, Tliey take their 
places as Independent, self-reliant cltl- 
nens, who ask no special Indulgence.

The successful etnployment of this 
group of mute workers Is additional 
proof developing In the West that 
Ihere are places In Industry Into which 
handicapped Individuals can be fitted 
and In which they will serve effec- 
Hveljr.

The handicap bureau of Chlcngo 
gave this theory the best demonstra­
tion, persuading employers to find 
places Into which one-legged people 
blimi people and old people wouM fit 
It supplied those hnndlcapptsl person' 
tor these special positions. The handl 
caps were so earnest In their attempt 
to make good, bei-ause It was iiliiios* 
a matter of life and death with them 
that they often proved better workmen 
at certain tasks than normal workers 

Found True at Akron Plant.
Tills Is fourni to be true of tin* mute 

at Akron In a big plniit there an 
many (lo-ts In whlcb hearing am’ 
aps'ech are unnecessnry. The person 
wUlioir hearing esenpes nriiioycnc' 
from the mdse. The person wllhou 
ape<K'h Is less likely to be divcrie’ 
from a task which requires conoetitrn 
tion.

The lack of speech and hearing doe 
oot nei'essarily diminish mental oi 
ph yslcnl ah-rtness. On the contrary 
Ciieh deprivation in.ny he coiuliiclve to 
even keener mentality, ii finer degree 
o f  sensitiveness and a higher seiislhll 
tty. all of which Inherent traits nwki 
the dt*af mute unusually eniclent and 
hlglilv desirable for certain kinds of 
Industrial work,

Strlk'iigly corroborative of the conten 
tlon that a high degree of general men 
talMy Is fourni ntiiong deaf mute cm 
ploy.çs, nu-onls show that tn the psy 
choP pU'Ml tests given In this factory 
«Imiliir to the army’s psychological 
tests, deaf unite men and women in 
the factory and ninln ofTTces In Akron 
■Ituiiied higher nvenigo grnde.s than' 
any otIn»r group.

Itis'ently officials of the company 
wore persuaded to give det'f miit-' fnc. 
tory girls a chaiici* at office work. They 
wei-c ngreentdv surprlseil at tlm raphl- 
Ity with wjilrh the girls graspeil de­
tails and successfully overcaiiie handi­
caps. So nicnfnlly alert, so quick to 
grasp Ideas, so painstakingly efficient 
■art so determined t.'' sueeeed was <'ne 
•f the.se deaf mute girls thnt w'lthin 
two weeks she was performing un- 
aasisted nnd In n highly satisfactory 
manner work which It had taken her 
loimeillate predecessor, a girl who 
«oiiM both speak and hear, nearly 
•even weeks to master. This holds 
true In cases of nearly all deaf mute 
girls trnnaferreil to offlee work.

Affliction Increases Alertness.
Since establishment of the rapidly 

growing “silent" colony In 1914. the 
«leaf mutes have proven lluunselve.s 
among the steadiest ami the sturdiest 
«»f nil the company's 28.000 employees.

expertnes-s In tire building espe­
cially has demonstrated thnt their af- 
•refion does not constitute a serious 
physical handicap, and thnt It In­
creases rather than dimlnl.shes both 
mental nnd physical alertness.

These draf mutes now have ihelr 
own clulilioase, till ir own ehiii'ch serv­
ice, their own public mid private .so­
cial gatherings and Ihelr o-.vn dances. 
Seldom, except wl.tui thrown |u busi­
ness eimlaet with lliem, do they leave 
the sphere of Ih -Ir own little colony to 
mlttgle socially or olherwlse with 
speaking peoiilo. T!i<‘> are imHleal— 
evci'i to the exit lit ef having a t veiity 
piece brass l aud wliii li bus 'gained 
fame as one of'tin* most mrque mu­
sical organizations in tin* world.

Wctngn Builds Up Colony.
Tin* remarkable tb-gree of commu­

nity or colony spirit now exist ing 
niiinng these “sileiii.s" has been hullt 
up by the work of Mrs. .\rthur Shawl, 
fortiicrly of ('iiielmiati. Horn of par­
ents holh ileaf and dumh, although 
hcr.self possessed I'f the full faculties 
of speech ami heai-lng, Mrs. Shawl ha.s 
made welfare work niiioiig the deaf 
mutes her chosen vocation. She does 
this Work not through uuy degree of 
symptuhy, for she elaiius the deaf mute 
needs no sympathy, but because, ns 
she states, she likes life lietter In the 
mute colony than among people who 
have the faculties of hearing nnd 
speech.

Mrs. Shawl until recently was Mhss 
Nellie Gillespie. She married Arthur 
Shawl, who Is a deaf mute and a mem­
ber of the Akron silent colony.

According to Mrs. Shawl there Is 
noinwthing singularly magnetic about 
the typical character of the deaf mute, 
something deserving of the highest ad­
miration In his fortitude, his irrepres­
sible determination to win out despite 
his physical liHiidlcaps, his finer de­
gree of sensitiveness and of mental 
alertness.

