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MEN IN AIR SERVICE
GET CHANGE TO AY

Are Given Course in Plane Me­
chanics and Con­

struction.

The United States army air service 
has selected 104 of the enlisted men 
on duty at the various fields In the 
I'nited States to take flying training. 
These men have been placed on a 
cadet status and now are under Instruc­
tion nt both CarLstrom field, Arcadia. 
Florida and March field. Riverside. 
Cal.

The cadets are given a thorough 
course In all branches Inelndlng me­
chanics and the construction of air­
planes In the ground schools before 
they take their actual flying training. 
The entire course covers a period of 
from nine months to one year during 
which time the cadet draws JlOO per 
month.

During the world war the allies and 
even Germany used many enlisted fly­
ers over the lines and the United 
States was the single exception. Many 
of the Americans In the Lafayette Es­
cadrille were enlisted men and re­
mained enlisted men until they were 
taken over In the American air serv­
ice, whereupon they were commis­
sioned. It is the intention of the air 
service to nllow nil enlisted men who 
so desire to take flying training.

The cadets, upon the completion of 
their training, are commissioned In the 
aviation section of the signal reserve 
corps os alridane pilots and are given 
the preference to either receive their 
discharge or return to duty as enlisted 
men with the privilege of wearing 
wings. A great majority of the cadets 
have signified their intention of stay­
ing In the service after the completion 
of their training. At the present time 
about 150 men are on the waiting list 
for flying training.

In view of the Increased facilities 
for training, the army air service in 
the near future will be ready to accept 
candidates from civil life who desire 
to take a course of training for air­
plane pilots.

tice.

Oddly enough the inaii who Is re- 
sponsltile- for this practice Is not the 
doctor. He is the director of the Ini- 
r :.u of war risk insurance. Col. It. G. 
t'holineley-Jones. who has been made 
responsible for the conduct of these 
operations by a series of exceedingly 
broad-minded and generous acts which 
have l»̂ ■ea passed in connection with 
the rehabilitation of the human tlot- 
saro ami jetsam of the war with Ger­
many. His “practice” includes both 
liien and women. It embraces 40.000 
rases of tuberculosis, more than 76.000 
cases of nervous and mental disease, 
4O.O00 ca.ses of disease of the eye, 70,-
000 ailments of the ear and a lar^e 
itrtmp of surttical eases drawn from 
the 200,000 wounds received in the 
war, some 45,000 cases of men who 
were discharged on account of some 
surgical disability and some 30,000 men 
rejected at the mobilization camps for 
ailments of a surgical nature. The 
benefits which this vast number may 
receive include hospital and “out pa­
tient” treatment and all necessary 
firosthetlc devices, such as artificial 
eyes, eyeglasses, brace.s, crutches, 
wheel chairs and artificial limbs.

Entitled to Benefits.
The benefits which c»)iigi'e88 has pro­

vided extend not only to men or wom­
en who actually served with the armed 
forces of the Uidted States, but also 
to those who were accepted by draft 
boards and dispatched to mubilization 
I'.imps, many of wdiom Incurred dis­
ease or Injury while en route or while 
awaiting acceptance by the military 
authorities.

In addition to this huge medical 
practice, the chief medical advi.sor of 
tile bureau of wur risk lusurance, who 
i- responsible to Colonel Cholmeley- 
iones for the performance of these 
fiinctlo'is. is charged with the duty of 
determining tlie degree of disaldlity 
which tile ¡latients of this huge prac- 
tice have received wdiilc in tlio .serv­
ice of their countr.v. He is. In addi­
tion, the chii f ir.eilicnl advisor of the 
largest Insurance ceinpuny In tin'

Of that numlter 
there were 3,654 cases of tuherculoshs, 
.1.116 nervou.s and mental cases and 
.4.159 general case.s. The public health 
service, which is the field medical or- 
g-inlzatloD of the war risk Insurance 
■bureau, has .T4.'>8 in hospital, and varl- 
1^us civil Institutions are carrying some 
4.771,

Artificial Limbs Supplied.
•An Index of the scale on which the 

famishing of prosthetic devices Ls car­
ried out Is given by the fact that on 
tho latter date mentioned above, 2,014 
artificial limbs had been supplied. Of 

•these, 1.7W are permanent artificial 
legs and 1,130 permanent artificial 
arms. There were some 3,800 major 
amputations during the war, of which 
2.280 were of the lower limb and 1,520 
of the arm. The 886 mutlles remain­
ing will receive permanent ortlfldnl 
limbs as soon as their amputation 
Btumps have reached such a condition 
that a well fitting and comfortable ap­
paratus can be supplied.

