Aborigines of Utah Employed Ore 
as Beautifier.

MUrS FBST GOAT WAS PAINT

I«w, and With Othar PIgmsnti 
Loekad Lika Rainbowa—Mining Op- 
(rations Shew That Indiana Did 
Much Digging for iron Oxida, Which 
Was Usad to Oocorato Thair Bodies.

The first users of radium ore were 
the Indiana of Utah. In pre-Columbian 
times they employed It (the stuff now 
known as “camotite” ) to paint their 
bodies a bright canary yellow.

No work on eminent painters ought 
to omit mention of the American abo­
rigines. who quite generally were In 
earlier days wonderful colorists.

It Is suspected that the first coat 
worn by man was a coat of paint. Bat 
the early American artist, when he 
had adorned himself like a rainbow, 
the final touch, perhaps, being to make 
the lower half of his face red and the

upper half grc»-n, did by no ttiĉ unl 
stop at that.

Ho painted weird plefiire.s on nickB 
and the faces of cliffs. Me piilnti-d hU 
wooden bouse, or Ills tejiee, with symr 
hollo and descrlritlve <leslgn.s. Hd 
(ialnt<‘d hlH shield and how and arrow» 
He painted moiistn iis iimsks (worn IB 
cereinonlnls) and also his pottery.

Most Precious to Indians.
The most precious of all things to 

the Indians—who even iiowndays have 
not lost their talent in this dlrectlon-*- 
was paint. A deposit of mineral pie 
iiient was to them a mine of wealth. 
Oxides of copper yielded blue and 
green paints, and from iron oxide wa( 
obtained a brilliant red.

The first workers In the quicksllved 
mines of California were pre-(!oIui» 
hlan Indians. Cinnabar, the ore at 
mercury. Is a sulphide of the lattet 
metal which we call vermilion. Groat 
stuff for war paint, as well as fot 
other uses.

Not long ago an Important depoMt 
o f ore was opened at Leslie, Mo., aaB 
mining operations disclosed the faci 
that much digging had anciently beoa 
done there by the Indians—not fot 
iron but for iron oxide contained la 
seams and pockets. For the oxMa 
they had burrowed in all directloaa 
even to a depth of 25 feet.

Trade was extensively developed la 
early days among the Indian trihea 
and doubtless the pigment produced 
by this mine was distributed over a 
vast territory. The miners employed 
there to<lay, when they come ont after 
a day’s work, look as If they wero 
painted from bead to foot.

The sAme diggings In times ant» 
dating the white man yielded qualk 
ties of another highly valued pelali 
namely, yellow ocher—the latter b »  
Ing another compound of Iron, oftoa

If not t|uiie, the 
i|»e»*>l of the prestidigitator producing 
ambbits out of the traditional hat. .lust

He will prepare 
B cup of clam broth, while the Inter­
ested listener Is trying to read the 
title of otie of the doctor's works.

Like Freshly Prepared Food. 
First the major produc*Hl a manlla 

•Bwlope, something like the average 
worker’s pay envelope—deci»ledly
■nuill. Opc’iiltig It. he disiduy(‘d about 
•  tahlespoonful of fragments of brown- 
life, dried substances. This and a lit­
tle water boiled for less than tiv»“ inln- 
ntes produ the c'lam broth. The In­
vestigator is asked to taste the suli-

»•andy. “ It will k»“»'ii Indefinitely, if 
lilt» ml»'»» will let it alone. 1 see one 
lias b»»«»M nibblln.g bi“rc at this »»tnl. 
This Is very old. but all I would have 
to do is put It ill w.atcr anl let It boil 
for about twenty inltiiitcs and it would 
b»> a most appetizing stew. It has. 
combined with lamb, otiions, potatoi»s, 
and other vi’g»>tabl«»s, also s»»asoning. 

I “The soups containing a «imintlty 
of v»»g»»tnhles can stand about fifteen 
minutes’ boiling and tb»» meat prod­
ucts twenty to tw»'nty-flve minutes. 
We alrcad.v have twent.v-scv»>n clear 
soups, tbtrty-on«» iTeanu'd soups. 

! twenty vegetable proilucts. twenty fish 
products—fish cakes for instanc«!—I *and twenty-five in»»at products. Coin- 
*»d b»‘cf hash, chicken hash, roast be»»f 
bash, land) stew, codfish cak»»s, cr»»utn- 
t‘d fish, and lobster a la Newburg are 
inclnd»*d In th»» list of dishes pri»pured 
by the new process.

“ It Is not n dehydrating process and 
it b«»ars no resemblance to the canning 
process. Rotulisni. of which on»» Is 
hearing so much th»»se »lays In connec­
tion with the fatal oliw poisoning 
cases, and ptotmilni* poisoning, an» 
both Impossible with this proi“»»ss. The 
flavor Is not lost as in canning. .\11 
the nutritive and palatable qualities 
of the fn»sh food are retained.”

