They Now Make Watches, Elsetrie

Light Appliances and All KInda 
of Garmente—Many Married 

women In the IndustrletL

Chicago.—“The forew oman has come 
to stay,” says Mrs. Anna Lalor Bur­
dick, special agent for trade and in­
dustrial education for girls and wom­
en, federal board, for vocational educa­
tion. “The typical watchmaker of the 
United States Is a nineteen-year-old 
girl. The number of married women 
In Industry has increased IflO per cent 
since the w’ar. Certain industries are 
limited In their expansion only by the 
number of woman employees to be ob­
tained.”

In the course of her work Sirs. Bur­
dick meets all sorts and conditions of 
women. Following are some of ber 
Interesting observations of women In 
Industry:

Hands Suited for Certain Work.
“Women’s small and agile hands are 

especially adapted to the work of cer­
tain Industries. Women are needed In 
garment and hat work, the hosiery In­
dustry and soapmaklng. The expan­
sion of the hosiery knitting and gar­
ment making industries Is limited only 
by the number of women obtainable.

“Women make and assemble the del­
icate parts of adding machines, offlee 
appllnnces, Mazda lamps, electric light 
equipment nnd appllnnces. In 1914 five- 
eighths of the employees of the Wal­
tham watch factory were women. It 
Is surprising to know that the typical 
watchmaker of the United States Is a 
nineteen year bid girl,

“Before the war there was only the 
foreman In all industries where wom­
en were employed. Since the war 
there are both the Instructional fore­
woman nnd the production forewom­
an In all woman-employing Industries. 
In the Betts Artificial LImh company, 
Hammond, Ind., women are odmitted 
to the classes in foreman training 
along with the men.

Women In Many Lines.
"In the Betts company women also 

do the set-up work. Certain machines 
have to be ‘sot up’ to run a Job lot 
through. Formerly a ‘set-up’ man set 
up the machine and a woman operated 
it. The machine got out of order and 
she raised two fingers as a sign for 
the set-up man to come. Today wom­
en do this set-up work.

“In Milwaukee, Wls„ a street car ad­
vertisement from some factory which 
needed woman workers exhibited a 
picture of n bride, groom nnd preach­
er. Underneath were the words, 
‘Many marriages are made In our 
plant. Come down nnd pick out your 
Job.’ Then there was a long list of 
the social advnntnges nccrnlng to the 
girl who would work In that faetory. 
Needless to say, the factory did not

PLAN CLINICS 
TO STUDY CRIME

Psychiatric Research Offers Pos- 
sibHities in the Solving of 

Problems.

WORK RENEWED KFTER WAR
Pravwttiv. Rather Than Cura la the 

Watchword of the Modem Pay* 
chlatrlat—Reach Them Befor* 

Crime Becomes a Habit

Hew York.—Broad pr-dbllltles far 
the operation of psychiatric clinics In 
cannectlon with courts and correction­
al institutions during the reconstruc- 
tlo<i period are outlined In an article 
•iveaiing In Mental Hygiene, written 
1^ Dr. Thomas W. Salmon, medical 
dUrector of the national committee for 
aaental hygiene. The title of the ar- 
Mde is “Some New Problems for Psy-

taethods for handling prisoners so as 
to do the best by them and by society 
as well.

In connection with the part the 
psychiatrist Is destined to play In 
modem court procedure, Pr. Salmon 
believes that the establishment of such 
clinics, presided over by experts with 
no connection with either side of the 
cases tried, will go a long way toward 
bringing about better conditions. Con­
cerning the so-called “alienist” and 
his “expert testimony,” Dr. Salmon 
says;

“Why supreme courts and courts of 
the general sessions content them­
selves with the so-called medico-legal 
testimony of ‘alienists’ employed by 
the district attorney and the defense 
—which la neither medical nor legal- 
remains a mystery. The findings of 
ft psychiatric clinic, scientifically and 
Impartially conducted with the sole 
purpose of aiding the Judges In dispos­
ing of human Issues before them, have 
more practical value than all the ex­
pert testimony that either side could 
purchase with the proceeds of a liberty 
loan.”

Wide Field for Inveatlgation.
Interesting especially is the sugges­

tion by Dr. Salmon of the possibilities 
of finding out the deep seated causes 
of anti social conduct In the individual 
through psychiatry. He says a com­
paratively small element furnishes the 
crime of a community and affords a 
field for scientific and impartial, un­
prejudiced study that Is rich and al­
most virgin.

He thinks that this phase of crim­
inology has barely been scratched ns 
yet and believes It should be carried 
far in an endeavor to trace to their 
sources the original impulses for 
crime, so that eveutually remedies may 
be found.

Prevention, rather than cure. Is the 
watchword of the modern psychiatrist, 
as It Is of the modern physician, al­
though neither Is Incline«! to neglect 
the person who has fallen ill. Dr 
Salmon emphasizes the need of clinics 
that may roach first offenders before 
crime has become a habit. These, dis­
covering the sources of criminal Im­
pulses and applying the proper 
remedies, may restore many person« 
of antl-soclnl tendencies to society nf 
normal citizens, in the opinion of Dr 
Salmon.
