Indian Forsaken by Tribe Lives
With Dogs.

Because One of His Dogs Was Killed
by Town Marshal Wealthy Osage
Refuses to Enter Town Again or
Have Anything to Do With White
Man—Expert at Knife Throwing—
Kills Birds on Wing.

This is the second chapter of the
story of John Stink, Osage Indian.

The first chapter has been told far
beyvond the borders of the “Osage na-
tion”"—how old John many years ago
was carried out of his house to die,
according to the custom of the Osages
when one of their number nears his
end: and how he was pronounced
dead; and how he was buried under
a pile of stones; and how he came to,
got out and was dubbed a ghost by
his tribesmen; and how he was
thereafter an outcast, an Indian with.
out a tribe, dead to his own superstl
tious people, though still in the flesh,
writes Mabel Abbott In the Chicago
Post.

Lonely After Death.

The second chapter:

John Stink was lonely after he had
“djed.” So he spent much of his time
in Pawhuska, Okla., which, though it
{8 the capital of the Osage nation, Is
a white man's town.

John made friends with some dogs
that were as lonely as he, and these
dogs told other dogs, until in a short
time John had a tribe of seventeen
dogs of every possible combination of
breeds. They went with him wherever
he went; they slept curled up with
him in the doorways of stores; they
foraged and begged for food, as he
did. In short, John and his dogs soon
became a public nuisance.

So the town marshal notified him to
keep his dogs off the streets. But he
made the mistake of telllng John in|
person instead of telling his guardian,
who would have interpreted the mes-
sage to him and made sure he under
stood its authority.

John didn’t understand the order, or
didn’t want to, and didn't care a whoop
whdt the town marshal thought of his
dogs, anyway; and he and they went
calmly on thelr accustomed and nolsyg
rounds. |

. Whereupon the marshal took a shot |
at the multitude and hit one of the}
dogs—a little white one. |

' Excavation in Kansas City Re-

calls Civil War Story.

TPHIEST IS MADE CUSTODIAN

! Fearing Raid Citizens Draw Money

Out of Bank \lnd Force Priest to
Take Charge of It—He Buried It in

; Cemetery and Many Hours’ Anxious |

Digging Later Failed to Unearth the
Hidden Treasure.

Civil war days connected with the
spot flashed into my mind—a mystery
of buried tressure that remains un-
solved to this day—and I wondered it
a chance shovel of dirt might not then
and there reveal the sequel. It is a
story that was often told to me by
the pioneer priest, Father Bernard
Donnelly, whose resignation in his ex-
treme old age as pastor of the old
church at that corner was mentioned
recently in the Star, the Rev. William
J. Dalton writes in the Kansas City
Star, :

It was the ove of the battle of West:
port in the fa!l of '64. Panic was in
the air. Sterling Price of the Confed-
erate army had won a victory over the
Union troops under Mulligan at Lex-
ington and rumors of the approach
of his victorious army to attack Kan-
sas City and Westport flew thick and
fast. Before leaving Lexington, it was
learned, he had seized on the money
in the local banks and the fear was
widespread that he would do the same
thing when he reached Kansas City,
There was a rush on the banks, ac
counts were checked out by hundreds
of people and the money taken to
their homes and concealed In various
places.  Then the thought occurred
to many of them that perhaps their
homes would be looted, too, and they
began to look about for more secure
hiding place. At that time Father
Donnelly was Kansas City’s “Vicar ot
Wakefield,” known and trusted by ev-
erybody, Catholics and Protestants
alike. He was known to be an old
acquaintance of many of the Confed-
erate ‘leaders, and a friend of Gen,

an excava-!

Price, personally known and respect-
ed by his soldlers as well. He had
lived at Independence and Kansas
City ever since the early forties,
Brought Money to Priest.

It was known, too, that previous to
his coming to Missourl his life, after
leaving Ireland, his native country,
had been largely south of the Mason
and Dixon ling. He had been an Irish
patriot, too, in the homeland, and that
meant a rebel, As a matter of fact,
his natural sympathies were with the
South. So the belief grew that Fa-
ther Donnelly would be ‘one man that
would be immune from search by the
invading army and the one man who
could be trusted to conceal securely
the threatened funds.

The afternoon before the battle ot
Westport hundreds of his own coun+
trymep and church members, as well
!'as a large number of others, came
| singly and in twos and threes up
| through the woods and the ravine that
' lay adjacent to the pastor's residence
and church, bringing money in cans
and bottles and purses and asking Fa-
ther Ponnelly to take care of it for
them until the trouble was over. They
felt certain that Price would not mo-
lest him. They knew that his minis.
trations as priest would be in demand
for the dying and the wounded ot
both armies and that his person and
his property would be held sacred by
even the worst of the marauders,

He often told me that he had shrunk
at first from the great responsibility
thrust upon him as caretaker of other
people’s money in  those troublous
times—that he tried to convince the
people that war was no respecter of
persons when army needs were press-
ing and that a contingency might arise
in which he might be no more immune
than the rest of them. The women
wept and the men pleaded and he
finally yielded to their wishes. They
came like so many depositors in a
bank. He opened up a memorandum
book. He entered the names and
amounts. The darkness of the eve-
ning was growing. His only light was
a small candle in a bottle that threw
a fitful glimmer around the room. He
had been a schoolmaster before he
had become a priest and the method-
ical habits of his teaching days clung
to him—he had to dot and cross and
to stop frequently to read a name over
to see If he had spetled it right.

