A decision of widespread interest to 
sirartsmen and others affecting the 
protection of migratory birds was ren­
dered by the United States Supreme 
court recently, when it sustained the 
constitutionality of the migratory bird 
treaty between the United States and 
Great Britain for the protection of mi­
gratory birds and the act of congress 
to give It effect. This law Is adminis­
tered by the biological survey. United 
States department of agriculture.

In March, 1919, the state o f Xlissonii 
filed suit In the United States district 
court for the western district of Mis­
souri against Ray P. Holland, a UnltVd 
States game warden, for the purpose 
o f securing a restraining order pro­
hibiting federal wardens from enforc­
ing the migratory bird treaty act in 
that state. The validity o f the treaty 
and the act was upheld 1« an opinion 
rendered by Judge Araba S. Van Val- 
kenburgh o f the western district of 
Missouri, on July 2, 1919. The case 
was appealed to the Supreme court of 
the United States, which has affirmed 
the opinion of the lower court.

OFFiCIALS WORRY OVER 
INFLUX OF STOWAWAYS

Arrive in New York in Growing 
Numbers on Every Steam­

ship.
Immigration officials at New York 

• re watching with increasing interest 
the growing Dumber of stowaways ar­
riving there on almost every steamship 
that curries passengers. The.se are ad­
venturers of all sort.s. often men who 
are undesirable because tliey fail to 
come up to Uie test.s set by law for 
adml.s.slon Into the country. In nearly 
every case these unlisted arrivals are 
deported and usually on the ground 
that they might become charges upon 
the public.

On trial before a board of special 
Inquiry the.se aliens admitted that 
while they had not crossed the At­
lantic as stowaways In the old-fash­
ioned sense of the word, their .slilp- 
ment had not been a matter regularly 
arranged for. This being so, they 
were classed on the recf>rds as stow­
aways and ordered deported. Becau.se 
of their admissions the Investigation 
was begun.

•There Is a great rush of stowa­
ways to the United States Just now,” 
commented Superintendent P. A. Bak­
er of Elli.s i.slan<l. 'There are sev­

eral reasons why this condition should 
hold, especially as we look at the pres­
ent state of Europe after the great 
war. Many persons fleeing from the 
unsettled conditions and the turmoil 
In Kiissia. Oeriiiany and Poland are 
fleeing to the seaports of Holland. Bel­
gium or France. Many of these have 
the ld**a of Joining relatives In this 
country, and to all of them America 
now looms large as a place of refuge. 
So when they get to the sea they seek 
to leave trouble ns far iK’hlnd them 
as possible by .sailing.

“ Some of those who are seeking to 
come In without tbeir names being 
nianlfestetl have be«m In America be­
fore. They are part of the great army 
that went out from our ports when 
the world war got under way. They 
have had their share of adventure and 
now with iH-ace there again they find 
themselves without money and with 
the desire to return again to the Unit­
ed States. As an instance of the way 
this class Is arriving it was reported 
the other day that seven were found 
on the steamship Finland and four on 
the St Paul, which arrived within 24 
hours."

Flft.v-two years ago, when the Uni­
ted States took over the Inhabitants of 
what was spitefully called by some 
“ Seward’s Ice" box," the natives of 
Alaska were savages, or maybe more 
properly an unenlightened people. They 
were not savages in the sense that tliey 
met the white with tomahawk and 
scalping knife, for their food and cli­
mate were not conducive to warfare. 
The Alaskan aborigines were a quiet, 
gentle people, a nonreslstlng people, 
glad of the brotherhood of every pass­
ing stranger, for strangers were few 
and did not come to rob them of their 
homes and haunts.

When the Rti.sslan priests offered 
their religion it was ac<?epted as a wel­
come addition to the emptiness o f a 
dull, cold life. When the white trap­
pers came for furs they were not op­
posed, for there were plenty for all. 
Then when other white men went 
crazy over the gold hidden in the sands 
of frozen rivers and creeks it was 
nothing to the Indian and the Eskimo.

