Ik Bridges, who Is In touch with the 
activities of the American Red Cross, 
says It has been Instrumental In res­
cuing more than 150,000 refugees who 
were the followers and families of Den- 
Ikine’s army.

These refugees were rescued from 
the Crimea ènd received, while the bol- 
shevlkl fired upon them, on ships un­
der the contiol of the American Red 
Cross. They were all taken to the 
Princes Islands, off Constantinople, 
and divided for care and rehabilitation 
among the British, French. Italians 
and Americans; the Americans having 
their refugees on the Island of Protl, 
the British theirs on the Island of Prln- 
klpo, the French on the island of Malt! 
and the Italians on the island of Anti­
gone.

The plan Is to rehabilitate them as 
far as possible and then send them 
hack to Russia. The British have Just 
conditioned their relations, trade and 
otherwise, with Russia on the basis of 
humanitarian treatment for the refu­
gees of Denikine, so that it Is virtually 
assured that so fust as they are able 
to go back they will be reabsorbed. 
Still, there are thousands, It Is said, 
who will never he able to shift for 
themselves In the soviet state, and It 
Is the plan of the allies to form them 
Into a colony on the island of Lemnos. 
Just beyond the Princes Islands.

Rescued In Snowuterm.

After two years of hardship and ad­
venture In Soviet Russia, Miss Eilza- 
heth Holllger of Syracuse, N. Y., has 
made good her escape thnmgh the 
south KuNsiaii zone of hostilities and 
reached safety at the Ainericau Red 
Cro.ss refuge. She Is one of the thou­
sands of refugees who are now crowd­
ing the shores of the Black sea, seek­
ing an exit througli “Russia's Buck 
Door.”

3Ilss Hoiliger, who has resided for 
the |>ast 20 years In Russia, was liv­
ing at Kiev when the town was occu­
pied by the troops of the soviet anny. 
Fearing violence she left her home 
and hid for days In the local cemetery, 
visiting by night the dwelling of some 
humble friend who secretly provided 
her with food. Kventually her hiding 
place was discovered and she was ar­
rested. On account of her nationality, 
she WHS Iinniedlntely released and al­
lowed to return unmolested to her 
home, but forbidden to leave the re­
gion.

"Conditions soon became unbearable 
at Kiev,”  says Miss Holllger, "so I es­
caped at the first opportunity. Trav­
eling on foot and suffering greatly 
from fatigue, cold and hunger, I man­
aged to evade arrest and reach Kkata- 
rlnodar. Ffoni Ekatarlnodar Pwulkeil 
to Novorosslsk.”

At Novorosslsk Miss Holllger ar­
rived In a state of complete exhaus.

One evening In the i'ehniory of 
a recent year the citizens of Ssn 
Itlepo.

SOMME RUINS RECUIMEO

Great Progress Made In Restoring 
Towns and Farms.

Orent progress has been achieved by 
the Inhahitiints of the devastated re­
gions of the Soiiimo during the 18 
months which have followed the ann- 
Istlce In restoring something like nor­
mal conditions.

Of 40tl,OUO acres In a completely use­
less state, statistics show nearly half 
have been put In cultivation and this 
year’s harvest will yield a cereal crop 
of more than .3,000,000 bushels. At the 
end of the year It 1s expected there 
will remain only 70,000 acres unre­
claimed.

At the time of the armistice there 
were 2o0 towns and villages more or 
less demolished, giving an area of 
4,.MK),000 square yanls of debris to be 
cleared. About a quart»*r of this has 
been done. The towns of Amiens, 
Corbie, Ham, Nesle, Roves and Ally- 
sur-Noye and a nimiher of neighbor­
ing villages have been almost entlrcl.v 
ch-ared and more than 8,0«X) of the 
20,(KN> damaged houses repaired.
