CONTRASTS 0L

AND NEW ARMY

General Harbord Tells of Changes
Since 1889.

PAY IS MORE THAN DOUBLED

Acted as “Kitchen’ Police” for Month

When He First Enlisted—Educa-
tional Facilities Such as Are Now
Offered in No Other Service—

Teachers Are Experienced Civilian
Instructors.

Contrasting the post-Civil war army
and the new peacetime army, Major
General James G, Harbord, who re-
cently returned from an allied mis-
sion to Armenia to command the Sec-
ond division at Camp Travis, Texas,
has writtenr an article for the recruit-
ing service, describing the changes in
the army since he enlisted thirty years
ago. Permission to print the article
by Pershing’s chief of staff and or-
ganizer and commander of the service
of supply in the American expedition-
ary forces has been given by the gen-
eral recruiting service.

“I joined the old army,” General
Harbord writes, “as a recruit at old
Fort Spokane in the then territory
of Washington in January, 1889. The
last sixty-five miles of my journey
were made in a sled drawn by horses.
Instead of being met and conducted
to the barracks that were to be my
home, the sled stopped in front of
the post trader's store and deposited
me and my scanty baggage in the
snow. A few soldiers stood around
the front of the sutler's establishment,
but no reception committee appeared.

“Next morning I went on duty as
kitchen police before I had drawn
my uniform. The services of a re-
cruit to do permanent kitchen police
were so prized that progress with
his recruit drill was impeded instead
of facilitated, In order that, for a
longer time, he might be available
to monopolize that unpopular duty.
Our commanding officer was one of
the old school, who believed that a
garrison should be awake a consider-
able time before the daylight. At
4 o'clock those winter mornings, he-
fore a streak of dawn reddened In the
east, the company turned out in the
darkness for reveille roll call. As
kitchen police, a recruit had to be up
some time before that In order that
breakfast could be ready immediately
after reveille. .

“Those early hours were enforced
at a time when the snow Wai five
feet qeep on the parade ground, and
it was impossible to move off the
beaten track. No drills were con- '
ducted during that winter, except for |
my benefit: in short intervals of the
forenoon when my duty as kitchen |
police did not occupy my time. I
was kitchen police for a month with-
out interruption.

Gambled for Socks.

“Drawing clothing was a great event |
in the life of a recruit. It was the !
old blue. beloved of Civil war memory, |
and much of it was old stock left !
over and still unexhausted,
twenty-five years had elapsed since that |
conflict. The shoes were of the type |
known as brogans. The trouséts were i
the old very light blue, cut long for |
short men and short for long ones, |
The cap was the old chasseur type, the
flat top of which made the old army
baldheaded. The blouse was dark
blue, but of indefinite size, which |
might or might not fit.

“‘Draw day,’ when the whole com- |
pany drew clothing, was the occasion !
for gambling, and the stakes were
reckoned in terms of socks or white

though |

-

pairs of socks, but every one else In
the squadroom *was sockless.”

The soldier fare in those days was
“very simple,” General Harbord re-
ealls.  Breakfatt and supper were
generally different varieties of what
soldiers call “slum.”

“Fourth of July, St. Patrick's day,
if the sergeant were Irish, Thanksgiv-
ing and Christmas, there was a feast
of good soldier fare, and everybody
gorzed themselves and talked about
it until thc next holiday.

“The company commanders were
generally veterans of the Civil war
who had, many of them, held higher
rank during the war and had never
| accepted philosophically the peace-
time reduction in grade which fol-
lowed war. The colonel had heen a

major general and a division com-
mander. He was always addressed as
general, and had sworn never to at-

tend a formation of anything so low

. as the regiment of which he was col-
| onel.

There were no examinations for
promotion of officers and no process
of elimination of deadwood except by
disahility or court-martial,

“The post school was generally un-
der the chaplain, if there was one at
the post,  Attendance upon it was
voluntary, but sometimes disciplinary.
Usually the teacher was an old sol-
dier unable to do other duty, or some
yvoung man studying for a commission
who sought the detail hecause it gave
him econtrol of practically all of his
time, paid him 50 cents extra a day,
and excused him from roll calls, Tt
amounted to nothing as far as offering
an opportunity for an education to
the young soldier, and the words voca-
tiona! training had not yet appe_ =~
in the military voeabulary. At the
post of five companies where T served,
<ingle typewriter,

there s hut a

which no one but myself could use.
I had partly pald my way through
college by cataloguing a library and
had learned to use the machine,
Furloughs Were Rare.
“Enlistinent was for five years, and
furloughs were rare. Once In the
service there was no honorable way
out for five years except by favor or

disabllity, Pay was $13 a mc~th and
‘found.’
“If a soldier of that day, 1889,

could have heen confronted with the
changes that were in prospect in the
military service he would have as
little credited it as the Minute Men
of Lexington could have comprehend-
ed a lecture on airplanes and subma-
rines, wireless telegraph or moving
pictures.”

