Mow Alice Aubert, Toque, Lemoine 
and Herbert Died “In the Ditch”— 
France Stands Out as the Epitame 
of Vengeance, as Nemesis to the 
Traitor—Alice AuberVe Ugliness
Won Her the Title of "The Ograaâ  
— T̂ragic Scene Described.

The grim spirit of war still lingers 
In Prance. Even though the world Is 
now well along into the second year 
since the fighting ceased. Franca has 
not forgotten nor can she forget those 
countrymen of hers who played her 
false when her need was greatest In 
contrast to the very lenient treatment 
accorded In this country to those In­
dividuals who held their duty to their 
country lightly In the days of war, 
France stands out as the epitome of 
vengeance, as Nemesis to the traitor.

Bolo Pasha, Pierre Lenoir, Mata 
Hart, the beautiful actress— these and 
others already have gone to their death 
In the ditch at the rifle butts of the 
Maison Blanche In the Chateau of 
Vincennes on the outskirts of Parla 
And now four more have died the 
death of traitors In the same ditch.

Georges Toque, Moise Lemoine, 
Leandre Herbert and Alice Aubert 
have but recently faced the firing 
sqnad for their activities In aiding 
the enemy during the world war. At 
a court-martial last July they were 
condemned to die. Toqua a formar 
colonial oflBclal, was, during the war, 
a voluminous writer fer the notorious 
German paper, the Garatte des A r ­
dennes, which clrcnlated behind the 
German tinea. In addition ha, as wMi 
as tha othar three of the quartet, wars 
active In the territory occupied by 
the Germans In denouncing their fel­
low conntrymen to the enemy, which 
denunciations in more than ona lu* 
ntanca were instrumental In bringing

For these crimes the 
quartet were required to give up their 
lives. An account of their execution 
Is given In the continental edition of 
the London Dally Mali.

Known at "The Ogresa.”
Shortly after 6 o’clock In the morn­

ing a groat gray-blue car drove slow­
ly np the turf slope and came to a 
standstill Just behind the firing par­
ries. The car contained Toque and 
I.einolne. Toque got out at once and 
stood hy the car, apparently perfectly 
calm and tslking to hts ctAinsel. Le- 
molne sat back In his seat with hla 
coat collar buttoned up, remarking In 
a nonnal tone of voice: “It Is ton 
cold. 1 prefer to wait here till the 
others arrive.”

A few minutes later a car contain­
ing Herbert, still in military uniform, 
arrived and then last of all Alice Au- 
bert. whose ugliness won her the ti­
tle of “the ogress.”  She was accom­
panied by two nuns of the Order of 
St. Joseph de Cluny. Alice Aubert 
had prior to leaving the prison of St. 
Lawrence attended mass and taken 
communion. She had been praying 
all the way to Vincennee and held In 
her hand a beautiful Ivory crnclflx 
given by the nuns.

As soon as she got out of the motor 
car the whole party set out to cover 
on foot the SO yards which separated 
them from the execution posta. Toque 
went first, followed by Lemolne, both 
stepping out with hardly a sign of 
emotion, and accompanied by their 
counsel and the venerable Abbe Gco- 
peltz, chaplain to Vincennes. Then 
came Herbert He waa the only one 
who seemed terrified and dazed. Be­
fore leaving his cell back in the city 
be had welcomed the magistrates with 
a burst of laughter. ‘Y on  arc going 
to take me for a walk. I am very 
pleased,” he had said. Now be was 
frightened.

Last of all came Alice Aubert With 
her short hair, loose and wind driven, 
■he carried her head high and bar 
eyes were fixed straight before her. 
In her hands she held clasped to her 
breast her crucifix. ” I do not mind 
dying,” she said, “If I go to heaven. 
I am only sorry for my ralatlves and 
those who have to die with me. Plcaae 
pray for me and them.”

The Coup de Qraee to TeqiMk
The final preparations made, the 

Duns embraced Alice Aubert and tilha 
the chaplain solemnly bleeecd them 
aU.

As yie amall party af aaststaata, 
nnna, the chaplain and counsel wltb> 
draw. Toque tried to ralae his right 
arm, and In a strong voice shontod: 
“I affirm I am Innoceat Vive la 
France r  Only Herbert allowed the 
aoldiera to blindfold him, the othen  
Including the woman Aubert, stating 
that they preferred to face death with 
open eyes.

