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UNCOVER SEALED 
ROOM IN RUINS

Host Important Discovery Yet 
Made in Aztec, New Mexico.

THEIR MOST SACRED SHRINE
'^Exploring Party of tho American Mu- 

•eum of Natural History of New 
York Find Interesting Work of Pre- 
hietohc Race— No Room Approach­
ing It in Beauty and Perfection Haa 
Ever Been Oiacovered In America.

Anotlitr bis disoovory—Use most 
womU'rfuI yet—iu tLie form of a seul-

which is lu course of excavation by 
the Aiuericau Museum of Natural llls- 
iAry of New York city.

Or. dark Wl.ssler, curator of the 
museum’s depaniuent of anthropology, 
recently reported hy letter to his af«o- 
clates In New York:

“The room is In jyerfect condition. 
The Interior Is plastered and painted 
in a brilliant white with dull red side 
M)rders and a running series of tri­

angular designs. No room approach­
ing this lu beauty and pierfectlou has 
ever been discovered in America. 
There are several adjoining rooms that 
seem to have some relation to thia, 
but It will be si>me time before they 
<:aa be dug out.

"What we have is obviously the 
holiest sanctum or shrine of these pre­
historic people. Tliere Is not much in 
It, all tile sacred objects having been 
removed from tlie altar. Uut a sacred 
seri>ent is curbed lu wixid over the 
•celling. It is feet long and of 
rile Uiiest wcrkmunsliip. .N’othlrig like 
this has ever before tieea found, to 
ray knowledge, tUi tlie ceiling beam« 
sre imprints of litinds made iiy nililiing 
white paint on the palms and fingers 
snd then p’-e>->ilng down upon tlie 
iieams. s*everai strands of heaiitiful- 
ly-tnade rope bang from the ceiling, 
pre.suinal'ly f,.r tlie supiiort of liatig- 
ing objects. On the floor were a large 
numlier of nii'ely-cut stone slati.s. one

Inch thick.

“This room will be cnrofuliy pro­
tected from visitors and will be one 
o f the best exhibits« here.

Lead in Culture.
“There is a painted room In one 

o f the cliff houses in Mesa Verde park 
that has Some resetnblain e to this, but 
does not compare wltli the one we 
have Just found. This room Is. how­
ever. one more suggestion that tlie pe«.e 
pie who llveu iu the clliT liou.se.5 were 
tJie founders of the culture at Aztec 
and Bonlto.

Doctor \\iS'»!er writes that the ruin 
in now mo«t !iiipre.ssive. a large iiort 
'»f It having been uncovered by the 
Auiericun museum excavation party 
which has for five seasons pa«r work­
ed under the direction of Mr. Earl H. 
Morrl«:

“ Since the greater part of the west 
side is tow u."covered. one cau get a 
full sweep over tills Immense complex 
o f stone wall« and quaint doorways.

“Our excavations have revealed one 
calamity tliat befell this city. The 
greater pan of the east and north 
aides were swept by Are. We cannot 
be sure that this was due to one big 
Are. but it was most likely so. The 
cetllng.s were of wood, supported by 
great log« of cedar and spruce, over­
laid by spilt cedar and bark. These 
fell down upon each other and lay In 
the lower rooms In great charred 
masses. No doubt many precious ob­
jects w «it out in this great Are. As 
1 have said before, we found tha 
bodies of several unfortunates caught 
In the rooms.

“As the Are did not reach the west 
side, we And a large number of rooms 
with their ceilings still Intact and 
household utemstls on the Aoor Just 
as they were left.

Much Timber Usotl.
“ I have spent some time estimating 

thi* amount of timber used In building 
this city. There were the logs of 
some 200 pine tress 30 feet long and 
aliout 1:̂  inches In diameter. About 
fkio cedar logs of the same size, but 
averaging 10 fert In length. (The ce­
dar here rarely produces a longer 
trunk.) About 1,200 straight, beauti­
ful poles o f pine and cotton wood. 
Finally there is not leas than 100 cords 
of split cedar splints for covering the 
'elUng«. All this wood was worked 
with stone. From this It l.s clear that 

' these people were good "lumberjacks.“

ULATION.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 12.

