Owner Has Made a Study of the 
Scientific Effect of Goat’e Milk on 
Babies and Says Thousands of Faml. 
lies in City Suburbs of America 
Could and Should Raise Nannies.

To a sixteen-yeur-old girl belongs 
the credit of having e.<*tabllshed and 
Buperlntemled a model goat farm for 
the sole purpose of demonstrating tliat 
It Is feasible for any private family 
with a backyard to keep a goaf for Its 
mllk-y!el(liiig value and thus help solve 
the growing proldem of the distribu­
tion of milk in large cities. She Is 
MIs.s Josephine J. .lenks. a daughter 
of William P. Jenks, a New Vork 
broker.

Miss Jenks Is a mere slip of a girl. 
Her Interest in goats began when 
she acquired one for a pet Uve years 
ago and grew until she determined to 
make a hobby of the raising of nan­
nies. She is perhaps the only shep­
herdess of the kind in the country. 
She has hullt and laid out as a re­
sult of her own study and planning 
model barns and pastures on a portion 
of her father’s «(Kt-ucre estate, known 
as Mount Kemble Farm, near Morris­
town, .N. J. She owns thirty milch 
goats, about twenty kids and a num­
ber of Imported bucks.

Made Goats a Study.
Merely having goats for pets did 

not satisfy Miss Jenks. As she grew 
older, she began to read about them, 
at first to learn of their habits and 
origin, their needs In the way of pas­
turage and care dnring the winter 
months, and finally to determine their 
economic value. She read hooks shout 
goat-raising In foreign countries until 
She settled in her mind that if It was 
feasible for families to use goat’s milk 
instead of cow’s miik in Switzeriand, 
England, Africa and India it would he 
feasible in America. Her father 
pampered her bobby and liought her 
a number of foreign goats, inclnding 
some valued at $si5o each. No ahep- 
herdesa in France or Swltserland was 
prouder of her herd than waa Miss 
Jenks of hers.

But having become Interested In 
some Bclentiflc worke on goat lore she 
bad a more serious plan In her mind 
than merely satisfying a hohhy. Stories 
of the lack of milk for the babies in 
the congested districts of New York 
had a special meaning for her. Tba 
price of milk was always going up, she 
learned, the distributors were com­
plaining that because of the high 
wages demanded by milk handlers and 
drivers the distribution coat was ever 
soaring, and the farmers complained 
that because of the regulated price It 
did not pay to feed cows for what 
little returns came from tlie milk.

Miss Jenks, despite her youth, has 
become quite a scholar concerning the 
scientific effect of milk on babies. She 
says:

To Save Bablesf Lives. 
"Statistics show that 800.000 babies 

die annually In this country because 
of malnutrition and bovine tubercu­
losis. Tills fact has been brought out 
by the Milk and Baby Hygiene asso­
ciation and the American Association 
for the Study and Prevention of In­
fant Mortality. In Russia. Austria and 
Germany luvestlgatlona have revealed 
that a low death rate in any given dis­
trict hears an Intimate relation to the 
number of goats kept in that district.

“Travelers in rural France are 
much impressed by the rugged ap­
pearance of children there, which is 
due to their subsisting on goat’s milk. 
I am told the Greek and Turkish 
mothers are convinced that goat's 
milk is of more benefit to their chil­
dren than Is cow’s milk.”

Of course. Miss Jenks knew that 
families In congested districts could 
not keep goats, hut. she declared, 
thousands of families who live In the

' OF WIRELESS STATÎ0NS

Scheme to Link Up Whole Empire 

I is Put Forward by Spe­
cial Committee..

I I aJ '
' A British empire chain of wirelesa 

stations, free from private monopoly 
and possible alien Interference, is aimed 
at by the Imperial Wireless Teleg­
raphy couimluee, headed by Sir Henry 
Norman, according to reports from Ot­
tawa.

