D ’A nnunzio on the 
ground th a t they fought ag a in s t Italy  
In the war. D 'A nnunzio never tire s  of 
scoHiiig a t  “ the A m erican prophet be­
com ing virtuously, ind ignan t a t  the 
thought of a  few  thousand  Slavs being 
placed under the  ru le  of Italy , a f te r  
uiillions of U eriiians have been handed 
over to  I 'ohind and Czeclio-Slovakla, 
aud  m illions of Ilu iigu riuns to  Jugo­
s lav ia , Czecho-Slovakiu and  Itoum a- 
n ia .”

In F ium e a t  least one h ears  very l i t­
tle  of tlie high sounding p h rases  about 
the “will of the  people” and  th e ir  a t ­
tachm ent to  I ta ly . W hat one h ea rs  is 
ta lk  abou t re ta in in g  F lum e fo r I ta ly  a t 
a ll co s ts : “S alv are  F ium e, a quulum- 
que costo 1”—not because of F lum e, but 
because of Ituiy. I  will say  tliks for 
D 'A nnunzio: he is perfec tly  fran k  
about It. l i e  never sa id  one w ord to  
me about I ta ly 's  r ig h t to  the  th ings he 
has se t ou t to  ob ta in  fo r her. l i e  nev­
e r  alleged any th ing  beyond th e  asser­
tion th a t  A dria tic  suprem acy  w as es­
sen tia l to  I ta lian  g reatness, and  th a t  If 
the Ita lian  governm ent gave up any­
th ing  they now hold, he would imm e­
diately  seize It by force.

Frenchman Says Bravery of 
Gaul Tribes Was Instilled 

by Priests.

D ruid  p rie s ts  who In the olden days i 
a t r r le d  out m ystic r ite s  by slaughter- , 
Ing th e ir  dexotees and burning them  
on a l ta rs  e rected  in tbe h eart of some 
prim eval fo re s t have been m lsnnder- 
atood. Instead  of controlling merely 
the  relig ious life o f th e ir  follow ers | 
they w ere responsible fo r tbe lighting 
q u alitie s  o f the  early  tribes of Gaul i 
and  la te r  sp read  th e ir  Influence to  ' 
G reece, w here D ruid tra in ing  devel­
oped the m artia l sp ir it of the S par­
tan  soldiers.

T his Is the  conclusion reached hy M. 
Solomon Kelnach, who In an exhaust- i 
Ive com m unication p resen ted  to the 
F rench  Academy of Inscrip tions gives  ̂
th e  resu lt of several y ea rs’ delving 
Into the  folk-lore of G reece and  the 
country  th a t today Is F rance. It was 
only recently  th a t M. Kelnach discov­
ered n m anuscrip t w ritten  hy a Greek ' 
1'i.sforinn born in S p n n a , revealing  | 
th a t the S p artan s  had raodoleil the ir 
m ilitary  tra in ing  !>n the system  in | 
vogue am ong the tribe's of Iherla, lo- i 
cateil som ew here betw een Egypt and j 
tbe Indies, and which had been visit­
ed by an Im aginary to u ris t known us 
Lycurgus. \  i

try  convinces M. R elnach th a t the ex- '

T he supor-silkw orm  ex ists In fo u r 
s ta g es : first th e  egg, second the  larva , 
th ird  tlie chrysalis, and fou rth  th e  
moth. T he w onn sp ins h is cocoon In 
th re e  days, sp inn ing  a t  the ra te  of 
from  ten to  fifteen  Inches of fiber p e r  
m inute, w inding the  fiber round and 
round h im self in one continuous 
th read , from  the  ou tside to  the inside, 
so th a t the person finding Jh e  end of 
th e  fiber w here th e  worm  h(*gan u n ­
w inds the  en tire  cocoon. Each cocoon 
of the  super-silkw orm  con tains 1,800 
yards of silk, 1-2L50 inch In d iam eter, 
and Is composed of two strands. T he 
single fllniuont of 00,000 cocoons would 
glrdU* the ea rth  n t the  equator.

T h e  Colors o f th e  silk spun by the  
w orm s will not fade, and a re  of a 
richness of tin t so exquisite  th a t no 
dye can equal them  In heoi-ty. Tlie 
cu ltu re  of the silkw orm . Introduced 
In the sou thern  s ta te s  by D octor Osl- 
glnn tw elve y ears  ago, prom ises to  he­
roine a rival Industry  to  cotton  grow ­
ing.
