Japan’s Sulphur Baths.

JAt the foot of the volcano Asamaya-
ma in Japan there is a combsnation of
hot sulphur and cold mineral springs,

The bathing house consists of three
or four substantinl wooden bathing
into which the hot water tlows,
and a wooden platform running around
the room with cuphoards and shelves
where the people dress,

Beams luid across the bathing tanks
divide them into little squares, a
squure tor each person,

The duration of the time bath is
regulated with great precision by the
head attendant, and during the bath
from 150 to 200 half litre scoops of
hot sulphur water are poured over the
head of the bather.

THOUSANDS FOR HEROES,

A YEAR AND A HALF ago, a Dal-
las soldier received his discharge pa-
pers at San Antonio. Army doctors told
him at that time that he was losing
his eyesight as the result of wounds
sustained in fighting aand to hand
with German machine gunners, He had
been gassed and he had been almost
brained by a German rifle butt, Thru
efficiency in the service he had risen
from a private to the commander of a
company. /

For bravery, which inspired the
whole division in which he served, this
soldier won a Croix de Guerre with
two palms, the American Distinguish-
Serviee Cross and the rare honor of
being created a Chevalier of the Leg
ion of Honor.

Owing to wounds received in service
he was advised to file his ¢laim for the
compensation so widely advertised by
the war department. Ie did so on the
day of his discharge.

After a lapse of eighteen months dur-
ing which time his sight has been
steadily failing, he received a letter
from the war risk bureau. A grateful
government enclosed a check for $8—
the amount agreed upon by some com-

o/ mittee of Washington chair warmers

The
check was probably eritten out by
some pert little stenographer with po-
litical pull whose salary is possibly
$150 a month.

Encouraging Prickly Pear Growth.

The Department of Agriculture Is
promoting the distribution of the best
varieties of prickly pears, and is aid-
ing farmers in starting a plantation of
them throughout regions of the South-
west, adapted to the growth of the
plant. The crop is seeded by plowing
under slabs of the cactus, cultivating
the crop, which is harvested and usu-
ally hauled to the feeding lots, As
eight times as much tonnage can be ob-
tained under cultivation as where
grown on pastures uncultivated, the in-
tensive method is preferred,

SLAVES “SOLD” BY BEECHER

Would Be Interesting to Know What
Became of Women Great
Preacher Auctionzd.

The partial destruction of old
Plymouth church, Brooklyn, recalls
the “slave sale,” conducted in the
place of worship by Henry Ward
Beecher to arouse his congregation,
which included auditors from all
parts of the country, to the facts
of the traffic then sanctioned and
protected by the nation.

Two voung slave women, fugitives
from their owner, were sheltered un-
der Mr. Beecher’s protection, he
agreeing to pay their master for
them if they were not restored.  He
auctioned them off in his church,

his auditors under the stimulation
of his ('Imi':vnu contributing gladly
to buy their freedom, which they
41111_‘.' obtained.

There, az far as these slaves are

concerned, the tale ends. Tt would
be interesting to know what became
of the women Beecher sold; how
long they continued to excite popu-
lar sympathy and what their after
lives were. Did they marry and
bear children? Are descendants
alive now? Perhaps the grandson
of one of Beeecher's slaves fought
in France alongside the grandson
of his progenitor’s owner.—New
York Sun.

TEXAS FARM BUREAU MET IN
DALLAS—1000 FARMERS THERE

The Texas Farm Bureau met in
Dallas last week, with one thousand
farmers in attendance. After hoaring
reports of what the Farm Purcau has
done and is doing in Texas and the
United States, especially in legisation,
the
addresses from marketing specialists
such as Aaron Sapiro from Califoriia
and Carl Williams from Oklahoma.

The marketing of cotton and wool
were especially discussed, and laws
concerning same.

We then adopted a constitution and
by-laws and elected officers as follows:
T. T. Orr, of Dallas, president; J, E.
Boog-Scott, of Coleman, vice-president;
and F. E. Goodman, of Waco, Treas-
urer.

Several laws important to the pro-
ducer were then discussed and recom-
mended. Especially those concerning
marketing and warehouses.

One thing certain, that I could see,
the Farm Bureau is going to be a suc-
cess and is doing things.

Oklahoma, Arkansas and Teéxas are
working together and will finally con-
trol the marketing of cotton and with
the help of the other states, we wiil
finally get cost—plus.

The wool situation can not be help-
ed to any great extent until we get a
tariff and as we are to have a tariff
on manufactured articles, we simply
must have tariff on raw material.

When the last tariff bill passed con-
gress, 15 of the largest manufacturers
were there with money, talent and in-
fluence, and not a wool grower hardly,
knew they were discussing tariff, but
we are there now, and all we want is
a square deal.

More details of the meeting and
more Farm Bureau News will appear
next week.

Just remember, the Farm Bureau is
just an honest organization where the
producer is asking for 2 square deal.

EARLY HATCHED CHICKS WILL
LAY E \"I IER

By F. W. Kazmeier, I‘oullry Husband-
man A. and M. College, Col-
lege Station, Texas.

Practical poultrymen have long ago
learned that early hatching is the sec-
ret to suceess in the noultry husiness,
We do not believe there is anything
jnite so important.

We are sure that yon will want eggs
agnin next fall and winter when they
are scarce and high in price. If this
is correct, it is a good plan to prepare
now. First you must have yvoung stock,
because hens, even young hens, will
not give a onrofitable fall or winter egg
produetion. Early hatched pullets
your only chance for fall and winter
egg producers. Are you going to have
them?

As a rule setting hens are scarce,
early enough to be relied on to hatch
early pullets. You cannot depend on
setting hens. It will be necessary for
you to do one of two things, namely :
First, purchase an incubator and hatch
the eggs. The incubator is always
ready. Second, to purchase baby chicks
from some of our more responsible
hatcheries. This is a very good way
and generally the most successful,

iare

Advantages of Early Cicks.

1. Early hatching necessitates incu-
bating the eggs from the better lay-
ers, because the best layers lay in the
winter and early in the year. To raise
winter layers it is well to hatch from
winter layers, because they may in-
herit the winter laying habit.

2. Early chicks are stronger when
hatched and for this reason will de-
velop better and with less mortality
than late chickens.

3. Early chicks develop into the best
layers.

4. Early chicks grow faster and
longer and develop better and larger.

5. Early chicks mature in time to
produce fall and winter eggs.

G. Early chicks develop in time for
fall and winter shows. Late chicks c¢an
not do this.

q. Early cockeres, those not fit for
breeders, can be disposed of as fancy
broilers at high prices.

The heavy breeds like the Brahmas,
Langshans and Cochins should be
hatched in January and February or
earlier. 1

The medium weight breeds like the
Plymouth Rocks, Wyandottes, Rhode
Island Reds, Orpingtons, Sussex, Min-
orcas, Rhode Island Whites and Dark
Cornish should be hatched in Febru-
ary and March or earlier,

The small breeds, like Leghorns,
Anconas, Andalusions, Spanish Ham-
burgs, and Lakenvelders, should be
hatched in March or April or earlier.

Small breeds hatched in February or
earlier should not be forced for rapid
developement, so they will not start to
laying too soon and then go into a par-
tial moult.

It is a good plan to have a few ex-
ceptionally early chicks to produce
eggs in July and August when the hens
stop laying even though some of these
pullets should later go into a partial
moult.

Monastery Sells Famous Painting.

An investigation conducted by the
civil governor of Toledo, Spain, re-
