We trust that everyone that intends to 
be a here this year will, If pos­
sible, l)egin on the first (lav. This is 
f-ssential, not only for the pr'.Rress of 
the ii dividual entering scho'1. hut for 
ti<e i,((Hl o f the entire school. Nothing 
interferes with school wotU more tlian 
the coniing in at all tiim.s of new lui- 
pils. The work of the entire class li; 
rctardis! more or less l»y siuli pmiils. 
tiet yon»- child in schcMil at the open­
ing of *hc term and see to ii that he 
does net miss unless ill.

While the compulsory sclnstl term 
will probably not begin N 'fore Janu­
ary, do not let this Ik» resismslhle for 
your child not entering s«hool in Sei»- 
tember. You, as a iKir(»nt. should un­
questionably think more seriously of 
your child's education than does the 
State o f Texas. The State furnishes a 
large portion of the money to (»ducate 
your child, and also says that you 
MUST send him to school live mon*»» 
in the year. Should not you as a par­
ent then say, 1 will not Ik» guilty (»f 
letting the State force me to do nr 
duty toward my own child. I w ill see 
that my child enjoys the full advan­
tage o f the money spent by the State 
and district for him. 1 will not (h'lirivc 
him of his birthright even i f  I do suflf(»r 
Boni(» inconveniences by doing so.

I f  there are still pupils living out of 
this district who wish to attend the 
Mason High .School, the transfer can 
still be made. I f  you are in dou-ir •• 
to whether or not you should send 
.voiir child here, 1 shall he glad to talk 
to ,vou nlKint what we have to offer 
and what other schools could offer 
him. Not every l»oy and girl in Mason 
County should attend school in Mason, 
but generally siieaking it will be more 
or less a waste o f mone.v to send a 
child out o f this county for his sc»c- 
ondary• education. We have a hig'i 
school faculty that can do the work as 
well as those in the cities, and we 
shall not attempt to give work that v-»» 
are not yet eqniped for. What we offer 
w ill be that which we can give in the 
correct way. Our work has laen ap­
proved by the State I>epartn.ent of 
Education which means the* it is ap­
proved by all o f the first cinsi schools 
and colleges in the State. W'e have 171  ̂
units o f nfflliation, watch Is more 
than necessary for college entniiice.

I want to commend th."» Ih>.vs o f Ma­
son for the fact that although the 
buildings have been open for some 
time, it seems there are no evidenc(»s 
o f vandalism, nor arc tht»rc broken 
windows and scarred up doors— the 
few broken panes were there liefore 
the close o f school. With one (»X(»epllon. 
and 1 tru.st that this due to some 
one not our Imys, there are no dlsagr(»e- 
able writings or idcturcs al*out the 
buildings. I trust that you are ns proud 
o f the boys o f Mason ns I  am. The 
only thing that 1 can say about the 
girls Is that their record is siwtb»ss. 
Even the boys admit that tne girls 
have the “ edge" on th(»m wlu'U it 
com(»s to being first class cltiz(»ns.

I f  you have school troulib*s and 
think I  might be able to h(»lp you. come 
to me; that is my business

This treatment 
consists o f ])iaeing hot waft»r into a 
liottle and th*‘n pouring th«‘ water 
from the bottle, apply the month o f It 
to wound. The heat In the liottle cre­
ates a vacuum which draws the flesh. 
In case no htit water is available, a 
small iiiece o f iiaiu'r may be lighted 
and inserted into the liottle and the 
same effect may Ik* gained.— Menard 
Mes.senger.

it is more than likely they under esti­
mate the crop outlook, but Just how 
much remains to lie seen this fall. In 
spite of the fact that the «-otton out- 
lotik is very poor, it is to bo eonsldere«! 
n great advantage for our farmers to 
have prtNlnce«! splendid corn and grain 
crops which are said to lie as good as 
the M‘st «'rop they have ever known.

From what \vc can loiirn. Mason 
comity will nrodiU'e aliont one-fourth of 
a jK'can crop and, this, together ■with 
the large amount of poultry, hogs and 
other farm proilucts ralse«l will put Ma­
son county in fa r hotter fluanclal sliaiie 
this fall than many o f our neigblioriiig 
comities that are tuit so well adapted 
to diversiflention ns is gorsl old Mason 
county.

