At a meeting of the high school fa-
culty Tuesday afternoon it was decided
20 change the schedule of classes in
order to provide class periods of 45
minutes instead of 40, ax has been the
wase here for a number of years., This
change was made necessary by a re-
commendation of the State Committee
on Affiliation, and by the large classes
this year.

In order to provide for this length-
ened class schedule, the school day will
e made forty minutes longer. That is,
school will begin at 8:40 in the morn-
ing. The noon intermission will be only
50 minutes instead of sixty, dismissing
at twelve and taking up again at 12:50
instead of one. School will then dis-
miss at 4:10 instead of fear.  This
hange will not affeet the grades be-

We feél certain t'at the new sched-
ule will enable us to tura our a bhetter
finished vroduet at the end of the toar-
year period than dic tho old. The forty
minutes saved ever day will amonnt,
in a vear, to approximately fifteen ad-
ditional days of actaal class work or
three weeks,

tion be allowed on music, debating, de-
clniming, or athleties, provided the

work done is approved by the faenlty,
The credit in athleties will depend on
consistent physical training and not on
making any team. That is, a person
who would probably have no chance
making the team in any sport may still
obtain this credit if he does consistent
physical training under the direction
of a teacher. If he is unable to engage
in any physical training, he may train
in either music, debating, or declaiming
We are offering thase credits in view
of the fact that modern educators be-
lieve that the mental training obtain-
ed in these activities are as essential
a8 that obtained from studying higher
mathematics or many of the other so-
called “disciline” subjects. It is not
necessary, however, for anyone to make
any of these credits. He may take all
of his work in the regular acadewmic
courses. In all instances he must have
at least sixteen in the regular acadcniic
branches before he can graduarte. 'Chis
is the number of credits that he would
have made under the old system. The
new credits are in addition to the ones
already required.

While anyone may still pay in
games at school, no one who ix
passing in at least three full courses
may represent his school in a game
with some other school. In this
nection we might also add that we feel
that parents should restrain their chil-
dren from devoting any of their time to
on » activities unless they are mak-
ing passing grades at school. The chief
business of a publie school pupil should
be making his work at school Unless
this is done he should not be allowed
to waste any time on the outside.

Remember this, it is for you to de-
cide if your boy or girl plays on any
team. We believe that ordinarily play-
ing on teams will add to the school in-
terest of a pupil and do much to hold
him in school, but if there is some
reason why some one should not be a
member of a team, please report this
to us at once. Unless you let. us know
in some way that you object to your
child playing, we will naturally take
for granted that you do not object.

Prisen, Month’s Report

Austin, Tex.—The monthly report of
the bodrd of prison commissioners for
August, as submitted to Governdr Neff,
was made public Thursday. The re-
port shows that the number of con-
victs in Texas penitentiaries August
31 was 2,990, there having been 92 new |
convicts enrolled during that month.§

According tQ the report 30 escaped |
during August and 16 were recaptured,
leaving a balance of 14 which will be?
carried on the September report, very |
probably. Of the 30 that escaped the |
records show that none were returned |
by sheriffs, the reason not being set
forth in the report. Two were return-
ed for violation of parole and one re- |
turned voluntarily from parole and one |
from furlough. |

Number discharged during August |
70 and one was pardoned and three
died. One was paroled and one grant-
ed a furlough, while 70 were dis-
charged, leaving the total number of
convicts on hand 2,990, |

Texas Makes Record
In Road Building

Austin, Tex.—At the close of the
fifth fiscal year since the passage of
the federal aid road act, which was
signed by the president July 11, 1916,
the states and federal government had
completed 7,469 miles of road and 17,
977 miles additional were under con-
struction and half completed.

Texas ranked first in the number of
miles completed, with 682 miles out of
7,469, the total for all states. ‘

The total estimated cost of the 682
miles was $5,812,851, of which $2.446 -
65 was federal aid. Texas also comes
to the front with 1,631 miles under con-
struction, leading lowa, second to Tex-
as, in the number of miles under con-
struction, by almost miles.

The total estimated cost of the 1,631
under construction is $23,485,-
280, of which $8,947,190 is federal aid,
being over $2,000,000 more than her
closest second. i
