The Department af Agriculture baa 
learned that If the feathers are to be 
left on the birds all that la necessary 
In preparing for market te to bleed 
them by severing the principal blood 
vaaaals of the neck, allowing them te 
bang heed downward until bleeding In 
complete.

If the (bathers are te be removed. H 
should be done by dry picking. When 
the brain Is pierced after severing the 
blood vessels In the neck the feathers 
are loosened by n convulsive move­
ment of the ■  socles and enn be re­
moved easily.

TO AVOID POULTRY DISEASES

Mr. F. Lang«* had n representative o f 
fh«* Aermoter Windmill Company to

Lack 
of ventilation causes poultry to lose 
in vitality. Colds are caused by dusty 
houses and exposure to moisture sad 
cold.

Their vessel was tossed 
about all night, but early the next 
morning the storm died and they were  
landed safely. Believing faithfully 
that their prayers had been answered 
by Ste. Anne, they immediately ash 
to work constructing a rude woodso. 
chapel which was destined to becoam 
world famous through the succesMvw 
churches that followed It.

In the erection of one of theao- 
churches that followed the original 
frame structure a parishioner 
dentally discovered that the 
had curative powers. Louis Gull 
was his name; he helped in the i 
structlon of the church to sh4>w 
reverence for flit patroness saint, at-» 
though he could scarcely walk 
of rheumatism, from which he 
suffered since his youth. But he 
no sooner placed oue stone in thar 
foundation than his rheumatism 
vanished.

MEXICO’S EXTERNAL 
DEBT AGREEMENT

Plans for Adjusting of AH 
Financial Troubles Com* 

pleted.

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Newt York.— A plan for adjusting the 
entire external debt of the Mexican 
government, the national railways debt 
of that country and certain ao-called 
Internal debts largely outside of Mex­
ico was agreed on Friday by the in­
ternational committee of bankers on 
Mexico and Adolfo De La Huerta, fi­
nance minister of the republic below 
the Rio Grande.

The agreement, which is subject to 
the approval of President Obregon. 
covers securities with a face value ex­
ceeding S600.000.0U0 gold, on which 
the Interest in arreare approximates 
$ 200,000.000.

Under the agreement cash payments 
on current interest ere to begin after 
January 2, 1923. out of a special fund 
into which will be paid the oil export 
taxes and a surcharge of railway gross 
receipts.

All cash payments as to back Inter­
est are to be waived. Overdue coupons 
will be deposited with a trustee, and 
the receipts for the coupons wiU be 
amortized without Interest over a pe­
riod of time, this arrangement, in ef­
fect, being a cancellation of part of the 
bac-k interest.

The railways of Mexico are to be 
returned to private management 
promptly. The government will as­
sume by Indorsement all railway debts 
not guaranteed by It.

In order to give time for full resump­
tion of all cash obligations, all classes 
of bondholders are to agree to tem­
porary suspension of sinking fund 
rights, etc., during a five-year period.

The agreement brought to a success­
ful conclusion negotiations begun last 
October, when Mr. Lamont went to 
Mexico City for a series of confer- j 
ences. The sessions which ended Frl- I 
day. in which bankers from England. I 
France. Belgium and Germany partici­
pated. began two weeks ago.

The agreement, it was felt in finan­
cial circles. would tremendously 
strengthen Mexico’s position in the ■ 
money markets of the world, and pos- j 
sibly prove the first step in placing 
that republic in a position which will j 
make It possible to obtain a loan at | 
some future date. It was also be- i 
lieved that the agreement would prove 
a move forward toward recognition of 
the Mexican government by the gov­
ernments of the United States. Great 
Britain. France. Belgium and Switzer­
land.

OVER COUNTRY OPEN

About 10,000 Youuf M ei 
Study to Bevome Re­

serve Officers.

A LBER T  SLMON GETS BO ND

Washington— Summer training camps 
were opened everywhere over the 
country Thursday under army super­
vision for youths of the reserve o ffi­
cers’ training corps, part of the ma­
chinery of the new defensive military 
policy set up in the national defense 
act of 1920.

The corps now includes approximate­
ly 10.000 young men under training to 
become members of the officers' re­
serve corps, or officers of the national 
guard, and of these it is estimated 
i hat 7134 begnn the summer work of 
intensive field training at the camps.

The courses mapped out for the stu­
dent ofiic«?rs cover the whole field of 
military science. Particular attention 
is being devoted to the work by the 
war department, as the R O. T. C. is 
relied upon In future to produce an­
nually enough new reserve officers to 
keep the reserve officers’ corps up to 
the strength necessary to fill in the 
officer framework of the organized 
work division of the army of the Unit­
ed States.

It has been calculated that the camps 
this year will result In at least 2000 
potential officers being added to the 
reserve corps for assignment to organ­
ized reserve units, or to he commis­
sioned In national guard regiments 
Ultimately it is planned to expand the 
training work so that an annual crop 
of 10.000 reserve officers will be forth­
coming.

Attendance at the summer training 
camps of the army this year, it is in­
dicated, will be the gi- ’ st to date. 
By corps arer». the attci nee at the 
training corps camps is expected to 
aggregate as follows;

First corps. 721; second corps, 605; 
third corps, 986; fourth corps, 1330;

Austin, Tex.— Chief Supervisor J W. 
Hassell of the oil and gas division of 
the railroad commission Friday called | 
attention to the fact that many opera­
tors in the coastal fields are under a 
misapprehension as to rule 37, which 
prohibits the drilling of wells nearer 
than 150 feet of a boundary line, or 
300 feet of a producing well. There 
is a provision of the rule as follows: 
“ Rule 37 shall not for the present be 
enforced within the proven oil fields 
of the gulf coast."

The rule was adopted November 26. 
1919, and it is the construction of the 
chief supervisor that the exception or 
exemption from the rule applies only 
to fields proven at that time and not 
to the new fields being brought in.
