WASHINGTON COMMENT

The best friends of Mbor, organized
and not organized, are more and more
fearful that “the right to strike” has
been emphasized too much, and that,
when it runs afoul of the general right
of every one to peaceful life, it must
give way to the greater good of the
greater number.

The country is tired of strikes. The
whole people of the United States are
tired of having their coal and trans-
portation either interfered with .or
threatened. Since the birth of organ-
ized labor Americans have been in
sympathy with the right of men col-
lectively to bargain and collectively to
protest against injustice by a collective
cessation of work, But that sympathy
has been extended to striking men,
who fought a fair fight, who inter-
fered not at all with the innocent and
the nonpartisan,

In the old days, in the far West, a
man had the right to shoot, if he felt
himself ihjured or threatened by an-
other. The other man had a right to
shoot, too. It was a case of a “fair
field and no favor.” When towns grew
larger promiscuous shooting had to
stop. The rights of the innocent by-
stander became paramount to the
rights of two men to “fight it out.”

The rights of many innocent citizens
ire paramount to the rights of a few
to strike. It is the general feeling of
legislators in Washington, strongest
among the friends of organized labor,
that it is to labor's benefit to find a
other way to settle difficulties than to
strike in the essential industries—coal
and transportation.

It is their conviction that if labor
can not or will not, the United States
can and will. The innocent must not
suffer that two disputants be allowed
to fight; arbitration must take the
place of interference with mails, stop-
page of coal, halting of trains. If peace-
fully, willingly, so mach the better. If
by force of arms and drastic laws, so
much the worse for those who put
personal rights before the rights of

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WHITE HOLLAND IS

While Not So Common as Bronze It Is
Widely Raised—Has Many
Excellent Qualities.

POPULAR

orth, Texas.

The white Holland turkey, while not |

s0 common as the bronze varlety, Is
nevertheless widely raised and
ceedingly populur. People who keep
them long enough to get familiar with
thelr qualitles and characteristics

* generally prefer them to any other

breed.

The origin of the white Holland is
not known, according to writers on
poultry, but it {s believed to have been
developed by breeding white birds se-
lected from other breeds, which appear
ocenslonally as among chickens and
are classed as “sports.” It seems quite
ceMain that they did not come from
Holland or the Netherlands. It has
come to the front as a distinct breed
since about 1890, The standard
welghts are, 26 Ibs, for a cock; 16 1bs,
for a cockerel; 16 for a hen and 10 for
a pullet. At the same time any of
these classes may be fattened to
from three to six pounds above the
welght quoted. Six months old gob-
blers, or cockerels, have been known

to welgh 16 pounds dressed for mar-
ket. The flesh is white and makes fine
eating.

White Holland turkeys are sald to
be the best layers, as a rule, among the
turkey family. In some flocks the
hens will not go broody or hatch; or,
if they do, it will be only after the
season is far advanced. Other speci-
mens will want to sit before laying a
.dozen eggs and some have raised two
broods in a season. One man is re-
ported to have owned four turkey hens
which laid 264 eggs during the season,
while one of them raised a brood In
July. Like all other breeds the white
birds must have proper care and prop-
er feed to be profitable.

MATCHED LUMBER FOR NESTS

Plan to Have as Few Cracks and
Crevices as Possible, Buiit in
Portable $ections.

When first in the poultry business
we thought that nests made of scrap
lumber or small boxes were satisfac-
tory. Now we belleve that the nests
should be of smooth matched lumber
with as few cracks and crevices as
possible, says a writer In an exchange.

They must never be nalled to the
sides of the wall or beneath the drop-
ping boards, but buflt In portable sec-
tions, so they can be easlly carried
from the house for sunning and spray-
Ing.

When we used open nests in some
of the houses the birds were constant.
ing roosting on them or bothering the
hens while they were laying. After
several eggs had been lald in a nest
another hen might decide to scratch
around In the litter In that nest. This
resulted in broken eggs and then It
was only a short step to .the egg eat-
ing habit.

