MKTHOD GIVEN FOR RENI HCITA
N O N  OF DKOW ING  VICTIMS

Washington—l.'m le Sam lias conic to 
tile fore with tile latest official method 
of procedure ill resuscitating a drown­
ing person. •

“ Now that the antics of tlic merry 
Imnt rockers and the incautious canoe­
ist are cluttering the front pages of flic 
newspapers with the details of numer­
ous drowning accidents," said an offi­
cial bulletin of flic Bureau of Mines!* 
“ interest attaches to instructions' Just 
issued by this Bureau for resusticatiou 
in cases of drowning "

As soon as the victim is taken from 
flie water, the instructions say, place 
him face downward, clasp your hands 
under bis stomach and lift him several 
times, letting his face hang down so 
as to drain Ids mouth and throat.

"Then.” the instructions continue, 
"remove from his mouth any foreign 
Isidies, such us tobacco, false teeth or 
gum. Do not stop to loosen his clothing. 
Do not carry him any distance. Do not 
wait for a doctor. Treat him yourself 
by artificial respiration methods, as 
follows:

Lay Virtit oi: Stomach
"Iai.v tin* victim on ids stomach with 

bis face to one side so that bis nose 
and mouth are free for breathing. 
Plaee one arm straight out tieyond his 
head, tlie other under ills head. This 
position is important, as it helps to ex­
pand his lungs. Have the heud a little 
lower than the liod.v.

"Kneel, straddling the victim's thighs 
and facing his head; rest the iialms of 
your hunils on his short ribs, with your 
thumbs iiarallel with the spine and 
alwiut two inches apart, and with 
fingers spread out as much as ]Hissibie.

"With arms held straight, swing 
forward slowly so that the weight of 
your body is gradually, but not vio­
lently. brought to lienr upon the vic­
tim. This act should take alsiut two 
stxsmds. Then, leaving your hands in 
place, swing hnekward slowly so as to 
remove the pressure, thus returning for 
two seconds to your first position."

The swinging forward and backward 
process, the instructions emphasis«*, 
should Is* rets-atisiil delilsTately at 
least fifteen tim«*s a minute, a complete 
respiration in 11I1014 four seconds. The 
movements should lie kept in time with 
your own breathing.

Continuing, the instriu-tions say: 
Draw Tongue Forward.

"While tin“ artificial respiration is 
being continued, have an assistant 
draw forward the victim's tongue, if 
it has fallen hack. Hold the tongue out 
if it tends to draw hack by wrapping 
a handkerchief around it. The handker­
chief will also protiM't tlie assistant's 
fingers from being bitten. Tlie assist­
ant should also loosen any tight cloth­
ing around tlie victim's neck, «-best or 
waist.

“ Do not permit bystanders to crowd 
about and shut off the fr«*sh air. K«x*p 
the victim warm with pr«qx*r coverings 
and by placing beside the body hot 
bricks, lxittl<*s or rubber lings tilled with 
warm (not hot* water. Wrap bricks, 
bottles or lings so as to prevent burn­
ing the victim. Continue the artificial 
respiration without interruption until 
natural breathing is restored, or for at 
least three hours. If natural breathing 
stops after lieing restonsl use artificial 
respiration again."

The victim should not lie given any 
liquid by mouth until he is fully con­
scious, th«* instructions warn.

Important galne 
In condition are noted in the north, 
northeast and the eastern dlstricta, 
while a serious loss has occurred in 
the southern districts. The northwest 
and the center'districts maintain an 
unchanged condition, although some­
what spotted in the central district 
account of the May floods. The chief 
causes of deterioration in the south 
district are lateness, weevil ravages 
and the recent visitation of the army 
or leaf worm.

"The northwest and most of tha 
west center districts are still very 
promising of heavy yields High tern- 

; peratures have at times prevailed in 
, certain districts and hot winds have 
been reported, but the injury inflicted 

; has been mostly upon young cottoD,

CULLING FOWLS FOR MARKET
i To Make Best Possible Returns Every

Hen in Flock Should Be Layer- 
Weed Out Oulle.

Every boy or girl b—lng poultry 
naturally wishes to eu i ns much 
money as poi Mo. To cl > this every 
hot! should be a gimil layer. All'cock- 
erels. except those kept for breeding 
purposes, as well asr pullets that lack 
vigor and vitality, should be eaten, 
cnupeil for home use, or sold as soon 
as they are large eno 'srh. sa cs  the 
United States Depart mi nt of Agricul­
ture. Selecting or “weeding out” the 
hens that are pour layer.- -ind picking 
nut for market the cocl. —*ls least 
likely to develop into good breeders Is 
commonly called "culling" or culling 
for eggs and for market.

The best time to cull, the hens is 
during August and September, usually 
from August 15 to September 15, for 
at that .season it is easier to determine 
which are tlie good layers and which 
are hoarders. At that time of year 
hens which show signs of laying or are 
laying anil have not molted usually 
ure the ones that have been the bet­
ter layers during the entire season, 
and the hen thut lays best during her 
first year usually will lay best during 
her second and third years. She Is, 
therefore, the one to keep. It Is not 
often advisable, however, to keep hens 
of the heavier breeds, such ns Plym-

On a recent visit to a large prac­
tical poultry farm, it was observed 
that good use was being made of a 
number of portable poultry houses. 
TTiese were of good size and were on 
runners made of heavy Joists. The 
runners were braced against each 
other, so that a horse could he hitched 
to «be front and the house hauled any­
where. This much* it possible to keep 
the young growing birds on fresh, un- 
contamlnated sod. which was always 
sending up a good lot of fresh grass.

When the movable houses were 
pulled away from each place where 
they hail been for a few weeks, the 
rains soon washed the droppings Into 
the soil. This nourished tho grass 
and Improved the land. In no case 
was the sod eaten down till the 
ground was bare.

For small chicks the same plant 
used small coops on two wheels that 
could easily lit* pushed from place 
to place by hand. In this way they 
never were troubled with gapes or 
contaminated soil.
