CHEAP POWDER FOR POULTRY x

Mixture of Ga-ounq Carbollo Aeld
and Plaster of Paris Will ’
Eradicate Insects.

A cheap lice powder for poultry may |
be made by mixing three parts of gaso- |
line and one part of crude carbollc
acld with as much plaster of paris
as the liquid will molsten. This is |
the suggestion of the Ohio station. |
The powder i3 allowed to dry before !
using. It may be kept in an air-tight |
contalner where It retains its strength '
for a long period. The powder is In- |
flammable and must be kept away |
from fire, l

Infested fowls when thoroughly |
dusted are soon relleved from the at-
tacks of lice. About 125 birds may
be dusted In an hour, one pound of
the mixture being needed to dust ten
mature fowls. For head lice on chick- |
ens, the use of blue olntment or mer-
curial ointment has been found ef-
fective. One part of the olntment Is
mixed with two parts of vaseline and !
a lump of the mixture about the size |
of a pea is rubbed thoroughly at the
base of the feathers about the head. '

THE

SCHOOL. HOUSE

(By Richard Lloyd Jones)

Democracy has defects. Our govern-
ment {8 not without fault. But with all
our faults we have a better govern-
ment than anything any other country
in any other clime or time has ever
produced. In time of distress every peo-
ple th: wide world over hold out their
hands to us for help.

We are a people of big ideas and,
compared to the rest of the world,
¥mall faults. Europe Is a continent en-
cumbered with monumental faults and
little ideas.

That is shown quite as much in her
mechanical and inventive ingenuity as
in her paliamentary practices,

The Swiss will make a very intri-
cate and delicate watech which will 1o
many tkings,—ring bells, tell the time
of tide, the season ol the moon and
still, ns the Yankee would say, have a
paucerfui of waeels lefi «ver.

*We make a pecket picev that keeps
time. 'That's the main idea. That is
what a watch is for.

The French and the Germans make
wmore ¢ nplicated cameras than any we
produce. But we do what they don't:
we put a simple little camera into
every home, and collect the priceless
snapshot memories of life as we live
it.

These art but evidences of our tey-
dencies. We get a big idea and use it.

Furope tnd Asia live largely in
darkness hecause their schools have
been fer the select and the masses are
illiterate. They seek to cultivate a few
minds to superlative intelligence. We
do no lexs. and we do vastly more; we
cultivate all minds as far as we can
encourage every mind to go.

Behald the little red school house,
the cornerstone of our greatness. Tt has
done wonderful things for our country.
Now it is going to do more.

Just about the time that Europe and
Asia are beginning to get the essential
idea we are pushing the little red
school  houses together into the big
brick, modern, metropolitan Consoli-
dated School, with all its better equip-
ment, social lessons, assemblies and
better teachers. Now we are making the
rchool work play.

We are beginning to teach by ave as
vell as by ear. The film is going to be
a better story-teller of history and
geography, a better revealer of biology
and botany than any book.

For a long time we graded our pupils
by averages, holding the bright boy
back, which discourages the slow boy.
But now comes Dr. A. H. Sutherland,
another pedagogue of distinction, who
out in Los Angeles has demonstrated
the value of de-grading our schools S0
that the slow boy is encouraged rather

than discouraged, helped rather than

TURN

Penny-Wise, Dollar-Foolish Boll Wee-
vil Policy Costs United States
Huge Sum

Washington, Sept. 14. (Capitol News
Service)..—To the general public, the
boll weevil is a pestiferons insect
which does something to the cottorn
crop. To the cotton grewer the boll
weevil is a cataclysm, a disaster, a
nightmare of terror. To the country as
a whole the boll weevil is the cause
of a neconomic loss of unguessed pro-
portions,

According to statisties of the De-
partment of Agricnlture, in the year
1921 the crop of cotton harvested was
7954000 bales. It should have been
18,666,000, but 10.712,000 were ruined
by natural causes, and of this enor-
mous quantity so destroyed the boll
weevil alone accounted for 6.277,000
bales, worth with the seed which
would have been ginned, $610,341.000,
for the thirteen-year period 1900-1921
the damage done by .the boll weevil
reached the enormous total of $3,102,.
152.000.

It is obvious that science can, if it
will, eradicate the boll weevil, just as
it eradicated the mosquito and malaria

and - yvellow fever from the Canal
Zone., At one time one of the most

deadly spots on the face of the globe,
the (‘anal Zone is now one of the
healthiest. The job was done because
there was urgent need, real American
determination, and no lack of money.

The boll weevil can be eradicated,
or at least, controlled, and will be,
when the Government spends enough
money at one time to do it, and not
before. It is pointed out in Congress
that had one half of the damage done
by the boll weevil been spent in fight-
ing it, it would now be gone forever.
