Abolishing tax-exempt securities is a wise thought, but get­
ting down to equitable taxation is a just thought and justice 
must prevail.

OFFICERS TRAP MEXICANS
WITH BIG LOAD BOOZE

Word received from dilution told of 
the capture and arresf there last Fri­
day night of three Mexicans with IK« 
quarts of liquor, which they nre ac­
cused of traiisiMirting from the Mexi­
can iMiriler. and which they were bring­
ing. presumably, for distribution in this 
immediate section. The arrest was 
made by Sheriff Dee Gibbs of Kimble 
county, together with several rangers, 
the latter having trailed the Mexicans 
all the way from the Ixfder. The big 
load of booze was being transported in 
two ears, and is said to have contained 
not only Mexican tequila. Imt also some 
bottled in hond whiskey.

While the names of the Mexican* 
arrested have not been learned, local 
officers nre of the opinion that they 
nre some Mexicans well known locally, 
and for whom the officers had been lay­
ing in wait for some time on the sus­
picion of lieing responsible for the te­
quila circulating in this section, ill fact 
Sheriff Waddill with several deputies 
had gone out on the London road Fri­
day night following information ns to 
tlie movements of the Mexicans, but 
were driven in by the rain that night. 
Next morniug they learned <»f the ar­
rest at Junction. Just recently tin* 
house of a local Mexican was searched 
by the officers, and while trace of con­
tra baml liquor is sni«l to have been 
found, no actual evidence was uncover­
ed.

Transporting of liquor is included in 
the category of serious offenses against 
the State, and conviction in the State 
courts Is certain to result in heavy 
penalty with imprisonment in the jieni- 
tentlary.— Brady Standard.
