LATE TO REAP BENEFIT

A meeting of delegates from Gillespie
MceCulloch and Mason  counties  was
held in Muison on Thursday afternoon
of last week and tri-conuty organiza-
tion was formed for the purpose of unit
ing in an effort to secure the passige of
the pronosed Frisco acd 1. & G. N,
Merger Bill, which at that time was
before the State Legislature, with an
amendment reouniring  the Frisco to
build a road to San Antonio via Mason
and Fredericksburg. The meeting was
an enthusiastic one and a resolution
was drawn unp which was adopted by
the representatives of the three coun-
ties present supporting it unanimously.
Delegates from Gillespie and  Mason
counties were at once named to go to
Austin and devote their time and in-
fluence towards getting the proposed
amendment attached to the bill before
its passage. It was understood at that
time that the Merger Bill would be con-
sidered by the House on Monday morn-
ing of this week, and the various dele-
gations afnointed were instructed to
arrange to be in Austin before that
time. The local delegation left here Fri-
day afternoon and the delegation from
Gillespie county left Fredericksburg
Friday, but the Brady delegation fell
down on their part of their agreement
to send delegates and not only that but
at a meeting which is said to have been
bheld in Brady Friday morning, the
Brady people went on record as oppos-
ing the asking for any amendment to
the proposed Merger Bill and wired
their senator and representative to sup-
port the bill without an amendment. It
developed the House passed the bill on
Friday afternoon and it carried the
amendment offered by the Palestine
people which required that the I. & G.
N. shons be maintained in that city,
but without the amendment which had
heen offered pertaining to extension of
the Frisco through this section.

Buying has again assumed a healthy trend. The iron and steel
industry reports a hopeful outlook, automobile manufacturers
expect a big vear: shippers have been henefited by the eut in
freight rates, gold is piling up, and if the nation keeps free of
foreign entanglements the road to prospern ity seems wide open
to all.

The farmer, however, lags behind, despite the faet that he is
the wholesale producer of food and eclothing. Farming and
transportation rest as the final foundation of trade.

It will be regrettable if the selfishness of tiie money power
deelines to recognize this fact and compels the farmer to line up
in Congress to create a machinery in the interest of agriculture
regardless of its effect on the industrial world.

The money power of the East has frowned on the Farm
bloe, but it may be foreed to look upon these legislators as the
leavening influence that will lead the country into the promised
land. Indeed it is to the vision of Farm bloe members that the
country owes many a vote of tha:ks. The farmer must get
justice without being forced to organize for agriculture ONLY.
Let the bankers wake up.

Watch Your Bond Issues

The inclination of the American people to plunge into debt
is beginning to develop its shadow, and unless there is an early
awakeuing the shadow will take the formm of a spectre. This
fact has been brought to the fore by Herman Metz, a former
Controller of the city of New York, who, as chairman of the
Committee on Non-Partisan Faets, reports that the general
bonding system for public improvements is so unscientificaliy
handled in America that the taxpavers of the nation are wast-
ing millions of unnecessary dollars and piling up a staggering
debt. Particularly this true in villages where the home
owners are constantly made the vietims of bad loeal finaneing
engineered by boards of trustees and other functionaries who |
kirow not the frst veples of finance in relation to economies.
People are easily swept oft their feet at the eall for improved
roads, new sewerage, and other forms of desirable improvement.

It will be found as a rule that to ‘““put these enterprises
over’’ assessments are juggled to evade debt limit laws, streets
that will last ten yvears are bonded for twenty and forty years,

The issuing of village bonds instead of attacking the prob-
lem of publie improvement by local assessment is creating a
situation that sooner or later will lower tho value of village
real estate. There is scarcely a village in all America that
could not with advantage to itself pause to consider the effect
of ignorant financing. Let us have sanity in bringing progress
