In addition there will be other signs 
for "Had Curves," "R ailroad  Cross 
ings." "D etou rs." etc.

T he S ta te  Highway Deimrtment will 
finance the m arking o f all highways 
and have exclusive control of same, 
which will elim inate the tioi-ossity of 
the public contributing funds fo r the 
purpose of m arking highways.
