PUBLIC INTEREST PARAMOUNT

The whole nation has heard of the
much-discussed Muscle Shoals project
where asx a war measuure our govern-
ment started hydro-electriec power de-
velpment for purpose of obtaining nit-
rogen from the atmosphere and giving
the United States a sapply of nitrie
acid for the manuafeture of explosives
independent of foreign sapplies.

Numerous propositions have been
made to the overnment to lease or buy
the property, including the one from
Henry Ford which has received the
most public attention on accuont of the
Detroit automobile manufacturer's
prominence and his statements that he
wished to make cheap fertilizer for the
farmers,

The important gquestion for the Am-
erican people is not who gets this prop-
erty, but what the individunal or corp-
oration which secures the use of it will
do for the vublie¢ in return for these
vast properties which they seek to se-
cure at nominal cost from the govern-
ment.

James Couzens, United States Sena-
tor from Michigan and former partner
of Henry Ford, in a recent statement in
Detroit said: “It is commendatory to
the United States Congress that it has
not been brow-beaten into disposing of
the Muscle Shoals project.

“The government must get every dol-
lar possible for this great unfinisher
property and it is reasonable to sup-
pose that honest public officials guard-
ing the interests of the taxpayers will
do thtis.”

It has been generally understood that
the reason for considering Mr. Ford's
extremely low offer for these proper-
ties was that they would be used to
manufacture chean fertilizer if be goets
the mlant but according to his own
statements, he will noto make fertil-
izer except at a profit. This is only
good business,

The question of the “public interest™
in this proposition is, howeveor. of great
er importance that the “individan! in.
terest” of any prospective lessce of the
Muscle Shola psjor,

It is from this angle that the subject
should be conridered. In return for a
hundred-year lease such as proposed in
the Ford proposition, the pabiics rights
must be fully guarded.

Supposing the lessee of the property
under such a lcase disposes of itt? Sap-
posing that the lessee sold out Sup-
posing the les:ee did not coas’der six
per cent enough profit and wonld not
manufacture fertilizer unless he couid
get eight per ¢ont. Supposing th» price
the lessee sot for fertilizer 'voas not
“cheap” for the farmer. Suppesing tho
lessee considerad it necessarv to make

SUCCESSFUL SETS FOR
WOLVES AND COYOTES,
LOCATION FOR TRAPS

|

|

' By Charles N. Tunnell
Various methods and devices have

been used to trap the cunning wolf and |

coyote, but only the best sets will prove
- vailable. In the first place, all trace of
human scent must be destroyed by
wearing gloves at all titmes while mak-

ing the sets and handling the traps.
These gloves and the trappers shoes
must be rubbed well with tallow or
beeswax and oceasionally fresh blood
' from birds, rabbits or some butchered
animal.

One of the best sets and easiest to ;

make ix the trail set. In order to make
this set, take a fresh Kkilled rabbit or
any fresh meat, and slit few times
with a knife, then when »ou are with-'’

in a mile of the place you wish to!

make the set drop the bait to the
ground and drag it along with a strong
cord or wire. Make a large circle
around the place you are to make the
set and lead the trail between bushes
and clumps of grass so if the wolf trails '
the bait he will be forced to pass be- |
tween such places. This ix an ideal
place to make a set, but never zet the
trap directly in the trail, as the wolves
will not walk on the trail, but always!
to ove side of it. Hollow out a small |
place the size of the trap, aud afrer set- ;
ting it, then cover it lightly with grass |
or leaves, but it is better if the ground
is nearly bare to place a picee of pupor |
just larger than the trap jaws over l
them, and cover with dirt. Take care
not to leave the set looking fresh, and
i ffresh dirt is around carry it away,
Sprinkle a little blood around the set,
then leave it as natural as possible,
Another Good Method

Another good way of making a trail
set is to drag the bait un a hole or a
den, and drop a small piece into the
den, scrape a little dirt over the part
of the bait which is in the den and set
the trap in the mouth of the hole. The
wolf will try te scratch out the bait and
get caught. After making the circle,
and setting about two traps on the trail,
then select the place to make the main
set. A bush is a good place, set the bait
back into the bush, and set the trap sev-
eral feet in front of the bait. Lay a'
small cup or something on either side '
of the trap to make a path for the wolf ‘
or coyote to step into, Directly in
front of the set trap place a very small
twig about the size of a match, so the:
wolf will step over it into the trap, as
they will not step on anything if placed .
in their way. Do not leave a freshly
broken twig or they wil become suspic-
fous and shy off from the trap set for,
them. :

Fooling the Wily Wolf

Wolves are close observers, and like
to look over the surounding country,
therefore a good place to make sets for
them is on some high knoll where they
hunt to watch around them. Any kind
of a fresh meat bait is good for such a
set, but do not place it out of its natur-
al order. If a bird or rabbit is hung
high upu on a pole or ‘tree, then the
traps should be a considerable distance
from the bait, as the wolves will not

right to choose the head of their nation that their right of
franchisc has become a meaningless waste of time.

Under our present political system it is impossible for a man
to split his ticket—he ean’t vote for the candidate for president
on one ticket and at the same time vote for the candidate for
vice-president on some other ticket. He niust vote for electors
on one ticket or another in block formation.

Also under the present system it is impossible for any inde-
pendent candidate for the presideney to have his name placel
on the ballot. In Texas it is useless for a Republican to go to
the polls on a presidential proposition. The Republican voice
is so small and still that it is entirely obliterated. In Vermont
it is equally futile for a Damocrat to make a like attempt.
Were the people to vote their choice then men anl women of
all parties would have equal representation as they have equal
