Mr. C. H. Gable, of the United States
Department of Agriculture, Bureau of
Entomolog:, who isx stationed at Na
Autonio, wias in Mason on Tuesdav an
Wednesday of this week, and made ob
servations and invescgations in regard
to the grasshop;er situation in this
county,

Five farms whire rrashoppers seri-
ously daraaged crops during the pas
season, were visited, and eggs and other
observations were made in regard to
the probable re-occurrance of this pest

Mr. Gable ound that the eggs of
hoppers are in very good condition and
more than likely will hatch. However.
he stated, he found fewer egg masses
than he expected, believing that the
young of other insects, the beetle, etc..
have destroyed quite a number of these
eggs.

Briefly, he reports that serious out-
breaks are not very likely to occur, and
farmers need not be unneccessarily
alarmed. He will return here some time
in the next two months to make further
observations, and assures the farmers
that every effort will be made, both by
the Extension Department and by the
Bureau of Entomology that he is con-
nected with, in keeping close watch on
the grasshopper situation in  Mason

| county.

Mr. Gable urges the farmers of this
county to notify the County Agent upon
the first occurance of hoppers in any
numbers this Spring.

Letters on the grasshopper will prob-
ably be sent out through the Extension
Department during the season and far-
mers are asked to watch for, and read
them.

Sources from which poison may be

obtained and formulas to be used in|

combating the grasshopper most suc-
cessfully, ean be gotten through the
County Agent.

Informaticn for selection of the
proper formuias may be obtained by
writing the College.”

The kettle is inverted and riveted to
the bucket, bottom to bottom. Holes
are punched about the base of the
bucket to aid combhustion.

'MAKE BAKING-POWDER

BISCUIT WITH MILK

Government Recipe Gives Plan
for Substituting Milk,

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Asriculture)

In many reeipes for hot hreads and

cake, sonr milk or bhuttermilk and
baking soda may be substituted for
sweet milk or water and baking
powder, or vice versa, To guard
against an  excess of soda, which

causes a yvellow ecolor in the bread and
a less agreeable flavor, use a scant
one-half level teaspoonful of soda te
every cupful of sour milk. The soda
may be sifted with the other dry in-
zredients,
using baking powder,
ough mixing.

In using either baking powder or
sonr milk and soda, all
should be cool, especially the liquid,
and in case of pastry and biscuits It
g2 well also to keep the shortening
rold, although it is not always neces-
sary,
