FERGlSON CONTROL

DeuKH'ral.s P ick  Hailey for Peraiaiiciit 
Chair

Austin. T ex.. Sept. 2.— A fter having 
lieeii in session all of Tuesday and into 
the night o f that day. the Deiuoerutic 
S ta te  convention adjourned until Wed­
nesday morning when it experts to  re- 
ivlve the report of the com m ittee on 
platform and resolutions. The report 
has lieen promised for Hi a. til.

Austin. T ex. Sept. 2.— Proclaim ing no 
quarter for the Ku Klux K la 'i, fram ing 
¡i platform which dtuiouneeil the klan 
and declared for s trict economy in gov­
ernment. and according complete recog­
nition to Mrs. Miriam A. Ferguson as 
tlu> D em ocratic nominee for Governor, 
the S ta te  D em ocratic convention went 
through vociferous sessions here Tues­
day with the Ferguson element in ab­
solute and audible control. As nigiii 
fell on the ettpilot, the footing was still 
continuing, with the permanent organi­
zation effected ¡inly a short tim e lie- 
fore hy election of Joseph Weldon 
Hailey, form er Tniled S ta tes Senator, 
ns chairm an, and Senator Jo e  Burkett 
o f Eastland, ns secretary.

The day was crowd«*! with b itter le- 
nunciatiou o f the klan and its m eth­
ods. with heated oratory, clim axed hy 
a m asterful appeal of Senator Bailey 
for peace, and marked hy warm accla­
mation for Mrs. Ferguson and her hus­
band, who, w ith their daughters, sat 
en the speaker’s platform  throughout 
the day.

To he certa in  that tin* convention 
would he 100 per cent nnti-klan, all 
Ulan delegations were ousted and every 
attem pt of the klan delegates to place 
their friends on important committees 
was decisively defeated hy election of 
substitute committeemen favorable to 
the convention m ajority . In  this man­
ner com mittee members favorable to 
the nnti-klan element from the Fourth 
D istrict, composed of Orange, Je ffe r ­
son. L iberty and Ilard in  counties, and 
from  Use lJtth  d istrict, were seated. A 
b itter tight over the D allas County 
com mittee selections brought form er 
Gov. O. B . Colquitt and Lieutenant 
Governor Davidson into the fra y  a t­
tempting vainly to stop the procedure. 
In  every instance klan delegates and 
committeemen w ere ejected.

“T h at's  w hat they did to us at 
W aco,” shouted many of the delegates 
“It 's  their own medicine.”

Even some o f the Ferguson dele­
gates protested a t  the method, one dele­
gate oxjilaining th at i t  was not neces­
sary to adopt such decisive methods, 
since the Fergusons were In control hy
