The Black Death.

The bubonie pleagne, now re-
ging iu India, is the most destruct-
ive of all kuown epicemics.

Rarely less than 60 aud often sm
per cent of those atiacked die.

It often destroys half the popula-
tion of a town or disirict where it/
prevails.  This disease prevailed
throaghout Europe from 1348 to/
11350 and it is estimated that it
'carried off not less than one-four-
th of the populatlo, or 40,0(m,4mu
of people.  The first important
eutbreak of the disease oceurred
“in the sixth eentury, starting from
lower Egypt, It continued to rav-
|age nor thern Europe until'the sev-
lenteeth eentury, The last outbr
Lealk in England was from 1663 to
1665 cansing what 18 known in
history as the “great plague of
Loudon,” destroying one-halt the
population of Englind.  Sinee’
that ttime it has visited western
Earope. In 1720 it was introdeed |
into Marcciles, France, from Sy-
ria, and destroyed halt the popu-
lation, not only of that gity, but |
of the department of Provence.
There have been rvepeated ont-
breaks in Egvpt, Syria, Asin Mi
nor and Turkey. Several terr'-
ble visitations have occurred i
India and China, Arabia, Mesopo-
tamia and Persin.  The generul
symptoms of the disease resemble
those of other me=lignant forms—
rigors, rise of temperature, pain
in head, back and limbs, greati
prostration and mental hallueina-
tiou, leading to delirium, coma and
death. Abouat the second day the
symptoms which give the disease
its name appears, swelling of the
glands nnder the arms, neder the
lower jaws, in the groins ‘alul else-
where, proceeding to uleeration
and sappuration  Maligunant car-
buunctes appear on different parts
of the body, and rapidly develop |
gangrene.  No specifie medieal
treatment i8 known to cmre the
disease or even mitigate the symp-
toms.  Nwmsing, nourishing and
proper attention to the ronning
sores seem to be all that avals,
The cause of the disease is obscure,
Itis highly infections.  Poverty,
privation and filth are favorable
conditious tor its development,

It is not proable that it can ever
become as fatal in highly civilized |
countries, aas it has proven in llw |
over crowded and nnssuitary na-
tious of the far Kast. Neverthe-
lv.uit'is best to take every pre-
caution to prevent it from obtaiu- |
ing . a foothold upow our shores,
It belougs Last, and we want
