TREATY HAS BEEN DULY SIGNED

Faria, Dec. 12.—-Saturday Senor Mon- 
tero Kloe. president of the Spanls!! 
commission, ascended the steps, loan­
ing on a cane and bundled up in a 
fur rant. The Americana shook hands 
with the Spauiarda when they enter­
ed the conference hall. The face« of 
the representatives of Spain were ex­
ceedingly solemn. Apparently they re­
garded the occasion as a funeral one.

The treaty, which was not complet­
ed. was brought in sections in the 
hands of the engrossers while the com­
mission was sitting

After being photographed the com­
missioners listened to the reading of 
the treaty until 6:15, at which hour . 
they took a recess until 7 o'clock, while | 
awaiting the arrival of the last sec- 1 
tlona of the treaty.

The treaty as signed consists of sev­
enteen articles. It having been advis­
able to subdivide two or three of the 
articles in the draft agreed upon at 
the last meeting.

The commissioners of the two na­
tions wrote their signatures on two 
copies of the treaty, one copy being 
for the archives. The document was 
prepared by Secretary Moore In behalf 
of the I'nlted States commission and 
by Senor VTllaruti for Spain on ac­
count of the continued illness of Sec­
retary UJcda of the Spanish commis­
sion.

Kach copy contained the English 
and Spanish texts of the treaty in par­
allel columns.

The wording had been approved pre­
viously by the commissions without 
a lolnt meeting, so there was no con­
troversy on this subject.

Although the commissions met at 
3 30 o'clock, expecting to finish their 
work in half an hour, the engrossing 
of the treaty, a parchment was found 
to be so troublesome that It delayed 
the signing of the document until 8:20.

July 7, 18i'8. I thereupon directed the 
United State« shin Philadelphia to convey 
JlcAr Admiral Mill»,* to Honolulu and en­
trusted to hi« hands thl» importuut legis­
lative a* t to  he delivered to the president 
o f the republic o f Hu wail with whom the 
admiral and the United States minister 
wore authorized t> make appropriate at- 
rnngeincnt» for transferring the »overclgn- 
ty o f the Island« to tho united State«.

Thl* was »imply but linprcssKcly u-vom- 
plllhed on the l ‘Jth o f  August by the $b- 
lh  try of n ccrl I fled copy >f the 
tlou to President Hole, who tbercui > u >1« i* 
ed up to the United State» government the 
sovereignty and the nubile property o f the 
Hawaiian island«. Pursuant to the term«

The uttcntlon o f congress Is called to the 
fact thnt our counselor officers have reused 
to exist in Hawaii and being about t*> 
res f.e in other countries coming under tie* 
«overelgnty of the United States. The pro- , 
vlsbui« for relief and transportation of 
destitute seamen in the«#* countries will in 
consequence terminate. It 1» proper, there­
fore, tout now legislation should be enacted 
In order to meet the changed condition». »

«t fljvltatlon p, be kept nnd set apart and only paid out in
exchange for gold. This 1» an obvious duty. 
If the holder o f  United States notes pre­
ferred the gold and gets It from the gov­
ernment, he should not receive back from 
the government a United State» note with­
out paying gold lu exchange fo . It. Th» 
reason for that is made all tlie more appa­
rent when the government Issues un Inter­
est-bearing debt to provide gold for the re­
demption o f United State» notes—a non 
interest bearing debt. Purely it should 
not pay them out again except on demand 
and for gold. If they ure put In any otbel 
way they may return »gaiu to be followed 
by another bond l»»ue to redeem them— 
another interest hearing debt to redeem a 
non interest bearing debt.”

This recommendation was made In the 
b d ie f  that such provisions o f law could ln- 
*tir$* to n greater degree the sitf«*ty o f the 
present standard und better protect our 
currency from the dangers to which It Is 
siiblect from a disturbance lu the general 
busfnegri condition of the country.

In my jiidtuent the present condition of 
tlie treasury amply Justices the Immediate 
enactment of tin* legislation recommended 
oho year ago. under which a Portion o f the 
gold holding« sh.cild be pineal In u trust 
fund, from whlrh greenback* should bn 
redeemed on presentation, but when once 
redeemed should not thereafter be paid out 
except for gold.

The annexation of Hawaii snd th# 
changed relations of the United States to 
H a w i I N  rto Rico and the Philippine» re­
sulting, the war compelled the pr-'inpl 
adoption o f  u maritime policy by tue 
United State». There should be established 
regular and frequent st»^uunakip communica­
tion. encouraged by th*» Vm tea State» un­
der the Amcrjqait flag with the newly ac­
quired iMlnnd*.

It is our duty to furnish th* people o f
Hawaii with facilities under national "on- 
trol for theltA export and Import trads. 
lt will lie conceded thnt the present sltua- 
thm call« for legislation which shall bn 
pfom pt, durable and liberal.

The part which American merchant ves- 
tel« and tli.-ir seamen performed in the 
war with Spain demonstrates tust tills ser­
vice, furnishing both pickets and the »cr­
oud line o f defense is u national necessity 
and should be encouraged lu every coustltu- 
t ’onul way.

To usslst In rolling barrels, a pair of 
levers are hinged to form tongs, and 
have small rollers to engage both the

An adjustable necktie fastener for 
bow ties has a linkchain on one strap 
in the back, with a hook on the oppo­
site end to catch any one of the links 
and adjust the straps to the proper 
tension.

Belt pulleys are being manufactured 
which will hold the belt in the center 
of the pulley and prevent It from slid­
ing off, a right and left spiral groove 
being cut from the center to the edges 
of the belt surface.

A new ruff fastener is composed of 
a wire link twisted into three hoops 
with the connecting link fastened in 
the end loop for Inserting kn the cufT, 
after which It is slipped Into the cen­
ter loop to hold the cuff.

To assist in polishing stoves and oth­
er metal work a new apparatus Is com­
posed of a liquid receptacle mounted 
over a lamb's wool polishing surface, 
to which the polishing liquid is dis­
charged through valve-controlled pipes.

A handy device for cyclers consists 
of a mutch box formed in one end of 
the handle bar. a spring being Inserted 
in the bar which presses against the 
end of the box and pushes It into view 
when a lever Is depressed to release 
It.

An improved electric battery cell has 
a removable bottom of woven fabric, 
which permits the free passage of li­
quids Into the Jar, but prevents the de­
composed portions of the zinc from 
dropping down and iacrusting the cop­
per.

An Englishman has patented a new 
system of belt gearing in which the 
rims of the pulleys are made hollow 

■ and can be distended by forcing air in­
to them, the belt being made hollow 
and charged with liquid under pres­
sure.
