Campaigns hm•e been wa~l'<l 
encourage pc:oople to ntt('nd tht'l• 
precinct convention so that thl'il 
Ideas, \\!shes and dl•s irrs might h<· 
relayed to their county connn~ 
tlons and ultimate ly orr to thch 
state convention, a process \\e call 
democracy In actio n. Thouands , of 
honest Texas ci t izens attended 
thei r precinc t conventions with no 
other Idea than to discharge their 
duties as good citizens, they 
oepted e lect ion as delegate• 
their county a nd s tate convention 
in the same spirl t. 

Few, if a ny, or t he del(>i:atea to 
tho T exas OemCicratlc Convention 
1n F ort Worth on September ll 
were 10 nicve as to believe thn 1 
there would not be the usual 
amount of maneuvering, barter~ 

in&, and compromising that is nc~ 
oessa.ry to conduct a party con~ 
ventlon with Its attendant differ· 
ences of opinion and convictions 
But, few indeed, were prepared to, 
or understand why, they were 
called upon to conduct. the bust~ 
ness of their party under armed 
guard, In fact In an atmosphere 
of a police state where clvU UtX'r· 
tles had dcmlnished to a tcmpor~ 

ary status and which could be 
completely abolished at a word 
from a n unseen power. 

In addi tion to the Fort Worth 
City Police, who were at the con~ 
vention in ample force to main~ 
tain law and order under t he moat 
tryin& circwns tanc , there was 
an undertermirred number ot arm~ 
td KU&rds (t"eP\ftcdly members of 
a S heriff's P osse from a nelghbol'· 
in& county) patrollinl lhe conven­
tion haJl and servmr as guards at 
all entrances, approaches to 
stadlum, and at advantae:e points 
throug hout the buildlne: and the 
rrounds. ln a nswer to l1\Y query 
u to wha t authori ty he was serv· 
in& under, one younr ranger·t>'PC 
looking fellow, d.resiied ln western 
cub and wea rln&: a pearl~hand le 
pistol, saJd tha t he was a member 
ol the Palo P into Sheriffs Poue 
and that he didn' t know by wha t 
authorit y ho was at t he com·en· 
lion, that he was there just be~ 
cause somebody told him to be 
there. Whetht"r you like it or no t, 
or whether you believ it or not , 
tha t wu the atmosphere that pre~ 
vaiJed at the ope nang and through~ 
out the State Ucmocratlc Convcn~ 
tkm at l'~ort Worth on Sept ('ltlli<'l'

l t 1.!: natural to ask the qucst1on 
"Why the ex~ i..-e show of forct' 
a t this particular convention, had 
Texans d«1;eneratcd to the point 
where martial law was tteces.snry 
to force them to conduct a n or~ 

dcrly convention, why the nccc ~ 

s ity for armed ~,:uards to take up 
tickets nt the t"ntrancc asd to Is· 
sue p.'lsses at the exit, \\hy the ne~ 
ccsslty for armed sent ries through~ 
out the buildings nnd grourrds. Jt 
certainly \\a.sn•' the custom at 
Democratic conventions in th<' 
past. Why?" The only answer thnt 
I received to these questions wns 
tha t evidently the people that 
were In charge of the party ma~ 
chinery, and the state's political 
machine, were t r)·ing to create the 
impression thnt the loya l demo. 
crall ( who wert: In lejpl majorit) 
at the convention) were the type 
of people that required extra po~ 
llclng to keep 1hcm In line, to 
k eel) them from turrring n political 
convention into a riot. Th('re was 
also the theory Ulat the party ru~ 
lcrs hod no intention of relinquish· 
ing con t rol of t he party and that 
the show ot force wo uld s t rertglh· 
en thei r s tand. \ Vhatcvcr the rra~ 
son for t he extra firearms It I ~ 
a reflec tion on Texas and law~ 
abiding Texans that will not be 
forgotten soon.

THE BIG STEP ••• 
While it i1 a sore iuue in many Teus and other South ­

ern towns, wa feel that he re on the Hi9h Pla ins the pro ble m 
of integrating the races into our public school1 has been 

he ld in ih proper proport iorn. 

Admitte dly we have very few Negroes in th is re<lJion­
and our problem is no t so 9reat. But the proble m ac tually 
•rhe s from our traditional pre jud ice ag•inst sk ins of a dif. 
ferent color th an our own-and no t f rom tl\ e mere fact of 

integration . 

