I CARE FOR POULTRY NOW
All hens that are going to be kept 

for egg prialuction this coming seas­
on should be given a worm eradicator 
at once. The latter part of July and 
the first part of (August is the ideal 
time and should not be neglected. .All 
poultry is more or less infected with 
worms in West Texas.

; The writer has examined some 
! lately and found many specimens to 
' show a pale comb and wattles which 
indicates that the worm.** are sucking 
the life bloinl from the foul.

There are three kinds of worms that 
are found rather readily if the intes­
tine is stripped out then opened from 
one end to the other. The most easily 
seen is the round (.Ascarida) that 
grows about .1 inches long. Then the 
next most serious form is the tape 
worm. These are both found in the 
intestines. The last named type is the 
pin worm found only in the secum or 
blind pouches. These are very destruc­
tive to turkeys but hardly ever serious- 

I ly affect chickens, although present in 
most every live bird.

The most popular remedy recom­
mended is the double treatment which 

^contains Kamala and Tetrachlorethy- 
lene. There is also a capsule that con­
tains Kamala and Nicotine Sulphate. 
Ê ither kind is goo<i and will get a- 
bout 95 per cent of all worms.

Hens can not do well when their 
life blood is being consumed by the.iel 
pesl.s. E'ryers many times can not be 
made to fatten and it i.s caused by too 
many worms aking the blootl.

If in doubt about any worms being 
in the flock take a specimen and cut 
it open as above described and test 
them out.
