Irrigation Gas Users’ Legislation Is Approved

Before the Texas House of Re-
presentatives for final passage
Thursday was a bill which would
put natural gas used for irrigation
purposes under the price jurisdic-
tion of the Railroad Commission so
long as the seller is already regu-
lated.

The measure won preliminary ap-
proval in the house Wednesday by
a vote of 83 to 59 while scores
of High Plains irrigation farmers
stood watching from the gallaries.

The bill had already passed the
Senate, but must be returned for
re-approval since the house tacked
on an amendment. Time is the pro-
blem for the irrigation farmers

since the special session ends no |

leter than next Thursday.

There were three hours of debate
and five amendments were prof-
fered but turned down, while the
sixth one stuck. Sponsored in the
Senate by senators Andy Rogers
of Childress and Grady Hazelwood
of Amarillo, the bill passed there
with only a brief discussion and
no protest.

The bill is the result of a long
series of efforts by area farmers
to make it more difficult for gas
suppliers to increase prices. The
efforts have been aimed primarily
at Pioneer Natural Gas company.
It was introduced in the house by
Rep. H. G. Wells of Tulia.

A delegation of forty-one Pan-
handle and South Plains farmers
representing the Plains Irrigation
Gas Users Association were pre-
sent for a hearing before the state
Senate Agriculture Committee and
also visited with Governor Price
Daniel Tuesday afternoon, accord-
ing to a statement by Jay Boston
of the Association.

According to Mr. Boston, a large
group of Pahhandle and South
Plains farmers— all members of
the Association—have for several
weeks been making plans to try to
secure  state legislation which
would give farmers the same right
of appeal to the Raolroad Commis-
sion in case the seller and pur-
chaser cannot agree upon a rate.
Cities and towns already have this

right under present law.

An estimated 200 farmers swarm-
ed over the capitol in an effort to
support their cause before legisla-
tors.

Under provisions of the bill, any
gas company who is a public util-
ily by virtue of activities other
than sales to farmers would be the
only, ones affected, and in such a
situation the sales of gas by a
company already a utility, would
be subject to the regulation of the
Railroad Commission in the same
manner as sales to towns and cit-
ies. ‘““The bill, if enacted, would
affect a great savings to irriga-
tion farmers all over the Panhan-
dle and South Plains who are us-
ing gas as a fuel,” Mr. Boston
said.

Stiffest opposition to the bill
came from Rep. J. W. Buchanan
of Dumas who first tried to raise
a point of order against it, then
tried to recommit it and finally
tried to remove his four-county
Panhandle district from its juris-
diction. He failed on all counts.

Buchanan was quoted as saying
his farmers did not want to do any-
thing to jeopardize their getting
gas. “All we want to do is buy
gas. We'll get down on our knees
to buy gas at any price,” he plead-
ed,

Rep. Will Ehrle of Childress was
also quoted as saying farmers in
his area are also concerned about
getting gas service, although he
had no irrigated farms in his dis-
trict.

The concern may have come
from a statement by C. I. Wall of
Amarillo, president of Pioneer Na-
tural Gas Company, who reported-
ly told the house agricultural com-
mittee that his company would
have to take a long look at re-
quests for service to additional far-
mers if the bill becomes law.

Wall also said he believed the
supply of irrigation gas should be
unregulated because of its tricky
nature. He said peak demand is
dependent on the weather making
the use unpredictable as in the
case of municipal consumption.

Present rates were set in Feb-

ruary, 1961, Mr. Wall said, and are
at the lowest possible cost.

The bill is an outgrowth of leg-
islation passed eight years ago as
an attempt by High Plains far-
mers to secure natural gas as a
fuel for their irrigation engines.
This fuel, where available, had
proven much cheaper and less
troublesome than butane, gasoline
or other combustables. The legisla-
tion removed an objection by Phil-
lips Petroleum Company and others
to sale of gas for irrigation pur-
poses. These producers ' felt the
sale would subject them to regu-
lation as public utilities. The 1954
legislation stated clearly that such
sale would not cause the produc-
er to come under public utility re-
gulation. All gas has since been
free of regulation when sold for
irrigation purposes.

