Robert Lee and Coke county 
citizens mourn the death of Frank 
Percifull, former sheriff, who pass­
ed away suddenly Tuesday night 
at 10:45 from a heart attack

He had been afflicted with a 
heart ailment for two years and the 
past winter spent several weeks in 
the hospital. This spring he had 
been taking things easy but was 
up and around every day. He 
spent a normal day Tuesday and 
visited among friends in town un­
til he went home for supper.

He was stricken a short time 
after he had retired for the night 
Doctors were summoned im­
mediately, but he passed away be­
fore he could be removed to a hos­
pital.

Hundreds came for the funeral 
services conducted at the family 
home here Thursday morning at 
10:30 o’clock, in charge of the 
Rev. Fr John Meister of Sacred 
Heart Church, San Angalo Burial 
was in Calvary cemetery at San 
Angelo. Pallbearers were Paul 
Good, Willis Smith Ollie Eubanks, 
R. C. Russell, H. C. Varnadore, 
T. M. Wylie, Sr., Ira Pruitt and 
G. C. Allen.

Frank Percifull was born Nov 
26, 1888, in Erath county, Texas, 
a son of the late A J Percifull and 
wife. They moved to Coke county 
in 1900 and bought a place a short 
distance west of Bronte.

After reaching manhood Frank 
engaged in farm ng and ranching 
which business he followed all of 
his life. He served overseas in the 
first World War and saw consider­
able action with the Infantry on 
the battlefields of France. About 
25 years ago he was chosen county 
tax assessor, but did not run for 
re-election. Frank and Joe Dodson 
built the large gin in Robert Lee | 
just east of Ivey Motor Co., but i 
later sold it out to a Sweetwater 
concern.

On Feb. 19. 1928, he married 
Miss Emma McCrohan and they 
established their home in Robert 
Lee. They have two sons, Will and 
Frank, both at home. The former 
enrolled in St. Edward’s University 
at Austin last fall but returned 
home in the winter because of 
his father’s illness. Frank, Jr. is a i 
high school junior

Frank was elected sheriff in 1932 
and served 14 years, retiring from 
public office at the end ot 1946. I le 
was one of the most popular of­
ficials that Coke county has ever 
had.

In recent years he had greatly 
enlarged his farming and stock 
raising operations, and this season 
was farming 2,000 acres of land 
and running several thousand head 
of sheep.

Frank's word was as go >d as his 
bond. He gained the friendship of | 
everyone who knew him because . 
of his honesty and fairness in 
business, and his personal interest 
in the welfare of his fe lowmen. 1 le 
was always interested in the better­
ment of the community, and con­
tributed to every worthy project, i 
Frank was a genuine sports fan, 
and in his younger days was an 
outstanding base ball player.

Frank Percifull gave much to 
the community he loved, and his 
memory will he cherished during 
the years to come

he is surviced by two brothers, Dr 
l orn Percifull of Christoval, and 

Jess Percifull of Bronte; and three 
sisters, Mrs. Forrest Clark of 
Bronte, Mrs. Felton Brashier ol 
Ranger, Tex., and Mrs. C. I 
Pomeroy ol Logan, N. Mex.

11 iomer Jameson No. 10 was 3,890
feet in shale and sand. No. 2 J. S. 
Walker was in shale at 3,593 feet 
and No. I II. L. Bloodworth was 
drilling at 4,975 feet in shale.

Sun's No. 1 Ellwood estate, on 
the Spade Ranch in Mitchell coun­
ty, was drilling at 6,780 feet in 
shale and sand. There have been 
no oil shows and operators will now 
explore the Ellenburger.

District News

Ten farms and ranches in the 
River Soil Conservation Group 
northwest of Silver were made a 
part of the Coke County Soil Con­
servation District program at a 
regular monthly meeting of the I 
Board of Supervisors, Tuesday, 
Chairman R. B Allen reported.

A good cover of grass on range 
land acts us a sponge during rain, 
C. N. Webb, says. During the re­
cent showers, Webb checked the 
moisture penetrations and found 
on land with sparce or no cover 
the moisture penetrated about 5 
inches; whereas on same type of 
soil about 6 feet away under a 
good cover of buffalo grass the 
moisture penetrated about 10 
inches. In an area of low rainfall it 
is neseasary that we get as much 
water in the ground as possible; 
and the best way to obtain maxi­
mum use of rainfall, is by getting 
a good cover of grass on our range­
land, Webb points out.

Remains of Frank*

Tubb to be Buried 
In Nat'l Cemetery

Mr. and Mrs. A. M. Tubb have 
been advised by the War Depart­
ment that the remains of their sont 
Frank M. Tubb, who lost his life 
in World War II near Hongkong, 
China, would be shipped back to 
the United States and interred at 
Zachary Taylor National Cemetery 
at Louisville, Ken.

Frank was a radio-gunner on a ' 
B-25 which bombed an enemy am­
munition ship in the harbor near 
Hongkong. Fragments from the ex­
plosion damaged the light bomber 
which later crashed into a moun­
tain and exploded.

Collective identity of four mem­
bers of the crew was later possible* 
among them being those of Frank, 
but it was impossible to identify 
them individually. Collective re­
mains of the four men now repose 
in an Army Mausoleum at Schof- 
held Barracks, Hawaii

The American Graves Registra­
tion Service exhausts every possible 
clue which might lead to the in­
dividual identification of deceased 
personnel, however, if further re­
search fails to establish their in­
dividual identity, the remains of 
the group are returned to the 
United States for final interment 
in a national cemetery.

A later communication said the 
remains of this group would be re­
turned simultaneously to the 
United States within the next 
few months for final burial in 
Zachary Taylor National Cemetery, 
Louisville, Kentucky.

The War Department letter 
stated further: “This plan for the 
disposition of groups, with respect 
to which only the collective identity 
is known, is in keeping with the 
provisions of Public Law 383, 79ih 
Congress, as amended by 80th 
Congress. We believe that you wilj 
agree that the burial of this group 
of honored dead in one of our 
national shrines, where perpetual 
care can be given their graves, is 
both fitting and proper.

“ In due course, the superin­
tendent of the above National 
Cemetery will communicate with 
you in regard to burial arrange­
ments. Information as to the time 
of interment will be furnished sut- 
ficiently in advance to afford a t­
tendance by you and other mem­
bers of your family desiring to 
participate.”

The late Corporal Frank M. 
Tubb was born and raised in Ro­
bert Lee. He was born March 26, 
1923. He graduated from Robert 
Lee high school in 1940 and was 
active in school athletics. Frank 
attended junior college in San An­
gelo during the 1940-41 semesters 
and enlisted in the Air Corps in 
1942. He took special training in 
radio while stationed at Scott 
Field, 111.

He married Miss Dorothy Jacobs 
of Festus, Mo., on Christmas Day 
1443, and was transferred overseas 
in October 1444. Frank was station­
ed with the 500th bombardment 
Group on North Luzon and was 
on his eleventh mission when he 
was killed March 15, 1945.

Following the tragedy the legal 
next of kin were informed that no 
bodies could be recovered. They 
were shocked but happy to have 
the preceding information forward­
ed to them recently by their daugh­
ter-in-law, who continues to reside 
at Festus, Mo.
