Oak Creek Reservoir
Restocked with Fry

SAN ANGELO, — Texas Game
and Fish Commission hatchery
trucks are now in the process of
transporting 80,000 baby catfish,
80,000 basg fry and 300,000 forage

| minnows to restock recently reno-

| vated Oak Creek Reservoir, ac-
cording to Henry B. Burkett, Re-
gion 1 Director.

Fishery bhiologists report that

rough fish in Oak Creek Reservoir

were reduced 90 per cent through
rotenone poisoning June 16, and
the lake is now in excellent condi-
m to receive game fish finger-
ing

Although the lake will not be
closed to fishing, biologists esti-
mate that fingerlings will require
1 €a a year's growth before
fishing will be good. In addition
to stocking 160,000 bass and cat-
sh fingerlings, hatcheries at San
Angelo may restock some large
redear sunfish by late fall. If lake
conditions continue to be favor-
able, fishing should be very good
by the fall of 1963 and continue
to improve through 1964

The Supreme Court decision bar-
ring a simple nondenominational
prayer is difficult to understand.
The prayer, written by a New
York state board, espouses no par-
ticular religious belief.

“Almighty God, we acknowledge
our dependence on Thee, and we
beg thy Blessings upon us, our pa-
rents, our teachers and our coun-
try.”

Art. 1 of the Constitution pro-
hibits any law establishing a re-
ligion, or the free exercise there-
of.
