It will take considerable money
to accomplish just one of the ma-
jor tests of excellence in educa-
tion—bringing Texas faculty salar-
ies up to the national average.
More is needed for libraries and
research facilities.

To help achieve goals in those
commended that further college co
struction be delayed.

Gov. John Connally conceded that
it will take new taxes to finance
the program which he has termed
his No. 1 interest.

Coordination, to eliminate dupli-
cation between state colleges, would
be placed in the hands of an 18-
member board appointed by the
Governor. Board would take over
duties of the present junior col-
lege division of the Texas Educa-
tion Agency and the Commission
on Higher Education. This would
put junior and senior college and
university supervision in a single
group.

Goal would be to make junior
college training available to all,
and to raise its level of excellence
so all junior college credits woud
snior coleges.

Texas’ State Capitol is being in-
vaded daily by both Texans and
out of state tourists who come here
to pay tribute to the history of
the state. Men, women and child-
ren—about three' times as many
children as parents, it seems--lit-
erally crowd the Capitol’s halls,
their numbers reaching as many
as 1,200 a day.

One of the most popular stops
on the informal tour (there are no
guides) of State buildings is the
State Archives and Library, just
across a walkway from the Capitol.

Furni-
ture was donated to the archives
when former Gov. Allen Shivers
bought the venerable mansion.
MAKING WAY FOR 1990

A large number of Texas cities
with populations of less than 50,000
now for the year 1990 by developing
are planning now for 1990 by devel-
oping a blueprint for progress und
a Federal-local program being ad-
ministered by the State Health De-
partment.

SENATOR YARBOROUGH -Mr.
Secretary, what will Title 1II do,
the agricultural part, the rural
part, with which you’ve had such
a vital part?

SECRETARY FREEMAN - Title
IIT was directed towards rural po-
verty in America, of which there
is so much. People don’t realize
that 50 per cent of th> poverty
of this country is in the country,

on the farms, four and one-half
million families. A great many of
these families are sometimes cal-
led “boxed in.” There are the ol
folks, these are the sick, these
are the ones who have no edu-
cation and they don't have ade-
quate resources or farme to make
a decent living. This bill would
make it possible for them to get
a small grant or pernaps buy a
couple of head of cattle, maybhe
a bit of fence, maybe some fer-
tilizer, a little piece oi machincry,
and working with the Farmers
Home Administration, to get a lit-
tle loan and to begin to earn just
a bit more. They are not going
to be what we cali efficient family
farm producers. Their income may
increase by $500, $750 a year to

$1000 or $1500. 1t still won’t be

adequate by our standards, hut
these are folks who love their com-
munity, want to stay waie.e they
are, who can’t find a job if they re
forced into the city, w o just need
a little help up the ladder so thay
can live a little bit better. And
I'm very happy Senator Yar-
brough that you will be managing
this bill because you understand
rural America. You are a human-
tarian who can make it go.
Thank you Secretary Orville Free-
man for your explanation of Presi-
dent Lyndon B. Johnson's Anti-
Poverty Bill.

Sulphuring Fruit
Preserves Quality

Sulphuring fruit is still the best
known method for drying fruit to
preserve color and quality.

To sulphur fruit: Place 1 fea-
spoon of sulphur per pound of pre-
pared fruit in a small piece of
paper, roll it loosely and twist the
ends. Then place it in a pan.
Place the pan below the tray or
trays of cut fruit so they will not
come into direct contact with burn-
ing sulphur. Light the paper. Then
quickly place a tight box or bar-
rel over the trays and the pan.
The covering should be tight enough
to prevent loss of the fumes. THIS
SHOULD BE DONE OUT OF
DOORS.

Apricots - 2 hours
Peaches - 15 to 20 minutes il pecled

3 hours if unpeeled

The best temperature for drying
foods are between 110-150 degrees
F. Under no condition should it
be above 150 degrees F.

There are several tests for det-
erming the right degree of dryness:

A handful of the food pressed
together springs apart when re-
leased;

A cross section freshly cut shows
no free moisture; and

When pressed does not exude

water.

Dried foods feel soft and velvety
and is somewhat leathery.

The storage of the fruit in a dry
place is necessary. Dried foods
may be stored in any of the con-
tainers developed for packaging
frozen foods, in paper bags secure-
ly tied or in cans with tight fitting
lids.

