Minimum Tillage
New Technique

Reduced air pollution, lower|
farming costs — these are two
goals of a new farming technique
being used by Texas conservation
farmers. Called minimum tillage,
the system limits cultural opera-
tions to only those essential to
crop production.

Eph Cummins, district conserva-
tionist for the U. S. Soil Conser-
vation Service at Robert Lee, said
with minimum tillage fanming,
crops are planted directly into @
mulch left undisturbed from the
previous crop. Competition is con-
trolled with herbicides. This sys-
tem leaves a year long cover on
the soil surface. Cover from dead
stalks and leaves is one of the
best known methods of reducing
wind and water erosion.

Fammers using the system can
eliminate three to five tractor
trips across a field per crop. This
not only saves time but it also
reduces production costs. Some o!
these savings, however, are off-
set by herbicide costs,

Cotton yields generally have
been increased by minimum till-
age, especidlly on sandier soils.
Grain sorghum yields have been
about the same or slightly less.
Cummins listed three other ma-
jor aavantages of minimum till-
age:

1. Conserves moisture. The pro-
tective mulch of crop residues
keeps the soil cooler in the sum-
mer and warmer in the winter.
This reduces evaporation.

2. Better seedling survival. Sur-
face residues protect young seed-
lings from wind damage or fmml
