Wall apparently was asleep in
his quarters below deck afler
working through the night to Lelp
prepare the ship's 80 plans for
their merning combat missions
over North Vietnam. Mbost of the
141 men who died were high'y
trained technicians who hzad wcrk-
ed the night shift and were trap-
ped in their sleeping quarters be-
low the {'ight deck.

AS THE NAVY'S third largest
carrier, the USS Forestal carri-
ed a crew of 4,300, the cquivalent
of Cimmitt’s population.

The battered supercarrier, still
fighting flash fires and secondary
explosions, limped across the
Z-uth China Sza to Subic Bay in
the Phi'lipines, docking Monday
night.

Wall was among the first crew-
men to be confirmed as kil'ed
in acticn. His bcdy was trans-
ferred to the hcspital ship Repose
as the Forrestal's communica-
ticns center began transmitting
names of the kncwn dead back to
the US so families cculd be noti-
fied.

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Fort Worth Orphanage
Is Hackers’ ‘Mission’

Mission work, like charity, can
sometimes best begin at home.

THAT’S BEEN the lesson of
Mr. and Mrs. Leland Hacker, who
became missionaries at home
when they found their way block-
ed in the foreign mission field.

Hacker, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Earl Hacker of Hart, is executive
director of the Lena Pope Child-
ren’'s Home in Fort Worth, which
is the home for approximately 150
children.

He was raised in Hart and grad-
unated from HHS in 1%47.

HIS WIFE Jerrie, a registered
nurse, is the author of an arti-
cle, “'Missions Are Where You
Find Them," published in the lat-
est Baptist Standard. (Editor's
Note: Her article is reprinted be-
ow.)

Their children, Brad,
Robin, 2, are both adopted.

The Hackers originally hoped
to serve as missionaries to China,
but their hopes were dashed at the
physical testing stage—they found
that other people can have mi-
graine headaches, but a mission-
ary cannot,

SO THEY followed a different
mission path. He received his BA
degree from Baylor and bachelor
of divinity degree from South-
western Theological
Then he added a master of
science degree in social work
from the University of Texas.

Mrs. Hacker graduated from
Baylor University as a register-
ed nurse,

Today, they're putting their
multiple talents to use for the
benefit of orphaned children.

HACKER described his past
with the Waco children's home
as “‘a challenge because I will be
touching more lives." He intern-
ed at the Family Service Associa-
tion In Houston and the !Austin
State School while doing his post-
graduate work at UT.

“Today’s problem is not the to-
‘tal orphan, of which there are
now Donly about three percent.
Instead, it's the children with mul-
tiple parents,” he said during a
recent visit with his parents In
Hart.

In the latest issue of the Bap-
tist Standard, Mrs. Hacker des-
cribes their original frustration
over not getting to go to China
as missionaries, and the rewards
they have since experienced work-
ing with adopted children:

“MISSIONS ARE

WHERE YOU FIND THEM*

By Mrs. Leland Hacker

I must go to China; God called
me to go there when I was just
a teenager. I've spent four years
at Baylor preparing to be a nurse,
a profession in which I felt 1
could be most beneficial, and at-
tended the mission courses al
Southwestern Seminary to com
plete the requirements to be ap
pointed.

WHY WOULD migrains head-
aches keep me from doing what
I felt God called me to do, and
what I wanted to do? All of these
questions came so vividly to me
about 10 years ago, when m)
husband, Lee, and 1 learned we
couldn't go overseas.

H e had also feit a commit-
ment to mission work when he
was a teenager and had complet-
ed Baylor and Southwestern Sem:
inary.

Utter dejection is stating a
very mild reaction; we didn'l
know where to go or what to do.

THEN, despondency gave wa)
to a realism and the need for use-
ful service; and by chance' af-
ter graduation from the seminary
we found ourselves at the Wacc
State Home for dependent anc
neglected children. Lee was
chaplain for the 250 children an<
we both were house parents for
15 teenage girls.

During that time I believe I
learned more about what the
world is all about than I had ever
known. The girls had a reputa-
tion for running off most house
parents, and they wanted to live
up to this. We were next on the
list. :

LATER, most of the children
called us “Mom" and “‘Dad" and
before long we felt their prob-
lems as you do those of your own
children. We tried to help with
studies, with what to wear for
school and those special occas-
jons, how to act, problems with
boys that only teenage girls can
have: and we tried to give extra
encouragement to enter in school,
whether for sports, art, cheer-
leading, drama or anything they
might enjoy and excel in.

There were also times of fun.
playing in the home's gym or
