In 19C2 he rneved with his par-
ents, his four hrcthers and three 
sisters tc rarch land near Shah, 
lc water, where he wcrked as a 
ranch hard fcr his father and the 
Spade Ranch. 

He married Miss Tina May of 
Lubbock June 21, 1908. They had 
two children, Jesse Marion and 
Tina Mae. Mrs. Wright died May 
IC, 1958. 

BEFORE HE become a farmer 
in Castro County. he worked as a 
wagon freighter between Lubbock 
and Canyon, as a section gang 
hand fcr the railroad, as a farmer 
at Munroe, and was co-owner of 
a gereral store and pest office at 
Ercevrfie'd. 

In 1917, he moved his fami'y to 
Castro County, to a three-room 
farm house which he, his father 
and his Leather Will had built. His 
career included custcm carpentry, 
custom combining and plowing, 
farm machinery sales, farming, 
and the breeding cf registered 
Hereford catt'e.

Permits Available 

Cattle Feeders Irked 
At Pollution Charge Duck hunting Texans who would 

:ike to participate in a special 
rine-day early teal hunt are re-
mirded to send in their requests 
for a special permit to the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department. 

THE PERMIT will authorize the 
hoder to hunt teal Sept. 22-30 
prior to the opening of the water-
fowl hunting season. The daily bag 
limit is four teal with a possession 
limit of eight. 

This year's hunt will be the third 
and final year of an experiment 
designed to determine if teal can 
withstand additional hunting pres-
sure. The bird normally passes 
through Texas on the way to win-
tering grounds in Central and 
Feuth America prier to the regu-
lar hunting season. 

Permits will be issued to all who 
apply, provided the applicant sub-
mits his full name, complete home 
address and county of residence on 
the requests. Applications cannot 
cc 	accept cc: after Aug. 18. Re- 
quests should he made in writing 
to the Texas Parks and Wi'd'ifc 
Department, John H. Reagan Buil-
ding, Austin, 78701. 

AU participating hunters will be 
required to have a valid Texas 
hunting license and a Federal Duck 
Stamp in addition to the special 
Permit.

How Does the US Pavilion 
Compare With Soviet Union's? 

During the past several weeks, 
the cattle feeding industry has re-
ceived much unfavorable publi-
city because of the pollution of Buf-
falo Lake. 

From the reports released by 
officials in charge of the lake and 
game refuge, the lake water is in 
unsatisfactory condition. 

FEEDLOTS located on the wa-
tershed of the lake have been 
blamed as a major cause of these 
lake's polluted condition. But these 
accusations "have been made 
with little evidence of where the 
undesirable materials are coming 
from," according to the Texas 
Cattle Feeders' Association. 

"Some of these charges have 
been issued by government offic-
ials who have not visited the area 
in question and are generalizations 
which have resulted in bringing 
the wrath cf public opinion down 
on the feeding industry without 
contributing to the solution of the 
problem," the TCFA said in a pre-
pared statement. 

The Cattle Feeder Association's 
statement continued: 

"MUCH HAS been made of the 
fish kill in the lake. However, lake 
officials have publiey stated that 
a chemical was placed in the lake 
abtut the time the flood waters 
reached the lake, for the specific 
purpose cf eliminating the rough 
fish. They have further stated that 
a very high percentage of the fish 
kill was of the rough species. 

"Many of the feeding operations 
in the Buffalo Lake watershed area 
have spent considerable sums of 
money on control facilities. It 
seems unfair to denounce an in-
tire industry before the evidence 
is in on any segment. 

"The cattle feeding industry is 
a multi-million dollar industry in 
the Panhandle area and contribut-
es substantially to the economy of 
the region. The industry realizes 
its responsibility to the general 
public. The Texas Cattle Feeders' 
Assceiation and the individual 
feeders involved are willing and 
ready to cooperate with local, state 
and federal officials in determin-
ing the source cf the lake p3llution 
and in correcting the situation. 
Ccntinued unfounded statements 
will serve no worthwhile purpose. 

"THE TEXAS Cattle Feeders' 
Asscciaticn prcpeses that a special 
commission be formed with repre-
sentatives from governmental ag-
encies involved and representatives 
from industries affected. The pur-
pose cf this commission would be 
to study evidence available and 
make additional studies if deemed 
necessary. The commission would 
make specific recommendations 
fcr correcting the present situation 
and make specific recommenda-
tions fcr measures to prevent re-
currence cf prcblems in the fut-
ure!'

