ous farmers we were advised 
that most all the farmers who 
bad tried the cream business 
were pleased with the results 
and that they were all going to 
improve their herds by dropping 
out the poor milk cow, selling 
her for beef, and buying a well 
known breed of dairy stock.

Dnpny, while J. E. Plummer is 
putting down into the ground a 
fifty ton silo and on top of this he 
expects to erect above ground 
another one which will hold fifty 
tons,thereby making his silo 
both above and below ground.bat 
all in one silo. These Nobe peo 
pie and the citizens of the south­
eastern part of Roosevelt county 
certainly have the right idea and 
they expect to make their farm 
pay them in the winter as well 
as in the summer. Why not? It 
can be done if the proper work 
is done and the proper interest 
is displayed.

Boy Accidently Killed

One of the saddest accidents 
that ever happened in Roosevelt 
county occurred last Saturday 
afternoon at the boms of C. E  
Wantland. about twenty miles 
west of Portales In the Floyd 
community, when Case Want- 
land ,age sixteen, was accidentally 
shot and killed by his sister, 
Othal, aged,thirteen. Mr. Want- 
land, the father, was in town at 
the time of the accident, and had 
left hla five children at home by 
themselves ss was his custom, 
their mother having died about 
four years ago.

Sometime between twelve and 
one o’clock Cass took the shot 
gun and went out to the edge of 
the field and shot a hawk, 
he had seen from the house, 
it seems must have reloaded the 
gun on his return, thinking per­
haps that he might shoot a rab­
bit as he went beck to the house. 
Upon his arrival at the bouse the 
other children were playing in 
the yard. He stood the gun up 
against the end of the bouse and 
went about some work he had to 
do, and Othal th**n noticed that 
Clarence, an eleven year o ld  
brother, had picked the 
and she went to him am 
the gon to see If it was loaded, 
being afraid for the other and 
a till younger children to play 
with the gun If it was loaded. 
Othal knew but little about the 
mechanism of a gun, though she 
had often watched her father on­
load the winchester that he kepi 
in the house.

The 
slater and children then brought 
out a mattress and made a bed 
for Om s  In the shade of the 
bouse, and Othal endeavored to 
atop the flow of blood by,sprink­
ling floor over the wound—the 
only thing she knew to  do. 
Clarence, at the direction of Cass, 
went for some of the neighbors. 
Dr. J. 8. Pearce of Portales, the 
nearest physician, w u  soon in 
his ante speeding for the eoene 
of the accident. When th e  
physician arrived, however, 
there had been so much loss of 
blood that the csss was hopeless 
and Cass died a t  abont five 
o’clock in the afternoon. He 
waa conscious up to within thir­
ty minutes of hi* death and com­
pletely exonerated h is  sister 
from all blame. A t the Ume of 
hla death be was surrounded by 
his father, his brothers and sis­
ters and numerous friends of 
the family, all of whom together 
with the physician were doing 
everything in their power to 
long and nave his life, 
coroners jury which held inqu 
over the body Sunday morning 
found that the death was poci 
dental and unavoidable. Otha 
is heart broken over the tragedy 
notwithstanding the fact thst 
her father, her brothers and sis­
ters nod every one fully realise 
that abe was in no way to blame, 
bat a poo the other hand she was  
trying to take sufficient 
tion to prevent any see 
the younger children.

Farmers Institute To Meet
>.*• y * ■ —

State College, September 19—  
W. T. Conway,dlreotor of exten­
sion of the New Mexico State 
College, has received a letter 
from John Hamilton, farmer’s 
institute specialist of the U. A . 
Department of Agriculture, an­
nouncing the coming meeting of 
farmers’ institute workers from 
all over the United States at 
Washington, D. 0. on November 
10 to 12 next. This body of men 
represents an important move 
ment in the farming Industry of 
the country and has been grow  
ing rapidly in size and import­
ance during the past few years 
American farmers are realizing 
that the farmers’ institute work 
er and farm demonstrator are 
the important factors of progress 
on the farm and of general up 
lift, and these workers are con 
stantly binding that their work 
is being made easier by the spir 
it in which the farmers oo-oper 
ate with them. A t the coming 
meeting of the American Associ 
ation of farmers’ institute work 
ers the following problems will 
be dicussed: 1— Institute Organ 
zation and Methods; 2— Inati 
tute Lecturers; 3—Cooperation 
with other Educational Agencies 
4—Movable School of Agrisul 
ture: 5—Boys’ and G irls’ In 
dustrial Institutes; 6— Worn 
en.s Institutes: and in addition 
to the general sessions there 
will be four groups of special 
sessions that will go into the de 
tails of extension work.

