County Clork
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Government Calls on Farmer to
Increase Food Supply.

SOUTH SHOULD FEED ITSELF

Agricultural Program_ for 1918 Urges
Necessity for Producing Large Sup-
ply of Foods and Feedstuff to
Feed America and Its Allies.

Washington, D. C.—The planting of
an Increased acreage to spring wheat
and the production of an increased sup-
ply of other food products and of live
stock, especlally hogs, is recommend-
ed In a supplementary food production
program issued by the United States
department of agriculture.

This program re-emphasizes and am-
plifies the food-production program
for 1018 issued by the department in
August, .i917, and other suggestions
made in the fall and the first of this
year regarding increased pork produc-
tion and Increased production of food-
stuffs in the South. Taken In connec-
tion with the recommendations previ-
ously made, it suggests in full the pro-
posals which the department thinks it
desirable to offer with a view to se-
cure enough meat and dalry prod-
ucts, cereals, sugar and other staple
and perishable foods, wool and cotton
for the nation, its armies, and the al-
lles. It gives suggestions for the ap-
proaching spring operations, based
upon the latest avallable information
as to the condition of the fall-planted
crops of winter wheat and rye and as
to the number of meat and daliry ani-
mals reported for 1017. They repre-
sent the best thought of the special-
ists of the department who have had
the benefit of advice from agricultuo-
ral leaders throughout the country.

Our Best Efforts Required.

“Notwithstanding an increased pro-
duction of staple crops In the United
Btates In 1917, there is need for more
food,” the program states. “Taking
into account our own needs, the needs
of the nations associated with us In
this war, and the needs of friendly
neutral nations, our best efforts will
be required to provide enough food In
1918. Whether the war continues or
not, the demands on this country, be-
cause of the increasing population and
the needs of Europe will be great. An
especially strong demand will be made
on this country for meats and live
stock. In 1917, notwithstanding the
many difficuities encountered, the
farmers planted the largest acreages
in the histor, of the nation, harvested
record crops of most things except
wheat, and succeeded In greatly in-
creasing the number of live stock.”

“The situation is such that chief em-
phasis should be given to the produc-
tion of the great staple food products,
with special stress on wheat and hogs,
the leading war foods.”

The South is urged to provide food
for its own people and feed for its live
stock and then to plant as much cotton
as can well be cultivated and harvest-
ed. To raisers of hogs and beef ani-
mals the world need for meats and
fats is made clear. Farmers are urged
to join with the men on the ranges In
providing sheep whose wool is needed
to equip soldiers.

The program discusses the farm la-
bor problem, points out the lines of ef-
fort for rellef, and outlines the activi-
ties of the federal and state agencies
to furnish assistance.

Spring Wheat

In dealing with the question of
spring wheat, the program states:

The acreage of spring wheat should
be increased—ia order to make certain
that we shall have an adequate supply
of wheat for our own uses and to meet
the needs of the allies.

“While the area of winter wheat
sown in 1917 was the largest on record,
the condition of the crop, as reported
on December 1, was the lowest ever
recorded, indicating a probable produc-
tion of only 540,000,000 bushels.
Whether the actual production will be
greater or less than the estimate will
depend upon conditions prevalling be-
tween now and the time of harvest. If
there were planted to spring wheat in
the United States this year an acreage
equal to the sum of the record planting
in each spring wheat state within the
last ten years, there would be sown ap-
proximately 23,800,000 acres. If there
should be planted an acreage equal to
the sum of the record planting for each
state within the last five years there
would be sown approximately 21,000,-
000 acres. The record planting for any
yoar was 20,881,000, in 1911. The acre-
age for 1917 was 18,511,000.

“The department of agriculture has
carefully studied all these records and

agreages can be secured In states and
sections where spring-wheat production
is known to be reasonably promising,
and that such increases can be made
without upsetting farm plans,

It is hoped that many farmers, espe-
clally in the northern part of the corn
belt, will find it possible to plant five
to ten acres additional in wheat. In
some cases they will plant more. In
a number of states in the eastern and
central portions of the country where
spring wheat has not been grown In
recent years, the crop is now being re-
established and it is recommended that
this movement be encouraged.

