BSome-
times, when things appear to be ruan-
ning too close, they will not even give
the opposition candidate any votes
until the “bosses’ "~ candidate is safe
Any motion for a roll-call is “gaveled
down” by the chairman, and the ser-
geants-at-arms, always chosen by the
“bosses,” are eager to eject any ob-
streperous patriot who begins any
jargon about his “rights.”

To “gavel down” a motion Is simply
to hammer on the table with the gawel
and proclaim that a motion has been
“earried,” or "defeated,” just as you
want it to go. In this way, no matter
what the majority is. the “bosses” and
the chalrman and secretaries can
thwart the will of any convention, un
less the convention splits and “a bolt”
is started. To “bolt” Is to leave the
(| hall, organize a separate convention
and proceed as though the other con-
vention was not in existence.

This is a last resort, and is seldom
done. Delegates are timid and they
rarely have any Independent action.
They may fume in private, but they
“take the gaff” {n public. Party fealty,
party cohesion, party this, that and
the other weighs on them and makes
them cowards. For the most part the
delegates hope to get some crumbs
from the party table and they fear to
revolt, knowing well they will be
marked men with “the organization.”
Oh' potent phrase, “the organization.”
There is the “ward organization,” the
“county organization,” the “state or
ganization,” the “national organiza-
tion,” all {nextricably Ilinked and
welded together, and the national com-
mitteeman can put his finger on a
garbage wagon driver In a remote
ward and separate him from his job
If the driver doesn’'t do exactly as he
is told. It's a beautiful system. Don't
imagine that it is not perfected so far
as it can be.

Occasionally some fossll of respecta-
bility, galvanized into spasmodic ac-
tion by something particularly brazen
on the part of the powers that run the
convention, will get up from the plat-
form, where he is supposed to be ac-
quiescent to the program, and start
the animals by a flery diatribe against
the bare-faced robbery going on under
his very nose. At such a time it is
really delightful to see the perfect re
spect in which his remarks are lis-
tened to by the chairman and the
“bosses.”” His remarks may bé punc-

tured by cheers by the maltontents 1n
the delegates’' seats, but the “strong-
arm” contingent governed by the
“bosses” sits quietly until he fires his
broadside. Then possibly a “boss”
gets up, or the chalrman gets iIn 2
happy remark or two ,and there is a
thunder-roll of applause from the
“bosses’” gang. The resnectable gen-
tleman has  simply talked for the
pleasure of having his cerebellum vi
brate. He might as well have recited
“Mary had a little lamb.”

Our ward stood eight to seven In one
convention, and our chalrman aon-
nounced it correctly. He was an op-
ponent of mine, but he did not try to
change the vote. But when the vote
was announced from the stage it was
16 for the other side. Several of us
yelled “bloody murder” at the steal,
but, bless you, that convention went
right ahead with its business as easily
as if seven men standigg upright in
their geats and howling “Mister Chair-
man; Mister Chalrman,” was a mere
tableau and nothing that concerned
the convention in the remotest de
gree,

By the way, convention oratory Is
divided Into two kinds, the “turned
loose” and the ‘“squeiched” The
“bosses” and the chairman have their
eyes on their own orators, and very
little latitude is allowed the opposition
“jaw-smiths ™ It s Ilaughable to
watch the frantic gyrations of some |
silvertongued word-juggler, especially
if he be a young man, who is trying to
get the chairman’s eye in order to let |
off a philippic against the chairman'= |
tyranny. His companions may holst |
him high on a chair, where he bal |
gnces himself precariously while he
shrieks “Meestair Chairmannan,” and
froths like something stricken with
hydrophobia, but the chalrman goes !

and expends his energy in loud talk in
his immediate vicinity, until some
low-browed gentleman advises him to
“cut it out,” at the same time casting
a perfectly annihilating look in his
direction.

The old stagers always enjoy these
interludes. They smile grimly, get a
fresh grip on their cigars and elevate
the weeds reminiscently in a lkward
angle. They keep watchful cognizance
when their wards are about to be
reached and, if chalrmen, rise In-
stantly at the word, shout clearly the
vote and, whether it be recorded
right or wrong, they settle down
stolcally into the attitude of mere
spectators. Far be it from them to
“holler” it the cards are “stacked’
against them. They would do the
same If they -had the power. The
other fellows have the whip-hand to-
day; when it wshifts, they will give
their opponents the same dose. But
to cavort around on the floor walling
out “Meestair Chalrmannn,” not for
them. They are too wise to resort to
such puerile foolishness.

