SOME MISTAKEN IDEAS
There are several poifits about
which it is possible for the farm-
ers and others subseribing to the
Irrigation at Portales to be mis-
taken, For example, from what
Mr. Fuller said about SMALL
PUMPS, some farmers have the
mistaken notion that a three or
four inch pump would be of no
use without the construction of
§ costly concrete surface tank.
As a matter of fact, even if the
farmer with small pump loses
1.3 of his 3 feet of water by rea-
son of adirt surface tank, he
has 2 feet left. Now, the com-
wittee who visited Garden City
told us that the Government
plant at that place only furnished
2feet of water altogether. So
that even if the dirt surface tank
lost one-third of the water
pumped, it would still leave
enough for any crop, any ordi-
rary year, and be as good as
the Government proposition.
For Mr. Fuller made it plain that
corn crops, and such like, only
required 10 to 12 inches of water,
while every one knows that an
orchard never requires much
more than 15 to 18 inches. And,
should we have an ordinary rain-
fall in this section next year, no
one would have need of using
more than 2 feet of water even
for alfalfa.
But in most cases, it is a MiIS-

use a three or four inch eylinder
pump exsept you buiild a con-
crete reservoir; for the reason
that the head of water is sosmall
that you loose from 20 to 45 per
cent of your water. Itis better
that farmers, desiring to irri-
gate but 40 acres or such matter
either arrange with their neigh-
bors and install 6 inch puwmp,
each one using it certain hours
in certain days; or else simply
pay for larger pump and useit
shorter time; for the reason that
a 6 inch pump gives such a big
head of water that a surface
tank is unnecessary and you do
not lose half your water in get-
ting it to all your 40 acres, and
it takes the farmer about one:
fourth as long to dohis irrigating.
Third, the topography of the
country; also the fact that all
the town windmills do not lower
the water supply; also the test
given by Mr. Humble's pump
and well the past week—all
these things indicate that we
have a great underground river
of water in the Inland Valley,
that cannot be exhausted. In
fact Fuller insisted that
vr. Humble's well delivered
more water for the size of the
pump than any he had seen

tested.
Fourth, a six inch pump will

put six inches of water over five
acres of land in a day in spite of
losses and, as corn requires but
10 to 12 inches of water to in-
sure full erop, one man could
handle over 100 acres of corn
inone month, so far as his time
in irrigating is concerned, and
have water and time for irriga-
ting large crops of alfalfa or or-
chards.

Pumping Plant for Willard

Willard, N. M., Aug. 18« That|
Willard presents sl the suitable
conditions for the installation of
an 800-horsepawer electrical
transmission power pumping sta’
tion to supply curreat to pomp
the underflow for the irrigation
of this part of the Estancia valley
is the verdict of C. H. Ritten
bouse of the Western Construc
tion company of Wichita, Kansas,
after a careful inspection. He
says the available ‘water supply ,
a short distance underground is |
practically inexhaustible and
needs only to be lifted to the sur
face to make this section indepen
dent of rainfall in the most se
vere drouth.

By the working of the' scheme
now under consideration, the cost
to the farmers for the water
right will be $35 per acse. The
cost of the power on a six thou-
sand acre plant will cost 22 cents
per acre foot and oh an’ eight
thousand acre plant 18 cents per
acre foot. 'The entire cost of the
plant will be about $210,000.

Irrigation Good for Dry Farmer,
Portales farthers hdve seént a
committee to Garden City, Kan-
sas, to inspect the irrigation pro-
ject at that place and to talk the
proposition over with the gentle-
men who are proposing to put in
the pumping plant at Portales.

Unbhappy wedlock is nearsly al-
ways the result of the marriage of
those unfit. Clean wedlock means &
pure clitizenship, a better government,
a grauder nation, a mental and phys-
feal superfority that will attest our
leadership among the great nations of
the earth. That is what Mr. Edge's
bill meant, and that is why we gave
him all the support in our power.”

fit can be warried in Washington.
Under the provisions of Edge's
marriage law, both parties to a mar
riage contract must submit to an ex-
amination by a Mcensed physiclan and
obtain a certificate of thelr physical
fitness to wed, before they can secure
& license.

The law goes further. It prohibits
the yuacrisge 0f any persoh, man oOr
woman, who I8 a common drunkard,
an habitual criminal, or weak in mind.
Mental and moral fitness must De
established by affidavits of responsi-
ble persons. False swearing to afida
vits is made perjury and is punishable
a8 such.

And the law goes still further. It
declares that no girl under 18 years
and no man under 21 years of age
can marry. Even with her pareats’
consent no girl under 15 can wed.
The strong popular sentiment that
forced the law through the legislature
Is ptill active; with the result that It

is being rigidly enforced.—Albu-
guerque Citizen.
