A DEMOOSTRATION
TRAIN FOR FARMERS

Large Corps of Lecturers Will
Accompany Display.

Agricultural College Will Co-

Operate in Movement.

One of the most interesting
announcements made recently
to the people of New Mexico is
that of J. D. Tinsley, agricul
tural demonstrator of the Santa
Fe railroad, that the big railroad
system has determined to oper-
ate a thoroughly equipped agri-
cultural demonstration train to
every point on its lines in New
Mexico, during January next.
The train will carry absolutely
complete equipment for agricul-
tural demonstration work and
will be the equal of any train of
the kind that has been used in
the United States. The Santa
Fe will bear all the expduse of
the enterprise, but will have the
active co-operation of
the New Mexico agricultural
college, - which will furnish all
exhibits, as wellas ten or more
lecturers from the college staff,

The apnouncement of this
train is significant. It means
thal the Santa Fe system has
come to realize thoroughly the
importance of agriculture in the
new state and that it is prepared
to expend large sums of money
in aiding the farmers along its
lines and in encouraging farm |
deveiopment. Similar trains
have been operated in the older
agricultural states with most
beneficial results to the farmers
and upon the general develop
ment of the territory served.
This train will, in effect, carry
our agricultural college direct
to the farmer, and at a season
when, with no crops to tend, he
can give his entire attention te
the lectures and exhibits offered
Every farmer in New
Mexico who can do so should ar-
range to meet the train when it
reaches his distriet.

The train will consist of six
cars. Car No. 1 will be a 40
foot autamobile car, fitted out as
& traveling stable, and will carry
Specimens of dairy and beef oat-
Car No. 2 will be a forty

live stock.  Osr
No. 8 will be a forty foot auto-
mobile car carrying hogs, poul
try and dairy equipment. Oar
No. 4 will be a seventy foot bag-
Rage car fittted out s an exhibit
room and carrying all equipment
necessary in lecture and demon-
stration work. (ar No. 5 will be
a coach fitted oyt as a lecture
room. Car No. 6 will be a Santa
Fe business car for the use of
the members of the lecture
force fccompanying the train.
The train will be in charge of
J. D. Tinsley, agricultural dem-
onstrator of the Sante Fe, and
the lecture gstaf wilk  include
president W. E. Garrigon of the
agricultural college, Director
Luther Foster of the experiment
stadon at Mesilla Park, and eight
Or more department heads, who
willbe ina position to discuss
and.advise with the farmers upon
every subject of \itig' which
may
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{ will be given to the farmers and

others to meet the experts, ask
them questions and get advice
upon questions that may con-
front them. The train will be in
every sense a traveling school.

The exact date for running the
train has not been decided on as
yet, but probably the start will
be made on or about January
15¢h. The train equipment will
be completed in the Albuquerque
shops and will be run-solid to
Mesilla Park where the agricul-
tural and live stock equipment
will be installéd. Thence the
trrin will run to La Tuna on the
Texas border, where the first
stop will be made. Stops of an
hour or so will be made at every
station, and in the larger towns
night meetings will be held. The

Lt.rsin will be on the road seven-

teen to eighteen days, and will
be in active service fifteeu days
since Sundays will not be used.

The first day the train will run
from La Tuna to Rincon, second
day Rincon to Deming thea to
San Marcial. Third day San
Marcial to Albuquerque, with
night meeting at Albuquerque.
Fourth day Albuquarque to Las
Vegas via Santa Fe. Fifth day
Las Vegas to Springer. Bixth
day Springer to Raton. Seventh
day Raton to Las Vegas with
night meeting at Las Vegas.
Eigth day Las Vegas to Albu-
querque. Ninth day Albuquer-
que to Vaughn. Tenth day
Vaughn to Taiban. Eleventh
day Taiban to Clovis via Texico.
Twelfth Qloyis “te Reswell
with M‘:"Mn. at Roswell.
Thirteenth day Roswell to Carls
bad. Fourteenth day Carisbad
to Malaga to Loving, thus cover
ing every point on the Santa Fe
systewn in New Mexico. Ample
notice will be given of the exact
time of arrival at each station so
that all farmers and others may
be able toattend.

A most important feature of
the campaign will be the prelim-
inary organization of children’s
industrial clubs, along the lines
of the corn-growing clubs in
other states. This is regarded
as one of the essential objects of
the enterprise, and in order that
it may be succeasful, teachers in
all schools are urged to have the
pupils under them preseant at
every stopping place.

Further details of the opera-
tion of the train will be given
out from time to time and the
detailed running schedule will
be announced not less than two
weeks in advance of the starting
of the train so that all may have
sufficient notice.
