Buy Your Coal Now 
The old saying is, “ in time of peace 

prepare for war.”  This suggest* that 
now is a good time to lay in a winter’s 
supply of coal. There are several rea­
sons for this, and in the first place it is 
economical, because ihe-coal can be 
bought a little cheaper now than it can 
in the winter. But the main reason is 
that if everybody waits till cold weather 
combs there will be such a great de­
mand for coal on short notice that it 
will be impossible to supply the de­
mand, as the people here and every­
where else throughout this western 
oountry have experienced the last few 
winters. It is doubly important in this 
plains country because there is no 
other supply of fuel.

The dealers here are now receiving 
coal a nd they can get all they want. 
But there is a limit to the amount they 
can receive on the account of storage 
room and for the further reason of the 
cash it requires. The dealer must pay 
cash for every car of coal he gets be­
fore he can unload it, as a bill for both 
the coal and the freight, comes with 
every car. For these reasons every­
one can plainly see it will he Impossi­
ble for the dealers to Say in an unlimit­
ed supply. If everybody will depend 
on just buying their coal as they need 
it the result is that when the first cold 
storm comes the supply on hand is soon 
exhausted and the dealers in every 
town In the United Slates sends in or­
ders for coal at once and of course they 
cannot all be supplied at once.

This suggestion to lay in a supply of 
coal while It can he had is probably 
more pertinent to the country people 
than it is to those living in town, es­
pecially to those living quite adistance 
from town. When a storm comes the 
oountry people generally find the roads 
had, the weather disagreeable for haul­
ing, their stdek needing extra atten­
tion and a multitude of things to do, on 
acoount of which they lack time for 
making a trip for coll. We make 
theae suggestions merely for the com­
mon good, to show* the condition and to 
remind the people of its importance.

“ It appears that some non-pro­
gressive settlers who have claims 
along the Cameo cut-off and who 
value their dirt equal to a gold 
mine, are trying to hold up the 
railroad company in grand style 
for the right of way along the 
boundary lines of their land. 
The company has purposely run 
the survey along the half section 
lines, in order not to detract from 
the value of the land, but the 
building of the road would on the 
other hand, greatly increase the 
value thereof. Some enterpris­
ing settlers see these points and 
have given the company free 
right of way through their claims 
as is customary in well regulated 
communities, however, it may be 
necessary for the company to con­
demn certain tracts and go ahead, 
and in such event, the contrary 
parties will no doubt receive the 
regulation price of $20 per acre.

.while he felt satisfied that he had bis 
man spotted several weeks ago, he has 
acted on the theory that it was better 
to go slow and allow evidence to accu­
mulate, until now he claims to have a 
strong chain of indisputable evidence 
woven about the* guilty ones. Last 
Wednesday the officer learned that a 
letter addressed to one ‘ IMartin”  at 
Texlco, had been ordered forwarded to 
Bovina, and he immediately went there 
and laid in wait. Sooh O. D Callahan, 
who has been making headquarters at 
the Oklahoma Feed Store, accompanied 
by Mrs. Annie Gullahorn, who was 
formerly employed as a compositor in 
this office, arrived In a buggy. Calla­
han called for the Martin letter and 
started to get into the buggy when 
Officer Dycus placed him under arrest, 
and took possession of the letter which 
was found to contain 8250 of the kind 
of bills described above.

The prisoner, Callahan, was taken to 
Hereford and lodged in jail, and the 
woman was allowed to return to her 
home. She- claims to have had no 
knowledge of the matter, but promised 
to be on hand if wanted in court at any 
time as witness iu the case.

Today Mrs. Gullahorn accompanied 
Sheriff Dycus to Hereford, where she 
will probably be kept unde* surveil­
lance until needed in court.
