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Sheep and Goat Raisers Must
Help Pay Government Trapper

Callahan County sheep andi
goat ralsers met In the court-
house here last week and mnde
plans for keeping a govemmcnt
trapper at work in the county.

Hugh Norman, of Baird, has|
been trapping predatory ani-|
mals the past year, and ranch-'
ers report coyote, bobcat and|
fox populations have been thin-|
ned. Flocks of sheep and geats|
no longer suffer such drastic|
casualties, they say.

“It was agreed at the meet-
ing that another year's work
would mean the saving of thou-
sands of dollars to local ranch-
ers,” sald Douglas Frey of Put-
nam, secretary of the Callahan
County Predator Control Asso-
clation.

To help finance the federa
trapper, local sheep and goat|
men are being asked to contri-|
bute five cents per head of these!
animals owned. It was polntod
out that this pays only $100 per|
month of the trapper's salary |
the remainder of the expense Is|
borne by the county, State nnd:
Federal government. |

“Without the $100 monthly
from livestockmen themselves
the program cannot be contin-
ued,” Fry sald.

Grazing Deadlines
Set for Wheat Farms

With few exceptions, acreage
from wheat production to con
servation use under the 196
wheat stabilization program may
be grazed until May 1, 1962, ac
cording to  Tommie Harris
Chairman of the County Agri-
cultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Committee. An excep-
tion to this deadline date for
grazing Is where a producer
wishes to benefit under the pro
gram's double-cropping provi
slons, In which case grazing will
not be permitted on the farm
after December 31, 1961,

The 1962 wheat stabllization
program provides for the diver.
slon of land from wheat produc
tion to conservation uses, By
using the acreage diverted for
approved conservation practices
producers earn payments. The
program also provides that the
diverted acreage Is not to be
erazed or & crop harvested from
it during the year. With a graz-
ing deadline of May 1, 1962, the
diverted acreage on participat-
ing farms may not be grazec
from that date through the bal
ance of the calendar year if th
farm Is to remaln eligible fo
wheat stabllization payments
In addition, the no-grazing re
quirement must be met if the
wheat from the farm is to be
eligible for price support.

Winter wheat producers may
apply for participation in the
1062 wheat stabilization pro-
gram any time up to December
1, 1961. An application is neces-
sary for each farm on which the
producer expects to take part in
the program. Winter wheat sta-
bilization payments will be made
only to those who sign applica-
tions at the County ASCS omee

Catholics Build
New Church

St. Joachim’s Catholic Church
in Clyde, bullt in 1895, is being
replaced by a new modern
church bullding, now under con-
struction,

The Catholic Church was the
first church formed in Clyde in

1890. Among the first famllies|
of the Catholic church were
James and Edward Dugan and
their familles who came from
Norristown, Pa., in 1883,

Clyde was founded in 1881 by
a group of Easterners. They were
Iater followed by a colony of
Portuguese families brought in
by the new Texas and Pacific
Rallroad.

Clyde, at that time, consisted
of a general store, post office
and a box car depot. Also in
1883 came James and Charley
Crowley from Pennsylvania. A
short time later, Charley Crow-
ley became the local section
foreman. From Wisconsin came
| the Frank Prew family in 1889
which settled on a farm 12 miles
southwest of Clyde, and farmed
there until they moved to the
family home in east Clyde.

The Catholie church is on land
in front of the Prew home where
Jim Prew and his sister, Miss
Mary Prew, reside.

A&M College Aiding
M. D. Anderson Clinic,

The Data Processing Center at
Texas A&M College Is assisting
the University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Hospital in Houston
with computing problems invol-
ved in radium treatment of can-
cer patients. |

Robert L. Smith Jr., director,
of the Data Processing Center,
labeled the work a cooperative
effort in treatment of one of the|
world’s most dreaded diseases. |

Information from the famous
cancer research hospital In
Houston is sent to the A&M|
College campus in card form to
be computed. The Center re-|
turns a set of printed calcula-|
tions showing the radiation pat-
tern in the treated area.

“The basic program,” Smith |
sald, “Is the calculation of (ho‘
level of radium dosage in the
affected area to give the radio-
logist a complete plcture of the
current treatment. On the basis
of this information, he will pre-
scribe further treatment.”

Robert J. Shalek, a physicist
with M. D. Anderson, said sev-|
eral years may be needed to
evaluate the usefulness of the
added information made avall-
able by the center's computer.

“One of the difficulties of the
profession,” Shalek sald, “is that
a long evaluation time, some-
times as long as five years, Is|
required to evaluate an innova-/
tion.”

The hospital staff rushes in-|
formation on radium needle im-|
plants to the A&M College com-!
puting center. The Center then
returns listing of radiation dos-!
age for the affected area, as well
as Isodose plots of the dosage,
levels.

The Center’s role involves,|
among other things, nsslstlng'
the radiologist, by full informa-|
tion about treatment intensity,|
to provide maximum mdlatlonl
dosage for the cancerous area|
and minimum dosage for the|
healthy area surrounding the
cancer.

“The math assoclated with the!
treatment,” Smith sald, ‘“gets|
highly tecinical.” The tachni-
que for doing these calculations
at computer speeds was develop-
ed at the center.

The electronic computer solves
the problem, providing accurate
data to determine how far the
treatment is extending and to
detect any possible overlap of
treatment.

The A&M College Data Pro-
cessing Center has some $3 mil-
lion worth of machinery, includ-
ing an IBM 709, which is as large
as any computer currently used
in any university in the United
States. Its system has the abil-
ity to read, write and compute
simultaneously, speeding up the
computation process.

Each case sent to the Center
requires from 5 minutes to 2
hours of computer time worth
$300 per hour. These calcula-
tions are done at no cost to M.
D. Anderson, Smith pointed out.
