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The MomiDays
Don A. Mounday, and his wife, 

Mrs. L. D. W. Mounday, were 
arrested July 25, 1918, at Topeka 
Kansas, indicted October 16, 
1913, at Leavenworth, Kansas, 
and on January 19, 1914, after a 
trial lasting several days, they 
were convicted of useing the 
mails to defraud. They were sen­
tenced on April 14, 1914, by 
Judge John C. Pollock; Don A. 
Mounday to serve two years in 
the United States Penitentdary 
at Levenworth, Kansas, and 
pay a fine of $1000.00 and costs 
of prosecution, L. D. W. Moun­
day, to pay a fine of $300.00 and 
costa of prosecution. After con­
viction Mr. and Mrs. Mounday 
appealed the case to the Circuit 
Court of appeals, and on Jnlv 24 
1915, an opinion was rendered 
affirming the decision of the 
District Court. A petition was 
filed to have a rehearing of that 
decision and was refused. A pet­
ition was then filed in the Supre­
me Coura for a writ of certierari 
which was refused. An order 
was issued that the Jefendents 
surrender to the court not later 
than January 13. 1916. On Jan 
uary 11, 1916, Don A. Mounday 1 
was delivered into the United 
States penitentiary at I>eaven- 
worth, Kansas, where he is now 
confined. On January 16, 1916, 
Mrs. Mounday surrendered her­
self to the sheriff of Shawnee 
county, Kansas, at Topeka. Kan­
sas, and began serving sentence 
in lieu of the fine and costs, to­
talling approximately $5000.00. 
When they get out they will pro 
bably build that sugar mill in 
Portales.

The issues in the coming national campaign appear to

The 
Rebublicans stand committed to a policy of a large stand­
ing army and navy, added to which will be the customary 
declaration of Democratic failure to instill the fear of the 
Ixird into the hearts of all beliggerant nations. They 
have, apparently, out-Teddied Teddy in jingoism and an 
inordinate greed for military dominance. Had the Re­
publicans been in power this nation would have long since 
have declared war on Mexico and expended many good 
American lives and much American money in conquering 
a semi-barbarous nation only to return it to them at the 
end of hostilities for a repetition of the very outrages it 
sought to put an end to by fighting. We would have been 
at war with all the nations of Europe and, possibly, with 
those of the Orient, as well. The Democratic party has 
take a middle, or conservative course, adopting safe and 
sane preparatory measures. Under the guiding hand of 
President Wilson, this nation has kept free from the haz- 
zards of war while, at the same time, the fighting nations 
have learned to have a wholesome respect for the Ameri­
can people and to have acquired a respect for American 
diplomacy not heretofore accorded to it.

on the democratic side, for peace, prudence, adequate pro­
tection for all Americans. Under a continuation of the 
1 Femocratic administration home industries and home prob­
lems will continue to receive their full quota of attention 
and will not be subordinated to schemes of military glory 
and the butchery of humanity. American lives must not 
be sacrificed on the altar of American jingoism nor to 
place Elihu Root in the presidential chair.

Will Mr. Root advise the Re­
publicans to go to the hustings 
on its promise t° declar war on 
Germany if successful? If that 
is his position, the Democrats are 
willing to accept his challenge. 
If such is not his position then 
his recent speech is but the ut­
terance of a demagogue and a 
mountebank.

Something About Roads
That Roosevelt county needs more and better roads goes 

without saying, however, there has been but little really 
effective work along these lines. Farmers who live some 
little distance from towns and villiages, and who, each 
year, are almost continually on the road hauling grain and 
produce to market, cannot be taken to task for complain­
ing about the wretched condition of the trails they are 
compelled to follow in order to get their stufi to market. 
In this connection, it might be well to remember that the 
farmers and stock raisers are the real hone and sinew of 
our country. Without them it would be impossible for 
any town to maintain its existence. It would, then, ap­
pear to be good logic to expend a considerable part of the 
county revenue in making roads that were passable for 
loaded wagons. The amount of money that has been ex­
pended by the state of New Mexico to maintain that pal­
ace of archaeological exhibits and museum of ancient and 
extinct relics of Indians, would have gone a long way to­
ward road building within the state, and would have re­
sulted in much actual benefit to the taxpayers of the com­
monwealth. It is a deplorable fact that more money can 
be raised to further the private grafts of certain individuals 
than can be found for meritorious projects that would be­
nefit the many. Roosevelt county’s donation to that 
pleasure resort in California would more than purchase 
sufficient oil to have thoroughly oiled the highway between 
Portales and Clovis, and would have put that causeway in 
excellent condition for, at least, one year, whereas there 
is not a person in the wide, wide world that can point to 
one single advantage that this county has derived from 
this outlay of money. Prospective candidates for the of­
fice of county commissioner should be closely interviewed 
upon their position in the matter of good roads, and put 
on record as to what steps they will pledge themselves to 
take in th is matter. They should be questioned closely 
open th e ir ideas of county economy and a mere statement 
th a t they would stand for an economical administration of

The R a n ! Chsrch.
Is the rural church passing? 

Are the days of good, old fash­
ioned religion a thing of the past? 
So it would seem from a reading 
of the report of President Ken­
yon L. Butterfield of the Mass­
achusetts agricultuae college to 
the Commission on Cnurch and 
Country Life. Butterfield de­
clares that the rural church must 
become a community institution 
aud through its preacher and 
lay members promote courses 
of good roads, better farming, 
agriculture college extension 
courses temperance, public health 
community beautification and 
planning, promotion of co-oper­
ation among farmers for buying 
selling for recreation centers. 
Such radical change from a 
house where God is supposed to 
be worshipped to one where 
purely secular matters are diss- 
cussed is bound to cause a wide­
spread opposition among the re- 
ligiohs. Many students of re­
ligion claim that the decline of 
the country church began when 
pulpits where throwr open to 
politions - when the local min­
ister attempted political elections 
when the church became a polit­
ical forum. There is a sound 
basis for tips claim. Men go to 
church to be told of God and 
spiritual matters. They waut to 
pray, to put their house in order, 
to hesitate in the mad rush for 
the necessities and luxuries of 
life to think of the future life. 
When this is denied then, ond, 
in its place, a minister delivers a 
political talk, urging them to 
vote for this canidate or for that 
cause in the name of religion, 
the religious man roghtfully re­
sents the assumed leadership of 
the pretcher and, as a result, 
stays at home to commune with 
his God. It is a fact that two- 
thirds of the rural churches have

ceased to grow and that 83 per 
cent have a membership of less 
than 100 To change the country 
church to a community house 
may result in much temporal 
benefitjto the communities in 
which the house may be located 
but what of the church? The 
anti-religious could find no bet­
ter way to hasten the complete 
disruption of the church.
