I was born in Kentucky 54 
years ago; was thrown upon my 
own resources at the age of 18, 
moved to Missouri where I receiv­
ed my education, principally in 
the public schools and in William 
Jewell college. I spent four 
years in the latter institution, 
working my way through. After 
which I taught 13 years, then 
moved to Oklahoma. From that 
state I came to New Mexico and 
settled on a claim in the Carter 
neighborhood. I have resided in 
this state eight years and have 
spent four of them mostly in the 
school room and on the farm. 
During the last four years 1 have 
been engaged in preaching to 
country churches. 1 have always 
voted the Democratic ticket. 1 
stand for honesty, economy, and 
impartiality in the conduct of 
government affairs, end believe 
that a stable government can be 
maintained only by a strict ob­
servance of these principles.

Honest men do not object to 
being taxed when they know the 
taxes are justly levied and eco­
nomically used, therefore, too 
much thought cannot be given 
this important question.

I believe that all state and 
county officers should be paid 
salaries commensurate with the 
rank of the office, the qualifica­
tions required, and the amount 
of work performed. They should 
1 e on an equitable basis, however, 
and in keeping with the growth 
and development of the state and 
county. They should be neither 
too high nor too low. 
draft and unnecessary expendi­

tures ca**se high taxes; high tax 
es breed discontent, and discon­
tent leads to rebellion and anar­
chy. On the other hand, if sal­
aries are too low the most com­
petent men cannot be had and 
inefficiency in office will result 
disasterously. therefore, both ex­
tremes should be avoided.

I believe in good schools and 
want to see the standard of edu­
cation raised to a degree equal 
to that of any state in the union. 
Ours is a government of the peo­
ple and by the people, and a 
pure, intelligent ballot is the 
foundation stone of our national 
existence, therefore our boys 
and girls should be thoroughly 
trained for citizenship. To this 
end we should have thoroughly

equipped school houses and ef­
ficient teachers.

I believe in rural high schools 
wherever it is practical, but ow­
ing to the unsettled condition of 
most of the districts in this sec­
tion, we should be careful lest 
we increase the burden of tax­
ation by unnecessary expendi­
tures.

Good roads are an evidence of 
civilization as well as a public 
necessity, therefore I favor all 
the main thoroughfares leading 
to market, school or church, be­
ing kept open and in good repair.

I favor exempting all farm im­
provements to the value of $500 
at least, and raising the valua­
tion on land. This would more 
nearly equalize the burden of 
taxation on resident and non­
resident land holders.

1 would be glad to discuss the 
above propositions in the various 
school houses of the county.
If elected I shall endeavor to be 
present at every session of the 
legislature and do all in my 
jiowOr to promote good legisla­
tion and to prevent that which 
is against the interests of my 
constituency.

To this end I seek your sup­
port.

Begins to Look Like Sure Enough Intervention
The raids of the Mexican guerrillo into the United Sta­

tes begins to look something like sure enough interven­
tion. It is true that Carranza, realizing the futility of 
resistance, has given a grudging consent to the American 
forces to participate in the capture of Villa, but to the 
most casual observer, this assent was anything but grace­
fully given. On the contrary, Carranza, well knowing 
that this government would go just as cheerfully without 
his consent as with it, made the best of an unpleasant 
necessity, and come across with the useless permission. 
It is hardly conceivable, however, that the soldiers of the 
United States will long ride with the Mexican constabu­
lary without coming to an open rupture, which ean mean 
nothingmore than taking of the whole situation over by 
the government on this side of the Rio Grande. This 
whole situation has been the result of a deliberate inten­
tion on the part of Villa to force the power at Washington 
to intervene in the affairs of Mexico, thus overthrowing 
the Carranza government. Villa is nothing if not vin­
dictive, and when Washington recognized the de facto 
government of Carranza it, virtually, made it impossible 
for Carranza to ever realize his hopes of being the father of 
his country. If Villa, himself, could not reign or hold in 
his own hand the destiny of the man who should, then no 
other should. He would much rather that every man, 
woman and child in Mexico should be put to the sword 
than that Carranza should live to triumph over him, hence, 
failing to get that recognition at Washington which he 
desired, he determined to make himself and followers so 
distasteful to Americans that only through intervention 
could his outrages be curbed and himself eliminated. He 
well knew the hatred of the Mexicans for the gringos and 
it is easy for him to forecast the impossible conditions 
with which an American army would be confronted in 
that country. He also, probably, believed that Carranza 
would resort to force before the Americans were allowed 
to enter his territory. In the latter belief, Carranza prov­
ed more wiley than he was given credit for being, but 
that the two armies may for any lengfTi of time work har­
moniously together requires too violent a darft on the 
imagination and the break cannot be long in coming. It 
is also conceded that the capture of Villa will not be en­
compassed in a day or a week. He is a wily rascal and 
knows every nook and cranny In the country where he is 
operating, whereas the Americans will have to depend up­
on the enemy race for their information and misinforma­
tion, and will, more than likely, get more of the latter 
than of the former. Trouble in Mexico may well be said 
to have just now commenced and will be finished only 
with the complete subjugation of that people. Villa has 
accomplished his object, he has forced the intervention of 
the American government and has now only to look out 
and try to save his own rascally hide.

The State Record appears to be much worried because 
of the chagrin endured by the American officers by reason 
of the attitude of President Wilson. Well, it is much 
better that this bunch of army officers suffer a little in 
their pride than that the whole nation suffer over its 
dead. It is possible, also, that President Wilson will be 
able to live down the displeasure of the State Record.

It is hoped that the meeting that was held for the pur­
pose of devising ways and means to oil the streets of Por- 
tales will not have been in vain. It may require heroic 
measures but the end will justify the means. Don’t let 
this matter drop. •________
