• ••

FOR several years the nation has been interested in the 
conservation of our natural resources and we have 

paid special attention to the planting and protection of trees. 
We have now discovered the necessity of preserving all 
song and insectivorous birds. It is said that if all insect 
eating birds were destroyed, this whole cantinent would in 
three years become uninhabitable by reason of the myriads 
of insects. We should bring back the birds to protect our 
grains, plants and trees. And, while we are Impressed with 
the economic value of these things, we bear in mind also 
their esthetic value. The beauty of shade and forest trees 
and the sweetness of wild birds’ songs please our senses and 
increase vastly our enjoyment in living.

Special days for the consideration of these interests are 
necessary, as in our rush of daily affairs there is little time 
to think carefully of many claims npon our attention- The 
days selected in New Mexico should be observed in schools 
and communities, not in idleness, but in practical measures 
to insure the ends we are seeking, and in such exercises as 
shall inculcate permanently in our minds the habits of think­
ing that shall lead to these ends. The actual planting of 
trees may be done on the days designated or at such other 
convenient time as may best conform to local climatic con­
ditions.

THEREFORE, under the Acts of the State legislature 
passed “ to encourage the planting of forest trees for the 
benefit and adornment of public and private grounds, places 
and ways,” and to encourage the protection of birds, I, 
William C. McDonald.

Something More About County Expense.
It appears that the matter of commission form of gov­

ernment for counties is gaining some converts. At least 
one citizen in Portales has become inoculated with the 
commission form bug, and has gone to some trouble to 
figure out the saving this would make for me county. 
He is a gentlemen of affairs and is some expert in figures, 
consequently, when he tells you that he would be willing 
to enter into a contract with the people to conduct all the 
affiairs of the county of Roosevelt for the lump sum of 
fifteen thousand dollars per year, the said people may rest 
assured that he is making no wild cat guess at the matter. 
Now there is some little difference between fifteen thous­
and dollars annually and the amount that at present the 
county is expending. Of course, it would require a con­
stitutional amendment but in a matter of this importance 
that should not be difficult If the new order would save 
to the taxpayers of each county in the state something 
more than two-thirds of the present extravagant county 
disbursements, then it would appear that such a measure 
would hold some interest to the farmers and tax payers. 
Just what do you farmers and town folks get for the vast 
sums of money annually paid out by the county? There 
is an indifferently kept lawn about the court house square, 
a few untrimmed and ragged looking trees and these are 
about the extent of the visible advantages of our high tax 
rates. Of course there is the extravagent system of as­
sessing and collecting these large sums of money, but 
wherein lies any material advantage to the county in that 
proceedure? Of what actual advantage to the sons of 
the soil are these expensive collecting agencies when the 
money is not expended for some material benefit to those 
who contribute, under compulsion, these big sums of 
money? If, under the contract system, all this work may 
be done for less than one-third of the present expense, 
and done just as thoroughly and efficiently, why would it 
not be worth while to try it out? The difference in the 
present cost of the county administration and fifteen 
thousand dollars a year would, within three or four years, 
build a good community road in every settlement and pay 
for oiling and keeping the same in perfect condition. 
With a system of this kind taxes could be divided by 
three and still pile up a surplus in the county repository. 
Think these things over and then write to the News your 
opinions. _ _ _ _ _ _

The Campaign Is On.
The compaign is on, that is there is a large number of 

patriotic citizens who have signified their willingness to 
sacrifice themselves on the altar of public service for the 
meager salaries provided by the Republican legislature. 
This indicates that Roosevelt county is not behind the 
times in the matter of patriotism. However, the voter 
has an important duty to perform in this connection. He 
should weigh carefully the qualifications and character of 
each separate individual candidate, taking into consider­
ation his temperament and his bias, should any such ex­
ist, his inclination to treat every citizen of the county in 
a fair and just manner, or otherwise, his peculiar fitness 
or unfitness for the position desired. In these matters of 
personal friendships and personal dislikes should not be 
taken into consideration. Each aspirant for public office 
should be considered from the standpoint only of efficiency 
and honesty. The people of Roosevelt county have a 
large number to select from and they should make the 
best possible selections to the end that the affairs of the 
county and district should be economically and efficiently 
administered. The campaign is now on and the voters 
will have an opportunity of meeting personally all the ap­
plicants for public office and they are responsible only to 
themselves for the selections made.
