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Good Corn and O th e r Crops
A representative of the News 

made a visit to the country home 
of John A. Fairly Wednesday 
evening of this week and found 
many things that surprised him. 
As a general proposition Mr. 
Fairly is busy most of the time 
with his insurance business and, 
while considerable talk has been 
heard about the splendid condi­
tion of the crop on his forty acre 
farm, the News man had not 
paid much attention to it, believ­
ing that it would not have been 
possible for him to have devoted 
much attention to it. Howtver, 
it did not take long to be con­
vinced. The first place visited 
was a seven acre patch of corn 
that sure d i d  l o o k  good to 
“ Benny." This place has been 
irrigated four times and the 
stalks are almost as tall as trees, 
and most of them bearing two 
large ears of grain. It showed 
good attention and cultivation. 
Mr. Fairly stated that his boys 
had sold right at two hundred 
dollats worth of roasting ears 
from this patch and yet one can 
not find where the ears were 
pulled. A conservative estimate 
would be seventy-five bushels 
per acre for this patch.' He also 
has another ten acres that is al­
most as good as this. Among 
the other crops he had an acre of 
peas, five acres of oats, four 
acres of alfalfa and another 
seven acres of corn. This fall he 
expects to put in a much larger 
acreage of alfalfa with a mother 
crop of oats. He has about sixty 
head of good shoats which he 
will feed out this fall, besides 
some fancy brood sows. Mr. 
Fairly has demonstrated this 
year that corn and other crops, 
aside from alfalfa and fruit trees, 
can be irrigated with profit. 
Take, for instance, his seven 
acre patch of corn. He has* wat­
ered this about four times at a 
cost of, approximately three dol­
lars per acre. Had he only in­
creased his yield by twenty-five 
bushels per acre he would more 
than have been repaid for his 
time and expense, but there is 
no question but what he has 
more than doubled his crop by- 
irrigation. and that is al«o true 
of his other crops. Mr. Fairly 
has a splendid demonstration of 
what can be done on a small irri­
gated farm when the owner is 
not afraid of a little perspiration 
and when he really tries. It will 
pay you to go out to his place, 
adjoining the town on the west, 
and take a look for yourself.

Mr. Wil- 
Bon is a cow man of much exper­
ience and there is no question of 
his making good in his manage­
ment of this ranch.

The coming state fair at Albuquerque and the live 
stock exhibition at Roswell are both events in which 
Roosevelt county should take an active interest. It is 
true that conditions have not been so good this year for 
dry farming as they were last year, and that lack of mois­
ture has to some extent, injured the range, yet this mat­
ter of crop shortage is only comparative. There are many 
portions of the county where growing plants have suffered 
little, if any, from scarcity of rainfall. As to conditions 
on the range, cattle are all in good shape, sleek and fat, 
and with rain during the next thirty days there will be an 
abundance of grass for winter pasture. None of our 
stock farmers are feeding at this time, as is the case in 
many less favored districts, and no difficulty would be ex­
perienced in selecting good show stuff for the Roswell 
stock exhibition. As to the state fair, there is plenty of 
dry farmed and irrigated stuff to go to this towm of Albu­
querque and again come romping home with the regalia. 
There is no question of having an abundance of exhibits 
for both of these events. There is, however, an apparent 
apathy in getting to work preparing for the collection, 
shipment and arrangement of these exhibits. In the first 
place no definite steps have been taken towards arranging 
for our county fair. This should be the first, or prelimi­
nary step, towards both the other affairs and there is none 
too much time left in which to accomplish this. I f  we are 
going to Albuquerque our committee should have, at the 
least calculation, one thousand dollars with which to trans­
port exhibits and so arrange them that they will attract 
attention when put upon display. We won last year be­
cause we went after everything in sight, and we went 
after it like we wanted it. We should do no less this 
year, though the getting will be considerably more diffi­
cult this year than last. There are many counties that 
have determined to show to the world that Roosevelt 
county is not the only community where stock and irri­
gated farming flourishes and they are coming strong for 
some of the prizes. Whether we succeed this year or not 
depends wholly upon the efforts put forth by our citizen­
ship. We can repeat if we try. Now are we going to try 
or not, and if we are, when are we going to make the 
start?

