J. H. Wagner sent a letter t;> 
each of the graduates tu ■ 
them to go into high scl. « i . : a 
at the same time countv <. i 
superintendents and teai-hm

high school attrndaneo. < >: () ' 
5, when the year’s school w< ik 
was well started Mr. V. a • 
sent to each c»f the 12-’ll a p 
card questionairr in whi-1 
said:

“ Al)OUt 1200 of you gradunti d 
from the common school o. . 
Mexico last spring and I am it 
terested to know what y< u are 
doing now. 1 hope that ><>. 
have planned to go on with your 
education and to make the 1" 
preparation possible for your 
future career. It will please me 
to know that you have a'tvady 
entered some high school nr 11 :
you are planning to do so soi n. 
To obtain this information there 
is attached hereto a mailing earn 
which I wish you would fill out 
and return to me.”

Each student was ask* d to 
state if attending school and 
where: and if not, to say w'hut 
plans had been made for the 
winter. Each was asked a!~<» 
for a statement of preference a 
to life occupation. A large r i 
jority of the cards were re 
turned, showing a highly, grati­
fying increase in the percentage 
of eighth grade graduates who 
are proceeding w ith high school 
work. Of the cards return'd 
more than four fifths show ed 
the writers in school, w hile the 
remainder, almost without ex­
ception expressed a desire t > go 
on, were high School facilities 
available within their reach. 
There was pathos and here anil 
there a hint of tragedy in the re­
plies of the unfortunate ora- 
fifth. With the majority it wa 
lack of local high school fairi 1 j♦ i« 
coupled with lack of financial 
ability of parents to send them 
away from home. Those wh > 
consider New Mexico extravi- 
gant in cducatiojnal expenditures 
and who oppose further exten­
sion of the county high school 
system might read with profit 
the replies of these hoys and 
girls whose education has been 
cut off at the eighth grade b» 
cause no further educational 
work i9 available within reach of 
their homes. The replies have 
given the Department of Educa­
tion many opportunities to aid 
boys and girls to continue the r 
high school work. It has put the

of ag ricu ltu re  will, a s  rap id ly  aa p rac ­
ticable, ex tend  the  p resen t dem onstrn- 
tlonul and  investigational work w ith 
producers, sh ippers, ca rrie rs  and w are­
housem en regard ing  p roper m ethods of 
hand ling  perishab les. T h is w ork will 
be tak en  up w ith funds Just made- 
availab le  In the  food p roduction  bill 
recen tly  enacted  by congress.

S pecialists declare  th a t th e  success­
ful tran sp o rta tio n  o r sto rage  of p erish ­
ab les is p rim arily  dependent upon care ­
fu l and p roper hand ling  m ethods w hen 
being p repared  fo r sh ipm ent. If  care­
lessly o r Im properly handled  w hen h a r­
vested  and packed, all care  exercised  
th e re a f te r  to  Insure sound condition  
m ay he largely Ineffective and re su lt in 
serious loss to the  p roducer as well as 
loss o f foodstuffs to the  consum er. Spe­
c ia lis ts  In the h a rvesting  and  handling  
of f ru its  and vegetables, th ro u g h  dem ­
o n stra tio n s! work and o th e r p rac tica ­
b le m eans In the  Im portan t producing 
sections, will reach  ns m any produc­
e rs  and  sh ippers as  possible.

T hese  and o ther specialists also w ill 
adv ise  p roducers In the construction  
and a lte ra tio n  of storage houses fo r 
p roducts th a t can be successfu lly  
stored , especially w ithout artific ia l re­
frigera tion . and In regard  to  th e  most 
efficient use and m anagem ent of such 
s to rag e  houses. Specialists declare  
th a t losses of f ru its  and vegetables are  
high In m any w ell-constructed  sto rage  
houses m erely because the equipm ent 
la Im properly used.

It recog­
nizes too, that taxpayers resident 
at points where collector’s of­
fices are not easily accessible 
find it hard to get proper in­
struction in the law. Next year, 
when every married person liv­
ing with wife or husband and 
having a net income of $2,000, 
and every unmarried person not 
the head of a family and having 
a net income of $1,000 for the 
year 1917 must make return of 
income on the form prescribed, 
there will be hundreds in every

“It may be stated as a matter 
of general information that ‘net 
income’ is the remainder after 
subtracting expense from gross 
income. Personal, family, or 
living expense is not expense in 
the meaning of the law, the ex­
emption being allowed to cover 
such expenses.

“The new exemptions of $1,000 
and $2,000 will add tens of thous­
ands to the number of income 
taxpayers in thi.^ district, inas­
much as practically every farm­
er, merchant, tradesman, pro­
fessional man and salary worker 
and a great many wage workers 
will be required to make return 
and pay tax.

