Edward George
Earle Lytton Bul-
wer more famil-
farly known to
novel readers as
Bulwer - Lytton,
was born in Lon-
don, May 25, 1803,
He was more of &
prodigy in his
youth and had . a
much more publle
career than m st
men who have
achieved fame pn
novelists. At the
age of 16, he dis-
tinguvished higpell
by publishi a
volume of poems
and by falling so
violently 4n laye
that he became
highly morbid
when his proposal of marriage was not
taken seriously by the father of the
girl he loved. S8She dled a few years
later and Bulwer said that the disap-
pointment embittered his whole 1ife.
At Cambridge. he won a medal for the
excellence of 4 poem and published
another book of verse

In 1827, he had sufiecliently recovered
from his premature love aflair to
marry, against his mother's wishes, a
briliiant beauty of soclety. The mateh
was fore-doomed to be unhagppy, for
both Bulwer and his wife were too
unrestrained to live tog ther. They
quarreled, were legully reparated and
continued to quarrel In rrint for years

Bulwer was rapldly w oaing renown.
His first novels were sucossses but it
was not until “The Last Day« of Pom-
pell” (1834) that his fame was assured.
Nine years later appeared “The lLast
of the Barons.™ which many guod
Judges have considered his best work.
He wrote numerous other stories,
novels of soclety, of crime, of mys-
teries, of family life. He was the most
successful dramatist of his time. He
dabbled in Journalism. For 10 years
he was a member of parlilament, was
later secretary for the colonles, and in
1866 was raised to the peerage as
8:1':“ Lytton. He died on January 18,
1

had bent his limbs so as to give him-
self the firmest posture at the expect-
ed rush of the lion, with his small and
shining weapons raised on high, in the
faint hope that one well-directed
thrust might penetrate through the eye
te the brain of his grim foe.

“But to the wunutterable astonish-
ment of all, the beast seemed not even
aware of the presence >f the crim-
inal. At the first moment of {ts re-
lease it halted abruptly fn the arena,
ralsed itself half on end, snuffing the
upward alr with impatient sighs; then
suddenly it sprang forward, but not
on the Athenlan. At half-speed It
circled round and round the space,
turning 1ts vast head from side to side
with an anxious and perturbed gaze,
as If seeking only some avenue of es
cape; once or twice It endeavored to
leap up the parapet that divided It
from the audience, and, on failing, ut-
tered rather & baffled howl than Its
deep-toned and kingly roar. Itevinced
no sign either of wrath or hunger; Its
tall drooped along the sand, instead of
lashing its gaunt sides; and Its eye,
though it wandered at times to Glau-
cus, rolled again listlessly from him.
At length, as If tired of attempting te

| escape, It crept with a moan Into Its

cage and once more lald itseif down
to rest

*The first surprise of the assembly
at the apathy of the llon soon grew
into resentment at its cowardice; and
the populace already merged their
pity for the fate of Glaucus into angry
compassion for their own disappoint-
ment.

“As the keeper, with some fear,
but more astonishment, was preparing
to obey, a loud cry was heard at one
of the entrances of the arena; there
was a confusion, a bustle, voices of
remonstrance suddenly breaking forth,
and sudden silence at the reply.

Stipulation in the Turkish Settiement
Necessary.

Washington. —The council of the
league of nations for Ammenia to any
power unless certain réquested stipu-
lations are embodied by the sufireme
council in the Turkish settiement.

According to official information re-
celved here, the league council in a
note to the supreme council has in-
sisted that the boundaries of Armenia
be fixed; that a free port, preferably
Batum, be accorded her; and that
protection for the defense of the new |
state be provided by the league coun-
cil, which will be free to ask an in-
dependent power to assume manda-
tory powers over the couniry.

The council of the league declares
that no state should be fsked to fin-
ance Armenia, but suggests assump-
tion of joint financial responsibility
by the powers.

If the mandate should be offered to
a small power, as has been suggested,
it was said provision for an Interna-
tional m ry force should be made
in order not to inflict an impossible
burden upon a country imcapable of
bearing it.