Mrs. Shawl, as an Interpreter, goes 
with memhera of her colony to con­
certs. Taking n position where all can 
see her. she Interpret.s the words of 
the singer on the stage In finger lan­
guage. She asserts that by reason of 
his finer sensibility the average mute 
gets more pleasure out of a concert 
than does the avenige person of per­
fect hearing. He apprehends the sound 
In tlie form of'vlhrafloii anti gets mnoh 
of the emotional value by watching the 
facial expression of the singer.

DARING AVIATOR WHO
DOES STUNTS IN AIR

Never Before Were There So Few 

Americans, Whose Money Was Reck­
oned on to Fvelieve Kingdom’s Finan­
cial Straits—Venetian Palace Is Set 
Apart for Entertaining Visitors, but 
There Is No Provision for Lodging.

Luigi I.iizzattl. furtuerly minister of 
finance, uuil Italy's most prtmiiuent 
tiimnclHl expert, tells the New York 
Worhl corre.spoudeiir bo Is much wor- 
rieil ahout the lack of .\moricnn tour­
ists in Italy. He says the money they 
would bring in would go a long way 
towiird solving ttie coutilry’.s tiuanclal 
ditticulties. Italian cities are crowded 
but with Italians. Never were there 
Ko few Americiin and other tourists.

“Amerleans are not ciieourc.ged to 
CiMtie," he explidned. ".Yl! our cities 
and many small towns which attract 
Americans hy tlieir beauty and history 
are short of hotels because during the 
war they were taken over by tilg banks 
and large industrial concerns.

No Room for Visitors.
“ Italy used to gain mure than a 

thousand millions u yetir from tourists. 
Where cun we lodge them now? Where 
cun we Uiid sb*cping room even for the 
crowds of Amcrlcuus who want to see 
our beautiful country, our splendid art 
treasures, .and perhaps buy some we 
can spare? I have asked big hotel- 
keepers this question nnd their answer 
Is that there Is no room in Italy for 
American tourists, that government 
must help build hotels or give buck 
those It sequestered, that htg busiuess 
houses must resell hotels they bought 
for ofticeB if the tourist trade Is to 
flourish once mon .

illulsterof Trea v y  Sclumzer shares 
Signor Luzxatti's opinion ns to thenetKl 
for attracting as many Americans to 
Italy ns possible. He said In the cham­
ber of deputies that the tourist trade is 
essential to the national budget. The 
budget for 1919-20 shows a deflclt of 
$.'̂ 03,000,tKX) nnd that of 1920-21 fore­
shadows a deficit of $,->20.(HKMKH». The 
money now being spent so lavishly In 
Italian hotels by native war profiteers 
docs the country no good. American 
gold Is wanted nnd Minister Schunzer 
promised the clmmher to do Ills host to 
attract Americans Into the country 
again.

Venetian Palace for Banquets.
When the next prominent American 

statesman visits Koine olUclally he may 
have trouble in finding a room and 
hath but he will be sumptuously enter­
tained to luncheon, dinner nnd tea by 
the Italian government, which has pre­
pared the historic Venetian palace for 
the purpose of receiving distinguished 
strangers.

The I’alnzzo dl Venezia, as the Ko- 
mans cull that umgnlflcent place, was 
built hy the Veiietiuu republic In the 
fourteenth century to house the. repub­
lic’s ambassadors to the Pupal state. 
When Venice hecaine Ausirltin prop­
erty the Ilnpshurg inonarchs took pos­
session of this palace In Koine and 
turned It Into the seat of their em- | 
hassles to the popes, and afterward to 
the Quirinal as well.

During the war the ministry oif 
munitions aeteil as a sort of general 
stoles to suiiply millions of tlghiing 
troops on all fronts, from Franco to 
Tiuiia, the N'orili sea to the .Suez eunal.
No Item, however small, was too Ui- 
coneequeiir, no Item on too tremen- 
dens a scale to l>e Included lii these 
wonderful stores.

One Whole Camp for Sale.
I'he ministry was solely responsihle 

for the supply of army huts, building 
material and factories, machinery, ma­
chine tools and engineering stores; 
army hoots, water craft, textiles, 
eheiulcals and metals, foodstuffs and 
motor vehicles, and so on ad Infinitum.

In the fifteenth l.ssue of Surplus, 
puldtshed on the first day of the new 
year and announced as “ the official 
organ of the surplu.s goverimieiit prop­
erty disposal hoard," there are no 
fewer than nineteen sections of dif­
ferent classes of material to be dis­
posed of.

At the otlier end of the scale, there 
are all kinds of furniture from a 
galvanized washhoivl to an oak ward­
robe, ami a portable cast-iron copper 
with reiiiiiviilile pan to an egg cup, 
chairs, couches and butter dishes.