To carry on the operations men­
tioned above the public health service 
has assigned 60 medical officers to the 
bureau of war risk Insurance and 
some .300 more to the various hospitals 
and offices In the field. It has expand­
ed its hospital bed capacity from less

ihiin 1,200 to more than S.t'iX), and In 
it cdmniunlcation rccciitlv transmuted 
to congress by the secretar.v <d the 
treasury it i.s estimated that at least 
:H.tXH) iieiis will he constantly neces­
sary to cure for the men and women 
who have nequlred an lllnes.s or re­
ceived an injtiry In the great war. A 
large [»roportion of the war risk pa­
tients ean he returned to health and 
ttsefulnes.s. certain number will re­
quire [trolongeil hosi|)tallzation In or­
der that a cure may he effected; a cer­
tain iiuinlier may he brought to such a 
condition of nientul and bodily health 
that, after training by the federal 
hoard for vocational education, they

will he able to pursue a suhstuntially 
gainful vocation. Some, unfortunate­
ly, will he doomed to a life of chronic 
invalidism, while in a certain |>ro|)or- 
tbm of the cases neither recovery nor 
iinprovenient may he ho|>ed for and 
they will be translated Into the peace 
of the great beyond.

Kindly Humanity Pervades.
The s[ilrit of Imiad-mInded, kindly 

hnnumity [lervades the conduct of the 
gigantic medical operations de.scrihed 
above. The United States is divided 
Into 14 districts, each with a medical 
officer of the United States public 
health service In charge, he having as 
assistants a corps of expert specialists 
ns con.sultants. There are neuro-jisy- 
chlatrisls to care for tho.se suffering 
from nervous and mental disease. 
There are general surgeons, oro-fadal 
surgeons, neuro-surgeons and orthoped­
ists. There are highly specialized 
clinicians to make the physical exam­
inations. as an iilrl to which the serv­
ice of X-ray experts, hucteiiologlsts 
and other hilioratory spcclullsts are 
employed. There are special sanatoria 
for the tuberculous, a separate colony 
for the epileptics, hospitals for the In­
sane iiiui special iisychopathlc Institu­
tions for the reception of the .sufferers 
from lesser mental allment.s. The bu­
reau of wur risk Insurance maintains 
a corps of designated examiners of 
more than l.OtX) ex-medlcnl officers of 
the army and navy, operating on a fee 
basis and so placed geograiihlcully 
that the claimant will be ohllgetl to 
travel the ralnlniuro distance from hts 
home In order to receive medical ex­
amination or treatment.

Ttie various inllitnry and 
naval h<'S|)|tals throiighont the Util- 
ted States are visited from lime to 
time bv s|i,"'ial boarils of medical offi­
cers from the inireau of war risk in- 
suraiiee to examine men who hold war 
ri-k iii'iiraiice [lollelos and who are 
believed to have lieeotne pcnnnncntly 
and totally disahlod. It may he ex­
plained in passing that In such cases 
tile in.siiraiiec [xdley Issued by the 
tiureau of war risk insurance matures 
from tile ilate of Hie total and perma­
nent disaldlity, anil frequently this 
means that such persons receive imme­
diately a not inconsiderable sum of 
tiioiiey from the bureau of war risk In­
surance at the rate of $.ô.7." per $1,000 
of Insurance held. This action Is taken 
Irrespective of the Insured’s continu­
ance In or discharge from the military 
service.

One of the few overseas men who 
Is entitled to we.nr five jridd service 
chevrons Is Sersrt. ' linrles E. Andrews, 
who returied to the riilted States on 
January 1.'. liVJO. after s|iendlnj; thir­
ty-one n- litas and seven days In 
B'rance ; d (ieriiiany. lie  is now on 
d ’. ..i me recruiting station In Chl-
rago, says the Fort Sheridan Recall. ' 

Besides five gold service stripes he 
brought with him one wound stripe, a 
victory badge decorated with five 
bronze battle stars and two silver ones 
for divisional citations, two crolz de 
guerre, a French fourragerle and what 
was even harder to win, according to 
his statements—a French bride.

“I t I bad It all to do over again," j 
said Sergeant Andrews, T d  bring m y . 
hride to America to marry her. Be­
cause It took three months of hard 
work before I could take her to the 
church, even after she had said ‘Tea.* 

A Matter of State.
"In the first place, an American who 

married a FreiKb girl had to see the 
American, the ^ Ig la n  and French con-1 
aula. He had to make several calls a t 
the chamber of deputies—but I’ve for­
gotten what the calls were far now. 
The wedding had to be advertised In 
the city hall eight days before the 
wedding. And before the license was 
granted he had to visit about every 
public building In Paris, Interviewing 
city officials. I'm strong for the good 
old country where the work is all done 
after the girl Is won."

—but how about those little chicka­
dees? It was either the cat or them— 
and hundreds of other birds."