To the n»*wlywod innoc»»nt of the 
art of cookery, the new instantaneous
food is a boon. ,\i“corditig to the ma­
jor. It is all prepared the same way— 
It is Just put in water. .Soup is wet, 
so the water is saved. Corned beef 
hash Is comparatively dry, so tnoat of 
the Mater Is allowed to »‘vaporate pass­
ing off In the form of steam. If It 
Is huhhy’s birthday, or time to ask 
for an Easter hat. wlfie may treat the 
hash to a little frying-up In a pan, 
making it a browned hash—hut it isn’t 
necessary at all.

Vltamlnes 
are es.sentiul for growth, »levelopment 
and the maintenance of life. Pellagra, 
berl-heri. scurvy and other deficiency 
»llseases are to be controlled or pre- 
vent(»d tlirfiugb the administration of 
the projier foods. »-oDtaltilng the ade- 

I qunte vitamine content.
I “The vitamine content of fresh foods 
j Is greatest Just when the fr»*sh vege­

tables or fruits reach their highest 
state of perfection and in tiieats when 

■ the animal nr fowl reaches maturity 
and Is well fed and physically fit. All 
vltamlnes originally come from the an­
imal kingdom. The cow receives tL 

; tamlnes from the green grasses and 
cereal foods she Ingests and excrete« 

I vltamlnes In her milk; the hen receives 
, vitatnines from cereal grains and green 
I herbs and stores them in her flesh 
J and In the »»ggs she lays. The h<»art

n> c. 'N'-tir.v to sterilize milk or to ster- 
lllzi“ frc“h fruits, v»‘gclablcs and meals 
In the cat'.ning proc»»ss di'stroys the 
vitamin»“ content.

Conlraated With Dehydration.
"Fsiu'clall.v abroad, exlcnsiv»* experl- 

nnnits have b»“cn made with the dehy­
drating process. Il»“r»“ Is some of the 
for»“lgti pniduct.” sahl Doctor Fitch. 
Indicating a littl»“ box of drl»“d food. 
“ It Is most attractive Iti <“»ilor. Init It 
nnist be soaked I’J hours, and boll«“d 
for more than tbr»“e luiitrs, anil then 
meat and sto»“k and st'asoning 
milled to make It a vegetable soup, and 
It has not he»»n found possible to keep 
the wortn out of It and preserve all 
the vitamine contents. Sufficient heat 
used In the process of drying di'stroys 
the vltamlnes. In the new process th« 
food Is not subtnitted to such great 
heat, or for so long, hut the worm does 
not g»d In it because of the seasoning. 
The vitamine content Is deficient In 
all dehydrated fruits and vegetables 
and In pickled and salteil meats.”

•\ccordlng to I>octor Fitch, cases of 
debility In any body of troops sdtould 
at once direct ntt«>ntlon to diet.

“ No troops can be kept In condition 
Itideflnltely on canned foods alone,** 
he said. “Tinned and preserved nn'ats 
possess no antiscorbutic (antiscurvy) 
value what«»vor. Frozen tnent. while 
more valunhle than preservcnl meat, 
innst be »“onslder»»d Inferior to fr»»shly 
killed m»»at. It will be seen that vl»*w« 
as to the value and effect of dlff»»rcnt 
foods have greatly changed In the last 
decade. Mint, considered at one time 
the best diet for making strong men, 
is sliown to he inferior so far us vltain- 
Ines are concerned to other foods 
once held In contempt h.v meat »nters. 
Vegetables of many kinds, when prop­
erly cooked, are not only more eco­
nomical hut more beneficial."

The riqMirt of .1. Delplt of the 
French cotmnission on the new process 
halls It ns a reiaarkable discovery that 
will literally revolutionize the process 
of feeding troops in war time. The 
riHluction In voliit'.ie and the reduction 
in weight, the ahsoltite unohangt»ablI- 
Ity by cold, boat or cold water are 
among the features which recotnm»“nd 
It to the l•oIl)m¡ssion. The dilllcult.v 
of lncori*oratlng fresh vegetable prod­
ucts in the diet of till" soldier undi»r 
all conditions Is touebed upon by M. 
Delplt. Ill“ considers that the new 
proci'ss making iiossible "the provi­
sioning of soIili»“rs with food products 
actually consisting of a great variety 
of soups and vegetnbli*s will alleviate 
his Itanl lot to a great extent and con­
tribute to his well beitig.” Hositltuls 
at the front and b»“bind the lines, he 
thinks, will find thiin almost »‘qually 
valuable.

By the provisions of a hill Introduced 
In the French parliament by the gov­
ernment foreigners are absolutely bar 
red from the hotel and restaurant 
business in France. The fact that 
many foreign hotels and re.-itaurant 
owners were enemy agents during the 
war led to this step.

The hill also forbids participation 
hy aliens In the customs transit or 
comniksslon agency trade.

BIRTH RATE OF AMERICAN 
FAMILIES IS ON RECLINE

Economic Conditions and Mar­
riages Late in Life Are 

Held Responsible.

The birth rate of families of na­
tive American stock Is on the decline 
and In danger of reaching zero within 
a few generations. If statistics com­
piled by students of Mount Holyoke 
can be given credence. Dr. Amy 
Hewes, professor of economics and so­
ciology at Mount Holyoke, directed the 
investigation, which was made pub­
lic by the alumni committee In New 
York.