The Treasure Buried.

The walting crowd grew nervous and
restless—Price was at the edge of
town—he might be at their doors In
a few hours., Many of the women,
anxious to get back to their homes and

The battle of Westport came on.

Taking a
spade he went out under cover of |
night and dug in the spot where he
was sure the box had been hidden.

Ten years afterward Father Don-
nelly was stricken with fever.

He was cared for
by his aged sister and two nieces in
his home and the good sisters of St.
Teresa's academy lent their nid. One

Tnight he seemed much improved and
! his relatives and the sisters felt that

he could pass the night without at-
tendance, He had told them so and
begged them to go to their homes.
Early the next morning the sisters
went to his door, found it open and
the patient gone. An alarm was
spread and after some time spent in
anxious research the venerable priest
was found, in spare attire, digging In
the graveyard. In his delirium he had
fancied that the lost treasure had been
moved back to its first hiding place.
A few years again and Father Don-
nelly was himself carried to the ceme-
tery and, like his wooden box and its

| enforced trust, some time later he was

taken up and buried in another grave
in the basement of the new cathedral,
where, “after life's fitful fever he
sleeps well.”

To the last days of his life the
buried treasure was on his mind. Its
disappearance was & mystery that has
never been explained. Whether in
the excitement of the times he had
forgotten the real hiding place or
whether some one else had discovered
it and removed the box during his
absence was never known. If it still
remained in the earth perhaps by this
time it has moldered into dust or per-
haps some  digger's spadeful of dirt
will reveal the secret.

YANKEE ROUTS
RUSSIAN FORGE

Leads Americans Who Capture
an Armored Train.

'WRITES OF HARD BATTLE

Outnumbered and With Odds Against
Them the Yanks Gain the Victory—
Under Pretense of Seeking Arms
Russians Rob, Pillage and Kill
Wherever They Please—To Get
Medals.

Lieut. J. C. Steinel, son of John

Steinel of Milwaukee, was in charge

of the American soldiers who routed

; the Russian troops that attacked the
| Americans with their armored train

some weeks ago. As a result he has

| been recommended for the distinguish-

ed service medal by his commanding

| officer,

Lieut. Steinel, who now is on his
way home, writes as follows about
the clash:

“A few days before we were at-
tacked by the Russians in their ar-
mored car we had received orders to
move to Vliadivostok and thence to
the Philippines, Being in box cars,
this was not difficult, so we loaded

! up our belongings, filled up with wood

to keep warm,
“The Russians had armored trains

| and we expected trouble with them

some time or other. Under the ex-

, cuse that they are looking for arms

they rob, pillage and kill wherever
they please,
Train Heavily Armed.

“This we would not permit in the
American sector, and gave them sev-
eral ultimatums to get out. They had
their trains equipped with machine
guns, grenades, ritfles, one pounders
and 3-inch guns, and all engines were
protected with concrete reinforcement
and loopholes to shoot from.

“They had passed us several times,
but never made a move, But one night

we were informed by our interpreter

| expected trouble,

that the Russians in the neighborhood
We increased the

| guard at the long bridge, also around

the cars in which we live. At midnight
an armored train came into the sta-
tion opposite us. They began loading
up with wood. I immediately ordered

| my men to get up, but kept them in

| the cars.

I went to the station to see

everything appeared quiet. I ordered
my men to retire, but we doubled our
guard. The other officer and myself
had just begun to retire when the ser-
geant came in and reported that he
thought the Russians meant business,
In about two minutes, with most of
our 35 men still asleep, the Russians
opened fire on us with machine guus,
rifles and grenades.

“Our men were ordered out at once
and they got under the cars and re-|
turned the fire. It seemed hopeless
against an armored train. Our ser-
geant was killed in a few mlnutes
when he attempted to get out on the'
engine, but before he was knocked oft
he threw a hand grenade at the train,

which helped to force the Russians to
One of our corporals had |

surrender.
both legs blown off. The Russian ar-
mored train stopped about fifty yards
from our cars and for a few moments
they gave us everything they had. But
we kept after them in skirmish line
fashion and soon they told us they
were ready to surrender.
Plan to Burmn Village.

“They admitted that they had been
drinking and that they intended first
to kill off all the Americans and then
burn the village, as they clalmed that
a stock of arms and munitions were in
this place.

“They had a crew of seven officers
and seventy men, while we had two of-
ficers and thirty-five men. All we had
were three automatic rifies, grenades
and rifles, while they had eight ma-
chine guns, riflies for.every man, a one
pounder, a three-inch gun and grem
ades.

“The big prize, besides the train,
was the general who was in command
of all their armored trains, and thei:x
captain.

“It was quite an exciting experience
for 45 minutes and something I will
never forget. All of our men have
been recommended for distinguished
service medals for their gallant attack
against the armored train.”