But when the conquering white men

took the young woiui'li o f  llie N oilh  to
be their iiialei imil soliled down .........
their peojde the aborigines of .Vliiska 
awoke. Their scant language soon ex­
panded to give names to the belongings 
of the \vlille.s, to Include their rude 
collo<|ulal!snis and give a glimpse of 
the great somewhere whence the new 
settlers came, tlrmlually the need for 
schools In this vast area of half a niil- 
llon square miles, with ’Jo.txk) naiives. 
Impressed Itself upon the governmeiii 
and the Alaska school service began 
tlie task of fitting the descendants of 
the aboriginal tribes, both minors and 
adults, for territorial citizenship.

Schools Widely Separated.
Had the pro.spectlve pupils been 

gathered into u groiiji the task would 
not have lu'en light, hut when If Is re- 
iueinbere<l that schools are in some 
places separated by 4.000 miles of 
snowy white silence and that others 
are fur beyond the IliulLs of tran.spor- 
tation and mull service, the dlflicultles 
come within the limits of Imagination.

On the Yukon, about midway be­
tween Dawson and North Bering sea. 
Olid only 00 miles below the arctic cir­
cle, Is Kauipart. There many trappers 
and hunters make headquarters. It has 
a climate ranging from 00 degrees 
above zero In summer to 05 degrees 
below zero In winter. There Isabel 
Ambler Uilniati was long stationed as a 
teacher In the Alaska school service, 
says the New York Times. Let her tell 
a few brief stories of her life In the 
frozen North:

“ One nioriiing In January, while the 
schoolchildren were quietly studying, 
u three-year-old boy appeared at the 
diKir. a stick of stove wood In his bea- 
ver-nilttened hands. ’You let me stay, 
teacher, 1 pack wood for you.’ he an­
nounced good-naturedly. The school 
tliennomclcr «oilside registered 5S be­
low zeio and 'lie teacher lost no time 
in closing the door, with the boy inside. 
’He won’t stay home, teacher,’ explain­
ed an older sister from her corner be­
hind a red-hot stove, ’and pupa says 
It’ll be GO below tonight.’ Sixty below ! 
'rhe teacher had never exiierieiiceo 
that. The child serenely tucked him­
self Into a primary seat alongside 
other babies who ’wouldn't stay at 
home.’

“ ’Baby wake, teacher,’ piped the last 
comer, suddenly remembering some­
thing. He wriggled In his seat and 
peered through a double frosted win­
dow. ’Baby where?’ demanded the 
teacher. But a tall, curly-haired, half- 
breed girl had already gilded to the 
door. ’Mother fold me to stay home 
with bahy, teacher, and I didn't want 
to, she pleaded, drawing the baby sled 
into the schoolroom. She rescued a 
squirming youngster from a bundle of 
furs and ’mothered’ it on the little 
bench behind the stove, glancing mean­
ingly through the open door of the 
girls’ cloakrootii, where two other 
baby sleds, each contulidng a sleeping 
child, had been pushed out of the way, 
ns though sure that their presence 
mitigated her own «iffense.

“There being no age limit In the 
Alaska school service, the register en­
rollment of pupils seldom contains the 
names of all.

“The schoolhouse Is the regular call­
ing place for all Indian wayfarers who 
have a few hours to spare. If tlie cor­
ner behind the stove Is not tilled with 
girl mothers and babies It may be pre­
empted by grandfathers and uncles.

genealogical bureau In England once 
employed them to list all the 
“ Drakes” In the United States.

S IN E  OF THBN ARE RESTLESS
In Some Subjects Women Students 

Have Lead, but te Offset This a 
Greater Number of the Men Have 
Attained a High Rank— Men Rapid­
ly Readjuct Themselvea te Work— 
Freehmen Mortality Low.

The bureau of education o f the de­
partment of the Interior has decided 
that as a rule the ex-soldler In educa­
tional Institutions Is doing work about 
the same as before entering the serv­
ice—this after summarizing returns to 
an Inquiry made by one o f the church 
boards of education.

One college president reported that 
hls ez-soldler students had not done 
very well and that they were restless 
and found It bard to concentrate on 
their work. The same answer was re­
ceived from another Institution where 
16 ez-service men bad registered at 
the beginning of the school year. Two 
of these had withdrawn. The test did 
not do as well as boi>ed because of 
unrest due to indecision as to the fu­
ture they wanted to follow and the 
resulting quandary as to what prepa­
ration they should make.