Discussing the advantages of the
new peacetime army, General Har-
bord writes:

“In 1920 the recruit is met at the
train, generally by an officer and
taken to his barracks, where the new
conditions that surround him are
courteously explained to him. He I8
provided with a neat uniform that
fits him, shoes 'not unlike those in
civil life, and every effort is made to
induce contentment, comfort and hap-
piness. The American soldier ration
has become the most liberal in the
world—vegetables, milk, butter, eggs,
the best meats in the world refriger-
ated by processes that were undream-
ed of thirty years ago. Libraries are
at his convenience. Service hostess
houses are open to him, where ladies
devoted to his welfare and benefit
cater to his contentment and supply
the home element. Gymnasiums,
swimming pools, skating rinks, dances,
service clubs are a feature of practi-
cally every post.

“The pay is much more than double
what it was in those days. The num-
ber of chaplains has greatly inereased.
Church services are accessible to ev-
ery soldier. Morale, educational and
recreational officers are now well-
known titles in our military parlance.

“If the young soldier errs and com-
mits disciplinary faults, discipline

| must be maintained as long as armlies
exist, but his rights are well guaran-

teed tp him. He is entitled to coun-
sel; his trial must be prompt; the
outside limits of his punishment are
carefully prescribed by the president,
and the course of military justice is
neither slow nor cumbersome, Its on-
ly fault, in my opinion, is that, like
all Anglo-Saxon judicial procedure, it
is organized too much for the protec-
tion of the malefactor.
Taught by Best Instructors.

.“The term of enlistment is one or
three years. Discharges by favor are
easy to obtain when good cause is
shown. In the event of death, war

i risk Insurance and allotments guard
{ the future of those dear to the sol-

dier. He can allot portions of his pay
with the paymaster and the govern-
ment will pay him 4 per cent interest
op his money until the time he leaves
the service.

until they are able to pass examina-
tions. The advanced course consists
of higher work sultable to those who
already have had some schooling and
ranges from the requirements of an
eight grade course through advanced
high school to college work. The
teachers are experienced civilian in-
structors, officers and soldiers being
employed only when specially fitted
for such work,

“The voeatlonal training means the
opportunity to learn a trade while
serving the government as a soldier,
Here, as In educational work, the hest
instructors in their respective lines
are employed, and officers and soldiers
employed as teachers only when spe-
cially qualified. There never has heen
such an opportunity offered before hy
any government on the earth. It
sounds too good to be true, but it is
a fact,

“With all these opportunities go
still the time-honored advantages that
have always pertained to the soldier
profession—outdoor life, regular hah-
{ts, healthful food. Thesa opportunities
cannot he overstated. The discipline
of a soldier means the difference he-
tween success and failure as a eivilian
later in life, The duty of the army
must still be done. It is not all danc-
ing, welfare work and education. Or-
ders still have to bhe oheyed, work
must still he done, men still Liave to
2ive their lives for their country, but
the profession of arms !s one of the
oldesat in the world, and there is none
more honorable *or to which better
men helong.”

Schools of the Country Have Doubled
in Efficiency in Last 50 Years, Now
Being 52 Per Cent Efficient, Educa.
tional Survey Discloses—Attendance
in High Schools Most Notable
Change.

The state of Montana has the best
all-around publie school system in the
United States according to the results

of a comparative study of state school |

systems made public by the Russell
Sage foundation. The results were
computed from data submitted to the
federal government by the states thems-
selves. The author of the report, Dr.
Leonard P. Ayres, served during the
war as chlef statistical officer of the
army.

The report assigns second place to

to those of Arizona, fourth place to

New Jersey and fifth place to the state

of Washington.