Meanwhile the four firing parties 
each consisting of 12 men In denhle 
lines, were ready. The first Una 
knelt for the second line to fire ovar 
their shoulders. A sergeant major, 
with drawn sword, stood at their aMe  ̂
and in crisp' military tones gave the 
order to fire.
> There came e deadly alienee. Alice 

Aubert, Heri>ert and Lemotne were 
dead. Toque still lived, and four aon* 
commissioned officers revolver to 
band, gave the coup de grace. Evea - 
then, although shot through the right 
temple. Toque showed signs of life, 
ahd' another shot was necossary to 
pat an ond to bis exlstenca.

I world already. Doubtless, time Is 
I ripening for Isaac's long-held “re- 
I minder” to be released. Why, the 
I proletariat around Notre Danie are 
I talking about “It” more than anyl 
I I asked a butcher. In the I’anMs, 
I says Sterling Ilelllg in the Springfield 
I Republican. “ It Is subterranean,” lie 
1 said. "In tlie revolution, iiiy grandfa- 

tlier helped to seek It; but It was too 
well hid (waving his hand across the 
split of the river). Now the ground is 
clear.”

“It Is rooms filled with the jewels of 
kings!” said an old dame selling or­
anges. “Once there was a crow on 
Notre Paine that looked toward It.” 
Victor Hugo knew all about the crow. 
His “Claude Prollo” siient hours, 
“calculating the angle at which the 
raven looked from the west porch" 
of tlie cathedral. There Is a sad bird 
still, high up there among the gar­
goyles, vast and sinister, draped In 
bnt-Ilke wings ns In a mourning veil.

Most Mysterious Objects of Paris.
They are the chimeras of Notre 

Duine, regularly miscalled the gar­
goyles—the most mysterious objects 
of Parts. Climh the towers of the 
cathedral. High up, you come to this 
gallery of the roofs, whence, amid a 
population »)f gigantic stone creatures, 
you have Victor Hugo’s hlrd’s-eyp 
view of Paris. Tourists are more 
struck by the strange population of 
can-ed monsters than by the shining 
city.

There are gigantic bulls and hears, 
a contemplative elephant on his hind 
I»Hfs, a two-headed panther, owls and 
vultures of the pit. In vain, for cen- 
turle.s, have visitors Inquired the 
meaning of the collection. In par­
ticular, the human-llke figures arouse 
wonder—genii, titans, demons, of 
stern thought, evil dignity and bad, 
unyielding purpose; meditating, star­
ing Into the far distance or peering 
down, right close beside them, Into 
the city.

There Is but one single figure of a 
real man. He Is Isaac (all Parisians 
know him), a preternaturally young- 
looking old man with a venerable 
beard. We shall meet him again. He 
peers down, more anxious than any, 
bnt benevolent and kindly, as if check­
ing off those demons.

Calling them gargoyles explained 
nothing. Every gothic cathedral has 
Its grotesque stone roof-spouts, to 
spout off the rain water; and Notre 
Dame has 100 real ones which pass 
unnoticed beside these vast upright 
features. With their purpose un­
known, their common attitude had 
led folks. In all countries, to ask final­
ly: “What are they looking at?” And 
the Paris populace answers, as It an­
swered always; “They are looking at 
the mystery!”

Men have carried a theodolite np 
th^e, to measure exactly. If possible, 
"what they are looking at.” Natural­
ly. the first thought la a treasure. But 
the ground of Paris, all around here, 
has been dug up and rebuilt a dozen 
times. All but one area. It Is the 
very area they seem to watch.

Hotel Dieu Tom Down.
The old buildings of thq Hotel Dieu 

covered the watched area. Now, at 
last, they are torn down. It Is a 
queer event. The antique hospital of 
Paris was founded by St. Landry, 
bishop under Clovis H., about A. D. 
666, for the poor of the cathedral 
chapter.

The old buildings Just demolished 
(patched, decayed, remodeled, but al­
ways covering the surface ground 
heretofore) rose up in what remained 
(when they were begun) of the still 
more antique gardens o f the palace of 
the city, extending to the Roman cit­
adel or palace of the baths. As late 
as the year 1100 It was still known 
as the semi-royal territory of Laas, 
always enclosed and protected, being 
Just outside the Island. And when

Philip Augu.stus, about 1100, built the 
new wall of Paris, he took in just 
this strip of the old garden’s surface, 
leaving outside. Just beyond them, the 
now most ancient little old church of 
Paris—that of SL Jullan-the-Poor.

From the foundation In the gardens, 
the old Hotel Dieu buildings, their 
cofirlyards and dependencies, were al­
ways on this spot—till yesterday. 
They were enlarged, fell Into decay, 
and were restored; old wings fell in, 
and new additions rose; but the area, 
which is now to be a public square, 
was never parceled Into private prop­
erty—the crown, by unavowed tradi­
tional pfdlcy, kept private owners at 
a distance from this strip of the an­
tique gardens by the river. They 
were camouflaged by a charity.