Proposing an amendment to Section 4 
of Article XI of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, by increasing 
the total tax rate that may be levied 
by cities and towns having a popu­
lation of five thousand or less than 
one-fourth of one per cent to not 
exceeding one and one-half per cent; 
and making appropriation therefor.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 4, Article 

XI of the Constitution be so amended 
as hereafter to read as follows:

Section 4. Cities and towns having 
a population of five thousand or less 
may be chartered alone by general 
law. They may levy, assess and col­
lect such taxes as may be authorized 
by law, but no tax for any purpose 
shall ever be lawful for any one year 
which shall exceed one and one-half 
per cent of the taxable property of 
such city: and all taxes shall be col­
lectible only in current money, and 
all licenses and occupation taxes lev­
ied, and all fines, forfeitures and pen­
alties accruing to said cities and towns 
shall be collectible only in current 
money.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional 
amendment shall be submitted to a

vote of the qualified electors of the 
State at an election to be held 
throughout the state on the first Tues­
day after the first Monday in Novem­
ber, 1920, at which election all voters 
favoring said proposed amendment 
shall write or have printed on their 
ballots the words, “For the amend­
ment of Section 4, Article XI of the 
Constitution increasing the total tax 
rate that may be levied by towns and 
cities having a population of five thou­
sand or less from one-fourth of one 
per cent to not exceeding one and 
one-half per cent of any one year," 
and all voters opposed to said amend­
ment shall write or have printed on 
their ballots the words, “Against the 
amendment of Section 4.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State 
is hereby directed to issue the neces 
sary proclamation for said election 
and to have the same published at 
required by the Constitution and ex 
Isting laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of Five Thou 
sand Dollars, or so much thereof at 
may be necessary, is hereby appro­
priated out of any funds in the Trea» 
ury of the State of Texas not other 
wise appropriated to pay the expenses 
of such publication and election.

Senate Joint Resolution No. 17.

Proposing an amendment to Section 3 
of Article VII of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas by exempting 
Independent and common school dis­
tricts from the limitation of a total 
tax of one dollar on the one hundred 
dollars valuation for any one year, 
and making an appropriation there­
for.

Be it resolved by the Legislatur« of 
the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 3 of Article 

VII of the Constitution be so amended 
as hereafter to read as follows: (Cre­
ating h new Section 3.)

Section 3. One-fourth of the reve­
nue derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a poll tax of one ($1.00) 
dollar on every inhabitant of this 
State, between the ages of twenty-one 
and sixty years, shall be set apart an-

nually for the benefit of the public 
free schools; and in addition thereto, 
there shall be levied and collected an 
annual ad valorem State tax of such 
an amount not to exceed thirty-five 
cents on the one hundred ( 1100.00) 
dollars valuation, as with the available 
school fund arising from all other 
sources, will be sufficient to maintain 
and support the public schools of this 
State for a period of not less than 
six months in each year, and it shall

upon the amount of school district tax 
herein authorized shall not apply to '

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitutional ' 
amendment shall be submitted to a

voring said proposed amendment shall 
write or have printed on their ballots 
the words, “ For the amendment to 
Section 3 or Article V’ ll of the Con­
stitution of the State of Texas, provid 
ing that the limitation upon the 
amount of school district tax of one 
dollar on the one hundred dollars val­
uation shall not apply to independent 
or common school districts created bv 
general or special law,” and all those 
opposed to said amendment shall

That the sum of Five Thou­
sand (15,000.00) Dollars, or so much 
thereof as- may be necessary is hereby 
appropriated out of any funds in the 
treasury o f the State of Texas not 
otherwise appropriated, to pay the ex­
penses of such publication and elec­
tion.