The report of the committee states 
that by adoption of a plan which It 
puts forward, a series of connecting 
stations can be established and main­
tained at an initial annual cost of not 
more than $500,UU0. This sum. It Is said, 
would secure a system vital In its 
strategic and commercial potentlali- 
lles.

The main recominendatiims are: 
Tliut a system of Imperial wireless lie 
estuhllshed connecting the communi­
ties of tlie empire by geogriiphical 
steps of about 2,000 miles each.

That the wireless system employed 
be that of the generation of rtidio- 
telegriiphlc energy by theriiilunlc 
valves.

That the service of cniuniunlcatlon 
between lA-afield and Cairo by I’oiil- 
sen arcs, shortly to be put In opera­
tion by the post oflice, be the first link 
in the chain of comiminloation with 
the British communities in South Af­
rica, and that this cuiumunlc;iil‘>ii be 
continued by a valve station at Wlnd- 
huk to a valve station to complete tiie 
connection with the Union of Soutli 
Africa. .

That for communication with India, 
tile far East and Australasia valve sta­
tions be erected in England, near 
Cairo, at Poona (or other Indian sta­
tion), Singapore. Hongkong and Perth 
or Port Darwin, In Australia.

That similar communication be es­
tablished with Canada, subject to the 
decision of the imperial and Canadian 
governments.

That the system b« governed by a 
wirelesa commission of shout four 
members, and that Its execution be In­
trusted to an engineering depart­
ment of the post otBce and the cor­
responding Dominion and Indiao an- 
thoiitles.

The committee asserts that an Im­
perial wireless system established In 
this manner would afford reliable, ex- 

i peditlous and economic communica- 
I tlon for commercial, social and press 
. purposes throughout the empire, and 

that it would meet essential Imperial 
strategic requirements.

The total estimated annual traffic for 
the whole service would be about 10,- 
000.000 words, producing s revenue of 
$1,000.000, of which $1,000,000 would 
be receivable by the imperial govern­
ment.

Tberefora 
they cost less to maintain and can be 
kept where cows cannot.

They yield proportionately more 
milk than cows; their milk Is more 
nourishing and more digestible, and. 
the animals being on the premises, the 
milk supply Is always available, 
with less tee and less chance of ita 
spoiling.

Unlike sheep or cows, goats are 
affectionate, and when kindly treated 
they become fond of thalr master»^ 
so fond. In fact, that, aa In HIsa 
Jenks’ case, they will follow their own­
er through the woods or over the hills 
as faithfully ns a dog. Kids afford 
endless amusement to children.

This InfunnRtlon 
was first made public by the Norwe­
gian profes.sor of history, Ouatoy 
Storm. In 1886. But at that time, this 
part of the history of the di.sroverles 
was still In Its Infancy, and Isolated 
as It was then, the Information nat­
urally had to be u.«ed with great cau­
tion.

Later on new material was found 
pointing In the same direction. One 
of the sources was a famous globe, 
dating l.'>.87. and made by the Dutch 
physician and mathematician, Oemma 
FMslus, who points out that North 
America was reached In 1470 by 
lohnnnes Scolvus.

Name Unknown In Norway.
Johannes Scolvus Is a name un­

known In Norwegian history. Doctor 
l^arsen connects It with the Nor­
wegian surn.Tine SUolp. which means a 
man from the shores or fishing places 
of northern Norway. His deed be- 
'•nme fnnious In his own times, hut on 
account of various conditions not 
iraceahle now. It was veiled In ob­
scurity und forgotten.

The account of his voynge undoubt- 
e<lly lias been of significance to other 
expeditions, Norwegian as well as 
English and Portuguese. Dr. Erldtjof 
Nansen. In one of his scientific works 
has provefl that even 100 years later 
English explorers wore familiar with 
the expedition of .Tohannes Skolp, 
namely when preparing for Martin 
Frobisher’s travel to Greenland In 
1676.