Washington—A  movement asking 
Congress to shift burdensome taxes 
from the i»oople to non-nl<*ohollc lieer, 
has been started throughout the coun­
try. Congress is urge<I to have the 
revenue bill provide for the manufac­
ture and sale o f beer containing 2.75 
I>er cent alcohol and in that way raise 
from $1,000,000,000 to |l,2.‘i0,000,000 in 
taxes, aud the .proposition is beiug con­
sidered seriously.

A  serious effort has been made to 
get pndiibitionists to agree to a tax o f 
$10 per barrel on iioii-iutoxlcatin'r 
cereal beverages containing not morn 
than 2 3-4 o f alcohol by weight

The suggeste«! legislation, it is gr- 
gued would not violate the spirit o f 
the Eighteenth Amendment, but in e f­
fe c t  amend the Volstead act by kill­
ing the provision prohibiting manufac­
ture o f beer with an alcoholic content 
in excess of oiie-balf of one per cent. 
A iiill or any amendment to that e f­
fect will be introduced in the House 
to be considered when the regular reve­
nue bill Is taken up.

books.
Austin. Tex.— .Vddltiotwl subjects of 

leiflslatiou were submitted to the leg­
islature Wednesday by Governor ^■et  ̂
The governor made recommendation 
on only one subject, the others be- 
>ng submitted without him attempt­
' s  to pass ou the merits or demeri.s 

of any of them. Having had no time 
to study them, the governor said ho 
:s not iu position to recomuieiid any 
.>gislaf-'n concerning them. There re­
mains only eleven working days of the 
special Tcssiou for consideration of 
these and oti.er ma’.lers which the gov- 
*nror he-- s :!-mitrc.l within the past 
'ew  days, to say nothing of the appro- 
eriatiou liills and other mass of bust-
ness.

Of the matters submitted the gov- 
»rnor recommends that the free ie;;i-

BELL CASTING IN OLD JAPAN
Paopla Gather in ThouMnds to Wlh

ncM Ceremony Which Hae Deep 
Religioue Significance.

The making o f the bell In old Japan 
was uccotuplislied by great and solemn 
r1t«'8. .Marjorie Latta Barstow writes 
in .Asia. For months, sometimes for 
years, tlie eomumnity hud been con­
tributing o f Its bronze and copper or­
naments and precious pos.st>ssions. 
For many days before the casting 
there were prayers to detenalne tlie 
auspicious moment at which to begin, 
and to put ail spiritual beings aud 
ministers of grace In u propitious 
mood. Pilgrims came from all the 
surrounding country, for the Japanese 
o f long ago loved a pilgrimage as 
much as do tlielr descendants today; 
and made of tlielr act of piety an op- 
p*»rtunlty to enjoy a little festivity 
and see something of the great world. 
On the appointed day, men gathered 
in their finest attire. Then the priests 
appeared in rich ecclesiastical bro­
cades and the workmen in robes beau­
tiful aud sanctified. With prayer and 
ceremony the work reached Its climnz. 
The great molds were prepared and 
the flaming, molten mass. Into which 
had gone so many precious thlng;s, 
was to them what the dedication o f a 
euthedral was to the believers of the 
middle ages. Before their eyes and 
with their own co-eperatton, some­
thing intangible and divine assumed 
shape and tangibility. Many went 
away to become heroes In their vil­
lages because they had participated 
III the inakliig o f the great bell, which 
became more precious and mysterious 
as time went on, and they passed on 
to their children's children, even down 
to this day, the souvenirs o f the occa­
sion.

RETAIN THEIR WILD INSTINCT
Hsrda of **Tam«" Buffalo Havo Much 

In Common With Their Brsthron 
Who Hava Freedom.

The ‘ tenie” buffalo o f Yellowatono 
National I ’ark, are tame only in the 
manner of s|ieaking. They retain all 
the habits of the original wUd species. 
For Instance, they are able, without 
fall, to predict a heavy storm for one 
or two days in advance. As the buf­
falo o f the old plains wer^ known to 
do, they j>olnt the storm, standing 
with the head toward the point from 
which It afterward breaks. Another 
■Ign o f uneasiness induced by heavy 
weather is the stiff-legged leaping and 
running about In circles which often 
mark the herd just before a storm 
breaks on their range. They live prac- 
tlcally In all respects the wild life of 
the so-called wild herd of the park, 
with the exception that they are 
watch«>d by horsemen and are fed bay 
during the most Inclement weather o f 
the winter. The ranges o f the tame and 
wild herds overlap to some extent, and 
without doubt they occasionally Inter­
breed. The original hope, which has 
not been realized, was that some o f the 
tame herd would drift off and become 
members of the wild herd.