The best nests are bullt with a
small track at the rear where the
hens can enter. The eggs are removed
by lowering a hinged door in frent.
These nests are slightly darkened and
the hens hardly see the eggs that are
laid. There is not much scratching
in the litter. In a darkened nest. If
a soft-shelled egg is laid and broken
the danger of the hen eating it is re.
duced.

The egg-eating habit probably
causes as much loss and discourage-
ment as any habit or disease which
troubles poultry keepers. The remedy
is largely in prevention and this con-
sists in bullding the right kind of
nests.

COTTON CONDITION

UNUSUALLY GOOD

Some Shedding Reported

From Southern
Texas.

Washington.—An unusually good
week for cotton was reported by the
weather bureau last week in its crop
and weather review. The weather was
tavorable for cotton in nearly all sec-
tions of the belt.

“Very good progress of the crop was
reported from the Carolinas, Ten-
nessee, Arkansas and Louisiana, and
also in Texas, except the, late plant-
ed, which was mostly poor. The crop
made excellent growth in Oklahoma,

where it was blooming and fruiting |

nicely in most sections. Progress was

poor to fair in Mississippi and gen-

erally fair in Alabama and Georgia.
Some shedding was reported from
Southern Texas, but in general the
crop was fruiting fairly well in that
state.”

Its condition was generally fair in
Oklahoma and ranged from fair to ex-
cellent in Southern and Western Tex-
as and generally fair elsewhere in
that state.

“While temperatures were moderate
in Oklahoma and Arkansas, sunshine
was somewhat deficient and there was
considerable cloudy weather, which
favored increase of weevil activity, but
insect damage was somewhkat checked
in Texas by dry weather. Weevil were

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NO EEST BREED OF POULTRY

Three Classes Recognized Are Egg
Producers, Dual Purpose and Ex-
tremely Large Fowls.

What is the best breed of chickens?

That question frequently Is asked by
persons who are thinking of taking a
plunge in the poultry business.

But there is no “best breed,” accord-
ing to Harry Embleton, professor of
poultry husbandry at Oklahoma Agri-
cultural and Mechanical college,

“You cun find good and poor lay-
ers, large and small birds In every
breed,” Embleton explains. “It Is the
strain more than the breed that is
really the wmore Important thing te
consider.”

“There are three recognized general
classes of poultry,” Embleton says,
“the small birds or the so-called egg-
producing class, the medium-sized bird
or the so-called dual purpose class, and
the extremely large or the meat class,
There Is no great distinction between
the egg cluss or the dual so far as the
egg production Is concerned, for many !
of the medium meat breeds are good
egg layers, and in the small-sized
birds which are consldered for egg
laying only, there are oftentimes
found individuals that will weigh from
five to five and one-half poynds and
these will make a falrly good meat
bird.

“Now, in regard to the breed you

" would like to have, T have first to sug-
gest that you decide upon whether you
want eggs primarily or whether you
want general-purpose breeds., When
you have made this decision pick out
the breed which you like best because
this is the breed with which you will
get the bhest results, After you have
picked the breed that you ilke best
buy your stock or eggs from a breeder
whom you know has bred for the
things that you desire. This may be
egg production or it may be show pur-
poses or It may be a combination. You
will find many breeders that have bred
for egg production, but their stock
may not be worth very much for show
purposes, You can find breeders whieh

DEAF MUTES IN UNITED STATES

Washington, D. C,, July 19.—The De-
partment of Commerce announces that
44,885 deaf and dumb persons, or
deaf-mutes, were enumerated in  the
census of 1920, In 1910 the number was
44,708, The Census Bureau included
as deaf-mutes not only deaf persons
literally nnable to speak, but others to-
tally deat from an early age, who learn
ed to speitk by nse of those special me-
thods or weans employed for teaching
the deaf who have not acquired the art
of <peech in the ordinary way.