Our att itudes here on the H igh Pla ins are different than 
thole to the sou th of us, although we must frank ly admit 
there are few in this coun ty who would have condone d in te­
gra t ion he re hed no t the lew requi re d it . But this is to our 
credit , 1lnce the few Negro c!-lildren here were in tegra te d 
without d inant ian and we re1pec te d the law of the lend. 

To u1 the problem of mob violence is of more para­
mount imporhnce than in tegrat in g th e Negroes with our 
children. Such a thing as mau hy1ter ia h never complimen­

tary to a race and thh is no exception. 

All of us in t he United States appeo~~r to be prone to 
rebel •gain•+ the though t of integution. Especiallv in +he 
1outh is it repuqna nt ... bvt even so there li te m11ny of us 
who say a man should receive hi1 guaranteed due , regardlau 
o f the color of his skin. l1 our prejudice agains t a N egro 
youngs ter a ttending school with our white children more im­
portant than the Neg ro child 's receiving e decent education 1 
W e thin k no t . The Ameriun people must •w• llow their pr ide, 
real or fain . end admit t o some gen uine log ical truths if we 
are ever t o progreu down the road to true humanit arian ism 

our for e fathe rs envisioned. 
W e sNw-ed in the ermy a ft er it wa1 in t egreted. We went 

in t o it with an open mind but soon found oursclve• prejudice d 

11 g tlinst the Negro-bid not because o f the colo r a f his 1kin. 
It wos 1impllo' b ecause t hey were di ff erent. They liked to 
shoot craps and ma ke a lo t of noi1e llround bed t ime. Thei r 
integ rat ion made meny of them more bel i9erant towards the 
whites. And for the most part they were i9norant. 

American soldiers, sailors , and Marines are getting e 
close 1tudy of their Negro barracks-m ates lind are arriving 
a t about the same concl u1ian th at we did, vi 1: Afte r a short 
time of auociation the color mean• little end their cultural 
and e ducat ional differences fr om ourselves i1 not their fault . 
Only through sc hoolin9 and auoc:iation can w e ever a c hie ve 
any kind o f equill ity :n public opinion of the race1. 

One of tLoe c~icf bunaboo1 oqains f in t egr.t ion t odey is 
th'c fo ar in in t erm-!rrieq~. So long as we a bsolu tely prohibit 
intermerriage by law 11nd impose stiff un tences, then there 
is no reason th is w:U ever get out of h .. nd. lrre gerdleu of 
ho w much in termingling of the rec: e s we have , publi c o p inion 
on bo th , :de l o f the color fenc:• i1 enou gh to keep in line 
e ny people who would th in k of inte rmarriage. 

It herdly 1eems ju1 t ified for the caucasiom to oppo1e 
intermllrriage sinee 85 percent of a ll Negroes in the United 
Stc\t~u tot:ltt>t have 1ome white or Indian blood in thei r "'•ins , 
Almost ~.til ~ f thil white blood was mixed with the blac k out 
of wedlo c~ which i1 jus t as disgusting a thought •• inter · 
merr iage ever was . The people who are throwing roe~s in 
South Taus, Tenn«.lnee. Georga , Arka nu1, .!tnd Loui1ia na 

m•y not hawoe so much io be proud of after ell. 
W e have always been e eople o f false pr ide and pre­

jud ice , . . we wouldn ' t be human if we waren't. Meny white 
people jud don 't want to euoc: iate with colored people any 
more tha n they wou ld with whites the y d idn"t like , This is 
no body's b u1ineu but the ir own . 

But when a b ebv is born in the Un ited States he •uto­
rnat ica lly rece ives " right to everything any other beby is 
en t itl e d to , irreg.!trdleu of color o f 'kin, This is uniwoeru l, it 
is g ua ranteed in cu~ Con st it ut ion end it is a basic law of 
.l1'!'\ C-1"i c.an pscudo ~humanity. It took great courage for the 
Supreme Court t o take their stand. The judic:es of that grut 
tribunal probably wou ldn ' t want tfole ir children attending 
school witl-t N e 9 ro children ei the r, but they recogni:r.ed that 
by so doin9 they would be de pr iving many Amaric:an citinns 
of equ al opportunity under t he law. 

Right now i1 11 crucial time in our domestic h istory. We 
cen go e ithe r w•y and we can crit icize any wey. There will 
be m<'~ny and divergent vie ws and hostility and pr•judic:e . 
But b e fore criti cizing we should remember to temper our 
viaws with reasoning . We must ei the r look at this problem 
from the same view ill our C onst itut ion, or we skould chenCJ• 
our Constitution and laws and never forg et tkat we ere e 
netion governed by lllws end not by men.