Irrigation Gas Users Association
attorney John D. Aikin of Here-
ford said the same result could
be obtained by going through the
courts, but that it would take much
more time than clarifying legisla-
tion.

Sign-Up Period
Set for Grain

Producers who wish to comply
with the 1962 feed grain program
will sign up between February 5
and March 30, reports C. H. Bates,
extension farm management spe-
cialist.

Provisions of the 1962 program
are very similar to those for 1961.
One change is that idle and fal-
low land for the years 1959 and
1960 will be considered in the soil
conserving base for farms. This
will give less flexibility in the use
of land diverted from feed grains.
explains Bates.

Payment rates for diverted acres
will be in line with those for 1961
because support prices for feed
grains have been set at identical
levels. The rates are again based
on the normal production of the
farm times the county support
rate. The minimum acreage reduc-
tion (from the 1959-60 base) is 20
percent, which will earn a payment
based on 50 percent of the local

support price. For diversion of
between 20 = and 40 percent
the payment will be ° figured

at 60 percent of the local support
price.

Barley, which was not included
in last year’s program because of
late passage of legislation, is in-
cluded in the 1962 program. A pro-
ducer having barley plus grain
sorghum or corn can participate
in barley reduction independent of
the other crops. If he wishes to
comply on barley alone however,
he must stay within his 1959-60 base
on corn and grain sorghum if he
wants- to receive price supports.
On the otherhand, if he wishes
to comply on the corn and grain
sorghum he must not exceed his
base acreage for barley.

Cooperating farmers will be eli-
gible for price supports on their
1962 crops of corn, grain sorghum,
the base yield limitations, Bates
continues. Also, they are permitt-
ed to draw one-half of their total
diversion payment at the time of
their sign-up.

Non-cooperating producers will
not be eligible for price supports
on feed grains, but they will re-
ceive the market price for them.
Since no acreage will be diverted
they will not receive payment for
any additional conservation use.

Grain producers should study
carefully their individual alterna-
tives in these programs. Decisions
should rest on the estimated out-
come for each operator, based on
the goals he is seeking, says Bates.
Producers having questions about
the effects of varying levels of
compliance on their 1962 operations
should contact their local County
ASCS office manager or their local
county agent.

Good yields of grain \ sorghum
have been produced in the High
Plains area with a wide range of
planting dates. But, with the many
hybrids available to producers,
more and more information.is need-
ed concerning the response of dif-
ferent maturity date hybrids to
planting date. This test was initiat-
ed in 1961 to determine the effect of
planting date on early, medium,
and late maturing hybrids.

Included in the test were six dif-
ferent hybrids, classified with re-
spect to maturity as early, medium
and late. The early hybrids, Texas
502 and Northrup King 120, are
two of the earliest hybrids avail-
able. The hybrids medium matur-
ity, Texas 610 and DeKalb E56a,
have been very popular for several

‘| years. The late hybrids, P. A. G.

665 and Lindsey 788, represented
the latest maturity group.

All six hybrids were planted in
replicated plots on April 20, May
15, June 1, and June 25, Seeding
rate was 10 pounds per acre.

Nitrogen was applied uniformly
to all plots in the test at the rate
of 100 pounds per acre.

Trrigation water was applied to
each date of planting as needed to
insure adequate moisture for
growth and development. The April
planting was watered five times
with a total of 18.5 acre inches.
The May 15 and June 1 dates of
planting required four irrigations
which totaled 14.8 acre inches. The
June 25 planting was watered only
three times with a total of 11.3
acre inches.

Bloom dates were recorded for
all hybrids as they began bloom-
ing. The height of each hybrid on
each planting date was measured
at maturity. ALl plots within each
planting date were harvested on
the same date, when the latest ma-
turing hybrid was dry enough to
thresh. The grain from each plot
was weighed and moisture percent-
age determined immediately after
harvest. Yields were then caleulat-
ed on the basis of 14 per cent
moisture.