Watch For Deficiency Symptoms
Crops are moving into a period of
growth when nutrient deficiencies
may start showing. A lot of maize
is already in the period of growth
when nitrogen demand and use is
high - perhaps up to 2 pounds
actual nitrogen per day. I the
nitrogen supply is not adequate,
lower leaves of maize plants will
start to turn yellow and eventually
die. Such deficiency symptoms us-
ualy indicate that more nitrogen
could have been profitably used.
Now is a good time to look at
your beet fields. Some have started
If the field has a slightly yellow
cast, the odds are that the field
could have used more nitrogen. A
very few beet fields were begin-
ning to show a slight yellow color-
ing the first week in July. It is
usually desirable for beets to start
running out of nitrogen along about
the middle of August. If your beets
started yellowing too soon, it may
‘be desirable to increase the nitro-
gen rate next year.
cotton, watch for the proper
balance of fruiting and stalk growth
The balance has generally been
good so far. Type of season, irri-
gation, insects and such factors
will aifect this to a certain extent,
but it can be a guideline for next
year’s fertilizer program.

Noble, Dimmitt’s ciy manager,
says Cowart is the Public Works
Director, Cowart prefers to be
known as just ‘“an outside work
supervisor”’.

Shiek Mohammed O‘Toole once
said, “If you can’t go first class,
stay home.” And Dimmitt's city
government certainly doesn’t stay
home where public works are con-
cerned; it goes first class.

Most of the city employees stay
busier than a one-armed bartender
serving whisky to Irish railroad
hands on Saturday night.

Dimmitt’s public servants num-
ber nineteen. Four men including
Cowart are in charge of the water
department and the sewage de-
partment.

When the basic operations of the
local government are eyed mors
closely, about as much curiosity
should be aroused as would be
directed to a cage full of tigers
singing “We’re Poor Little Lambs’’.

For instance, mearly a quarter

of a million dollars is invested to
deal with the city sewage. Dim-
mitt’s sewage disposal begins with
three lift station buried deep in
the ground. These lift stations, as
they are called, are really power-
ful electric motors pulling pumps
which lift the sewage drainage to
a level that the force of gravity
will carry the waste to the purify-
ing plant in northeast Dimmitt.

Purification of the waste begins
with a screening process which
separates solids from liquids. Fur-
ther clearing is done by oxidation.
When the liquid is filtered through
large vats of filtering material, the
fluid is pumped into lakes for sedi-
mentation. Solid waste material is
actually digested and broken down
by its own gasses. Final step in
the sewage treatment is done in
drying beds purified by sunlight
and oxidation.

Anyone slightly sharper than a
wet Kleenex should realize that a
city of some 3,200 people would
use a lot of water, but Dimmitt’s
usage at times has topped two mil-
lion gallons a day in the summer.
Average Dimmitt water usage tops
one millien gallons daily.

Dimmitt water comes from four
wells. It is stored in two water tow-
ers and two underground tanks.
Total storage capacity in this cily
is close to a million gallons. In

other words, all water in both
towers and in both reservoirs
might last one day in the dead of
Panhandle winter.

That strange taste of Granny's
coffee may or may not be from
her methods of coffee brewing.
Most likely, however, the taste is
from the chlorination treatment of
the water which is a state health
requirement.

Dimmitt’s chlorine is added to
the water by automatic chlerine
feeders at a specified and regulat-
ed rate of fifteen pounds of chlorine
every 24-hours.

If you growl when the water bill
is received, you ought {o hear the
roar from city hall when they re-
pair or replace some of their water
supply equipment which is valued
at half a million dollars.

Cold west Texas well water hits
local homes through 6 and 10-inch
water mains. Pipes of such size
are necessary because of insurance
reguations requiring fire hydrants
to be connected to mains 6 inches
are larger.

If you have ever nearly driven
over the curb and almost hit one
of Reddy Kilowatt's poles while
watching thousands of gallons of
water spurting from a lone fire
plug, you have probably wondered
what in the name of O’Toole was
going on. Here’s the story.

Water sometimes gathers along the
bottom of mains and becomes
‘“‘dead water’” and ceases to flow
with the top mainstream ecurrent.
And draining the pipes through fire
plugs is really just a simple method
of flushing out any water that
may have become immobile.

The men who keep your fresh
water flowing out of the pipes and
again down the drain into the sew-
er, are Rex Cowart, Lonnie Cork,
Howard Grand, and Richard Wood.

Their jobs range from digging
manholes and laying pipe to pump
repair, tank building, and painting.