The kids all liked La Ronde but 
won't admit it's any better than 
Six Flags in the great state of 
Texas. La Ronde is acres and 
acres of rides, souvenir shops, 
foreign restaurants (I can't get 
used to the idea we're foreigners 
here) and shows common to 
fairs and some that are unique. 

TO ORGANIZE the "Rides Cen-
ter" the planners of La Ronde Nils-

' iced every major amusement 
park in the world. They adapted 
outstanding features of such tam-
sus spats as Disneyland and the 
Tivoli Gardens cf Copenhagen; 
and they have added a lot of fun 
and originality of their own. 

The Gyrotron is unique — the 
only ride of its kind in the world. 
Starting at ground level the Gy-
rotron passenger is whisked high 
into a giant pyramid where con-
ditions of outer space are simu-
lated. By sight and sound the i!-
lusicn cf an actual space voyage 
is created and maintained. 

Finally the contraption plunges 
deep into the bowels of the 
earth, and the passenger if con-
fronted by a fantastic mechanical 
mcnster that rises from the depths 
of molten lava. Enjoyment may 
be tempered by a feeling of re-
lief when the "space traveler" 
finds himself on terra firma again. 

Appropriately enough, a bar 
and a first aid station are located 
near the exit. 

It is inevitable that comparisons 
of the Russian and US pavilions 
will be made. The 20-story-high 
geodesic dome of the US is per-
haps the most imposing of the fair, 
where excellent and unique struc-
tures are common. 

THE US space exhibits are very 
good.

Price Declares 
'War on Waste' 

Congressman Bob Price joined 
with ether House members Wed-
nesday of last week in introducing 
legislation kncwn as the "War on 
Waste." 

PRICE SAID the bill was nec-
essitated "by the Administration's 
wars cn everything else—except 
waste and duplication." 

The "War on Waste" bill wou'd 
create a 10-member commission 
to be known as the "Commission 
fcr the E:imination of Duplication 
and Waste," to investigate the pre-
sent organization and methods of 
operation cf the federal govern-
ment, and to make periodic recom-
mendations to Congress and the 
appropriations committees of the 
Hcuse and Senate. 

Members cf the commission 
would include six persons from 
private life, two appointed by the 
President and two each by the 
speaker of the House and the pre-
sident of the Senate. The other 
four members would consist of two 
senators and two representatives; 
cne from each of the two parties. 

THE BILL calls for the speaker 
of the House and president of the 
Senate to choose congressional 
members from those who have 
been outspoken in their criticism 
of waste and duplication in govern-
ment, to insure a complete investi-
gation of government operations. 

The congressman concluded, 
"The need must be met by con-
gress; there is no reason why the 
legislative and executive branches 
of government can't operate with 
the same economy that a private 
business must operate with."

LBJ Proclaims 
Farm Safety Week 

The week of July 23-29 has been 
proclaimed National Farm Safety 
Week by President Johnson. 

THE PRESIDENT, in signing 
the proclamation, emphasized, 
"Agriculture remains America's 
first and most important industry. 
It supplies food for our people and 
many millions throughout the 
world, and a vast measure of the 
raw materials used in the making 
of other products. 

"Therefore, whatever diminshes 
or impedes the efficiency and pro-
ductivity of our farmers is 'detri-
mental to men and women every-
where." 

The objective of National Farm 
Safety Week is to draw attention 
to the safety problems of farm 
and rural people, and suggest ways 
to prevent accidents on the farm, 
in the home, and on the highways. 

"DISABLING injuries and the 
resultant economic losses are at 
an all-time high. Not only is a per-
sonal hardship involved, but we as 
a nation cannot tolerate the drain 
on our rural manpower and econo-
mic vitality in this time of critical 
world food needs," Leon J. Urben, 
manager of the-  National Safety,  
Council Farm Department, points 
out. 

In view of this costly loss of ec-
onomy and the tragic loss of life, 
President Johnson makes this plea 
to America's farmers and their 
families: 

"I urge all persons atho live on

Dear Fellow Texan: 
Spanish is not my native lang- 

uage, as much as I love to hear 
speeches in that musical tongue. 
But It is the native language of 
about two million youngsters of 
school age in the southwestern part 
of the United States — including 
a million school children in Texas 

THOSE children represent two 
million reasons for support of the 
Bilingual American Education Act 
which I am sponsoring this year in 
the United States Senate—the first 
such education bill ever introduced 
in the Congress of the United 
States. 

Just a few days ago I was in 
Los Angeles for hearings on the 
bilingual bill. It came as no sur-
prise to learn that children of Spa-
nish-speaking backgrounds in Cal- 

ifornia have the same problems 
that children with Spanish-speak-
ing backgrounds in Texas encoun- 
ter when they first go to school 
where the only spoken language 
is English. 