Following the meeting of the 
Farmer’s Institute Workers, the 
Association of Am e r i c a n 
Colleges and Experiment 8ta 
tions will hold its annual gather 
ing on November 12, also at 
Washington.

From The Forest Service

During the past fiscal year 4,- 
686 predatory animals were kil- 
by federal officers on the notion­
al forests, according to an actual 
count of carcasses. An indeter­
minate number of animals,whoso 
bodies were not found, are pre­
sumed to have died from poison.

The ranger’s bag of beasts of 
prey this year as shown by for­
est service figures, was made up 
of 206 bears, 3,541 coyotes, 188 
mountain lions, 62 lynx, 583 wild 
cats, 64 wolves and 97 wolf pups. 
The figures indicate that the nat­
ional forests are becoming clear- 
of wild animals that prey upon 
domestic livestock and game, for 
the forestranger fills in odd mo­
ments between other jobs by 
thinning out "undesirable citi­
zens’’ of the animal world.

Wolves are said to cause great­
er losses to western stockmen 
than any other of the predatory 
animals. It is estimated that a 
family of wolves will destroy 
about $8,000 worth of stock- per 
annum, and that one able bodied 
individual costs the grazing in­
dustry $600 a season.

The wolves are of two classes: 
the smaller prarle wolves or coy­
otes, and the larger grey, black, 
or timber wolves,called“ loboes.”  
These latter are the great stock 
destroyers against which the 
campaign of the rangers has been 
waged.

The methods of hunting wolves 
In the west vary. On the plains 
wolves are sometimes hunted 
with dogs and horses, but this 
way is considered expensive and 
often dangerous. This sport is 
described by Roosevelt in his 
earlier hunting books. On nat 
ionai forests the rangfers either 
set out poison or baited steel 
traps or, by watching trails and 
hiding near a wolf’s den, are able 
to shoot one or both of the old 
wolves when they return from 
foraging. In no other way, ac 
cording to the forest service, can 
the number of wolves be kept 
down so well as by finding their 
dens and destroying the young.

The skins of the predatory an­
imals killed by the rangers are 
either kept as souvenirs or sold 
for s price or for bounty. Wolf 
skins in the west are aaid to 
bring from $4! to $6 for robes 
and rugs; s 'mountain lion skin, 
$10 to $20; and a bear skin, 
$20 to $150, according to size and 
species. In addition to this there 
are bounties on bear, lions, and 
wolves in most of the western 
stock states. Wyoming, in ten 
years, baa paid out,lt is said,over 
$66,000 in bounties on wolves 
alone and $96,000 more on coyotes 
and mountain lions.

Through his activity; against 
these pests, the forest ranger, it 
is aaid, has saved the stockman 
many thousands of dollars during 
the year, while the protection to 
game animals is of almost equal 
Importance.

Two Children Die

Two children, Ramond F. Clee 
and Catherine Flynn, aged five 
and seven respectively, died of 
lockjaw In a hoepltial at Trenton, 
Pa., Monday as a result of pick 
Ing the wounds on their arms 
after being vaccinated. These 
children were both attending 
school and were vaccinated in 
order to be protected from the 
epidemics of the surrounding 
country.

Negro Lynched

One more of the colored speci­
men of almost human nature 
met death when Will Davis, a 
negro, was lynched last Sunday 
afternoon, aa Franklin, Texas, 
after be had shot and killed Ru 
fus Hodge and Tom Reussian 
and badly wounded Will Maxwell 
on the Reusslam farm, ten miles 
north of Franklin. Hodge was 
killed first, following a dispute, 
while Reussian a n d  Maxwell 
were killed when they tried to 
arrest Hodge.