To a small extent the acreage In
oats, if necessary, could be reduced In
the inferest of wheat. Likewise, a
very small portion of the. acreage
which normally would be planted to
corn in the northern part of the corn
belt might be sown to spring wheat.

If the acreage of spring wheat Indl-
cated for some of the states cannot be
planted, the barley acreage, which is
known to grow better in some locali-
ties, might be increased. The use of
barley for food is increasing in this
country and it i1s a welcome food In
Europe.

Summary of Other Recommendations.

Following is a summary of other im-
portant recommendations regarding
cereals, meat, poultry, and perishables.

Hogs. The number of hogs should
be Increased by at least 15 per cent
during the year 1918.

Sugar. ort should be made to
maintain the acreage of sugar cane and
sugar beets, and to Increase these
areas in so far as these crops are well
established or are necessary to sound
agricultural practice.

Production of satisfactory substi-
tutes for sugar, including sorghum,
corn and cane sirup, maple products
and honey can and should be In-
creased.

Dairy Produets. The supply of dairy
products should be maintained to meet
the needs of this country and to help
supply the increasing demands of the
allies.

Poultry. Poultry production should
be Increased greatly, especially In back
yards and on farms where waste mate-
rial .is available and the purchase of
expensive grains and other material is
not required.

Corn. An acreage of corn approxi-
mately equal to that of 1917 should be
planted, with possible slight reductions
in certain sections to free areas for
spring wheat.

Oats, Barley, Rlce, Buckwheat and
Flaxseed. The area in oats should be
maintained, especially in regions and
on solls which are not so well adapted
to other grains, but with a amall reduc-
tion to provide for Increasing the
wheat acreage. Barley production
should be Increased in regions where
it grows bedt, especially in the north-
ern edge of the corn belt and In sec-
tions north and west of the belt; and
rice, buckwheat and flaxseed produc-
tion should be maintained and, If pos-
sible, Increased.

Potatoes. The normal acreage of
Irish and sweet potatoes should be
maintained In 1918, notwithstanding
the large crops in 1917.

Hay, Forage and Pastures. Wher-
ever feasible, the area devoted to hay,
forage and silage crops should be in-
creased and these products should be
used to a greater extent In place of
grains and other concentrates.

Beef Animals. The number of beef
animals should be maintained and, Im
areas where it is clearly the best range
and farm practice, should be Increased.

Beans, Peas and Peanuts. The pro-
duction of beans and peas should be
increased In regions to which they are
adapted, because of their high food
value, keeping qualities, and availabil-
Ity for domestic or export trade. Boy
beans and peanuts should be increased
in order to supplement beans and peas
as human food, as a source of much
needed oll, and as animal feeds.

Perishables. (a) Market gardens
near large consuming centers should
be Increased so as to meet, as nearly
as possible, the needs of the communi-
ty, and In order to obviate the neces-
sity of transporting such products
from distant points. |

It i1s important to do all that is pos-
sible to relieve the strain upon trans-
portation facilities,

(b) The planting of home gardens,
especially for family needs and for
preserving food for future use, again
should be emphasized.

(¢) The commercial production of
perishables generally should be In-
creased above normal wherovgr it is
reasonably clear that transportation
and marketing facilities will be avail-
able.

What Was In Him,

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SUCCESS WITH RASPBERRIES ONLY BY
STUDYING REQUIREMENTS OF VARIETIES

Plants of the Cuthbert Raspberry as Recelved From the Nursery, “Heeled
In,” Awaiting Favorable Opportunity to Plant.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Although the raspberry will suc-
ceed on a wide range of soll types pro-
vided sultable moisture conditions pre-
vall, the best resuits will be secured
only by studying the peculiar require-
ments of the different varieties. A
fine, deep, sandy loam is perhaps the
most desirable soll for growing rasp-
berries, because it 1s managed so eas-
lly. Equally good ylelds of some va-
rieties will be secured on clay and on
sandy solls If they are well managed.
In general, however, though the black
raspberries seem to do best on sandy
solls, they are grown extensively and
succeed well among clay solls. Among
the red raspberries the Ranere does
best on sandy types, but the June pre-
fers a clay soll. Other varieties, such
as the Cuthbert and King, succeed on
a wide range of soll types. There the
soll requirements of varieties are
known, they are Indicated In the char-
acterizations given on later pages of
this bulletin.