Nothing can exceed the perfect re-
pose which marks the proceedings as
relates to the officers and head men
who have it in charge. There is not
a shadow of a smile on the counte
nances of the chairman and his assist-
ants .and the “bosses” miove around
on the floor of the convention or as-
cend to the platform with an entirely
serious and virtuous alr which would
indicate extreme selfsacrifice and the
most absolute fairness to their op-
ponents.

But once the business is concluded,
over the cigars and cocktalls these
genlal gentlemen will unbend and re-
late delightedly and with rare humor
the amusing comedies played on the
convention floor. They have remem-
bered the very voices and gestures of

. the reformers and patriots, they can

imitate, and perfectly, the surprised
scream of the plundered delegation, or
the stentorian yawp of the hard-bolled
orator. They enjoy these things with
the gusto of the connoisseur, the po-
litical bon vivant. But at the hall, and
in the midst of the carnage, they are
as suave as panthers and as remorse-
less as cannibals. “Everything goes
in politics.” is their motto, that |s,
everything but honesty.

TWO WAYS OF SERVING EGGS.

Changes from the Ordinary Methods
of Preparing Them.

Eggs a la San Malo are a disguised
dish. Four hard-cooked eggs, ,four
slices of tomato seasonéd with amnle
salad oil and tarragon vinegar, two
tablespoonfuls of butter, little lemon
Juice, some aspic jelly, pinch of pep-
per, fine watercress, chopped parsley
or chopped pistachio nuts, two tea-
spoonfuls anchovy or caviare. Put
the yolks, butter, caviare, pepper and
lemon julce in a mortar and pound
them until quite smooth. Put them
in a forcing bag with plain tube and
fill up the eggs.

Coat them with liquid aspic jelly,
arrange on little sprigs of fine cress,
chopped parsley or chopped pistachios.
Recoat with more asplic. Dip the fo-
mato In hot water, remove skin, slice,
season with the salad oil and tarragon
vinegar, and lay them on a lace pa-
per in an entree dish. Lay eggs on
top. Garnish with small cress and
chopped aspic jelly.

Eggs a la Rossl are nearly as elab-
orate. Seven eggs, seven tablespoon-
fuls of cream, four tablespoonfuls of
lean cooked chopped ham, two pickled
gherkins, salt and pepper, seven slices
of bread about one-half inch thick to
cut out seven cases about in inch in
dlameter.

Stamp out the cases with a round
cutter. Remove the centers carefully

SECURE SUPPLY OF FRESH AIR.

Necessary Ventilators Can Be Put in
with Little Trouble.
Where steam-heat is installed, ac-
cording to Suburban Life, ventilation
is especinlly needed, for the absence of
flues and open fireplaces deprives the
rooms of a constant source of pure
air, and architects are often negligent
in supplying efficient substitutes for
them. When buillding a house, it is
very easy to have at least one open
grating communicating with the out-
side air placed at the highest possi-
ble point In every room, with a flap,
if desired, to prevent this outlet be-
coming an inlet; but, even when the
house is bullt without these necessary
ventilators, they can be easily made
with very little expense or trouble.
Perhaps the simplest riethod of pro-
viding a constant inlet for a room Is
to have a counterpart of the lower rall
of the sash-frame made, with upper
and lower surfaces parallel. When
this is put in its place and the win-
dow shut down om it air comes In
readily at the junction of the upper
and lower frames, and at a height
which prevents those sitting In the
room from feeling any draught.

Candied Lemen Rind.

Don’t throw away lemon and orange
rind. When using lemons for
ade you may take the rind off in
or squeese out the julce and k th
rind in halves. Clean out the Insid
‘throw rinds into cold water, boll five
minutes, drain, themn cover with boll-
ing water and boil until tender. Make
a sirup from one pound of sugar and
half a pint of water, skim, put In lem-
on rind. Cook untll transparent. Put
on sleve to draln, stir sirup until it
begins to granulate, and pour over,
Let It harden and dry on the rinds.
These are better for fruit cake and
mincemeat than what you usually buy.
Orange peels may be treated in the
same way.

Maple Sugar Shortcake.
Make a rich shortecake dough of one

of salt, one-half teaspoon of soda, rolk
ing it out to half the thickness of ordi-
nary biscuits. Cut with biscuit cutter,
butter every other one and sprinkle
with bits of maple sugar. Moisten the
other biscuits with a little sweet
cream or milk and press dowh on top
of sugared biscuits. Lay close togéth-
er in pan, brush over the top with
melted butter and bake in quick oven.
Place on a platter and pour over the
shortcakes a cup of hot maple sirup.
Serve with cream.