On crossing the border, there Is 
only the ordinary examination of bng- 
cage, and the only precaution Is that 
la tbe ease of foreign alleu*. and even 
la their esse there la no difficulty 
when the officials are satisfied thut 
they are not attempting entry as ene­
mies.

Although officials of the Govern men. 
have taken every means to bring to 
the attention of the tourist and others 
that no difficulty could he placed In 
tbe way of their admission, there still 
remained doubt Id the minds of some. 
Only the other day the Government 
took action again, and authorised the 
statement that no measures taken for 
recruiting the forces either have been 
or will be applied to any persons who 
are not ordinarily resident In the Do­
minion. Nor Is It the Intention to ask 
for volunteers except from among Brit­
ish subjects, resident In Canada. More­
over, the Military Service Act, under 
Which conscription Is applied In Great 
Britain, affects only persons “ordinar­
ily resident in Great Brituln."

Americans and British subjects resi­
dent In the United States who de- 
alre to Tlslt Canada will find no more 
trouble at the border than they have 
experienced In tbe past, and upon ar­
riving they will be made as welcome 
as ever. War conditions of any kind 
will not Inconvenience or Interfere 
with them.

The Immigration authorities sng 
geet that, as s precaution against Id - 
oonveolence. naturalised Americans 
whose country of origin was one of 
those at war with the British empire, 
ahould provide themselves with their 
certificates of naturalisation.

She always kept 
In her room a medicine chest, and was 
forever toying with Its little boxes and 
bottles. One day her room mate, Ber­
the Berthet, complained of feeling 111. 
The helpful Marie opened her medi­
cine chest and said: “ I know Just 
what to do for you, my dear.” So she 
mixed up a tempting effervescent bev­
erage and handed It to Berthe, who 
drank It eagerly, and a few minutes 
later was In a paroxysm of pain. Tbe 
landlady heard her screams and sent 
for Doctor Lambassy, who saved her 
life.

Sbe went to nnrse 
Madame Chablox, and promptly gave 
her poison, which brought her to the 
edge of the grave, hut the madam was 
a strong woman, nnd she rallied.

Madame Juvet o f Genera conceived 
the Idea of establishing a private hos­
pital, and Marin applied tor the poat- 
« < »  at head nurse.

poison. When Made had finished her 
campaign she and M. Juvet and a 
couple of servants were the only sur­
vivors of the household.

Then Mode, still Intent upon dolcg 
good, went to nurse a Madame Le­
noir, and the madatne's funeral oc­
curred a few days after her arrival. 
By this time her reputation as a death 
angel was beginning to attract atten­
tion, and she found It difficult to get 
patients. The strange thing Is that 
nobody seemed to suspect her up to this 
time. Time and again the doctors 
had found Indications of poisoning In 
her suffering patients, and yet they 
seemed unable to believe that Marie 
could be anything but what she 
seemed. It Is this that makes the 
story of her career remarkable. She 
was careless to the point of reckless­
ness. She would predict the early 
death of people In perfect health, nnd 
when these people died nobody seemed 
to see anything strange In It. It 
speaks much for her Ingratiating mnn- 
ner that she could so long be "shak­
ing from out her condor wings Invisi­
ble woe,” and still avoid suspicion.

When at last she was arrested, It 
was easy to secure the proofs of her 
crimes, and the Indictment against her 
accused her of the murder of nine per­
rons. Her attempts at murder were 
too numerous for consideration.