"The law makes it the duty of 
the tax payer to seek out the col­
lector. Many people assume that 
if an income tax form isnotsent, 
or a government officer does not 
call, they are relieved from mak­
ing report. This is decidedly -in 
error. It is the other way round. 
The tax payer has to go to the 
government and if he doesn’t 
within the time prescribed, he is

Som etim es he poses as an Englishm an or a C anadian w ith  a friend or 
re la tiv e  in the  Arm y o r in a Foreign office, and in th is  case bis sto ry  is th a t  the 
B ritish  are  holding th e ir  arm y a t home and m aking  the  F rench  and colonials 
do the  figh ting  fo r them , (which is an o th e r lie) in such cases he p articu la rises  
in figures and dates. Som etim es he m asquerades as a new spaper man or a 
G overnm ent official, and w hispers the " in s id e "  in fo rm ation  th a t  Ja p a n  is g e t 
tin g  ready to  declare w ar on the U nited S ta tes . Once s ta r te d , th is so rt of 
th in g  " is  assiduously circu lated  and m ultiplied by th e  ready tongue of gossip ”

“The foolish give ear to the gossip and repeat it, 
while the wiser ones listen incredulously and forget it.” 

But the proper course is to aemand precise proof of 
the allegations, and if the proof be not forthcoming 
silence the circulator. This is the class of criminals that 
should be exterminated.

DO YOUR PART.
1. Demand facts and sources of information when 

you hear a story you do not know to be true.
2. Trace the story back to the person who told it in 

your community.
3. Report the name of the person circulating the 

story and the nature of the statement.
Here are some of the “ENEMY LIES,” that have al­

ready been circulated, “American battleships have been 
sunk by German navy and news suppressed -that 
thousands of Germans are drilling in this country for a 
revolt—that Secretary Tumuly is in prison charged with 
treason, that our troops in France are suffering for food 
—that our troops in France have quarreled with the 
British, and such other lies as the following:

‘That Herbert Hoover, Federal Food Administrator, 
gets a salary of $18,000 and lives in luxury. It’s a lie. 
He gives his services to the people and lives very simply.

“That at camp Dix or camp Meade quarters of beef 
are thrown away or burned. It is a lie.

“That tons of vegetables, such as potatoes, are rotting 
rlesgness of soldiers. It's a lie. 
the Government intends to sieze all of the

canned goods th a t the patriotic women put up during the 
summer. That’s another lie.

“That French Army Officers have been shot for sell­
ing American wheat to Germany. It’s a lie.

“That Canada is holdidg its wheat, ô that it can de­
mand a high price when the American crop is exhausted. 
It’s a lie.

“Fake letters that find their way into print should be 
scrutinized, from a soldier, in some prison or wounded, 
written to a sister or mother, for no other reason than to 
frighten mothers and fathers of our soldiers.”

Secretary of War Baker has announced that when­
ever disaster occurs to our forces and our ships, the people 
will be told, so far to date this has been carried out, as to 
the few disasters that have happened, either General 
Pershing or Admiral Sims has furnished the proper de­
partment with the full name and address of his relative 
or friend at home giving cause and character of “Causal. 
ty” of whatsoever the nature.

Time may come when many thousands of our soldiers 
as well as allied army men may be killed or taken prison­
ers, but the actual figures for the casualties in the entire 
French Army for the twelve months of 1916 was 2.75 per 
cent, this includes prisoners, who of course are not all 
killed.

So if people will refrain from circulating the false 
rumors, there will be no need for the Guillotine.

The United States Is In the war to

When this 
Is assured, the United S ta tes  will In­
sist on a peace tha t Is based on gen­
erosity and Justice to all alike, ex­
cluding all selfish claims to advantage 
even on the part  of the victors.

also feel the  German people are  not 
so guiltless as Mr. Wilson represents  
them.

Congress lost llftle time In starting 
proceedings for formal declaration of 
war against Austro-Hungary, and gov­
ernment ngents throughout the coun­
try at once began preparing  to handle 
the million and a half enemy ullens 
which It adds to the list. Ass tens of 
thousands of Austro-Hungarians have 
been employed tn the mines of Amer­
ica. there 1* danger of a serious short-, 
age of mine labor. It Is likely n good 
deal of discrimination will he used In 
dealing with such subjects of the dua!| 
monarchy, as the Bohemians and varl-|

Bolshevik! Peace Efforts.

Early  T hursday  morning a fleet of 
big German a irp lanes  made a raid on 
Englund and several of them succeed­
ed In reaching London. Their bombs 
killed seven persons. At least two of 
the raiding machines Were brought 
down by gun fire and their  crews cap­
tured.

W ar Stamp* on Sale.
The sale of war savings stam ps 

and certificates, America’s newest 
plan fur raising w ar  funds nnd encour­
aging thrift, began on Monday, and 
was tuken up by the  en tire  country 
with an enthusiasm  tha t  presages It* 
complete success.