There are ‘250 mosques In Dnnms 
cus, though It Is doubtful if halt’ ol 
them are now used for worshii>. The 
most important Is the Great Mo.sqtie 
great In size and great In reputation. 
The ground on which It stands has a 
great history.

On this spot was first built a heath­
en temple—the House of Rimmon. It 
was to this pagan shrine that Nnamnn 
brouglit from the land of Israel, after 
the wonderful cure of his leprosy 
there, two mules’ burden of earth that 
on holy soil he might worship the God 
of Israel, though continuing to bow 
himself In the home of the Syrian god 
Rimmon. >

Under Constantine this heathen 
temple was turned into a Christian 
church, dedicated to John the Baptist. 
Then, when the Mohammedans came, 
they converted the church Into a 
mosque, obliterating everything Chris­
tian about it. They closed the door by 
which the Christians had entered, and 
erected other buildings against It. |

Some of these structures were sub­
sequently taken down, the coating pul 
on the door fell off, and It was indeed, 
somewhat remarkable to read above 
the old door these beautiful words la 
Greek: “Thy kingdom, O Christ, Is
a kingdom of all the ages, and thy 
dominion endureth throughout all gen­
erations.”

Florida Coast Is Infested With 
Smugglers.

l a i  TALES OF EXPLOITS
U quor Running on Vast Seale la In 

Progress— Revenue Officers Have 500 
Milea of Coast to Cover—Almost 
£very One of Thousand Islands In 
West Indies Group la Cache for 
t.lquor—Shipped Out and Smuggled 
Sack

hlinmi Is agog today with tales of 
■moggllDg that bring memories of thè 

days when pirates infested the 
West Indies a century ago, ran the 
gaii'.lct of revenue officers and brought 
riel. caisroes into Florida.

In every club, hotel, re.«tuurant and 
cafe people are discussing thrilling
■torles of how Capt. K-----or Skipper
l i-----  .slipped tlirougb the net of rev-
«fine cutters and landed with a rich 
cargo. And as these people talk thev

drink.
Tliey drink cargoes that have boon 

smuggled past tlie federal authorities.
Tl\e prolilliitlon aniendnieiit didn’t 

stop the sale of Ibiuor in Florida; it 
merely boosted the price.

It Is not difficult to secure n drink 
of whisky In Florida. It cannot he 
said that the stuff Is sold openly, but a 
pleasant assurance that you are “all 
riglu" and a dollar hill will bring a 
higbball In almost any restaurant.

Sheriff a Wet Sympathizer,
In one county the sheriff Is supposed 

to lie in league with the liquor run­
ners. It Is said that this sheriff went 
out with some revenue agents, made 
an arrest, and left the liquor in charge 
of a colored man while the smugglers 
were being arrested. MTien they re­
turned the colored man and the liquor 
had disappeared.

“Florida didn’t vote to make this na­
tion dry," said one city official when 
asked about the situation.

So all the smugglers have to face Is 
an ardent staff of government officers.

These revenue officers have more 
than 500 miles of coast to cover and 
it is said that almost every one of the 
thousands of Islands In the West Indies 
group Is a cache for liquor. From the 
Ten Thousand Islands on the west 
const of Florida to the Andros Islands 
of Cuba there are little pieces of land 
that are used ns headquarters by the 
•mugglers.

In Columbus’ Footstopa.
On Bemlnl cays. In Nassua. In the 

Bahama Islands, even on San Salva­
dor, where Columbus first landed, there 
Is whisky. It Is purchased from the 
states, shipped out, and then smuggled 
back.

Last week In Nassau seven ships 
came to port with cargoes of whisky, 
bonded whisky from Kentucky and 
Peoria. The cargoes are removed and 
—the whisky disappears. Any vessel 
that can travel through the gulf 
stream Is used by the smugglers.

Sometimes the liquor Is brought close 
to the three-mile limit and then an­
chored to a buoy to he picked up by 
fishermen later.

Outride Miami there Is a f«erlea of 
liimy>. marking the channel. A party 
of revenue officers went out to change 

I the markers. Deep In the water, at- 
tacbed to the huoy, faey discovered a 
car e of whisky.

In Bemlnl a sporting club has been 
organized. It Is called the Bemlnl Rod 
and Ciun club by some, but more often 
referred to as the “Forty Bod and Gin 
club.” It takes forr.v minutes to reach 
Bemlnl from Miami. Small steamers 
lire chartered dally for the trip. It was 
In Bemlnl that P.-mce de Leon "discov­
ered" his fountain of youth. The foun­
tain Is still flowing.

Whisky can be purchased In Nassau 
for 11 shillings a quart. In Miami a 
quart of the stuff can he purchased for 
$10. The country clubs, the cafes, the 
hotels, all sell It.