The families of the undergraduates 
gw Mount Holyoke were taken ns a 

basis of the study us representative of 
native American stock. Less than one 
per cent of the students were foreign- 
bom, while 82 per cent were native- 
born of native parents.

Data were obtained from C20 fam­
ilies of the students as to the number 
of children of their own mothers, of 
their grandmothers anil of their great­
grandmothers on the maternal side.

The report shows that, while the av­
erage number of children In the fam­
ilies of the great-grandniotlicrs was 
C.IO and in the grandmothers’ families 
5.09, the number shmnk to 3.15 in the 
mother's families.

“The average number of children in 
the families of the present generation,” 
the report reads, “ was found to 
be slightly in excess of three, which

OF CONTRASTO

CalTmg Poverty on One Hand, 
Riches on Other.

CAFE CROWDS ARE BRILLIANT
H lfh  Prices Cause Strangers to Won- 

eler How People Manage to Live—  
Long Queue* of Men, Women and 
Children Stand in Cold, Sleet and 
Snow Outside Food Relief Stations 
Waiting for Bread.

As a land of strlklnx contrasts Po­
la n d  with her new won free<lom Is 
evitbout an equal today. On one bund 
la a display «)f wealth, midnight sup­
pers and revelry; on the other hand 
ta  galling poverty, hunger and emaci­
ated nrn« held out imploring for aid. 
There fv a great scarcity of milk and 
the prici* of It is exorbitant, but there 
always is fresh whipped cream for 
your colTee. while a lad. weak of body 
anil hunger-pinched face and clogs so 
worn that he slips on the Ice covered 
-.-avemetit. r?U'hes a handcart filled 
with milk In bottles from house to

htiiiM* seeking customers.
Fuel. too. Is seanv and only the 

wealthy can I'tiy coal, but the hoi 
water in your ainirtinent at n hotel 
may nin to waste all day and no one 
will tell you to turn It otf. In Ihirlsts’ 
windows exotic (dants bloom, wbile 
outside the stnnds are slippery with 
their covering of Ice and snow is 
bunked high.

Sell American Cigarettea.
Tobac(*o Is scarce, hut in every ho­

tel lobby there are hoys with pack- 
Hgt's of .\nierican Ked Cross cigarettes, 
which they offer for sale at IS shil­
lings for a package of twenty.

Clothing Is scarce and expensive, 
but one sees many well dressed men 
and Imnilsoaiely gowned women, while 
waiters In cafes and restaurants have 
aheltshed "tips" and dress suits as 
savoring of the bourgeois, and have 
purchased lounge suits at £40 each.

And while men and women of 
wealth dine and wine In these places, 
outside at the food relief stations 
there .stand long queues of men, wom­
en and children in the cold and the 
sleet and snow waiting for bread.

How do they do It? Bow do the 
poor live? These are questions any 
stranger here would ask. The answer 
is not easy for a cabinet minister’s 
salary Is only £100 a month; a clerk 
gets £4 a month. Bread costs two 
shillings a loaf, a pair of boots £20, 
a cup of chocolate 4s. 6d.; a sweater 
and a knitted skirt. £S4; a table 
d’hote luncheon of soup, entree and 
an ice. £1 2s„ with a la carte prices 
as follows; Hors d'oeuvres, 15s; 
soup, Ss. 0<1.; omelet. 9s.; cutlet, lOs.; 
slice of turkey. 15s.; spinach, 8s.; com­
pote of fruit. lOs.; a bottle of claret. 
70s.

Mark Worth Half a  Penny.
The I’ollsh mark, nominally worth 

Is. 6<1.. now Is worth half a penny, 
and the Pole can only earn Polish 
marks. Therefore many Poles who re- 
tumeil here from America when the 
new Poland arose now are trying to 
return to the United States.

Meanwhile, the Pole Is waiting for 
something to happen. He knows that 
present conditions cannot last always 
—that they cannot endure.

Btit while it lasts Warsaw presents 
curious sights, striking contrasts—bit­
ter frosts, radiant sun, biting wind 
and dust storms; glorious sunsets and 
snow. It Is a busy, constantly mov­
ing city, with rooms almost unobtain­
able at the hotels; with street cars 
packed like the subwa.v trains at the 
nish hours in New York; with cafes 
filled with brilliant crowds, dining and 
wining, while the orchestras play won­
derful music. Today this Is a city of 
men of all nations; of handsome wom­
en In rich gowns and furs, and sham­
bling. pinched faced beggars who beg 
a crumb of bread.

And yet, with all Its cohtrasts, War­
saw, and all Poland, has a high con­
sciousness of freedom and pride of pa­
triotism. Enormous possibilities are 
here, and only a constructive states- 
ninnshlp Is needed to develop them, 
to weld the scattered ends of life to­
gether; to rehabilitate Poland, to 
make her a great prfxluctlve unit of 
world production and commerce, and. 
If necessary, to make her an effective 
harrier between bolshevism and well 
ordereil government.