Do Excellent Work.
Albion college, however, reported 

that the majority of ex-service men 
had done excellent work, especially 
those who had been In college before 
entering tbe service. A number of 
other institutions reported their re­
turned men doing work above tbe av- 
erege. The report from Missouri 
Wesleyan college was that these men 
were doing far above what they did 
p r ^ o u ^ to  the war, tbe grades Indi­

cating that the work of the service 
men is o f a very high order. The 9 
per cent students receiving all “ A" 
grades were all ex-service men. There 
were very few failures among the re­
turned men at this college.

The majority of schools did not ac­
centuate either success or failure of 
ex-service men In the first semester’s 
work, but on the whole the men were i 
reported as having rapidly readjusted 
themselves to their work.

In answer to a question as to how 
the student body survived the mid­
year examinations, the majority of 
colleges reported an Improvement in 
the average of previous years. As 
usual, failures in individual courses 
were greater In number than failures 
such as to exclude the student from 
continuing.

The percentage of complete failures 
was variously reported from 2 to 6 
per cent One school reported finan­
cial reasons and reasons other than 
scholarship as causing a loss o f 42 
students, whereas scholarship caused 
a loss of only 17. Of the first num­
ber six were seniors who were gradu­
ated.

Low Freshman Mortality.
At the University of Chattanooga 

the midyear examinations showed the 
lowest percentage of freshman mor­
tality In the history of the university. 
This was attributed to a bulletin pub­
lished at the end of each .SO-day quiz 
period, with the names and scholar­
ship averages of the first ten In each 
of the college classes. This stimulated 
a great deal of profitable rivalry, It Is 
said.

M’ hen asked to compare the grades 
received by men and by women the 
almost universal answer was that the 
grades of women averaged higher. 
These statements were qualified In 
some cases by supplementary explana­
tions.

Chancellor Buchtel of the Univer­
sity of Denver calls attention to the 
fact that women as a rule do not 
earn their living, and that on the 
other hand a great number of the 
men earn their living In whole or In 
part.

Montana Wesleyan reports com­
piled from work of the first semester 
show that there are fewer failures 
among the women, and that as a whole 
a better grade of work Is done by 
them. The men surpass In having 
some of their number attain a high 
rank. In the college department 95 
per cent of the women passed In all 
their subjects. The men showed 8.5 
per cent with no failures, while 7 per 
cent failed completely. The other 13 
per cent failed In some subjects and 
passed in others. In attaining "A” 
grades the men surpassed the women. 
Nine per cent of the men received all 
“A" grades, a record not made by any 
of the women.

“How does it work ontT* she was 
asked.

“Well, o f course the proof of the 
pudding lies in the eating, hlow we 
can speak from the vantage point o f 
experience. It la not an experiment 
at this stage. The one year has 
stretched into five and—well, we are 
announcing instead of annulling."

AERODROMES MAY
HAVE HOSPITALS SOON

Laboratories for Treatment of 
Those Afflicted May Be Placed 

in Each One of Them.
Flying laboratories, aerodrome# 

equippe<l with hospitals, the medical 
treatment o f benighted natives who 
dwell on a contlnetit-long aerial route, 
may be next “ flights" forward—or up­
ward?—of aclentiflc aviation. The 
London correspondent of the Journal 
of the American association writes:

"The Cairo to Cape airplane flight 
across the whole of Africa from north 
to south, in which Dr. Chalmers Mit­
chell, the well-known zoologist. Is car­
ried for purpose of scientific observa­
tion, has led Sir Ronald Roes to sug­
gest In the Times that the time has 
come when It la feasible to consider 
the possibility of using airplanes for 
the medical exploration of Africa and 
other dark countrii>s. He cannot say 
how far the suggestion would be prac­
ticable especially in countries largely 
covered with bush and not at present 
poeaeaalng cleared landing placea. But 
such an exploration would be o f great 
use.

“He suggests that each exploring 
plane should carry not only a pathol­
ogist and a small portable labora­
tory, but alao one or more cUnlciana, 
for the purpose of relieving the alck- 
nees of the poor natives who other­
wise might never hope for the benefits 
o f medical aclence.

“Reoearch would, of courae, go hand 
In hand with clinical work. It would 
be necessary ultimately to eatabllah 
base hoapitals and latxmtorles at the 
main aerodromes along the route."