Efficiency Doubled in Half Century,
Other findings of the report are

that the school system of the United

The figures for the individual states
show that during the last thirty years
the West has been “coming up” edu-
cationally, while the East has been
“going down.”

Among the Interesting results of
the study is the conclusion that the
school systems in the United States’
territorial possessions, such as Hae
wall, the canal zone and Porto Rico,
have higher ratings than those of many
of the 48 states. That of Hawall is
reported better than the majority of
the American states. Ten southem
states have records poorer tham that

Government Explains How to
Know the Grades.

PRICES MAY BE THE SAME

But the Quality May Be Far From
Uniform—Four Points to Remember
in Distinguishing the Various Grades
—S8hrinkage in Cooking Much Great.
er in Common Grade Than in Good
Grade Meat.

Just why one market should charge
30 cents for sirloin steak while another
dealer charged 50 cents for the same
cut on that same day; why a rump
roast last week was julcy and tender,
while the one ordered yesterday was
tough and stringy, although both cost
the same price per pound, are gqueries
which have brought wonder and con-
sternation tp many a housewife.

The fact that sirloin steaks can be
purchased at such variable prices on
the same day does not necessarlly
mean that one dealer is underselling
the other on the same article. The
first may be a sirloin cut from a cow
or steer of common grade, while the
latter I8 from a cow or steer of good
or choice grade. The same explanation
applies to the two roasts. As a rule,
a dealer habitually carries the same
grade of meat that is best suited to his
class of customers. However, when a
dealer carries more than one grade, he
usually sells the same cuts from all
grades at the same price. Until the
public learns that grade as well as cut
determines the quality of beef and
should also determine the price, cuts
of low grade will be retalled at the
same. price that similar cuts of good
or cholce grade command, although the
difference in wholesale price is some-
times as much as 7 or 8 cents per
pound between medium grade and com-
mon grade meat.

How to Know the Grade.

For the purpose of educating the
housewife to know not only the cuts of
meat, but also to be able to distinguish
between these grades if she would se-

States department of agriculture has |
prepared cthe following points:

Cholce grade beef is not at present
found regular'y in most markets, and
the supply is limited. In it the char-
acteristics of the good grade are ac-
centuated—pronounced marbling of
fat, smooth, uniform outside covering
of clear white fat and firm fine tex-
tured flesh of light red color.

Good grade heef has lean meat of
light to medium red color, of firm,
even texture and fairly regular dis-
tribution of fat through the lean, giv-
ing the meat a slightly marbled or
mottled appearance. The fat Is firm
and usually a creamy white, The
outer covering of fat ig smooth and
firm and should he evenly distributed
over the loins and ribs, f

Medium Grade Beef.

Medium grade heef has meat of
coarse texture and dark color which |
fs inclined to be flabby and watery.
The fat is flabby and usually yvellow.
ish in color and is unevenly distribut- |
ed, there being almost no inside fat
and a scanty and irregular outside
covering.

Common grade heef has a very high
percentage of bone to meat. The
meat Is extremely coarse In texture
with no marbling eof fat; is dark In '
color and very watery. The fat, which
{s very scanty, is usually of a pro-
nounced yellow color.

The cuts of good grade beef, when
compared with cuts of common grade,
are mgch more palatable, but this is
not all. A series of tests made in the
experimental kitchen of the depart- '
ment of agriculture on the cooking
quality of the different grades of bheef
shows that the shrinkage in cooking
is much greater for common grade, |
watery meat than from good grade
ment; also, the proportion of bone to
meat Is higher in the common grade,
making the amount of cooked edible
meat obtained from one pound as pur-
chased of common grade meat consid-
erably lower than the amount from a :

School.

HELPS ON SERVANT PROBLEM

Training Girls to Supply Nationwlide
Demand for Domestic Service—
Length of Time Spent in Schools Is |
Measured by Pupil’s Foundation |

When She Enters—Many Go Out to

Teach Other Girls,

The rapldly vanishing domestic serv-

ant is being slightly retarded in her |
unique |

race toward extinction Ly a
school in Washington, It is a national
training school for women and girls,
where many colored girls are being
taught how to cook and keep house.
The school is
white farm buildings,
lawns and gardens and set on top of
a steep hill,  The principal,
Burroughs, met us and
show us the “plant.”™
“Is it true thaut you are training
girls to supply the nationwide demand
for domestic service?”
Nannie

offered to

she was asked,
Purroughs smiled, “Well,
we have 120 girls here, and good many
of them are studyving domestie sei-
ence. Few will go into private homes,
but most of the students who gradu-
ate here in domestie seience go out
to teach other girls all over the coun-
try, and this summer we are going to
raise £125000, so that we can teach
250 girls instead of 120."