About tills time (you see) there was 
a man who found “It,” unless. Indeed, 
he were “Its” originator, which Is ex­
tremely unlikely. He was the famous 
Nicolas Flamel, reputed by the Paris 
of his day to have accomplished “the 
grand work,” 1. e„ transmuting base 
metals to gold.

Paris’ Lost Treasure.
Time passed, Nicolas F'lamel out­

lived his students and his taste for 
gorgeous gayety. In his old age he 
mmie the extravagant liberalities to 
Paris chnrcbes. and particularly to the 
cathedral, which connect his name 
with the “mystery” and confirmed his 
reputation as a trnnsmuter of metals 
and a “jewel molder.” Did he do It? 
Victor Hugo fells how half the alche­
mists of Europe dug vainly in Nicolas 
Flainel’s cellar up to 50 years after 
his death !

These lost treasures are historical. 
There is no cause to scoff. .They ex­
isted. They were acquired by one or 
a few. They were hidden by pru­
dence, for the nine days’ wonder to 
blow over, or not to divide up. and 
those who helped to ’do the deep, in­
genious hiding were regularly strafed, 
that their knowledge perish with 
them.

This particular lost treasure, repos­
ing always, by tradition, in Paris, Is 
the treasure of Narbonne. It is plain 
history. You will find It In Gibbon. 
Adolphus, Gothic chieftain, having 
forcibly married Placlda, daughter of 
the Emperor Theodosius, In the house 
of Tiigenuus, most illustrious citizen of 
Narbonne,- In Gaul, on the Mediter­
ranean seacoast, where she and hers 
sought refuge, took with her as her 
“dower” what became known as the 
Gothic treasure—fabulous salvage 
from her ravaged land.

Time embroiders old traditions, but 
there Is always something In them. 
Who knows from what elements of a 
persecuted, grateful and prophetic 
race (what hanker-seers, merchant- 
poets, doctor-searchers) originated the 
(Kipular figure of the Wandering Jew 
as benefactor of the chapter of Notre 
Dame and watcher, neutralizer of the 
demon, final pointer and last memor- 
Izer, for these last days, of what reve- 
latiou of antique culture, riches, splen­
dor! It is a good day for a memor- 
izer. Once agulo the cupidity of 
masses has found Its gospel—“take!”

Browning’s “Andrea del Sarto” Raises
Question Whether Beauty Is or 

la Not AII-SufficienL

Should a man marry a girl with ■ 
pretty face simply h«*cause she ap­
pealed to his artistic eye?

Back in the thirteenth century An­
drea del Sarto, master Fl-irentlne 
painter, married c. hatter’s widow, “a 
wonmn of pretty face and sensuous 
figure.” but she didn’t appreciate his 
painting and “his soul starved."

Ilohert Browning caught the Intro­
spective struggle of the artist against 
“self-imposed shackles” and the poem 
was Interestingly Interpreted in a read­
ing by Dr. Edward Howard Griggs at 
Witherspoon hall before the Univer­
sity Extension so<-lety, says the I’hlla- 
deljihla Evening Bulletin.

To the largely feminine audience the 
reading was a warning to treat mas-. 
cultne temperament with careful con­
sideration.

To the men present It raised th« 
question whether they should give a 
pretty girl a civil service examination 
before marriage.

"Nature makes them so beautiful,” 
said Dr. Griggs in speaking of beau­
tiful women who do not appreciat« 
talented husbands, “that you think 
there must he surely something of the 
higher mental self In them.”

But as Browning shows In his poem 
of the painter and as Dr. Grlgga 
pointed out, “kings and masters ma.v 
appreciate the talent of a man, but 
his wife merely worries about the next 
pay envelope.”

Why Moat Men Seek Wealth.
Every vigorous man needs some kind 

of contest, some sense of resistance 
overcome, in order to feel that he Is 
exercising his faculties. Under the 
Influence of economics a theory has 
grown up that what men desire la 
wealth. The less active members ef 
a community often do In fact desire 
wealth, since It enables them to gratify 
a taste for passive enjoyment, and to 
secure respect without exertion. But the 
energetic men who make great for­
tunes seldom desire the actual money; 
they desire the sense of power through 
a contest, and the Joy of success^l 
actlxlty. The only element of truth 
In the economic theory that these men 
are actuated by desire for money Is 
this: owing to the fact that money Is 
believed to be desirable, the making 
of mooey Is recognized ss the test at 
success.—Hon. Bertrand Russell.

House Joint Resolution No. 7.