Danish Scientist Claims to Have Dla- 

covered Documents Proving That 
Norwegian Explorar Named Jon 
Skolp “ Rodlecovorod Amorlca" In 
1476—Credite Leif Ericeon W ith ’ 
Original Discovery in the Year 1000.

Bow many persons discovered 
America before Christopher Colum­
bus?

The latest addition to the line of 
claimants is Jon Skolp, a Norwegian 
explorer.

Sofus Larsen, a Danish sclentlat 
who has recently made a report found­
ed on researches of archives of the 
middle ages, has completed a work 
which he says proves that Skolp, the 
Norwegian, “rediscovered America” In 
1476, 16 years ahead of Columbus and 
20 years before John (Dabot reached* 
the Strait of Hudson.

Larsen uses the term “Bedlscov- 
ered,” couslderlng that the original 
discoverer was Leif Ericson the Norse­
man In the year 1000.

T^ks of Skolp Expedition. 
Larsen’s researches developed, he 

says, that about 1475 the king of Por­
tugal sent a message to the king of 
Denmark and Norway, Christian I, re­
questing him to fit out an expedition 
and attempt to find a sea passage to 
Asia—In reality a northwest passage. 
An old document to that effect was 
found In the Danish state archives. 
The expedition was headed by the 
Norweglnn-Oerman privateer. Captain 
Dldrik Pining, and piloted by the Nor­
wegian pilot Jon Skolp, to whom cred­
it Is given for having reached as far 
as Labrador and found part of the 
actual entrance to the northwest pas­
sage.

In an old Spanish geographical work 
•n America, first published In 1552, by 
Francesca Lopez de Oomara, a priest 
of Sevilla. It is mentioned that Labra­
dor was readied tlie first time by Nor-

Nino Years of Stormy Hlatory He | 

~ Kept His State Prom Being Involved
In Any of the Revolutions That Ola*
rupted Mexico and Then Puzaled | 

. Everyone by Quitting. |

Tho sudden demise of a public offl* | 
cinl In Mexico Is such an every day 
occurence that the peaceful resigna­
tion of Gen. Estaban Cantu, governor 
of Lower California, was scarcely no- | 
ticed by Mr. Average American Citi­
zen. Cantu's peaceful passing Into 
private life Is not being Ignored, how­
ever. by shrewd students of Interna­
tional events, writes Paul J. BrIndel 
Id the Chicago Dally Newa.

Any man who can peacefully resign 
his office In Mexico on his own terms 
Is worthy of American Interest. Add 
the fact that Cantu ruled successfully 
most of Lower California through the 
nine storml<*st y»*ars of Mexico’s his­
tory. anil y»ni have another Interesting 
Item. Blit most Interesting of all is 
the seemingly unansw(>mhle question 
of "wliy illil Cantu resignT’ TVue. De 
la Huerta and Obregon had threatened 
dire things against him. Including In­
vasion of Lower California, If he did 
not. But they vere hundreds of miles 
away, and other attempts had taught 
Mexican expeditionary forces, from 
Diaz to Carranza, that only a military 
expedition of a great power could cross 
the hundreds of miles of burning sands 
between .Mexicali and Mazntlan. Tet 
Cantu resigiu'il. and with very little 
dickering, except for certain rights and 
amnesty for his followers.

Appointee of Porfirio Dias.
Like most things In Mexico, good and 

had. Gov. Cantu and his administra­
tion dated hack to Porfirio Diaz. From 
1011, when DInz appointed him, to the 
time of his resignation, Cantu defied 
successfully all efforts to Involve Low­
er California In the mess the rest of 
Mexico Is In. White the Maderos, 
Huerta. Carranza, Villa, Angeles and 
Zapata each strove to succeed to the 
crown of DInz, Cantu stuck to his 
knitting as governor in his border 
capital of Mexicali, opposite Calexico. 
Cal., metropolis of the Imperial Val­
ley.