Owing to the inerease of the general
population  during  this  decade,  the
crnmerated deaf-mute popmlation form-
ed only 425 per million general popu-
lation in 1920 as comnared to 486 per
million in 1910. There vio: only one
deaf-mte for every 2350 ¢ coral popu-
lation in 1920, as oouinst one for every
2,060 in 1Mo,

In view of changes made in the me-
thod of reporting and the
uncertainty as to the relative
pleteness of the 1910 and 1920 e
ations, this apparent decrease cannot
[be taken as measuring the actual de-
lerease. It may, however, be accepted as
indicaring that deaf-mutism has prob-
':Ilvl.\' hecome somewhat less | revalent,
since the statisties of the more  ad-
"vaneed European countries have  for

consequent
com-
nmer-

| some time showed a steady decrease in

the ratio of deaf-mutes to population;
and since there has been a gradual re-
{duction and progressively more skilled
treatment of certain diseases, especial-
Iy those of diseases of children, which
frequently cause deafness,

Schedules, containing such  special
facts as the cause of deafness and age
of losing hearing, were returned and
tabulated for 305,026 deaf-mutes, .or
78.0 per cent of those enumerated in
1920. Those returning schedules in 1910
numbered only 19,153, or 42.8 per cent
of those enumerated.

Analysis of this group who returned
schedules shows that there were ap-
proximately 6 males to every 5 females.

The group included 88.0 per cent na-
tive whites, 7.5 per cent foreign born
whites, and 4.2 per cent Negroes., The
“other colored” (comprising Indians,
Chinese, and Japanese) formed but 0.3
per cent of the total.

The East North Central states had
more deaf-mutes enumerated than any
other geographic division, with 502 per
million persons in that section. The
Mountain states had the lowest ratio,

33 in every million.

Wisconsin had 641 deaf-mutes per
million, while at the other extreme,
Wyoming had only 185 per million. |

These percentages and ratios, how-
ever, cannot be accepted as accurately
indicating the relative prevalence of
deafness in thefdifferent classes and
states, since the striking differences
which are apparent may be due largely
to variations in the completeness of
enumeration.

The church fell
to ruin years ago, but the bush grew
into a fine tree and was still there,
the finest of Its Kkind, until a little
while ago it was cut down for its
lumber value.

Atmosphere of Past Centuries’ Civilh
zation Clings te Nara, Ancient
City.

Nara is the center of Japan's old
civilization, observes a writer in the
London Times. White-walled houses
among pine trees, white winding roads
through rice fields, by pond and river;
pear trellises flowering white; peach
orchards In blossom, and everywhere

cherry trees like pink clouds,

Over a thousand years have passed
since Nara was the capital, yet much
of the atmosphere qgeated by the seven
monarchs who lived there still clings
about the place. Its shrines and tem-
ples, so wonderfully preserved and re-
stored, attract Japanese pilgrims ané
visitors from all quarters of the globe;
so that its main street, with the tempe-
ing displays of lacquer and wood
carving, seems always to be celebrat-
ing a festival. In cherry season the
whole countryside flocks to Nara te
picnic under the cryptomerias in Nara
park, the extensive lands which once
surrounded the monastery of Kefu-
kugl.

If Nara has one spot which visters
can mnever forget, that spot is the
shrine of Kasuga, sacred for centuries
to certain of the ancestral gods.

But Kasugas
in general, owing to its brilliant build-
ings billows of cherry blossom iws
spring and flery show of maples im
autumn, is more theatrical than re
ligious., It might have been set apart
for out-of-door performances, and, is
fact, Japan's early art in music, dane-
ing and acting was closely associated
with this shrine,

The whole region in which Nara
stands is a museum of the arts and
crafts of a thousand years ago. There
is the cradle of the race. No part of
Japan is so full of meaning to those
who realize that the present has grown
out of the past, its fruit the gathems
ings of distant centuries.