Most or you will recall t11e fht;h t 
t11a t wu h11d l.est seulon on the 
g.u bill . The bill finally paned 
both 11ouu1 of the Cortgreu an4 
was s('nt to the \Vhite House. 
P rf'Sidcn t Eisenhower votoed the 
bill. even thou"h he had previQUll• 
ly expressed I'll& opin ion that red. 
(lr.!IIJ rf'gulalion of the producers 
or gaa at the wellhead waa not 
In keeping with the best Interes t• 
of this c:ou rrt ry or our rorm of 
government. Althouxh he alated is 
hiR veto message that there was 
some lndlcatlon or undue lobby­
ing activities a nd based hl1 veto 
on that reason, he d id not Impress 
me or others who were- thoroughly 
familiar with the aituatlon. I sus­
pected at the time, and so pointed 
ou t ln n rrowslctter, that there was 
more politics in the v~t o than 
the re was reaJGnlng. The bltl was 
either a eood bill or a bed bill. 
[f It wu A good bi ll It should nell 
have been vetoed, because some­
body tried to pay somebody else 
some money In aome lobbying ac­
tivltl«. H the bill was a bad bill 
It should never have passed the 
Congres5, lobbying actl\!itiH or 
no lobbyirtg activities. The truth 
is that It was a good bill, al­
though I did not reel that It went 
far enough In freeing- the pro· 
ducers from federal control Very 
few bills tn our legislative his tory 
have been th subject of more ex. 
tenlive hearings than were had 
on thls gas bill. It was thoroughly 
debated In the House of Repre­
serrtatlves and l)alised thi!! Hou11e 
by a vote of 209 to 203. It then 
paned the Senate and went to 
the White House were It was 
vetoed . I thought the ve to was 
wrong then, and I still think the 
same way.

Rumors around Washington are 
thnt some arde nt supporters of 
th{' Pn>siden t Rr«> aeeklng the ac­
tive and Clnartclal support o r the 
oll and gaa people ror t~ fall 
campaign. The 0 al'ld G people 
ue suppoud to ha\•e been told 
lhat it such suppor·t Is forthcom­
Ing, the Prea ident wlllaign the gas 
bill as soon aa It ~et1 to lhe 
Wh ite House next year. 1 would 
advl~ the 0 And G people to be 
sure to r•ead and unders ta nd ex­
actly what is going on. In the 
fi rst place, It should be pointed 
out that the phrase "as soon as 
il KeUI to the While HoWle" is 
thP tricky part of thP langu&Jt.e. 
Ju the SE<'Ond pia~. It must be 
remembered that the bill pall ed 
the House by a !Ina! vote of 209 
to 203 - a morrtn of on ly six: 
votes. In the third place, it would 
not be d ifficu lt tm· lliCveral ot the 
~mbers who voted for th~ bill 
to change their vo tes In the next 
session and vote against the bilL 
It would only rcquJrc a change of 
four votes to defeat the bill In 
the House-. This would mearr that 
the bill would never reach the 
White n ouse. TI'If~rll'rore. t he pro. 
mise of the arden t supporters of 
the Pr<.'lldent that the bill would 
be signed "l't.S soon all It reaches 
the Whi te House'' would not be 
broken, simply because the bill 
had not reAched the White Hou~. 

Tile t ruth Is ther~ IJ a propll­
ganda campaign going on today 
against the oil and gaa industry. 
The present Senat.e lobb)•lng hear­
Ings arl" furnishing a good lltage 
Crom which to criticize the oil 
and gas people at the producer 
leve l. If this propaga nda c~m­

palgn Is au~ful, It will hurt 
the eci!nomy or the Panhandle or 
Texas , The big utility compontcs 
In the Eas t wan t to firm up their 
gas sources and fix it so that the 
producers and ro)•alty ownen 
must sell t heir gu Into the pipe­
lines for use In the East and Mid­
dle West. 

They realize the possibility that 
many new dlsooverlcs ror gas us­
age are highly probable and that 
the vatu.- of gas as a natural re­
aource will be measurably Increas­
e<!. 

These utility compantes are 
willing to subkt gat producers 
to federal cont ro l In order to pro­
t.ect thll'lr own sour~ ot supply. 
Thtse utJ Uty companl4!11 had bet­
ter wak up. Because federal con­