The results of this test are not
conclusive because of bird damage
to plots that matured early and
midge damage to plots that bloom-
ed late.

Birds began feeding on the early
hybrids as they ripened and con-
sequently the earliest plots were
damaged most. There wag no other
grain in the surrounding area at
the time these plots were ripening
which resulted in heave bird feed-
ing on a small area.

Estimates of bird damage varied
from 10 to 85 percent on the April
20 planting and from 0-to 35 per-
cent in the May 15 planting, A
large field of grain sorghum would
certainly not have been affected
by birds to the extent that these
small plots were.

All hybrids planted on June 25
were infested by midge. This re-

The late
blooming hybrids were the most
severely affected by midge.

The midge is a tiny insect which

sorghums and other grasses. Lar-
vae emerge from the eggs within
a short time and feed on the seed
embryo. This prevents the grain
from developing and produces a
head with little or no grain produc-
ed. The extent of (1amagc depends
on' the percent of grains affected.

The midge is a new problem in
this area and presents a serious
threat to grain serghm production.
Insecticidal control is impractical
because it is necessary to spray on
three day intervals from the time
the head emerges until after the
blooming period. Although only
those hybrids planted June 25 were
affected by midge in this test, this
is no indication that earlier plant-
ings will not be affected in another
seasofl.

The June 1 plantmg was the only
planting date in which none of the
hybrids were affected by birds or
midge. Yields on these plots rang-
ed from 5,003 with North King 120
to 8,429 with Lindsey 788. Five of
the six hybrids produced their
highest yield of P.A.G. 665 was
produced on the May 15 planting.
Planting date greatly influenced
both the length of time from plant-
ing to bloom and plant heights of
all hybrids as shown in Table 2.
The average time from planting to
bloom was 24 days longer for the
April planting than for the June
95 planting. From this standpoint
the early planting was less favor-
able because more water was re-
quired to grow the crop to matur-
ity. However, from the standpoint
of plant height, the early planting
was more -favorable because the
hybrids averaged 12 inches shorter
when planted on April 20 as com-
pared with June 25.

There was no advantage in the
April planting with respect to ear-
ly harvest. There was very lit-
tle difference in the moisture con-
tent of the grain from the April
and May plantings which were both
harvested on the same date. The
high moisture readings for the ear-
ly hybrids planted in April were
due to tillering following the bird
damage to these hybrids.

est yield on the May 15 planting.
Because of the damage to three
of the four planting dates in this
test, no conclusions can be drawn
from these results, regarding the
effect of planting date on yield of
the different grain sorghum hy-
brids.

Productive Acres

THE BUDGET

On January 18th the Congress re-
ceived the budget Message of the
President of the United States for
Fiscal Year 1963. The Budget Mes-
sage reflected a balanced budget
for 1963. However, it is well to note
that very few budgets have ever
been presented to the Congress in
which balance was not claimed.
It might also be noted that the
final result was an unbalanced bud-
get. In the past 16 years there has
been a deficit 10 times. Deficit
spending has been the order of the
day 8 years out of the past 11. The
year 1959 ploducerl the highest
peacetime deficit in the history of
this country. This, together with
prior deficits, continued to push up
the public debt to near the tlree
hundred billion mark. Another in-
crease in the national debt will be
requested. We cannot continue to
operate on a deficit. It should not
have been permitted as many time
as it occurred in the past. There
are times when deficit spending is
necessary for the protection of our
country. But in peacetime when
we have the abundance that we
enjoy in this country, recovery
should be made to offset the de-
ficits created during wartime. This
has been a controversial issue
every step of the way, and will
continue to be a controversial issue.
An analysis of the Congressional
votes on spend matters will reveal
that a substantial minority has
consistently voted for an actual bal-
anced budget rather than a propos-
ed balanced budget. Had those of
us who have strongly advocated an
actual balanced budget every year
been successful, there would be no
need for a requested increase in
public debt.