Water supply and sewage are
certainly not the city’s only ser-
vices. In addition, your city go-
sprays ytur mosquitoes, puts out
your fires. enforces law and order,
collects your garbage, buries your
junk, issues your building permits,
and once in a while collects some
taxes.

“All the boys pitch in and help
with the street repair work”, No-
ble pointed out. However, full-time
road ~repair is undertaken by
Amado R. Garcia, who drives the
heavy equipment.

Heavy road repair equipment for
Dimmitt is worth fifty thousand

dollars. Much of it was purchased |.

at bargain and used prices and oc-
casionally requires repair by the
official city mechanic, Sam May-
nard, whose shop is located in the
city barn at the fair grounds.

Dimmitt’s 27-man volunteer fire
department is kept posted by the
full-time paid fireman, Guy Wal-
drop, who lives in the fire-station
section of the city hall.

In focus for Dimmitt is a new
firetruck which will be purchased
this fall for twenty thousand dol-
lars, according to the city manager.
Fire insurance regulations require
fire trucks with an engine displace-
ment of at least 500 cubic inches.
This means the two old chevy’s
and the GMC just won't make the
grade. One of the old trucks, now
used mostly in parades, is of 1927
vintage, which may be called top
quality for wines but most surely
not for fire fighting. #

Dimmitt’s police department is
headed by W. W. Jones, Chief of
Police and he is assisted by a
fulltime night watchman, Fred
Moulton. Occasionally, additional
help is employed for relief work
in the department.

tive mask which is still in use

today.

Following his release rom the
navy in 1945, Dr. Bischoff ‘spent
two years in Children’s Hospital in
Washington, D. C. His first year
there was taken in pathology and
the second in pediatrics. While at
the Children’s Hospital, Dr. Bis-
choff was a Research Fellow of
the National Institute of Health and
also of the Children’s Hospital Re-
search Foundation.

In Texas Dr. Bischoff has had
three individual post-graduate cour-
ses in pediatrics, one at Galves-
ton and two at Houston. In New
Mexico, the Dimmitt physician com
pleted a course in Aviation Medi-
cine at the Lovelace Clinic in Al-
buquerque.

Additional training Dr. Bischoff
has received is in radiological
monitoring which led to his in-
structor’s rating in the ield.

Dr. Bischoff has also attended an
advanced course in audiology hear-
ing) at West Texas State Univer-
sity in Canyon.

Also a recipient of a fellowship

in orthopedic surgery from the Na-
tional Research Council, Dr. Bis-
choff is a Fellow of the American
College of Geriatrics; The Ameri-
can College of Angiology; and an
Associate Fellow of the American
College of Chest Physicians.

Asked specifically what types of
diseases could be treated and what
kind of tests could be run in Dim-
mitt, Dr. Bischoff responded with
the following: Chronic Lymphatic
leukemia in adults; Ploycythemia
vera, a disease characterized by
the formation of too many red
blood cells; the treatment of can-
cer spread to the interior of the
abdomen or chest; thyroid cancer;
hyperthyroidism; certain types of
heart disease; and in certain in-
stances the spread of cancer to
bones can be treated with radio-
active phosphorus.

He said, ““The number and variety
of tests that may be done using
the radioactive isotopes are so great
that I cannot possibly list them
all”.

The doctor added that it, might
be advisable to throw light on some
of the more dramatic uses of ra-
diation in modern medicine. “One
of the most useful”’, Dr. Bischoff
implied, “is prior to brain sur-
gery or location of a tumor’.

He pointed out that prior to brain
surgery, a patient may be given
an injection of radioactive phos-
phorus and during surgery the
surgeon may use a special probe
which will enable his locating the
tumor without physical injury or
contact with healthy brain tissue.

Dr. Bischoff says there is a very
involved iron Kinetic study which
reveals the way in which iron is
stored and utilized in the body and
“with these tests and treatment
available’’, he concluded, ‘it is like
a dream-come-true and like medi-
cine born anew’.

Hot Weather
Hints About
Swine Hauling

Did you ever wonder how a hog
feels on a hot day? If not, think
about it the next time you are

hauling a load. Before loading
them, stop and think about how
hot hot it is and how long the
hogs will be crowded together.
When the farmer gets hot, he
can roll up his shirt sleeves, get
into a breeze or shade, get a drink
of water or even take a shower.
However, a load of hogs in transit
has little if any chance to take
advantage of these simple mea-
sures unless man provides them.
By following a few simple rules,
excessive shrink and dransit death
losses can be reduced, says Don-
ald Osburn, assistant animal hu-
manitarian, Texas A&M University
Avoid excitement and overheat-
ing while loading and sorting a-
head of time helps quiet them down
says specialist.
He offers these further sugges-
tions for making the trip to mar-
ket more comfortable for the hogs.
Load one or two fewer hogs to
let more air circulate through the
load.