They have problems of commun-
ication and understanding. Be-
cause they cannot communicate, 
cannot understand their teachers 
and their fellow students, they 
don't learn as quickly as their 
classmates. 

NOW WHAT has that meant to 
California? In our hearings in Los 
Angeles, California's Senators Mur-
phy and Kuchel told the subcom-
mittee that consistently these child-
ren have had poorer performances 
and their dropout percentages have 
been much larger than among the 
English-speaking youngsters. 

Senator Murphy told our sub-
committee that 50 percent of the 

I 

Spanish-speaking children—half of 
them—drop cut of school in Calif-
ornia by the time they reach the 
eighth grade. In Texas the average 
education for these children is cnly 
a little mere than four years. What 
can you els with four years of 
school in a wci Id as complicated 
and as fast-moving as curs? 

We also !earned that in Cal:or-
nia, as in Texas, these Spanish-
speaking youngsters often arc for-
bidden from using their mother 
tongue, Spanish, and discouraged 
from taking advantage of their 
cultural heritage and the learning 
that they have when they reach 
school. 

IN SUMMARY, we found the 
same sort cf conditions in Califor-
nia that the subcommittee found 
in hearings last month in Edin-
burg, San -  Antonio and Corpus 
Christi. An overwhelming major-
ity of witnesses in both Texas and 
California agreed that the Biling-
ual American Education Act would 
be a significant step forward to-
ward bringing Spanish-speaking 
Americans into the mainstream of 
American education. 

My bill would authorize $32 mil-
lion in federal funds over the next 
few years to provide special pro-
grams for Spanish-speaking child-
ren. How that money is to be spent 
is left largely up to local school 
officials, the men and women who 
know their needs best, 

Some area might want to start 
special classes for these young-
sters, taught in Spanish, at the 
same time giving them intensive 
lessons in English. In other areas 
the money could go for teaching 
aides—workbooks, textbooks, or ed-
ucational movies and slides in 
Spanish and English. 

Congressmen from every poli-
tical spectrum and from both par-
ties have given their support to 
this bill. It is co-sponsored by my 
colleague from Texas, Sen. Tower.

ONE OF the major results of ac-
cidents on the farm is fire loss. 

Most have heard the saying, "An 
ounce of prevention is worth a 
pound of cure." This is so true in 
the prevention of fires. Fire is a 
daily threat to our American eco-
nomy and way of life. It therefore 
deserves daily attention and com-
bat with proper and preventive 
measures. 

National fire loss figures have 
increased to more than one billion 
dollars of property 'destroyed an-
nually. This loss includes as much 
as $133 million worth of farm pro-
perty—and valuable food supplies. 
It does not account fully for the 
loss of income, time, effort, and 
productivity. Nor can dollars mea-
sure the annual loss of life caused 
by fire—which is as many as 12,-
500 persons in a single year. 

BUT EVEN more tragic then 
these figures is the fact that many 
of these fires need never have 
started. 

Carelessness is the greatest sin-
gle cause of fires in the home and

Air pollution is the prime topic 
at the moment. 

AFTER TAKING a look at the 
air pollution law just put on the 
becks this year, members of the 
new Texas Air Ccntrc'. Eoard say 
the Texas law permits 30 times 
as much air pollution as (7.3 similar 
laws in some cf the other stales. 

Elbert Hooper cf Austin, the 
board's attorney, told the direct-
ors that an exemption from con-
trol supposed to apply cm'y to 
cotton gins (limiting air emiss-
ions to maximum of eight per-
cent cf the peocess weight of any 
agricultural product) may 
exempt many industries. 

He named the following as poss-
biles: lumber mills, rice mills, 
grain elevators, paper mills, cot-
ton oil mills, produce plants, food 
processing plants, citrus process-
ing plants, cettcit seed delinting 
plants, four mills, soybean oil 
tints, cern syrup r,:ants, slaugh-
ter houses, wool scouring plants, 
nut processing pants and, poss-
ibly, rendering plants. 

"We might as well fold up and 
go home," said board member 
Henry LeBlanc of Pert Arthur. 
"Maybe it would be easier for 
you to tel us what's left that 
we can control," he to'd Hooper. 

Some members observed that 
ccttcn gins would have to produce 
50,009 to 60.000 micrograms of 
particulate matter to get to eight 
percent concentration — and gins 
at best are not like:y to exceed 
40,000 to 50,000 micrograms. 

Rep. Don Cavness of Austin 
and Sen.