Molsture Is Important.

The most Important, perhaps, of all
the factors entering into the growing
of raspberries i1s the moisture supply,
and where there Is the possibility of a
cholce, the soll which will furnish an
ample supply of moisture at all times
should be chosen. At no time, how-
ever, should there be wet places In
the plantation. Thorough drainage as
well as a full supply of molsture Is
essential.

Another Important factor Is alr
drainage. Cold alr settles to the low-
er levels, and plantations situated on
land elevated above the surrounding
fields will not be subject to the ex-
treme cold of winter as plantations on
the lower levels. Winter injury to the
canes may often be avolded by choos-
ing a site higher than the surrounding
country. Furthermore, plantations on
the higher elevations are not as sub-
Ject to frost injury In late spring as
those not so favorably located.

In the Southern states, a fourth fac-
tor In the selection of a site Is of some
importance. If raspberries are to be
grown In those states, a northern or
northeastern slope iIs preferred for the
plantation, as humus and moisture are
retained better {nflelds on such slopes
than on southern slopes.

For home gardeas, the chicken yard
is frequently a desirable place for the
raspberry patch. Poultry keep down
weeds and enrich the soil, and do not
often harm the berries.

Preparing the Land.

The same thorough preparation of
the soll should be given for a raspberry
plantation as for corn or similar crops.
For the best results the plants should
never be set In a fileld which has just
been in sod, but should follow some
hoed crop. Land which produced a
crop of potatoes the previous year and
which has later been plowed and thor-

oughly pulverized is In the best physl-
cal condition for settling the plants,
and any field on which crops have been
grown which leave the soll in a similar
condition s prepared properly for rasp-
berries.

Planting.

The time of planting raspberries var
les In different parts of the United
States, according to local conditions.
In general, however, the plants should
be set In early spring in the Eastern
part of the United States, but on the
Pacific coast they should be set during
the rainy season, whenever it is pos-
sible to do the work.

Because better plants of the black
and purple varietlies can be secured
in the spring, that is the best season
for setting them. Red raspberries,
however, may be set in the autumn
with good success in sections where
the winters are mild or where there is
a good covering of snow to protect the
plants.

Occasionally when growers wish to
set a new plantation they walt a month
after growth starts in the spring and
use the suckers that come up during
that month in thelir established plan-
tation. If the season Is favorable, this
practice may prove saflsfactory. If,
however, a drought occurs soon after,
the young plants will suffer severely.
Only in sections where the climate is
favorable is this practice to be rec-
ommended.

Handling Nursery Stock.

It must be remembered that the root
systems of nursery plants of the dif-
ferent varieties vary greatly, and what
constitutes a good nursery plant of
one variety may be a poor plant of an-
other variety. Thus the Royal, a pur-
ple variety, rarely makes as large a
nursery plant as does the Columblian.
Consequently a good nursery plant
of the Royal would not be considered a
good plant of the Columblan.

In case the plants are not to be set
immediately, they should be heeled In;
that is, a trench should be dug and
the roots placed in it and covered with
moist soll. In order to work the soil
thoroughly about the roots of each
plant it will be necessary to open the
bundles and spread the plants along
the trench. Sometimes it Is desirable
to wet the roots, or, If they are very
dry, to soak them for a few hours be-
fore heeling In the plants.

Just before setting It is well to dip
the roots of the plants in a puddle
made of clay and water or cow ma-
nure and water. The roots are there-
by partially protected from the wind
and son.

Plants affected with crown-gall
should not be set. This disease can
be recognized by thé knots and swell-
ings which appear on the roots and

|nbuut the crown. Such diseased plants

are very much less productive than
healthy stock.