She was an artist In crime. She 
had none of the ordinary motives. It 
was art for art's sake with her. She 
never tried to profit by her horrid 
deeds. She was willing to work for 
nothing any time. If It would give her 
a chance to remove somebody. She 
was absolutely pitiless and enjoyed 
the sufferings of her victims. “Death 
had such beautiful momenta," she said, 
when asked why she committed her 
crimes. “There Is poetry In poison.” 
ahe remarked, upon another occasion.

She died In 1884, In her little white 
cell, and to the last she retained her 
weird beauty. Her marble white face, 
with Its beautiful dark eyes, haunted 
the memories of the thousands who 
Journeyed to Geneva to see the 
strangest criminal of modern tlinea.

T HERE was one rich and un­
ruly realm the S[tanlards were 
glad to rid themaelvea of fol­
lowing the battle of Manila 

bay. The huge Island of Mludanao, 
pronounced as though spelled Mlnd-a- 
now, known In the Philippines as 
Moroland, had the reputation of being 
largely uneonquered, as much by the 
military as by the missionaries. The 
Mon * clung to their religious beliefs 
as tenaciously as they opposed Span­
ish domination In government, writes 
Monroe Woolley In the Utica Satu> 
dny Globe.

But the Moro archipelago today Is 
not what It wns when we first took 
up stewardship there. This means 
that It Is not the unconquerable em­
pire It wns when the Spanish essayed 
to rule nnd run It. For a long time 
we sought to make the Moros obedi­
ent by whipping them—by killing 
them off. Hundreds, thousands of 
them, were slain In periodic cam­
paigns, yet the fiery Mohammedans 
lost no opportunity to treacherously 
murder our troops and officials at 
times when pacification seemed ap­
parent

Military operations falling to a con­
siderable degree, and mindful of the 
hopeless task of the Spaniards, an­
other method was derised to win the 
people to new government and to new 
ways of living. At first the Philippine 
government smoked a peace pipe with 
the sultans and dnttos, chiefs of com­
munity factions, seeking in this man­
ner to make Itself popular with the 
masses. As much good will as pos­
sible was thus literally bought. Cost­
ly gifts nnd Junketing trips were be­
stowed on the tribal chiefs, and they 
were fnwned upon as loyal subjects 
are wont to do with royalty. Later, 
brute force was wholly abolished. 
Kindness nnd diplomacy were finally 
substituted therefor, and with this en­
lightened new system we are gradual­
ly and thoroughly remaking Moham­
medan Mindanao.

Known to and thoroughly explored 
by white men for centuries past, Min­
danao Is today Just beginning to be 
lifted from a savage past Into the 
limelight of civilization. The rich 
realm has never been exploited be­
muse the inhabitants were always hos­
tile to any outside Interference. Min-

Mludanao has a larger colony of 
American planters, engaged mostly In 
hemp cultivation, than any other spot 
In the Islands, notwithstanding that 
the people there have always been 
hostile to trespassers. Many of these 
have been wuntonly murdered, but the 
fatality list is growing less right 
along, an evidence that the people are 
being converted to a new order of 
things. Many of these brave Ameri­
cans started business on what they 
saved from a soldier's wage, and to­
day not a few of them are Oriental 
nabobs.

Responding to Education.
For centuries the Moro thought the 

only kind of effective government was 
that having force behind It. To be 
kind to him. In hls opinion, meant that 
you feared him. But to be kind, with 
a means of making kindness accepta­
ble through a standing military force, 
has completely wrought a change In 
the warlike people. Under good lead­
ers the Moros are good people; under 
bad ones they, too, are bad.

The Mohammedan religion teaches 
that to slay a white man, or a Chris­
tian, la a sure way to get to heaven. 
Therefore, In Spanish times, and dur­
ing our early occupation, fanatical 
Moros used to run amuck, chopping 
down as many foreigners as they 
could with their wicked knives. Often 
It has taken a dozen bullets, well- 
almed from a hlgh-power army rifle, 
to kill the crazed follower* of the 
Koran. All Moros hate pork as a hull 
does a red flag, and the military offi­
cer who placed the dead body of a 
fanatic Inside a pork carcas and 
strung the two up In the plaza for 
the Inspection of others effectually 
kept “ running amuck" within bounds 
In hls territory.