▼inability of Inoculating legumes. Thai 
legum es are benefited by inoculation 
has been shown by several experiment 
stations. The Wisconsin, Illinois and 
other stations have shown that lnocula- 
Uon gives decidedly beneficial results.

In the first place. Inoculation In­
creases the total growth of the plant, 
giving greater yields of hay. In most 
teat cases the hny crop has been In­
creased about 20 per cent and In some 
Instances It has been doubled. Not 
only Is more hay produced, but the hay 
Is richer In protein and consequently 
of higher feeding value, according to 
W. A. Albrecht o f the University of 
M luourl college of agriculture. Cow- 
pea hay from plants, inoculated at the 
Illinois station, contained 26 per cent 
protein while plants not treated car­
ried bnt 18H per cent of this valuable 
food con stitu en t Inoculation enables 
the plant to get nitrogen from the air 
In addition to that from the aoll. This 
not only conserves the supply, but 
when the crop Is turned under It In­
creases the nitrogen content o f the 
aoll.

Inoculation, then, la beneficial be­
cause It Increases the yield and Im­
proves the quality of hay and enriches 
the soil through the nitrogen of the 
air. These benefits Justify the expense 
and trouble of inoculation.

MAKE WAR ON INSECTS

Campaign to Teach Every Farm­
er and Keeper of Foods.

RYE SEEDED AS COVER CROP

Plantod In Cornfields It Frequently 
Can Ba Utilized as Lata Fall or 

Spring Pasturt.
» ft

Rye seeded ns a cover crop (n corn­
fields can frequently he utilized for 
la te fall and early spring pasture, or 
can be allowed to mature and he 
hogged down with satisfactory results.

"At the last cultivation of corn, rye 
can he seeded at the rate of six to 
eight pecks per acre. It will furnish 
nutritions pasturage by fall In favor­
able seasons. In the spring the crop 
may be used for pasture or plowing 
under, or hogs may bo turned Into the 
field after the grain Is ripe, t

Six pigs averaging 44 pounds In 
weight were fed on a quarter o f an 
acre of rye for 49 days at the Ohio 
experiment station. During th is time 
they made an average dally gain of 
half a pound. W hile hogging down the 
rye the plga w ere fed a fifth of a 
pound of tankage apiece dally.

Rye as a general rule cannot com­
pete with corn for hogging down, ac­
cording to specialists at the experi­
m ent atation. It may he substituted  
econom ically for corn when It la diffi­
cult to harvest and thresh and when 
Its price per pound la about tha same 
aa that of corn. — — -  ---  - -

C overing th e  qoun tiy  as effectively 
as possible w ith  em ergency funds made 
availab le  In the  food production  bill 
Just enacted  by congress the entom olo­
g ists  will deal w ith every  pest o f !m- 
jx irtan t crops. Should the cam paign 
planned  re su lt In a redaction  of only 
5 p er "cent of p resen t losses from  In­
sects an  am ount agg regating  m illions 
of bushels It Is es tim a ted  would be 
saved. It (s expected  th a t an  effective 
cam paign would re su lt In even a la rger 
saving.

S pecia lists  will give d em onstra tions 
to  sm all g roups of fa rm ers , f ru it grow ­
ers and o th ers  In reg ions w here th e ir  
serv ices a re  m ost needed. W herever 
It can be done persons In the  com m unity 
w here the  d em o nstra tion  Is being con­
ducted  will be asked  to  a ss is t In p re ­
parin g  sp ray  m ix tu res, em ulsions, poi­
soned h a lts , dips, w ashes and th e  like. 
T hese persons, so f a r  ns p rac ticab le , 
then  will be requested  to  a ss is t In the  
application  of these  and  o ther m eas­
u res In o rd e r th a t each  com m unity In 
w hich dem o n stra tio n s a re  given will 
have one o r m ore persons acquain ted  
w ith  m ethods of assem bling  and apply­
ing insecticides and In the  use of o th e r 
rem edial m easures.

Specialists In rice Insects w ill visit 
rice fields. Mon fam iliar w ith the In­
sect pests  of the orchard and vineyard 
will be sent to thope sta les where fruit 
growing Is an Important Industry. In 
the large trucking areas of the country 
and elsew here specialists fam iliar with 
the Insects of truck crops will be de­
tailed. Men fam iliar with the Insect 
pests of cereal and forage crops will 
work In sta tes where these crops are 
of most Importance, and will give spe­
cial attention to  such Important pests 
as the H essian fly, chinch bug and 
Joint worms.

In case o f serious Insect outbreaks 
men w ill be available to concentrate 
effort In the Infested territory, to pre­
vent, If possible, further spread of the 
pesL It la planned to give attention

also to  dem onstra ting  and d issem in a t­
ing Inform ation about m ethods fo r tho  
preven tion  of Insect losses to  sto red  
grnlns, flour and o th e r  products, lit 
mills, w arehouses and  g ranaries, an d  
fo r  th e  reduction  of losses to  o th e r 
sto red  food products.