This is the story as Nannie Bur-
roughs told it, of a remarkable school,
the only one of its kind in the world.

Science of Needle and Thread.

Ten years ago she happened to stop
in a little red school house in Missis-
sippl. A dozen colored girls of four-

teen years weer struggling with exame |

ples of longitude and time, One girl,
with not a button on her dress, safety
pins and beanty pins elntehing at the
gaps, shoes half laeod, was at the
blackboard. She glibly explained
that New York was at T4 degrees
longitude, and when it was 9 o'clock
In New York it was 6 o'clock some-
where else. She sat down victorious

and breathless, and the teacher asked

the visitor to talk to the class.

“l am going to speak to one bright
little girl,” began Miss Burroughs
diplomatically. *“I want her to go
home and find the longitude of a
needle, and the latitude of some thread,
and work out a problem with some
buttons on the back of her dress and
bring in the answer tomorrow."”

The others giggled, fingered their
untidy apparel and promised. The vis-
iftor went on to tell them education
ghould fit them for life, and that
neatness and knowledge of domestie
problems were as necessary to their
future welfare as ability to battle with
higher mathematics.

| training In practical things, and I de-
cided to open my own institution.” |

Nannie Burroughs had no money, |
| but she found an old farm for sale
| cheap, on the edge of the District of
Columbia, and she went out to ask her
people for funds, Nickels, dimes, pen-
nies, she accepted any sum grateful-
ly. In two months she had $1,000,
which paid the necessary cash deposlt,
and in eighteen months she owned the
place.

Modest Start, Tacked on.

“We have been growing and ‘tack-
ing on' ever since,” she explains, “At
first we had just the one farmhouse,
We taught musie, cooking and hair-
dressing in ene room, and drew chalk
lines on the floor to show where the
kitechen ended and the dining room be-
gan.

“But the girls of those pioneer days
were the strongest we ever turned
out. They learned to do with almost
nothing, and every one of them has
gone out to help the colored people
of her community.” From that old
farmhouse the national training school
for women and girls has grown until
now it has ten teachers and puplils
from 26 states and even from Haitl
and Africa.

They call it the school of the three
B’'s—Bible, bath and broom. Musie,
millinery, typewriting manicuring,
English, algebra and other subjects are

taught. They are the things the
pupils ostensibly come to learn, but
the school sometimes disagrees on this
subject. One girl enrolied with the
announcement that she would take
music this vear, and next year, if
there was time, she'd try mol\ing.

“No,” said the principal, firmly, “you
will take scrubbing and neatness and
dishwashing, and your regular studies
this year, and next year, if you have
any time, you can add some ac-
complishments.”

The length of time spent in the Bur-
roughs school is measured by the
pupil's foundation when she enters,
the work she wants to prepare for and
the state of her finances. Each pupil
pays $13.50 a month for tultion and

board.

EMIGRATION IS HEAVY

More People Leaving United States
Than Are Coming In.

Emigration is exceeding immigration
in the United States for the first time
since 1907, figures compiled by the im-
migration bureau show.

In July, August, September, Octo-
be® and November immigrants to
America numbered 125000, while the
emigrants totaled 144,000, The same
tendency existed in November, Incom-
plete figures show. During the five
months 1,080 Greeks landed in Amer-
fea, whereas 11,500 of this race re-
turned to the old world. Emigration
to Italy is also heavy.

Mexicans are replacing the Italians
and Greeks in this country as section
hands.

TO OPEN MILLION ACRES

Land in Alaska to Be Available Un-
der Public Domain Laws,

Accordling to the report of Alexan-
der T. Vogelsang, acting secretary of
the interior of Alaska, more than
1,000,000 acres of agricultural land has
been surveyed in Alaska so that it may
be available for entry and patent un-
der the public domain laws,

A considerable portion of this land
is within country traversed by or trib-
utary to the government railroad now
being constructed In Alaska. New
townships have been established on
the public lands along the line of the
railroad.