A Joint resolution of the Legislature 
of the State of Texas, proposing ao 

’ aoiendment to the constitution ol 
1 the State by adding to Article 16 
, thereof a new Section, to be known 

as Section 60; providing for the 
compensation of public officials.

BAJt resolved by the Legislature of 
^ l e  State of Texas;

Section 1. That there is hereby 
added to Article XVi of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, a new sec­
tion to be known as Section 60 of 
Article XVI of the ('onstitution of the 
State of Texas, which shall read as 
follows:

Section feo. Compensation of Public 
Officials: All State, district, county
and precinct officers within this State 
shall receive as compensation for their 
services a saiary, the amount of which, 
the terms and methods of payment 
and the fund out of which such pay­
ments shall be made, shall be ascer­
tained. declared and fixed by the Leg­
islature from time to time; provided 
that the Legislature may make such 
exceptions as it may deem advisable.

This section shall supersede all oth­
er provisions of this constitution fixing 
and declaring the compensation of of­
ficers by salary, fees or otherwise 
and all provisions for salaries or other 
compensation for public officials, exec­
utive, legislative or judicial.

Sec. 2. The Governor of the State 
Is hereby directed to cause to be is­
sued his necessary proclamation for 
an election to be held on the first 
Tuesday after the first Monday in No­
vember, 1920, at which election this 
amendment shall be submitted to the 
qualified electors of this State for 
adoption or rejection and shall make 
the publication required by the con­
stitution and laws of the State. Said 
election shall be held under and in 
accordance with the General Election 
Laws of the State, and the ballots 
for said election shall have printed or 
written thereon in plain letters,-the 
following words:

“Official Ballot” “ For the amend­
ment to Article XVI of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas, adding 
thereto Section 60, providing for com­
pensation of public officials.” “ Against 
the amendment to Ai^clh XVI of the 
Constitution of the State of Texas, 
adding thereto Section 60, providing 
for compensation of public officials.” 

Those voters who favor such amend­
ment shall erase by marking a line

flirough the words "Against the 
amendment to Article XVI of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, pro­
viding compensation for public offi­
cials.” Those who oppose such amend­
ment shall erase by marking a line 
through them, the words “For the 
amendment to Article XVI of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, pro­
viding compensation for public offi­
cials.” And the result of the election 
shall be published and declared ac­
cording to the majority of the votes 
cast in such election.

Sec. 3. The sum of Five Thousand 
Dollars or so much thereof as may be 
necessary is hereby appropriated out 
of any funds in the treasury not other­
wise appropriated for the purpose of 
paying the necessary expenses of the 
proclamation and publication of this 
amendment and the election to be held 
hereunder.

AMENDMENT
AUTHORIZING ONE AND ONE- 

HALF PER CENT AD VALOREM 
TAX BY CITIES AND TOWNS OF 
FIVE THOUSAND OK LESS POP­
ULATION.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 12.

Proposing an amendment to Section 4 
of Article XI of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, by increasing 
the total tax rate that may be levied ' 
by cities and towns having a popu­
lation of five thousand or less than 
one-fourth of one per cent to not 
exceeding one and one-half per cent, 
and making appropriation therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas;
Section 1. That Section 4. Article 

XI of the Constitution be so amended 
as hereafter to read.as follows:

Section 4. Cities and towns having 
a population of five thousand or less 
may be chartered alone by general 
law. They may levy, assess and col­
lect such taxes as may be authorized 
by law, but no tax for any purpose 
shall ever be lawful for any one year 
which shall exceed one and one-half 
per cent of the taxable property of 
such city; and all taxes shall be col­
lectible only in current money, and 
all licenses and occupation taxes lev­
ied. and all fines, forfeitures and pen­
alties accruing to said cities and towns 
shall be collectible only in current 
money.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a

vote of the qualified electors of the 
State at an election to be held 
throughout the state on the first Tues­
day after the first Monday in Novem­
ber, 1920, at which election all voters 
favoring said proposed amendment 
shall write or have printed on their 
ballots the words, "For the amend­
ment of Section 4, Article XI of the 
Constitution increasing the total tax 
rate that may be levied* by towns and 
cities having a population of five thou­
sand or less from one-fourth of one 
per cent to not exceeding one and 
one-half per cent of any one year," 
and all voters opposed to said amend­
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words, "Against the 
amendment of Section 4, Article XI 
of the Constitution increasing the total 
tax rate that may be levied by towns 
and cities having a population of five
thousand or less from one-fourth oi 
one per cent to not exceeding one and 
one-half per cent of any one year.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the Stat< 
is hereby directed to issue the neces 
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have the same published as 
required by theAConstitution and ex 
isting laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of Five Thou 
sand Dollars, or so much thereof as 
may be necessary, is hereby appro 
priated out of any funds in the T^eas 
ury of the State of Texas not other­
wise appropriated to pay the expenses 
of such publication and election.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 17.