The best token of Ms success In re­
fusing to be one of the many “saviors” 
of Mexico Is evidenced by the fact that 
while good American citizens were be­
ing used as rifle targets during the 
hectic days following Diaz’s flight, as 
far as Is known no reputable citizen of 
the United States ever lost his life or 
even was molested In I.ower Califor­
nia during Cantu’s administration.

Cantu’s success as an administrator 
also Is shown In that, nnllke any other 
place in Mexico, passengers on the re­
cently compltned San Diego and Ari­
zona railroad find It extremely difficult 
to determine when they are In the 
United States and when In Lower Cali­
fornia. as this newest extension of the 
Southern Pacific zig-zags Its way from 
Turna, Ariz.. through Mexicali, Calexi­
co and El Centro In the Imperial val­
ley then back to Mexico again, finally 
winding up In San Diego, through Tit 
Juanna.

TIa Juanna’a RIae to Fame.
In their anxiety to reach that west 

coast Mecca of the thirsty—TIa Juan­
na—many Chicagoans en mute to the 
Df«mocratlc national convention In 
San Francisco passed through Mexicali j 
without realizing their proximity to j 
one of the few I.atln-Amerlcan poli­
ticians worth meeting. TIa Juanna, ■ 
planned hy Cantu to be the .Monte Car- ' 
lo of .North .\merlca. has had a mush­
room growth In the last few months, | 
es¡)eclally since July 1, 1H19. |

Two years ago before the completion ' 
of the San Diego and Arizona “cut­
off.” If wasn’t even on a railroad map 
and was practically unknown except 
to some of the sporting fraternity of 
Ran Diego and Los Angeles. Today It 
and Its American sister, TIa Jttana. 
Cal., are sutifiosed to have close to 
."J.OOO permanent Inhabitants, not to 
speak of a dully Influx of the thirsty, 
Bv<'raglng several thousand per day. 
Moreover. Tin .IiinnnR. Mexico, has 
nuire sahxms than can be connt<»d on 
e hot Atigust afternoon, a fair race- 
truck. half a thousand ailventuresses 
and every variety of gambling game 
from "black Jack” to faro and ro\i- 
Icfte. No wonder two through Bull- 
mans are »iperated daily from t'htcngo 
to San Idcgo en route to TIa Juanna. 
Or that tin* two dally trains from San 
Dlegfi fri'ipu'iitly run In two sections 
as far as the .Mexican bonier.

Mexico the Last “Oasit,"
This de.scrli>ilon of Tin Juanna Is not 

gl ven to further advertise the town, 
hut hecaus«' It is further evldeaice of 
the nsimt.'iU'ss of this »’anny CnstlUnn 
governor. .Mife from .Mexican Invasion

hy tne oeaert, vantu realized that un­
der a new administration In the United 
Stales there prpbably would be a re­
iteration of the demand that the 
Un|t?d States purchase Lower Cali­
fornia. Every few months for the last 
decade or more, this agitation has becu 
resumed, usually following a story of 
a Japanese naval base having been 
"discovered” along Magdalena or Tur­
tle hay. Americans long have cast an 
envious eye on this atrip of territory 
Jutting out into the Pacific. In 1915 
seven men were Indicted by a federal 
grand jury lo Los Angeles for an al­
leged plot to Invade Lower California.
overthrow Cantu, take possession of 
the territory and seek annexation to 
the United States.

With Americans from a dozen west­
ern states flocking to TIa Juanna for 
a thrill they no longer can get at 
home, Cantu realized the value of such 
a Monte Carlo In discouraging unfa­
vorable action toward Mexican owner­
ship. fils American bartenders never 
lost a chance to point out that with 
part of Canada already dry, Mexico 
la the only hope of the thirsty In 
the west.