One of the main reasons that we
in this country have suffered from
deficits is the age-old problem of
greed. There are too many people
who are willing to cut Federal ex-
penditures so long as it does not
personally affect them, their com-
munity, or their State. The result
is deficit spending. If it is to be
cured, every area of this country
and every segment of its economy
should take a long, hard look at
its past fiscal policies, its require-
ments, and its demands, and come
forward with some realistic and
effective reduction proposals. The
Congress should, in my opinion,
authorize the appropriations com-
mittees to assign employees of the
committees to work along with the
bureaus, boards, and the agencies
when they ae preparing their bud-
gets. These employees should be
fable to produce a documentary
story that will result in measurable
cutbacks in many of the depart-
mental areas. If the appropriations
committees cannot or do not desire
to so proceed, a separate budget
committee should be created to
make a continuing and constant
evaluation of the requests of the
many, many departments of the
government in their budget request
It is my opinion that a full and
complete story on this subject
would afford the Members of con-
gress with sufficient information
to effectively save several billion
dollars a year. In addition to this,
the Congress should adopt legisla-
tion requiring a fixd fund to be set
aside out of revenue each year and
to be paid on the public debt. It
must be”realized that to be ef-
fective, such a practice presuppos-
es a balanced budget.

As for the present proposal, you
will be interested to know that in
the 1962 Federal Budget, which was
the last budget of President Eisen-
hower, the tax dollar was divided
as follows:

“2 cents Debt Retirement” item
above referred to did not come in-
to being, because that budget had
a paper balance and not an actual
blance. Hence, the so-called debt
retirement feature was wiped out
by the deficit.

The major point is,
however, that substantially 70 cents
out of every tax dollar is ear-mark-
ed for defense and associated pur-
poses. The fact is that a substan-
tial part of the interest charges
could be allocated as defense re-
quirements because most of the

national debt was created during
World War II. This charge alone
could be measurably reduced if
we would pursue a policy of re-
ducing the public debt systemati-
cally, rather than increasing it each

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IN THE BEGINNING

Have you ever wondered about
where banquets originated? Have
you ever looked it up? Well, “here
St

It was the famous Mr. Boswell
who first defined man as the cook-
ing animal, yet it is not known
when the human annimal first
learned to cook. It is highly impro-
bably that this secret was known
to prehistoric man. He ate his food
raw, and washed it down with pure
water unil he lerned that it was
more pleasant to satisfy his hun-
ger after the food had been sub-
jected to heat.

Our few records. show that the
art of feasting was practically con-
temporaneous with the Egyptians
and the Hebrews.

Among the Jews all festive re-
pasts were held toward the close
of day, after all matters of busi-
ness had been concluded. If the
feast was to be one of great cere-
mony, guests were not only inviteld
long before the occasion, but again
on the day and as near to the ap-
pointed hour as possible.

Guests at Hebrew banquets were
required to bring their cards of
invitation and these were present-
ed to servants stationed at the
entrance door. Upon being admit-
ted the guests were conducted to
the receiving-room where water,
oils, and perfumes awaited them.
If the host desired to exhibit a
great mark of courtesy, he provid-
ed each guest with a richly em-
broidered garment, light and showy
and cut in a flowing fashion, which
all were required to wear during
the feast. 2

In the ealiest days, as is shown
by the habits of the Israelites,
guests sat cross-legged around a
low table and the custom of re-
clining while eating was not intro-
duced until about the last of the
Old Testament days. In Ancient
Egypt and Persia the tables were
arranged along the sides of the
room._ andsguests faced the wall.

At this time such articles as
spoons, knives, and forks were
unknown and those who ate ob-
tained the morsel they desired by
dipping their slices of bread in the
dish before them, folding the meat,
or other food substance, within by
the use of the thumb and two fin-
gers. Later centuries saw the in-
vention of the spoon but many
hundred years elapsed before any
other substitute for the fingers was
suggested. naturally the hands be-
came smeared .with grease, but
they were cleaned by being rubbed
on bread kept for that purpose. This
bread was then thrown to the dogs
who waited beneath the tables for
just such morsels from the feast.
If the fingers became too badly
soiled, however, servants would ap-
pear with water and assisted the
guests to wash by pouring water
over the hands into a basin.