Cover trailer or bed of truck
with a tarp if animals are to be
hauled more than a few miles.
Remove straw bedding and sub-
stitute sand, sawdust or shavings,
and wet the bedding if the tem-
perature is above 75 degrees.
Sprinkling animals after they are
?oaded will help prevent overheat-
ing while in transit.

Check load often to see that the
hogs aren’t getting too hot,

" Keep the vehicle moving, stopp-
ing on.ly when necessary and then
park in a shade where a breeze
is blowing, advises Osbourn.

Salt Box Bait Box

A onepound salt box makes
a perfect container for carrying
crickets and grasshoppers. Punch
out the spout and slip in the in-
sects. When you are ready to
fish, open up the spout and drop
’em out, one at a time.

FMLOATING: Fish Stringer

Ever had a stringer of fish slip
from your grasp and sink from
sight?  Sickening sensation 1sn’t
it? A good preventative is to
add a float to the stringer. Then
should it break loose or slip from
your hand, there’s no problem in
recovering t.

Overgrazing Curtails

Range Improvement

With the improved moisture sit-
uation over much of the state, it
is time to take a look at the
grazing  situation, says Bobby
Ragsdale, Extension range special-
ist.

First, Texas cattle and deer num-
bers are at an all time high. Rang-
es in their present condition will
not be able to support these ani-
mals and maintain their produc-
tivity over a long period of time.

Overstocking prevents buildup of
litter which aids in water and
soil  stabilization. = Revegetation
from natural seeding and regain-
ing vigor by forage plants already
present is also retarded by over-
stocking. The specialist points out
that overgrazing rangelands will
allow little or no chance for range
improvement.

To remedy this situation, Rags-

dale offers several suggestions:
Breeding herds should be kept to
a minimum and dry animals should
not be maintained. Also, temporary
and permanent pastures should be
utilized to reduce grazing pres-
sure on native grasslands. Rags-
dale suggests that improved Ber-
muda pastures be used in a de-
ferred grazing program to main-
tain the present herd rather than
buy more cattle to graze the
iadditional grass. ¥

In looking ahead, Ragsdale says
that proper deer harvest should
be worked into the ranch operation
to insure maximum returns from
this resource as well as to pre-
vent excessive grazing on range-
land.

Scientific progress today Tt
only is an essential factor in deter-
mining the character of tomorrow’s
civilization, it is vital in nsurng
the safety and securty of the Unit~
ed States and Free World. For
that reason United States Gov-
ernment is deeply involved in re-
search and development programs.
In 1940, American taxpayers spent
$74 million for scientific activities
directed by the ¥ederal govern-
ment. In the current fiscal year,
research and development expen-
ditures will exceed $15 billion.
Most of this money is being spent
by three agencies heavily engagd
in matters directly related to na-~
tional security. In Fiscal Year 146
the research and development obl
gations of these three agencies
were as follows: Departmen: of
Defense $7.7 billion, National Aero-
nautics and Space Administration
$3.7 billion, Atomic Euergy Com-
mission $1.5 billion. Of all Federal
funds spent in research and de-
velopment, 75 percent is spent in
industry, 8 percent in colleges and
universities, 15 percent within the
G nment itselt

T
Foundation, about 2.7 million Amer-
icans are working in science and
technology—3.6 percent of the civi-
lian labor force.

A fundamental constitutional re-
sponsibility of the Congress is ap-
propriating funds wisely. If Con-
gress is to appropriate wisely in
scientific fields, it must have a
sound understanding of what is to
be accomplished and what the Na-
tion’s research priorities should be.
Because of the Constitional obli-
gation, only Congress can make
these decisions. It is a job that
cannot be delegated to experts not
directly responsible to the electo-
rate, although Congress must de-
pend on the sage counsel of scien-
tists, men in industry and in the
Government’s executive branch,
and other citizens who are well
qualified to offer advice. Because
Federal budget projections indicate
that our defense responsibilities
will require increasing, not decreas-
ing, expenditures in science and
technology, I have been pleased
that several important steps have
been taken in the 88th Congress
to enable members of the House
and Senate to serve more effec-
tively in this regard. Congress
must be prepared to make sound
decisions, mindful of the need to
effect all possible economies.