TIME TO PLOW STUBBLE SOIL

Advantages and Disadvantages of Both
8pring and Fall Work Must
Be Considered.

(From the United States Department of
Agriculture.)

In deciding the time to plow, the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of both
spring and fall plowing must be taken
into consideration. Heavy fall rains
indicate that fall plowing should be
done, as the gain of moisture during
the winter by the stubble land prob-
ably would not equal the loss of mols-
ture taken by the weeds in the fall, If
only light rains occur, however, the
moisture in the soll produced by these
rains probably would be more than off-
set by the greater quantity of snow
held by the stubble during the winter,
and the reduction of the weeds In the
crop. Spring plowing would then be
better. The availability of labor in the
fall and winter will Influence the
amount of plowing dome, but a greater
effort should be made to do the plowing
If there is heavy precipitation than if
the rainfall is light. The only advan-

tage In late fall plowing 18 that the
amount of spring labor In preparing
the seedbed Is reduced. This advan-
tage, however, may be offset by re
duction In the yield.

TO SHEAR SHEEP BY MACHINE

Inexperienced Person Can Do Work
Very Nicely—More Wool Ob-
tained Than by Hand.

To shear sheep by hand takes an
experienced man, but with a machine
an Inexperienced person can do the
work nicely. A good machine costs
less than $12, and more wool can be
obtained than through shearing by
hand. After the fleece has been taken
off, all tags and dust should be re-
moved and the wool tied In a neat
bundle with wool twine. The wool
should then be packed In wool sacks
and either shipped to a reliable com

mission firm or sold to buyers,

SHIPYARD HELP

Call for 250,000 Volunteers te
Aid in Speeding the New
Merchant Fleet.

T0 BE READY WHEN CALLED

Reserve Organization Formed to Com.
plete Gigantic Program to Win
War—Good Pay and Llving
Conditions.

The United States Shipyard Volun-
teers of the Public Service Reservy, &
reserve organization of American me-
chanics, skilled workers in many.lines
of trade, has been formed to bring to
completion the gigantic shipbullding
program necessary to win the war,
Two hundred and fifty thousand work-
men are to be enrvlled and they will
stand ready, when called to go to the
shipyards and speed America's mer-
chant fleet to completion.

An appeal for volunteers has been
made by the department of labor,
the council of national defense, the
shipping board, the 20,000 four-minute
men, governors of the various states,
organized labor and business men. The
aim is to fill all the present and future
needs of the government's shipyards.

Pay of volunteers will be in accord-
ance with the prevalling wage In the
shipyards at the time they are called.
Construction of houses for the workers
Is being pushed with energy, and the
necessary homes will be ready when
the men are called.

Preliminaries Are Arranged.

All preliminary work, such as the
building of shipyards and shipways,
construction of housing facllities,
preparation and transportation of ma
terial, and the training of workmen, 1@
being rushed to completion. Thus the
organisation of the shipyard voluntaers
is being hastened with energy and en-
thusiasm.

Volunteers are requested to go to the
nearest enrollment agent of the publie
service reserve or state council of de-
fense and sign up., Should there be no
enrolling agent In the vicinity, they
are asked to write to Edward N. Hur
ley, chairman of the United States
shipping board, Washington.

Wild Orgies in Mushroom Towns
Along Union Pacific.

Scenes That Can Only Be Described
as Reversion of Mankind to the
Savage, Common in the Early
Days of the West.

Travelers who whisk aeross the
country in luxurious trains today lit-
tle realize the vision, the toil and the
sacrifice that made possible the steel
road over which they roll along. In
the building of the first railroad across
the continent is to be found the theme
which has thrilled Zane Grey in “The
U. P. Trail.”