But today the Moros are laying 
aside their war krisos and spears, are 
discarding their tlght-flttlng. gnlly 
colored costumes for modern dress, 
similar to the Filipinos, and are send­
ing their children for the first time to 
public schools. A decade hence there 
may be Moro professional men. such 
as lawyers, doctors and scientists.

A committee of Moro chieftains who 
went to Manila recently to meet Resi­
dent Commissioner Manuel Quezos of 
Washington, himself a Filipino, told 
the commissioner that schools were

Mindanao Itself Is the largest Island 

by far In the entire Philippine archi­
pelago. It Is about the size of our 
own state of Mississippi, and la big­
ger than Indiana or Ohio. It would 
make seven states like New Jersey, 
and Is by far much larger than sev­
eral of our Atlantic const states com­
bined. To be precise. It has an area 
of 46,721 square miles.

In ancient times the Moros had lit­
tle, if any. business sense. They had 
a woeful lack of the appreciation of 
mnnCy. To overcome their antiquated 
Ideas of'trade we have established 
markets for them In the leading towns 
where they meet to buy and sell. 
Some day Mindanao will be one of 
the leading countries of the world for 
the production of rubber. The rubber 
tree grows wild there In great pro­
fusion. Although the Industry la as 
yet undomestlented, exports from a 
eingle locality have reached nearly 
1 .000.000 pounds In a year. The Island 
also produces much hemp, aa well as 
tapioca, cocoanuta and other tropical 
fruits.

We have been successful In giving 
railroads to that part of the Philip­
pine archipelago occupied by the Fil­
ipino. even though foreign capital had 
to furnish the money, but we have 
yet to lay the first steel rail In Min­
danao, the greatest and richest of the 
Islands of our Insular frontier. Bor­
neo, distant only a stone’s throw from 
Zamboanga. Mindanao's metropolis. Is 
far ahead of Moroland la everything 
save natural wealth.

Intensely popular, and asked him to 
say to congress that as long as that 
body was disposed to fnralsh school 
books that the Moros themselves 
would furnish the schools and the 
scholars. Datto Plang, one of the 
powerful chieftains, hns himself erect­
ed two costly schoolhousea In Min­
danao solely at hls own expense. A

Baseball Has Helped.
Baseball has helped wonderfully 

with the Moroe, as It did with the 
Filipinos, to cement affections for the 
Americans. It Is claimed by a learned 
Filipino who recently toured Min­
danao thnt In two decades the vis­
itor In Moroland will not be able, so 
far as dress and manners are con­
cerned, to distinguish a Moro from a 
Filipino. No American baseball fan 
really knows what fun Is until he Is 
privileged to see a holly contested 
game of ball between Filipinos and 
Moros and gives an attentive ear to 
the game vcmacnlnr as It Is spoken 
by our wards In the excitement of thn 
sport.

With the awakening to civilization 
the Moro Is acquiring some chivalry. 
One of the sultans thought he had 
reached the acme of politeness when 
he asked the popular daughter of one 
of our ex-presldents, at the time vis­
iting hit palace, to become No. 1 in 
hls harem. Of course, there was a 
blushing declination, at which the 
dusky ruler was probably chagrined. 
But the Incident goes to Illustrate that 
the American, aa well as the Christian 
Filipino, Is for the first time making 
himself and hls Institutions accepta­
ble to the remade Mohammedans at 
oar fertheet-Ctang frontier.

any tree provided one can get a view 
of Its top from u point F>0 or 100 
feet from its base. It is the Instru­
ment which the Forest Service, In 
Farmers' Bulletin 716 recommends to 
farmers who are thinking of selling 
timber from woodlots and who wish to 
base their sule upon the actual amount 
of timber ruther than ujw»n guess work 
or a mere acreage basis.