Proposing an amendment to Section 3 
of Article Vll of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas by exempting 
independent and common school dis­
tricts from the limitation of a total 
tax of one dollar on the one hundred 
dollars valuation for any one year, 
and making an appropriation there­
for.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas;
Section 1. That Section 3 of Article 

\'II of the Constitution be so amended 
as hereafter to read as follows; (Cre­
ating n new Section 3.)

Section 3. One-foarth of the reve­
nue derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every inhabitant of this 
State, between the ages of twenty-one 
and sixty years, shall be set apart an-

nually for the benefit of the public 
free schools; and in addition thereto, 
there shall be levied and collected an 
annual ad valorem State tax of suqji 
an amount not to exceed thirty-five 
cents on the one hundred ($100.00) 
dollars valuation, as with the available 
school fund arising from all other 
sources, will be sufficient to maintain 
and support the public schools of this 
State for a period of not less than 
six months in each' year, and it shall 
be the duty of the State Board of Edu­
cation to set aside a sufficient amount 
out of the said tax to provide free 
text books for the use of children at­
tending the public free schools of this 
State; provided, however, that should 
the limit of taxation herein named be 
insufficient the deficit may be met by 
appropration from the general funds 
of the State and the legislature may 
also provide for the formation of 
school districts by general or special 
law without the local notice required 
in other cases of special legislation;

None of them had 
enough faith In Ruumanla to sell them 
anything except for cold hard cash.

Then the president of un American 
concern who bad been selling locomo­
tives to Poland came to Roumania. An 
interview was arranged between him 
and the queen, who presented such a 
strong argument on the future of her 
country and Its resources tliat the 
hard-beaded business American 
agreed to furnish locomudves and 
rolling stock and to take in payment 
Rouuiauia's national bonds.

Knows Her Land.
The queen believes in Roumania 

and she knows how to convince oth­
ers becau.se she has been over ever.v 
foot of Its ground. IHiring the days 
that she was princess she traveled l>y 
train and by automobile and on horse­
back until she has come to know all 
of the resources of her country and 
a great many of its people.

Here is what .she said to the Asso­
ciated Press correspondent about her 
country: “The queen of a small coun­
try I Tho.se who are accustomed to see 
rulers of a great land can little under­
stand what it means. It means work 
and anxiety and hope, and a great toll­
ing for small results. But the field is 
large, and if the heart is willing, great 
la the work.”

For all her beauty and fine clothes, 
the queen is not afraid of dirt, iniis 
fact is shown in her boundless admira­
tion for the dusty plains and duatler 
roads of her cotuitry. One day during 
the German occupation of Roumania 
the was riding along one of the dusty 
roads of Bes.sarabla, when she saw and 
picked up an ill clad little orphan 
girl that was part of a group of refu­
gees, but seemed to belong to nobody 
in particular.

Harvard Astrofiomart Observa 
Deveiopmenta in Connection 
With Coieetial Conflagration.

Devalopmenti in oeiuiectioa with a 
erteatlal conllagratlon that took iriaee 
asare than 900,000 years ago are be­
lay abserved with saarked Intareot by 
BarvaiB aatroaomara. Hia coofla- 
gratlen or "flare" took place Incoo- 
eelTable atUllons Of miles from the 
earth—a dlatance so great that Its 
Ught rays are Juat reaching here.

Hxe attantloa of tha Harvard aclsa- 
tiata waa attractad to tha raattar by 
tha announcement by Lick obaerra- 
tary of Oallfornla that an enlarge­
ment of the dlamctar of tha arc a< 
No(va Aqolla bad been noted. About 
two years ago “nova," or new star, 
appear^ lo the conataUgtl<y ^ u ^

According to theory this novs was 
caused by the collision of a small 
star with a "dark nebula," the fric­
tion reusing a great conflagration or 
flareup.

Tlie illuiniimtlou would travel 
through apace at the rate of 186,000 
miles a second. Astronomers were 
able to eetlmate how far away the 
spot was by recording how long it 
took for the brlgtit spot to attain s 
given size. It is computed that the 
flare is 217,120 "light years" distant 
from us. A "Ught year," which la 
the distance traveled by a ray of Ught 
In 12 months. Is approximately 5,781,- 
600,000,000 milee. This number, mul- 
uplied by 217,120, gives roughly the 
distance from earth to Nova Aquila.

It is obvious that the collision caus­
ing the Ught now being seen more 
clearly occurred more tlian 200,000 
years ago.