Land of Big Game and Mytha
While few Americans visited Lower 

California before the recent Improve­
ment In rail transportation, fewer yet 
ever have been to the south of Mexi­
cali. where great deserts stretch for 
hundreds of miles. Indeed Lower Cali­
fornia never has been" subjected by any 
race as far as history shows. There 
are a few coast towns In the west, on 
the Pacific and In the east, along the 
Gulf of California, with large Mexl<mn 
and Indian populations, but the climate 
Is too hot for permanent settlement by 
whites. Hundreds of American slack­
ers and desericTs who filtered across 
the border during the war tried It, but 
most of them, after a few weeks, pre­
ferred army <x>urt-martial to the 
heat.

The cooler mountains of the Interior 
are almost an unexplored wilderne.ss 
inhabited by big game and wilder 
myths. One legend which Hex Bench, 
the novelist, tried to trace down last 
wlnt«*r. Is that giant women once In­
habited the peninsula—a story which 
Cortez seem.s to have believed also 
and for which American archaeolo­
gists are fiinllng some basis for truth. 
They have found portions of skeletons 
showing the existence of an ancient 
race over eleven feet tall.

Race of Giant Cannibals.
Of even greater interest to Ameri­

cans seeking adventure almost In their 
back yard, are tlie cannibal Inhabi­
tants of Tiburón island off tlie weat 
coast of the peninsula. A race of 
giant Indians, never precisely placed 
hy ethnologists, they have repulsed 
successfully for four centuries all at­
tempts to civilize them. They wear 
pelican skins, hunt with primitive 
bows and arrows and stone, tight with 
their teeth and constantly are on the 
lookout for a Caucasian addition to 
their menu. In the 4UU years since 
their discovery by the Spanish, only 
one white man has visited them and 
come away to tell the tale. He some­
how managed to win their friendship 
by presents of beads and clothing.

Such Is the territory over which this 
39-year-o1d 3iexlcan governor ruled so 
successfully for nine years—a long 
time to rule In Mexico. With 4,000 
troops rated “ the best paid In the 
world,” receiving their $1.50 per diem 
each evening In American gold, bis 
reign could have been a long one, yet 
he chose to resign. No wonder shrewd 
international politicians are asking 
why.

DWEUIN6 STOOD
AT CLIFF’S ED6E

Kin Bury Dead as Diggers Strike.
Relatives of persons dying In Car­

diff. Wales, have dug graves for their 
dead as the result of a strike affecting 
cemetery workers In that city.

Tenant Was Willing to Risk Stay­
ing but Magistrate Ruled 

Against It.
The housing problem is as acute In 

England as in the Unlt«>d States. So 
■carce are dwellings that people are 
willing almost to risk their lives that 
they may keep a roof over their heads. 
This was proved in the police court 
at Bisbop-Auckland, near Durham re­
cently.

The urban council applied for an 
order of ejectment against a man who, 
with his family of six. occupied a house 
on the extreme edge of a precipice 
overlooking the River Wear. It was 
stated in court that the brink of the 
precipice has been sliding and slipping 
away for months. Not long ago a 
neighboring house crashed over the 
cliffs, the occupants having a very 
narrow escape. Inspectors had been 
observing the house on the cliff’s edge 
for some time, but because of the lack 
of dwelliugs the council had n«>t 
sought to eject Its «xccupants. Now 
there is real danger that the house 
will slide from Its lofty perch at any 
minute.

The tenant pleaded that be and bis 
family be permitted to remain.

“We are not afraid,”  said he. “ It 
Is our home, an»' If we are turned out, 
where will we find another? Please 
remember that winter Is coming on 
and I fear I shall not be able to find 
a shelter for my children.”

“It Is almost suicidal to remain 
where you are,” said the court. “W* 
will keep you In the workhouae until 
you can find a dwelling.”

Coi.ntry's Output of Gold and Blivsr 
Declining Each Year.

Production of both gold and silver 
declined last year, Director of the 
Mint Baker announced In making pub­
lic revised figures which showed the 
production to have been: Gold, $60.333,- 
400; silver, $63,533,652. In fine ounces, 
the output totaled ‘2,918,628 of gold 
and 56.682,445 of silver.