When the party was a large one
it was the custom for two persons
to eat from one dish and the host
often showed the height of hospita-
lity by dipping his hand into his
own dish, lifting a portion of the
food, and offering sop to his guest.
To decline such an attention was
a breach of etiquette that stamped
one as being extremely ill-bred.

After the adoption of the reclin-
ing posture, guests lay with their
faces toward the table, the left arm
resting upon a cushion and the feet
streched out behind, while during
the progress of the banquet, both
head and feet were frequently
sprinkled with perfume to over-
come any - unpleasant odor that
might arise.

The food served at these ancient
banquets consisted of flesh, fish,
fowl, melted butter, bread, honey,
and fruit all of which were brought
to the table at one time. All this
food was either prepared in liquid
or with a sauce and was conven-
iently cut into small pieces before
being served.

It is scarely necessary to trace
the history of the banquet —which

I would like
to introduce you to the staff of
this section in the newspaper, and
try to acquaint you with some of
the reporters and their jobs; but
before I do this I will tell you a
little bit about some of the respon-
sibilities of a newspaper.

First of all a newspaper must be
informative, entertaining, and ap-
pealing. It is up to the staff to
see that the newspaper meets all
of these requirements, and in or-
der to do this, each reporter must
constantly be ‘“‘on his toes” to keep
his eyes and ears open to any and
all news events that may be of
interest to the readers. Each re-
porter must be alert, responsible,
loyal, dependable and co-operative.
Being a reporter for a newspaper
is not an easy job: however some
reporters have a talent for getting
and writing their stories. On the
other hand, some do not have a
natural talent for writing and they
naturally have to work harder to
develop this talent to turn out good
work.

Another very important respon-
sibility of the staff, besides just
gathering news and writing it is to
be positive that all of the informa-
tion you have is correct-names,
dates, places, events, ect.- and not
misleading. During the process of
gathering the facts, writing the
article, and having it typed, there
are bound to be some mistakes-
mostly typographical. Any mistakes
that are made, however, should be
caught and corrected by the proof-
reader. The chances of having a
more nearly perfect newspaper are
even greater if there are at least
two or, better still, three proof-
readers. It is pretty easy to acci-
dentally let a few mistakes slip by
if there is only one proofreader,
but these ‘little slips ” can and
should be eliminated because some
one could be hurt in some way
by an error. A newspaper should
build good will and gain the respect
of its readers by being a good ser-
vant to the people. Therefore, it
is up the to reporter to see that
only truth is printed, and be cogni-
zant of the readers’ feelings and
reputations. This is why the staff
must be extra careful to print only
that which is meant to be printed,
because once the news of one de-
partment is proofread and sent out
to the main News office, that‘s all

Dear Fellow Texan:

President Kennedy‘s address to
the joint session of the 87th Con-
gress was a true State of the Union
message. In a little less than
twelve pages, it contained a docu-
mentary report on our national
strength and the areas of that
strength that the President be-
lieves must be built up by legis-
lative action.

Broadly the President called for
a strong economy and a strong
defense for our nation. There is
no likely argument with the broad
goals set forth in this speech. But,
as for the ways to achieve them,
which the President also’ set forth,
there will be debate, for where
there is no freedom of opin-
ion, there is no effective legisla-
tive branch, no independent judi-
ciary and no freedom.