I very much enjoy my associa-
tions with men and women o the
scientific community.

If you and your family are going
camping, along with thousands of

others, before the summer is over,

remember this: A camp can be a
health resort if you keep rules of
good health and sanitation foremost
in your mind.

You will want to take along a
standard first aid kit or at least
a disinfectant, tape and gauze.

_| Head off infection by washing and

cleaning even minor scratches and
cuts.

Choose a camp site near a source
of water but away from marshes
or likely places for insects to breed.
You will need the water for wash-
ing even though you won't want
to drink just any water.

Check with the Texas State De-
partment of Health or health de-
partment of the state you plan to
visit before you leave home,  if
possible. Otherwise, check with lo-
cal authorities to see if the water
source is approved, or safe, before
you dri

If, in case of an emergency,
you must drink water from an un-
sure source, strain it through a
clean cloth and boil it vigorously
for at least one minute. Or you

may also add 10 drops—about a
teaspoon—of bleach per gallon of
water, Mix the solution and wait
30 minutes before drinking.

You may choose camp sites
which feature tables, fireplaces and
toilet facilities. Or you may pre-
fer strictly to rough it, setting up
your. own facilities. If so, choose a
level, dry spot for the tent or
sleeping facilities and putt the food
up away from curious and hungry
animals.

You may construct a camp la-
trine by simply digging a trench
some distance from camp or in-
struct each person how to dig a
simple individual latrine in  the
woods.

Most campers prefer to carry a
limited supply of dishes on a camp-
ing trip and wash them after each
meal. Sand or mud and twigs are
acceptable aids in cleaning pots
and pans, although a scouring pad
from home will do a quicker job.
They can be dried and sterilized
in the sun or over the fire. Slip-
shod dishwashing can produce both
an upset §fomach and an unhappy
camper.

Where or whenever you
camp, remember—make your camp
a health resort.

Summertime is a period of con-
siderable discomfort for many dogs
whose owners are not well inform-
ed concerning its hazards, or are
just plain careless. It is the time
when dogs are more susceptible,
through more constant exposure,
to the ravages of internal and ex-
ternal parasites and flying insects
that bite or sting.

Medicinal laboratories and manu-
facturers of insecticides and sani-
tary preparations have developed
products that prove a boon to the
dog’s comfort if the owner will
only apply them faithfully, accord-
ing to directions. But the fight
against parasites, both internal and
external is never-ending, and one

‘| must be diligent and alert if his
:| efforts are to succeed. ‘It is not a

difficult matter to keep one’s dogs
free, or comparatively free of
these pests if the owner will only
exercise constant observation and
a little effort to control them,”
says Henry P. Davis, Sporting Dogs
Editor of Sports Afield Magazine.
First is the matter of saniation
The dog’s kennel and hig exercise
area must be kept clean at all time
This entails removal of the drop-
ings—daily or, if need be, more
than once a day. Droppings attract
flies and other insects that carry
discomfort to the dog and to the
entire household, The ground and
sleeping area should be sprayed
regulanly with a good insecticide
and disinfectant, and the ground
should occasionally be limed. Fresh
water should be supplied at all
and sufficient shade provideed. I
the dog is kept on a concrete slab,
this area should be washed down
regularly with a good insecticide.

Fleas are the ancient, and too
commonly accepted, parasite of the
dog. Yet there are others, such as
lic, ticks, harvest mites and mana
mites, that are equally discomfort-
ing and sometimes dangerous. Mo-
dern medical sciene has made it
possible, however, to control them,
though perserverance is essential.
One of the most effective drugs in
the control of fleas, lice and ticks
is benzene hexachloride. As a dust,
as a rinse or even as an ingredient
of shampoo, it kills all kinds of
insects, with no poisonous effects
on dogs yet determined.

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Future Market
Is New Idea in

A cattle futures market. Ridi-
culus, you say? Maybe not, ac-
cording to Ed Uvacek, Extension
livestock marketing specialist at
Texas A & M University.

The Chicago Mercantile Exchange
has hired a private consulting firm
to study the possibility of such a
market. Although most segments
of the livestock industry feel there
is a need for a futures market on
livestock, they do not fully under-
stand how it can best be used,
says Uvacek.

There are many problems in es-
tablishing a livestock futures mar-
ket market because of the nature
of the product. In live cattle trad-
ing, there is difficulty in estab-
lishing specifications, carcass beef
confracting isn’t very appealing to
either producers or buyers and
boneless beef normally doesn’t
have the price variation needed
for attractive speculation.