Among the pictures drawn by Mr.
Grey of the scenes and incidents at-
tendant upon the building of the Union
Pacific one of the most vivid is that of
a night following pay day in Benton,
one of the towns of the type that
sprang up in the wake of the road in
the days during its construction, an ex-
change says:

‘1'e big gambling hell had extra lights,
extra attendants, extra tables; and
there round the great glittering mir-
ror-blazing bar struggled and laughed
and shouted & drink-sodden mass of
humanity. And all through the rest of
the blg room groups and knot:: of men
stood and sat around tables, iptent,
absorbed, obsessed, listening with
strained ears, watching with wild eyes,
reaching with shaking hands—only to
gasp and throw down their cards and
push gold toward cold faced gamblers,
with a muttered cdrse. This was the
night of the golden harvest for the
black-garbed, steel-nerved, cold-eyed
card sharps. They knew the brevity
of time, and of hour, and of life.

“In the dancing halls there was a
maddening whirl, an immense and in-
credible hilarity, a wild fling of un-
leashed, burly men, an honest drunken
spree.

ON ROAD TO DESTRUCTION

Specific Time Appointed for the
Earth’s Ending, but It Is Still
Some Few Years.

Apparently all is off!

This little old battle-scarred earth,
a2 mere clay marble among the billiard
balls of the great solar systems, is
headed for the giant sun, Vega, and
humping itself at a gait of 540,000,000
miles a year!

But there is no justification for that
instant desire to get off and walk, says
the Seattle Post-Intelligencer. We
need not worry about what will hap-
pen when our speedy little sphere
reaches its present destination. It will
be our descendants of 180,000,000
years hence that will be yelling for
a transfer to some other line. And
even when that time comes there is a
possibility that Vega will have side-
stepped or ducked, so we can whiz
right by. i

So. 8. L. Boothroyd, associate pro-
fessor of astronomy at the University
of Washington, told a large audience
of men and women recently, in a lec
ture on “The Nebulae of the Stars.”

The eclipse of the sun, which will
be almost complete in Seattle on June
8 next, will be one of the most re-
markable sights ever permitted man
to see, declared Professor Boothroyd.
The astronomers, with powerful tel-
escopes, can witness an eclipse every
58 hours, if they wish to. The star
Algol, which iIs a huge sun, and is lo-
cated In the northern heavens at this
time of the year, in the sword hand of
Perseus, is eclipsed every 58 hours by
a dark star that passes between It
and the earth. This accounts, says
Professor Boothroyd, for the fact that
Algol will gradually grow dim, and
then, within a few minutes, flash up
brighthly again.

New worlds and suns are In process
of creation In the heavenly nebulae,
said Professor Boothroyd. The rare-
fied gases composing the nebulae, and
which consist of atomic particles less
complex than the atoms of iron and
mercury on our sphere, are gradually
becoming more dense. After countless
ages they become solid planets, or
some cataclyem of the heavens may 80 |
heat the particles composing them that
they become suns.

A Group of Salads.

In sections of our country where
caulifiower is reasonable in price it
may be served occasionally as a win-
ter salad, making a most attractive
one. Wash the cauliflower carefully,
tie in a plece of cheesecloth and cook
in boiling salted water. When done
remove from the cloth and sprinkle
with lemon juice and cool. When
ready to serve separate into flowerets,
arrange on a dish, sprinkle with
chopped parsley and serve with French
dressing, made by using three table-
spoonfuls of olive oll, a tablespoonful
of vinegar, half a teaspoonful of salt
and a few dashes of cayenne. DBeat
well and pour over the cauliflower.

Carefully remove canned salmon
from the can and arrange In a nest
of lettuce, then pour over a spoonful
of lemon julce and cover with mayon-
nanise just when it is ready to serve,
Chopped pickle may be sprinkled over
the salmon if preferred, omitting the
lemon Juice.

Herring Salad.

Heat until well-heated through, three
smoked herring, then remove the
heads and skin, split and take out the
back bones and cut in small bits, or
shred with a fork. Put into a salad
bowl, one small chopped onion, two
hard-cooked eggs, chopped, one boiled
potato cut fine, a teaspoonful of
chopped parsley, salt, pepper and three
tablespoonfuls of vinegar with two of
oil; serve well-mixed. Boiled beet
may be used for decoration.