Making the Instrument.
As accuracy in drawing parallel 

lines, lnylng-off right angles, and meas­
uring distances Is extremely Impor­
tant, those inuklug the Instrument 
would do well to provide themselves 
with a good steel squure accurately 
ruled for Inches and quarter Inches.

Take a piece of half-inch hoard 7 by 
9 inches and plane it smooth on all 
sides. Draw the line AB, throe eighths 
of an Inch from the lower edge nnd pa- 
ruO-1 to It. Two inches from the left 
end of the hoard draw CD, at an exact 
right angle to AB. Make a mark at E, 
614 Inches from I>, and another at F. 
3V4 from I>. Now draw a line JK 
through F. exactly parallel to AB.

Htartlng at D, lay off accurately 
inches and quarter Inches AB on both 
directions, marking 1) us zero nnd put­
ting down the number of Inches from 
I> for each Inch mark. Do the rnme 
for the line JK. Then mark the scules 
as indicated in the illustration, the fig­
ures above the line being for feet und 
those below the scale for the number 
of 16-foot logs on the merchantable 
part of the trunk. It will be seen that 
each quarter Inch on either of the pa­
rallel lines represents 4 feet In height 
and each line represents a log 16 feet 
long.

To Make Sight#.
Take a brnd or small nail and drive 

It In carefully on the line JK about nn 
Inch from the edge of the hoard. Drive 
It In until the point comes out on the 
back of the t>onrd ; then pull It out and 
drive it in from the hack until the point 
sticks out about one-fourth Inch from 
the face of the board. File off or 
cut off with pliers any part of the 
brad that projects from the hack of 
the hoard. In the same way Insert an 

| other brad near the other end of the 
line JK. It is Important that the brads 
or sights he straight nnd true.

To Mak# Pendulum.
| Now take a piece of straight, heavy 

wire 10 Inches long, and bend one end 
of It into a loop about an eighth of 
an Inch in diameter. Be certain thnt 
the center of the loop of the wire is la 
an exact line with the straight part 
of the wire. Fasten this piece of 
wire loosely to the hoard at E with a 
half-inch screw, an that it will swing 
freely when the board is on edge. The 
loop shoulil he Mg enough to fit loose­
ly over the shank of the screw, hut 
small enough so that it will not slip 
off over the head.

Screw a piece of wood about six 
Inches long, one Inch wide nnd n half 
Inch thick to the hack of the hoard 
to serve ns « handle, nnd the height 
measure 1s complete.

Using the Instrument.
To measure the total height of a tall 

tree, stand exactly 100 feet from Ifs 
base. Hold the Instrument In the right 
hand In such a way that the pendulum 
swings freely but very nenr the hoard. 
Sight along the brads at the top of the 
tree and let the pendulum come to 
rest. Then with the left hand press 
the pendulum agnlnst the hoard with­
out giving It a chance to change Its 
position. The pendulum may also he 
kept In position by tilting the right 
hand slightly to the right. This brings j 
the wire against the board nnd holds 
It In place so that a reading enn he oh- ; 
talned. Care should ?>e taken that the 
wire does not slip after the hoard Is 
t Ufed.

Now rend off the number of feet In 
height on the lower scale. If the wire j 
crosses the line five Inches from the 
point D. It Indicates that the tree Is i 
HO feet high above the level of the eye. j

Without changing position, next 
sight at the foot of the tree nnd take 
the second rending. If In the second 
reading the pendulum hangs to the left 
of D, thnt Is, between A and D, add 
the amonnt Indicated to the first read­
ing. and the result will be the total 
height of the tree. Than, If It hangs

4 or 76 feet.
Using Upper Scale.