The director placed the loss In the 
production of gold as compared with 
the previous year at $8,313,300, while 
the slump In silver mining reduced the 
output by 11,127.000 ounces.

California led In the prcKinctlon of 
gold, the state’s output being 841,638 
ounces, worth $17308,200. Colorado 
ranked second with a gold production 
valued at $10,240,300. Alaska produced 
481,0.84 ounces, valued at $0.!KK4.,500.

Montana was the leading state in the 
production of silver with an output of 
15,012,000 ounces, worth on the cur­
rent market ahout $10,S(K),0O0. Utah 
was se»-on»l with 12,542,023 ounces, 
worth $14,0.58.050.

brother, Warren, had contlnoed • 
fruitless search for his “baby” hmtht-r.

In 1862 the ui»>ther of the Clark 
brother died at the family home la 
Bureau county, Illinois, when Anbiir 
was six years tdd and Warrea twetva. 
At ab»iut the same time a Mrs. Watts 
living In a nearby village. Inst her la- 
funt son ill (tenth. .Madison Chirk, 
father of the two hoys, realising that 
he was unable to can* for the y»>anger 
one, readily coiisented to the bereaveB 
mother, Mrs. Watts, taking Arthtrr ta 
rear.

The understanding was that Artbar 
was to grow up at the Watts bum^ 
and at twenty-one lie was to rarelv« 
a horse and saddle and $.500 In mmiey. 
But fate inferveiied. and he never 
celved the money and was never asaea 
to know his. »twn father.

Shortly after Mrs. Clark’s death tba 
Watts family moved to Kansas, taking 
Arthur Clark with them. They le- 
caied at Holton. In the nieantlme the 
Clarks moved to (ntiimwa, Iowa. 
Arthur Clark’s father lost trace mt tba 
Watts family, an easy matter In tboaa 
days of slow communication.

When Mnfll.oon Clark, the father, 
died some years later relatirca arara 
unable to find any trace of Artbar 
Clark.

It was not until after young Oark 
had become n grown man and BantoB 
that he learned hU name vaa aat 
Watts. On her deathbed tin . Watts 
summoned Arthur and told hlai 
truth so far as she could, bat 
niiuble to advise him of the 
abouts of his kinsfolk.

Eventually Arthur “ Wattsff laeataB 
in Rifle. reare»l a family and baa fear 
married daughters and one sob Uvlng.

During these years Warren Chub 
had he(ui vainly searching for bia 
“baby” brother. Only s few w e^a aga 
came the first definite clew to cmaact 
Arthur Clark with the Watts fbnlly. 
This clew led to the tracing o f the 
Watts family to Holton, Kan,, and 
Arthur “Watts” was finally found liv­
ing here In Rifle.

Including 36 eminent 
physicians and surgeons, 76 nurses, 7 
mechanics, 15 industrial experts, 16 
agriculturists, 14 bacteriologists, 197 
relief workers, 25 supply and trans­
port workers, 19 teachers, 20 adminis­
trators.

Where Money Goes.
“Funds for relief purposes are dis­

tributed In two ways: First, the vari­
ous relief centers are authorized by 
the Executive Committee to draw sight 
drafts on New York for specific 
amounts each month; second, by sup­
plies purchased In America, Jhe major 
portion of which are shipped to the 
committee warehouses at Derlndje, 
and the remainder either to Beyrouth 
or Katoiiui. .

“The relief Is rapidly expanding and 
meeting tlie situation, but the future 
depends on the continiiation of Ameri­
can support.”

AiVonlliig to Mr. Hemph’ll, the need 
for American help to see the de.stitute 
peoples of tlie Near East through the 
crisis of present conditions Is greater 
now thnn ever before on account of the 
uncertainty as to the ftiture, the trucu­
lence of the Turkish government and 
the dang'>r of bolshevism from Russia, 
which tlireatens to engulf the whole of 
Armenia.