This is the fifth time that I have
sat in joint sessions of Congress to
hear the annual State of the Union
message delivered by an Ameri-
can president, since you first sent
me here to take my oath of office
as a senator in April 'of 1957. The
first four of those annual messages

The annual message is now de-
livered by the President in  per-
son, where formerly his message
was read by another person, and
it is always delivered in the House
of Representatives - the larger of
the two legislative chambers. First
the members of the House as-
semble. Next the senators march
over to the house from the Senate
side, under the great dome of the
capitol in rows of two, but our
marching steps are attuned to the
age of some of our members and
not to the beat of drums. After
the 100 senators are in place, in
the House side, in the Hall of Re-
presentatives, the ever- inceasing
number of ambassadors from for-
eign nations enter. They now num-
ber about 100 nations and some of
the ambassadors are dressed = in
European clothes and some in the
long, flowing robes of the lands
from which they come.

Then the President’s cabinet ar-
rives, taking seats in a row im-
mediately in front of the senators.
A doorkeeper heralds the arrival
of the senators, ambassadors and
cabinet members in a loud tone
of voice. The Joint Chiefs of Staff
enter unannounced by a side door.

DORMITORY SUITS ANSWERED
Two motions to dismiss a dormi-
tory integration case involving the
University of Texas were filed in
the U. S. District Court at Austin.

First one was filed by Attorney
General Will Wilson, whose office
requires him to represent the State
university in court. Second came
from Edward Clark and Franklin
W..Denfus of Austin and Leon Jaw-
orski of Houston, attorneys em-
ployed by UT's board of regents.

Board Chairman Thornton Hard-
ie of El Paso said the regents hired
additional attorneys since Wilson is
a candidate for governor and may
be unable to give the case the at-
tention it deserves. Wilson referr-
ed to Hardie's statement as ‘‘ar-
rogant,” and vowed he’ll defend
the case as his constitutional duty.

Integration suit was filed in

November by three Negro students
at the University. They asked that
racial segregation in university,
dormitories be abolished with ‘‘all
deliberate speed.”

LOCAL PROBLEMS PRESSING
Several legislators who voted to
adjourn the second day of the spe-
cial session have decided to stick
around awhile since the governor
opened the session for local bills.

Bills considered most pressing
include water bills — such as one
to create an Alice Water Authority,
one to authorize construction of a
water treatment plant for Lubbock
and six other communities which
participate in the Canadian Muni-
cipal River Water Authority.

Sen. Andy Rogers of Childress
presented a bill to allow purchas-
ers of gas for irrigation from u-
tility companies right to seek rate
regulation from the Railroad Com-
mission, as cities do. Rogers said
companies selling irrigation gas
often charge farmers a higher rate
than set in nearby towns.

Atty. Gen. Will Wilson told the
Supreme Court that if it sustains
riparian irrigation rights for Spa-
nish and Mexican land grants on
the lower Rio Grande, ‘‘the vast
orchards of the Lower Rio Grande
River will die from lack of water
cause the upstream riparian can,
‘n times of shortage, absolutely de-
prive the downstream owner of the
right to water.”

Towery Joins Lake -- Secretary
of State P. Frank Lake has ac-
quired a new director for the cor-
poration division.

He is Robert L. Towery, 29, of
Austin.

Towery was one of former Dis-
trict Attorney Les Proctor’s assis-
tants. He replaces Pat Cain who
resigned to run for the House of
Representatives in Travis County.

The Texas Municipal League re-
ports that nine states - including
Alabama, Arizona, California, Lou-
isiana and Mississippi - allow cities
to levy sales taxes, in addition 1o
state sales taxes.

Kept accurate and current, it can
be of permanent value for the
children’s school records, for in-
surance data, and for your family
doctor’'s use, the health official
says.

Revisions Proposed

For US. Standards
For Grain Sorghum

Because of the change in charac-
ter of the grain sorghum crop due
to the adoption of new varieties,
the U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture has announced a proposal to
revise the Official Grain Standards
of -the United States for grain sor-
ghum.