Early investigations show  that
live cattle contracts, combining car-
cass specifications might be the
best solution.

Another problem with establish-
ing a futures market is the large
amount of educational work that
must be done to insure a full un-
derstanding of the program by cat-
tlemen.

However, eventually the difficul-
ties will be worked out and the
thing that couldn’t work, a futures
trading market on live cattle and
beef, will be a reality, says Uva-
cek.

Litile Nozzle
Does Big Job
On Spray Rig

A self-propelled spray rig equip-
ped with a 500-gallon fiberglass
tank, high pressure pump, and over
sized tires can be useless if the
nozzles on the boom are not de-
signed for the job.

That's why sprayer nozzle se-
lection is important for effective
and safe use of agricultural chemi-
cals, says Beverly G. Reeves, Ex-
tension agricultural engineer, Tex-
as A & M University.

Reeves says nozzles have four
big jobs. They control the amount
of chemical applied, uniformity of
application, thoroughness of sur-
face cover, and safety of applica-
tion.

They do these jobs, Reeves points
out, by controlling particle size and
application rate in a pressure range
by thoroughly covering the target
area, and by permitting minimum
spray escape.

Classified by spray patterns, the
four basic types of nozzles are
the flat spray, even spray, solid
and hollow cone, and flooding
spray, the engineer said.

Flat spray nozzles are suited
for weed and brush control in pas-
tures and some field insect con-
trols when penetration of the foli-
age is not necessary, says Reeves.
They produce semi-coarse spray
in fan pattern that permits uni-
form overlay along the boom. A
special advantage of flat spray noz-
zles is their peration close to the
ground to minimize drift.

Even spray nozzles are used in
band spraying where there can be
no overlap from other nozzles to
get a uniform, even pattern, Reeves
said. They give a uniform volume
of spray across the entire fan width.

Solid and hollow cone nozzles
are used for insect and disease
Control when penetration of the
sprayed surface is essential for
effective control and drift is not
necessarily a hazard. These noz-
zles produce a circular fan pat-
tern.

Flooding spray nozzles are best
for spraying a wide area while
remaining close to the sprayed sur-
face, the engineer points out. They
prduce a course an pattern at
very low pressure which practically
eliminates danger from drift. Thus
they are ideal for applying post-
emergence chemicals on maturing
TOW CTops.

Even with the proper selection
of nozzles, wear will change the
size and shape of nozzle tip open-
ings. This alters the discharge rate
and spray pattern, explains the
engineer.

To keep wear at a minimum, it
is important to match the nozzle
material to the spray solution. Some
materials are better suited to with-
stand either chemical or mechan-
ical wear with a specific spray.
Reeves says the highest initial cost
spray nozzle may be the least
expensive to use.

Nozzles should be operated within
the pressure limits established by
the manufacturer, explains Reves.
Higher pressures will reduce the
droplet size and distort the spray
drift and non-uniform coverage.
Lower pressures will not force mat-
erial into a full spray pattern and
his, combined with oversize drops,
also adds up to non-uniform cover-
age.

If rates are needed that are
greater or smaller than those listed
or a particular nozzle tip, then
tips must be changed to the vol-
ume necessary, for a sucessful
spray job.

Poorly Adjusted Cotton
Pickers May Be
Picking Your Pocket

may lose thre to four dollars
worth of cotton from each acre
picked, reports Beverly Reeves, cot
ton ginning and mechanization spe-

sion Service.

Losing just one percent efficiency
from your cotton picker can mean
the loss of a dollar per acre or
more on bale-per-acre cotton, ex-
plains the specialist. Poorly adjust-
ed pickers commonly lose three to
four percent efficiency.

The condition of your picker af-
feets cotton grade as well as pick-
ing efficiency. Therefore, hundreds
of dollars can be saved by putting
your machine in top condition be-
fore picking season, says Reeves.

Since all working parts should be
in good condition, a complete over-
haul by a qualified dealer is your
best insurance against picker break
down and inefficiency, advises the
specialist. Pickers need a certain
amount of regular adjustment, re-
pair, and part replacement which
can best be performed by trained
personnel with the proper equip-
ment while the machine is being
overhauled.

Due to improved designs and as-
sembly line overhauling, annual
overhaul costs are lower than a
few years ago, says Reves. Also,
through improved design of picker
costs have been reduced by nearly
50 percent since 1950.

By putting your picker in good
condition before harvest season,
you can harvest extra dollars from
your cotton crop.