Nut and Celery Salad.
Boil a cupful of walnut meats in

ting them stand in cold water a few
minutes, dry and rub in a towel to
remove the skin. Add a pint of finely
cut celery to the nuts, a tablespoonful

rind, a tablespoonful of chopped
parsley; serve with French dressing
and garnish with celery tips.

Cream Johnny Cake.

Mix and sift one-half teaspoonful of
salt, one level teaspoonful of soda,
half a cupful of flour and two cupfuls
of white cornmeal; add one cupful
of sour cream, one cupful of sour milk
‘and two well beaten eggs. Beat to a
smooth batter and pour half an inch

in a hot oven.

In addition to the grain and the
table scraps in feeding chickens for
meat and eggs, it is well to feed a dry
mash. This dry mash is composed of
various ground grains and is placed
in a mash hopper or box from which
the hens can help themselves. The
advantage of feeding such a mash is
that the hens always have access to
feed, and this tends to make up for
any faulty, inexperienced, or insuffi-
cilent feeding. The hens do not like
the dry mash sc well that they are
likely to overeat, but it will supply a
source of feed in case they are not
getting enough. The dry mash also
provides a suitable medium for feeding
beef scrap, a certain amount of which
may or may not be necessary, depend-
ing upon the amount of meat scraps
available in the table waste. If the
hens show a tendency to become over-
fat it may be desirable to close the
mash hopper during a part of the day
and allow them access to it only dur-
ing & certain period, preferably the
afternoon. A good dry mash is com-
posed of equal parts by welght of
cornmeal, wheat bran, wheat mid-
dlings, and beef scrap. Another good
mash is composed of three parts by
weight of cornmeal and one part beef
scrap. Still a third mash, which has
given excellent results, {8 composed of
one pound of wheat bran, one pound
of wheat middlings, 6.5 pounds of beef
scraps, and 16.5 pounds of cornmeal.
The beef scrap used in the dry mash
is usually the most expensive ingred-
fent, but it Is a very essentlal part of
the mash and very eflicient for egg
production. It should not be elimli-
nated or reduced unless the quantity
of meat in the table scraps I8 consid-
ernhle or unless some other product
can be substituted for it. Fish scrap,
when avallable, may replace the beef
gcrap, or cottonseed menl can be used
to replace one-half the beef gcrap In
the mash. No attempt should be made
to replace more than half the beef
scrap with cottonseed meal, as the re
gults in egg production and in the
quality of the eggs will be unsatisfuc-
tory.

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Simple Outfit May Be Made of Ordi-
nary Pasteboard Box—Defects
Should Be Cast Aside.

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Only firkt-class eggs can be mar-
keted by parcel post. The shipping of
bad eggs not only will cause dissatis-
faction or even loss of the customer,
but, in Interstate shipments, will vio-
late the federal food law if there are
more than 6 per cent of bad eggs In a
shipment. The limit allowed, however,
Is no excuse for any bad eggs among
those marketed.

In spite of the greatest care it will
| sometimes happen under ordinary farm
conditions that an occasional bad egg
will appear among those sent to mar-
ket. It would be wise to candle every
egg shipped. Candling is “the process
of testing eggs by passing light through
them so as to reveal the condition of
the contents.” A simple candling outfit
may be made of an ordinary paste-
board box sufficiently large to be placed
over a small hand lamp after the ends
have been removed. The box should
have a hole cut in it on a level with
the flame of the lamp. Several notches
should be cut in the edges on which the
box rests, to supply alr to the lamp.
The box should be sufficiently large to
prevent danger from catching fire. An
ordinary pasteboard box will serve the
purpose. Candling is done in the dark,
or at least away from strong light, and
each egg I1s held against the hole in the
side of the box, when its condition may
be seen. An egg that shows any defect
should not be marketed.

SELECT EGGS FOR HATCHING

| Sufficient Number of Cholcest Fowls
Should Be Housed In Temporary
Pen and Yarded.

It is seldam necessary and never de-
sirable to use eggs for hatching from
all of the fowls on the farm. A suffi-
clent number of the cholicest fowls
should be selected for use as breed-
ers. The breeding fowls may be sepa-
rated from the main flock two or three
weeks before It Is necessary to begin