The upper scale is to he used In com­
puting the height of trees less than 
about 75 feet high or In measurlhg i 
other trees when It Is Impossible to j 
see the top or the point on the trunk 
at a dlstnnce of 100 feet. In using the ; 
upper scale the observer should stnnd j 
only 50 feet from the tree, hut In this 
case the rendlngs, of course, would he 
made on the line JK and exactly as 
they would be mace ut 100 feet on the 
line AD.
Finding Number and Length of Mer­

chantable Logs.
In the example given, the total 

height of the tree was measured. To 
the owner of a woodjot or timber It Is 
even of more practical Importance to 
measure the height to a point on tin- 
tree beyond which there Is no mer­
chantable suw timber. This measure­
ment Is made In the same way as that 
described above except that the Instru­
ment is pointed at vs hat will he the 
top of the lust log when the tr«-e Is cut. 
and then ut the point where the top of 
the stump will he.

KEEPING CROWS OUT 
OF THE CORN FIELD

Effective Way of Frightening 
Birds Is to Kill Few and 

String Them to Poles.

(By F L  WASHBURN. Unlvaralt) 
Farm. St Paul. Minn )

Scarecrows, poisoned corn and 
crows hung from poles In the field are 
common methods of protecting seed- 
corn from crows.

The old scarecrow Is still In com­
mon use about the corn fields, and 
some farmers string white cord about 
the field, from which they hang bright 
pieces of tin. whl<4» flutter In the wind.

Scarecrows, If us«>d, should be 
changed occasionally. The crows soon 
become accustomed to uny scarecrow, 
however.

A very effective way of keeping 
crows from the corn Is to shoot two 
or three and hang them by a string 
from poles in the tleld. Some farmers 
resort to trapping, and. having caught 
a few crows In steel traps, hanging 
them alive from polea. This is not a 
humane practice, and we cannot, there­
fore, recommend It.

If one uses poisoning, corn may he 
soaked In a solution of strychnine. Ten 
cents worth of sulphate of strychnine 
dissolved In enough hot water to soak 
two quarts of corn will serve well. Poi­
soned halt of this kind should he scat­
tered about the field late In the eve­
ning. when there will he less danger 
of Its being eaten by poultry, stock or 
game birds.

Some One Else Might Explain

Thirty-seven well knowneditore 
of and writers for American ma­
gazines and Sunday newspapers 
met at the Hotel Baltimore yes­
terday and gave out, through 
George Creel, the following letter.

“To the Honorable Charles E. 
Hughes: The professional writers 
who sign this letter have small 
interest in democracy. It is our 
hope, through this voluntary as­
sociation, to assist in the promo­
tion of honest, educational dis­
cussion in order that fundamen­
tal issues may not be decided in 
prejudices and ignorance.

“ Mr. Wilson’s beliefs have 
been expressed in law and in de­
clared policies. He has made an 
open record by which he may be 
judged. Wise choice is not pos­
sible unless you yourself make 
equally specific statement of pur­
pose and convictions.

"Without intent to offend, we 
feel justified in charging that in 
no single public utterance have 
you filed a bona fide bill of par­
ticulars nor have you offered a 
single constructive suggestion.

“ Personalities a r e  without 
value. Blanket c r i t i c i s m  is 
worthless. What we desire to 
know, what it is fair that the 
electorate should know, are the 
exact details of your disagree­
ment with President Wilson. 
What has he done that you would 
not have done, and what has he 
failed to do that you would have 
done or will do? Honesty and 
patriotism demand that you put 
yourself upon record in such 
manner as to permit people to 
judge you as they are now able to 
judge President Wilson. For ex­
ample—

“ Would you have filed instant 
protest against the invasion of 
Belgium and backed up that pro­
test with the United States navv?

"It  is arrant nonsense to talk 
about action that would have pre­
vented the Lusitania tragedy. 
The vague advertisement did not 
appear until shortly before the 
hour of sailing. The occurrence 
was one of those things that 
civilization has made the world 
regard as incredible. The only 
honest question to this: Would 
you have made the disaster the 
subject of diplomatic negotiations 
or would you have broken rela­
tions with Germany at once?

“ Would you have urged upon 
congress an embargo upon the 
shipment of munitions to the al­
lies?