The proposed changes include the
elimination of the class Red Grain
Sorghums and all the subclasses
in the classes of Yellow Grain and
White Grain Sorghums. Since the
new varieties and hybrids are hea-
vier than the old ones, it is pro-
posed that the test weight per bu-
shel be raised from 55 to 58 pounds
for No. 1, from 53 to 56 for No. 2,
from 51 to 54 for No. 3 and from
49 to 51 for No. 4

Also, in order to provide for bet-
ter keeping quality, a proposal has
been made to lower moisture con-
tent from 14 to 13 percent for No.
1 from 15 to 14 for No. 2 and from
16 to 15 for No. 3. It is also pro-
posed to eliminate dockage and
substitute a factor for fine foreign
material in the grade table. Al-
ternative proposals provide for doe-
kage as now applied and a special
grade “Tough” instead of mois-
ture as a grading factor.

Informal public hearings to con-
sider these proposals have been
scheduled for Lubbock on Janhuary
29 at 1:30 p. m. in the MacKenzie
Terrace, 407 E. Broadway and Jan-
uary 31 at 9:30 a. m., Continental
Hotel, Kansas City, Missouri.

Interested persons may also sub-
mit written data, views or argu-
ments to the Director, Grain Di-
vision, Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice, U. S. Department of Agri-
culture, Washington 25, D. C. not
later than February 15, 1962.

The proposals are scheduled to
appear in the January 13 Federal
Register. Copies will be available
from the AMS Grain Division.

A school note pad makes a good
record book, but don’t use it for
anything else. And remember it
has to be carefully kept if it is to
be of full value.

You can start by jotting down
the basic information you already
have at hand concerning the in-
quiry and illness history of each
member of your family.

Start it off with a brief listing
of family history. Enter the date
and place of birth of each person,
and the place and date and cause
of death of any deceased. Also en-
ter pertinent information and the
medical facts about each family
member, such as the presence of

chronic illness or physical handi- |§8

cap.

Next, start a section for dates
of immunizations, being sure to
provide space for each member of
the family. Allow room for enter-
ing dates of immunizations against
whooping cough, polio, smallpox,
diphtheria, tetanus, and typhoid fe-

fer. Don’t forget to include the date

of hooster shots.

In a section of general informa-
tion, list such things as the type
of blood each member of the fam-
ily has, and the drug sensitivities
or special allergies of each. If the
RH blood factor is known to be

present in anyone, be sure to re-|#

cord it prominently.

The health record ought to in-
clude a check list of who in the
family has had the more common
diseases of childhood-chicken pox,
measles, mumps, whooping eough,
scarlet fever, diphtheria. Most of
these are diseases of childhood, but
sometimes an adult is exposed. Ger
man measles is a serious threat to
expectant mothers, and mumps is
a dangerous disease in any adulf.

Dates of physical examinations,
with a line or two for notes of
special advice or instructions that
followed the check-up should be
noted in the health record. So also

should illnesses requiring hospitali-| 8

zation, listing the nature of illness
or injury, name of physician, hos-

pital and dates of entry and dis- o

charge, lenth of 1]lness, and type
of surgery, if any.

Finally, list the family’s health
and accident insurance information
for quick and easy reference when
needed.

The impressively designed cer-
tificates of competency, signed by
the state commissioner of health
and authorities of the Texas Wa-
ter and Sewage Works Association,
credit recipients with having de-
monstrated ‘‘skill and knowledge”
of water treatment plant manage-
ment and an understanding of the
public health importance of the
work.,

Under the State Health Depart-
ment’s operator certification pros
gram, operators are carefully e}g—
amined on- their technical abilify
and on their knowledge of —their
work’s influence—on community
health. Each must pass.a stiff writ-
ten test to qualify for” certification.

Th “general sanitation law
requires that at least one plant
operator per shift be certified by
the state health agency, but other
plant personnel and persons in re-
lated fields frequently seek certi-
fication on their own time and at
thElI‘ own expense to advance them-
selves professionally and to in:
crease their efficiency as vital pub—
lic servants.

“The recipients of these certifi-
cates are a credit to their profes-
sion and to their communities,”
sponsors of the certification pro-
gram said.

Points toward certification are
earned through actual work exper-
ience and by attendance at annual
district and state short schools
sponsored and conducted by the
Texas State Department of Health,