“ Would you urge universal 
compulsory military service?

“ You y e  frank in stating that 
Huerta’s morals w*ere of no con­
cern to America. Does this mean 
that yeu would have ^pcognized 
Huerta?

“ As matters Btapd today,would 
you be in favor of intervening in 
Mexico?

“ Does your attack upon the 
Wilson shipping bill mean that 
you are in favor of ship subsidies?

“ You speak enthusiastically of 
the fights of the worker. Does 
this imply that you indorse the 
Clayton anti-trust law and the 
seamen’s bill? Or will you urge 
their appeal?

“ What are your Specific com­
plaints against the federal re­
serve law?

“ As govornor of New York you 
opposed the income tax amend­
ment. Does this antagonism per­
sist? Do vou or do you not l>e- 
lieve in payirrg for preparedness 
out of a tax on incomes, inherit­
ances and munitions?

“ We agree with you that it is 
a ‘critical period,’ by far too 
critcal, indeed, for candidates to 
talk in terms of office-seeking 
rather than in the simple.earnest 
language of definite American­
ism.

BABIES OF THE POOR.

Have you ever turned from your 
door a woman with a child clinging to 
her skirts, who wus pleading for a 
day's work, declaring the child would 
be a nuisance, and that you could con­
sider only an unencumbered worker? 
If you have. It Is such as you who huve 
forced working mothers to place their 
little qgies in charitable Institutions, 
thut they might gain employment to 
fight for dully bread.

The woman may go through her tusk 
swiftly, mechanically, but blame her 
not If the Iron Is a trifle too hot for 
your lace-befrllled petticoat or em­
broidered dollies; for the moment her 
thoughts might have flitted from her 
work to the charitable Institution In 
which she had been forced to leave 
her baby.

No one will ever know how mnny 
despairing tears are Ironed In with 
the laces she Is doing up for little ones 
so much more fortunate—by tbe 
chance of being born to the rich—than 
her own baby. Her mother heart Is 
constantly torn by conflicting fears. 
Is there Botne kind hund near to lift 
a cup of wuter to Its parched Ups or 
move It gently from the boiling sun 
Into the cor>ling shade or soothe Its 
cries? Will there be nnyone to notice 
If It hns been sitting lu one position 
long hours until It Is convulsed with 
pain and sobs. Its little buck nearly 
sprained, or wipe away the cruel dust 
thnt hus lodged In Its reddened, blink­
ing eyes? The nurses are few. and the 
children huddled together In the Small 
grounds are many; only momentary 
attention can be given to anyone. The 
working mother’s paltry two or three 
dollars per week being so little, she 
must not expect more than ordinary 
care for her child.

The cry of such a mother’s heart Is, 
“Oh, God! If I could but get work at 
which 1 could keep my little one by 
my side!’’ No hand like a mother's 
can soothe puln. No one can or would 
stand between baby, and harm like 
the mother who loves It better than 
her own life. These working moth­
ers—widows—have heard of the ef­
forts of humane sympathizers who are 
endeavoring to have n MU passed 
whereby such women would he publ 
the smnll stipend they are obliged to 
pay the day nurseries for caring for 
their children to enable them to care 
for their little ones themselves at 
home. They pray to heaven that the 
dear privilege of curing for their little 
ones themselves may become a reality 
Instead of only a fanciful dream.

Only those who have watched chil­
dren brought up In charitable Institu­

COOKING LOBSTERS.

Those delicate shellfish are so well 
liked that although In many states 

they are hard to get. a 
few ways of preparing 
them will not tie amiss. 
Those who ure fortunate 
enough to have them In 
plenty will appreciate u 
new dish. A medium- 
sized lobster is the best 
to choose, those which 
are lively and heavy In 
weight. Rotwters should 
tie killed immediately be­

fore boiling. If n pointed knife be run 
Into the hock between Ike body und 
tall shells, death will occur at once. 
No lobster Is of good flavor that has 
been killed hours before It Is rooked. 
A fresh boiled lobster has h stiff tall, 
which will. If gently raised, return 
with u spring to Its curled condition. 
Cure should he tnken never to pull the 
tall straight, os It will never respond 
again.

Lobster Toast.—Canned lobster may 
he used for this dish. Pick over to 
remove any pieces of shell. Add one 
dessertspoonful of warmed butter, red 
pepi>er, capers and pickled cucumber. 
Pound till well blended, ndil salt. Heat 
hot and serve on buttered toast.

Creamed Lobster.— Remove the meat 
from the lobster and chop finely. Beat 
tiie yolks of two eggs and mix with a 
quarter of s cupful of cream, a few 
drops of onion Juice, n half u teuspoon- 
ful of salt, a pinch of red fiepjicr and 
h grating of nutmeg. Melt two table- 
spoonfuls of butter, add the minced 
lobster, cook and stir for s few min­
utes; then add the cream anil other 
Ingredients. Stir nntll the combina­
tion thickens. Serve on toast.

Broiled Lobster.—Kill the lobsters 
ns before descrltied. and with n sharp 
knife and n mallet or with a cleaver 
split down the hack on the line which 
runs down the middle of the shell. Re­
move the stomach and Intestines, plnce 
the two pieces with the shell part down 
over a moderate Are. When half 
cooked, moisten well with butter, nnd 
sprinkle with pepper, salt and lemon 
Juice. Crack the claws before serving.

Ing hot Juice five cupfuls of sugnr and 
one cupful of lemon Juice; cook 20 
mluutes; skim nnd strain Into glasses.

FOOD SUGGESTIONS.

A pressed meat which will be found 
appetizing for picnics or luncheons on 

hot days Is prepared as 
follows: Boll together a 
pound of round steak 
and two large pork 
hocks. When done, 
mince the meat with a 
fork hut do not put tt 
through the meat chop­
per its It makes It pasty. 

I’ut Into a mold and pour over It the
liquor in width the meat was cooked.

Salmon With Tomatoes.— Prepare
tomato cups by scalding the tomato, 
remove the skin, then hollow out the 
form cups, using a sharp teaspoon. 
Turn upside down to drain nnd place 
on Ice to keep them ttrtn. Kill with 
salmon und chopped celery with a 
good boiled dressing thut I* highly 
seasoned.

Prune and Rice Meringue.—Boll and 
drain one cupful of rice, then add two 
tahlespoonfuls of butter, three of 
sugar, one well-beaten egg anti one 
teaspoonful of ginger extract. Spread 
some of this mixture on a plutter, 
cover It with n luyer of stewed prunes; 
continue alternating the layers until 
all the rice Is used. Sprinkle lightly 
with sugur. and cover with a infrlngue 
made of the whites of two eggs, one- 
half cupful of sugur, nnd brown In 
the oven. Serve cold, decorated with 
whole stewed prunes.

Apricot Tapioca Pudding.—Cover 
one and n half cupfuls of tnplo'-n 
with cold water nnd let It soak for 
three hours; then drain and ndd three 
cupfuls of hulling water, one-half a 
teas|MMinftil of salt and one cupful of 
sugar; unnk In it double holler until 
transparent. Skin nnd stone twelve 
apricots, put them Into the bottom 
of a buttered baking dish, pour over 
the tapioca mixture nnd bnke In a 
moderate oven for 20 minutes. Serve 
hot or cold with sugar and cream.

Pickled Cherries.—Select sound 
Inrge cherries and to every quart of 
cherries allow a cupful of the best 
elder vinegar, two cupfuls of sugar, 
one stick of cinnamon, broken In bits; 
a hlnde of ninoe and six whole cloves. 
Pit the cherries, pnek them In Jurs 
nnd pour the boiling vlnegnr and 
spices over them. Cork nnd set awny; 
they may be used almost Immediately.

19. That we approve the plan 
adopted by the institute for hav­
ing a school fair.
